Peter Verigin cannot himself speak
English, but through Reibin, who actu-
ed as interpreter, he gave an interview.

“Some 2,”«"“.(».1
our people have emigrated to British
Columbia, and have bought 12,000
acres near Nelson, B. C., where they
have planted 100,000 fruit trees.
