MUST WORK OUT SOME DEFENCE PLAN [Special to The Advertiser.}
Ottawa, April 28.—The Government 

has decided not to bring up the naval 
bill until next week. Thursday is 
Ascension Day. and the week there- 
fore is a broken one, so Government 
business of another sort, together with 
supply, will be the order of the week.

It was at first intended to bring up 
the contentious measure about the 
middle of the week, but on Saturday 
last it was decided otherwise. The 
highways bill, the bill to aid agricul­
ture, probably the bank bill and vari­
ous other Government measures, will 
be proceeded with or disposed of, and 
handed over to the Senate for final 
ratification. Supply will be considered 
during all the time available.

Getting Along.
The Government is well satisfied 

with the amount of business tran­
sacted last week, and hopes that the 
coming week will be as fruitful in re­
sults. The Opposition, true to its con­
tention, has done all in its power to 
expedite the business of the country 
other than the naval bill, and no sem­
blance of obstruction has been made. 
At the present rate of going a large 
portion of the session’s legislation will 
be cleaned up early in May.

In the meantime the temper of the 
Opposition is being tried out before 
the naval bill is again brought up, and 
the Government is hopeful that it will 
have cooled off by the time it again 
appears. The Opposition, however, 
declared that there will be no cooling

|London, April 28.—Winston Spencer 
Churchill, first lord of the British ad­
miralty, gave the parliamentary com- 

mittee investigating the Marconi con- 
tracts recently made by the British 
Government, a few hard raps during 
today’s sitting. He plainly told his 
fellow members of the House of Com­
mons that he considered it an insult to 
be summoned before them to answer 
what he called "vague tittle-tattle."

Had Heard Rumors.
Ellis T. Powell, editor of a financial 

paper in London, had stated to the 
committee that he had heard rumors 
which he did not believe to the effect 
that Mr. Churchill had had a "flutter” 
in Marconi shares.

Mr. Churchill was thereupon sum­
moned before the committee and ques- 

tioned. He replied:
"It is a most insulting charge, and 

implies that I have been skulking in 
the background while my colleagues 
have come forward and explained their 
position. It is grave beyond words that 
a committee of my fellow members of 
the House of Commons should have 
thought it right to lend their sanction

STILL TOO ILL
TO GO TO J AIL

The Consumers’ Co-operative Com­
pany, of Dundas street east, was re­
cently refused goods from a number 
of firms, several of them in London, 
and as a result the directors will dis­
cuss taking action for damages as a 
result.

The co-operative society was organ­
ized some time ago, and has a large 
number of shareholders. The idea is 
along lines of the English and Scotch 
co-operative societies, and the goods 
are sold direct to the stock-holders 
with only the actual cost charged. 
Some wholesale firms are not in sym­
pathy with the movement, and have 
refused to deliver goods that were 
ordered. They simply said that they 
did not want the business.

Some of the directors of the co-oper­
ative society claim that such action is 
in restraint of trade, and that those 
who refused to supply goods may be 
proceeded against. It is understood 
that one company was notified that 
unless it was agreed to supply goods 
a writ would be issued.

"We have been boycotted by a num­
ber of wholesale firms," said one of 
the directors. "We believe that we 
should be able to secure goods as well 
as anyone else, and we mean to find 
out through the courts, if necessary, 
whether we can be barred from buy­
ing, and at the same prices as are 
quoted to other stores.”

A DISAPPOINTED CROWD

London. April 28.—The expiration of 

the limited license under which Mrs. 
Emmeline Pankhurst, the militant suf- 
fragette leader, was released on April 
12 from Holloway jail, where she was 
serving three years’ imprisonment, 
caused a great crowd to assemble to­
day round the house where she has 
been staying to recover from the ef­
fects of her hunger strike."

The people's expectation of seeing 
Mrs. Pankhurst forcibly removed to 
Holloway jail was disappointed, as 
the authorities had in the meantime 
decided to extend lier license owing to 
the unsatisfactory state of her health.

At the weekly conclave of the mili­
tant union this afternoon it was an­
nounced that Mrs. Pankhurst had no 
intention of recognizing the limited 
license any way.

Hugh Franklin, a. nephew of Post­
master-General Herbert L. Samuel, 
was released from jail today, and the 
chairman of the meeting exhibited his 
license tone to bits, to the exultant 
suffragettes. Mr. Franklin, she said, 
had been forcibly fed 114 times.

"A militant suffragette today at­
tempted to address a crowd in Hyde 
Park, while King George was review­
ing the Brigade of Guards. The hoots 
and jeers of the mob almost broke up 
the military affair, and when the wo­
man refused to be quiet, she was locked 
up."

Paterson, N. J., April 28. — Wm. D. 

Haywood, leader of the Industrial 
Workers of the World, was arrested to­
day on his way here from New York 
to surrender himself under an indict­
ment charging him with inciting riots 
among the silk mill workers.

Ten thousand strikers had gathered 
at the Erie Railroad station here this 
morning to meet Haywood and witness 
his arrest and escort him to jail. Fear­
ing a disturbance if the arrest was 
made here, the sheriff went to Pas­
saic and took Haywood off the train.

The strike leader had announced 
that he was ready to surrender him­
self and he. accepted arrest calmly. He 
was brought here from Passaic by the 
sheriff in an automobile. His friends 
announced that Haywood’s bail bond

Northern Pacific Is Liable for Debts 
of Former Company.

