Officials Are Worried.

Officials are greatly worrled over
the delay in getting news from the
surviving officers of the 10th Cav-
alry detachment which engaged a
force of Mexicans. According to
Mexican official accounts, there
were about 76 Americans, 17 of
whom were taken prisoner. Capt.
Chas. T. Boyd, Lieut. Henry R.
Adair and ten men are sald to
have been killed. Of the remain-
ing 47, only a few stragglers
reached General Pershing’s head-
quarters yesterday, and ‘today
there had been no word from the
two cavalry troops sent out to get
in touch with the shattered com-
mand. General Pershing said he
hoped to have a report from sur-
viving officers by courler during
the day.

“Third,~—The immediate dissolu-
tion of the chamber followed by
new elections after the period re-
qulired by the constitution and after
general demobilizatlon has restored
the electoral body %o normal con-
ditions,

‘““Fourth.—Replacement of certain
police functionaries, whose attitude,
Inspired by forelgn influence, has
facilitated attempts against peace-
able citizens as weill as Insults
against the allied legations and
those under their jurisdiction.”