Washington, D. C., April 28. — The 
supreme court today held the Northern 
Pacific Railway Company liable for the 
debts of the Northern Pacific Rail­
road Company. The decision was an­
nounced in a suit brought by Joseph 
H. Boyd.

Justice Lurton, in a dissent, said the 
effect of the decision on railroads re- 
organized about the time the Northern 
Pacifie Railway was, was alarming.

Washington, D. C., April 28. — A 

rush of speech-making on the final 
day of general debate on the tariff bill 
made lively proceedings in the House. 
Most of the members had held back, 
with a view to getting the large audi­
ences expected with the closing of the 
general debate, and the shifting of the 
consideration of the Underwood tariff 1 
revision to a reading of the measure 1 
under the five-minutes rule, beginning, 
tomorrow.

Chairman Underwood has not chang- : 
ed his view that the bill should be dis­
posed of in the House within a week 
from today, and that the sugar sched-| 
ule is not likely to offer much real 
trouble. He hoped that unless the 
fight of the anti-free wool advocates 
spreads, the bill will emerge from the 
Senate substantially in the form in 
which it stands.

A New Era.
Representative Rainey, of Illinois, 

who had charge of the agriculture 
schedule of the bill as a member of 
the ways and means committee; Rep­
resentative Murdock, of Kansas, the 
leader of the Progressives, along 
with Representative Chandler, of New 
York, and others of that party, and 
some of the big guns of the Republi- 
cans, were on today’s speaking pro­
gram. Mr. Rainey declared that the 
bill represented the dawn of a new 
era in the Government’s fiscal policy, 
"making lighter the burdens of taxes 
upon consumers and compelling great 
wealth to contribute its fair share to­
ward paying the Government ex­
penses." He pointed out that no gov­
ernment that had adopted an income 
tax system and given it fair trial had 
repealed" it. "We make the tax highest 
upon the great incomes and lowest 
upon the small incomes, taxing 425,000 
in all, and expecting to collect from 
them at least $70,000,000."

Will Affect 125,000.
He said the tax would reach 125,000 

incomes, that amount to between $4,000 
and $5,000 a year, from which the 
Government expects to collect only 
$630,000, an average of $5 per income, 
and would reach 100 incomes amount­
ing to more than $1,000,000 each per 
year from which a collection of 
nearly $6,000,000 is expected. Mr. 
Rainey said he knew of no swollen for­
tune which had not been made possi­
ble by the favors of Government, and

Action That Is Taken

London, April 28.—The representative 

of the Montenegrin Government in Lon­
don today received Instructions from 
Cettinje ordering him to protest formally 
against the demand of the European pow­
ers for the immediate evacuation of 
Scutari by the Montenegrins, which is 
described by the Government of King 
Nicholas as "unjust and cruel."

The demand of the European powers 
is couched in the following terms:

“We have the honor to declare col­
lectively to the Royal Government of 
Montenegro that the taking of the for­
tress of Scutari does not in any way 
modify the decision of the European pow­
ers relative to the delimitation of the 
frontiers of Northern and Northeastern 
Albania, and consequently the city of 
Scutari must be evacuated with the brief­
est possible delay, and must be handed 
over to the European powers, represented 
by the commandants of the international 
naval forces lying before the Montenegrin 
coast. The Royal Government of Mon­
tenegro is invited to give a prompt reply 
to this communication."

the candidate favored by Austria-Hun­
gary for the Albanian throne and the 
head of the provisional government of 
Albania, who is now in Paris, speak­
ing today with regard to the situa­
tion in Albania, said:

“If Essad Pasha's reported deal with 
Montenegro be true, it is treachery and 
folly—treachery because without Scu- 
tari, Albania would be decapitated and 
would become a mere annex to Sarvia 
and Montenegro; folly, because it 
makes the situation most difficult, and 
imperils Albania's very existence by 
angering the powers at this juncture.

“I am sure," the Albanian leader 
continued, “that the Albanians when 
they realize their position will not fol­
low him. Essad Pasha certainly be­
longs to an old Albania family, but he 
lacks influence, except personally with 
a part of his troops, and the others 
will desert him. As the head of the 
present Albanian Government, I pro­
test, and Europe cannot bow before a 
coup which violates their elaborated 
plans to conciliate all interests.

Toronto, April 26.—“This bill will turnI 
fraternal societies into life insurance 
companies," declared Mr. P. M. Patti-I 
son, Toronto, at the annual meeting ofI 
the Canadian Fraternal Association yes- 
terday. He was discussing the bill in-I 
traduced by Mr. J. A. Patterson, K, C., 
chairman of a special drafting committee,I 
to regulate fraternal benefit societies,I 
and he added that proposals like this 
were making every fraternal society un- 
easy.

An explanation had just been made 
by Mr. Paterson. He said the bill pro-I 
posed that every three years each so-I 
clety should report to the registrar ofI 
insurance a valuation of its assets and1 
liabilities and send a copy to every mem-I 
ber, If the registrar was not satisfied I 
that the return of valuation shows that 
the society is actuarially sound he willI 
order it to improve its deficiency of 5 per 
cent every three years, so that in 60 
years all societies would be actuarially: 
solvent. There was nothing to prevent 
a society improving itself faster If it 
wished, but if it did not advance at the 
rate of 5 per cent every three years the 
registrar could cancel its registration. It 
was not a rate bill compelling every so­
ciety to come to a uniform rate, but al­
lowing societies to improve at their own 
pace.

“It simply purposes that societies 
should show a clean bill of health every
