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FAITH WORKING BY LOVE.

A NEW SIRMON BY REV. C. H. SPURGEON.
“Faith whicn worketh by love.”—Galatians 3 : 6.

ALl ways of jusiification by human
works and oatward forms are set aside
by the apostle In one sentence he
closes up every roud which is cast up by
man, and opens up the way of the Lord,

even the way of salvation by grace’

through faith in Christ Jesus. Some
hope to be saved by ritualism ; their
hopes are smitten hip and thigh by this
word, “ Neither circumcision availeth
anything;” on the other hand, many are
relying upon their freedom from all cere-
monial, and place.their reliance upon a
sort of anti-ritualism —they are smitien
by the words ** nor circumcision.”

As Jews relied upon circumecision, so
do many depend upon baptism and sac-
rament ; to these the apostle gives no
quarter.
ion; they have practised wo rites nor
ceremonigs, their mode of worsbip is
plain, even to unsightliness, tree almost
from disorder, and of this they are apt
to make a righteousness. It is quite as
easy to make.a self-righteousness out of
the plrinness of the Quuker as out of the
gaudin *«§ of the Romanist ; and the one

The outward, whether decorated or
unadorned, whether fixed or free, touch-
es not the saving point ; the only thing
which can save us is faith in Jesus
Clirist, whom God has set forth as a
propitiation for sin. Faith brings us
in contact with the healing fountain, and
so our natural diseade is removyed : it ap-
propriates on our behalf the result of the
Redeemer’s service and sacrifice, and so
we become accepted in Him; but any-
thing short must fail ; it is the rending of
the garment, while the beart is unbrok-
eu the washing of the outside of the cup
and platter, while the inner part is very
filthiness.

‘The apostle, however, does more thac
merely condewn other foundations than
those of faith; he distinguishes here be-
tween faith itselt and its many imitations.
It is not every sort of faith that will save
the soul. True, faith, undoubtedly, will

ave 8 man, though 1t be as a grain of
mustard seed; but then it must be true
taith—the genuine silver, and nof « niere
plated article. ** Mouey avswereth all
thing,” says the wise man, but then it
must be current coin of the realm ; foc
counterfeit money will answer for no-
things except to condemn ihe man who
has it in his possession. Real faith will
save us, but forgeries of it will increase
our peril, Assuranve is ot God, but
presumption is of the devil.

13 that it works—:*¢ Faith whick worketh,”
saith the text. To that end it must first
ot all live, lor it is clear that a dead taith
cannot work. There must be heart in
our faith, and the Spiriv of God breathing
in it, or ii. will not be the living faith ot a
living child ot God.

Being alive, true faith must not sleep,
but must arouse itself as a child of the
day, for & slumbering faith is matter for
heart-searching, since sleep is cousi- to
death. A wakefu) faith becomes active,
and in its activity lies much ot its proof.
« By their {ruits ye shall know them,” is
one of Christ’s own rules for testing men
and things, and we are to know taith by
that which comes of it, by what it does
for us, and in us, and through us. Faith
is not worth having if it1s fruitless: it
has a name to live and is dead. Ifit
works not at all, 1t lives not at all, and
cannot justify its possession.

A dead God may be served by a dead
faith, but living, waking, working 1aith
can alene please the ever-living, ever-
working Jehovah. God saves us from &
dreaming faith and a talking faitk, and
give us * taith which worketh.”

*t Not words alone it costthe Lord
To purchase pardon for his own*

Nor will a soul by grace restored
Return the Saviour words alone.”

A further distinction it also set forth,
that true taith ** woik t1 by love.” There
are some who do many works as the re-
sult ot a kind of faith who, nevertheless,
are jusiified, as for instance, Herod, who
believed in John and did many things,
and yet murdered his minister. His taith
did work, but it worked by dread and
not love; be feared the stern language of
the second Elijoh, and the judgments
which would come upon him it he reject-
ed the Baptist’s warnings, and his faith
worked by fear.

The great test of the working of saving
faith is this. it ¢¢ worketh by love.” Tt
you are led by your faith1a Jesus Christ
to love Him, and so to serve Him, then
you have the faith ot God's elect, you are
undoubtedly a saved man, and you may
go your way and rejoice 1n the liberty
wherewith Christ hath made you free. Tt
shall be joy to you to serve the Lord,
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since love is the mainspring of your ser-
vice.

That is the point we'are going to spesk
upon this morning—the connection which
oxists between faith and love: ** Faith

"which worketh by love.” We may be
helped to test both our faith and love
while we are speaking of the interming-
ling and interwisting ot the roots and
branches of these two graces, aund it will
do us good to perform a thorough self-
examination. ¢ never does ¢ man harm
{o overhaul himself and to see in what a
state he is, whether he really is right or
no: whether be i.. , rospering in soul or
no. Iam afraid ol our taking our good
estate for granted, but I am not atraid of
the most self-searching self-inquiry. May
Giod the Holy Spirit bless our minisiry
to this end this morning! .

1. Our first observation will be this:

FAITIT ALWAYS PRODUCES LOVE.

¢ Faith which worketh by love.” When
faith has anything to do, she walks to the
field with love at her side. The two
graces are inseparable. Like Mary and
Martha, they ave sisters, and abide in one
house. Faith, like Mary, sits at Jesus’
feet, and hears bis words, and then love
diligently goes about the house and re-
Joices to honor the divine Lord. Faith is
light, while love is heat, and in every
beam of grice from the Sun of righteous-
ness you will find a measure of each.

1. ‘This happens by a necessity of faith’s
own nalure. The moment a man be-
lieves in Jesus Cinist he loves Him as a
matter of course. It is possible to trust.
in another person and not love him, but
from the peculiar circumstances of the
case, our Lord having loved usand
given llimself for us out ot the infinite
charity ot His heart, we are compelled
to love Him the moment we repose upos
Him. To trust the bleeding Lamb and
not love Him is a thing not to be imagin.
ed. Fuith is a gold ring which, in every
case, the heavenly jowcler sets With the
beryl of love!  Water faith with a drop
?f God’s own dew and it blossoms inte

ove. .

‘The first steps of the prodigal when he
comes to himself are all toward his
futher's house and heart. When he gets
home he may take many steps bither and
thither about his father’s estate, but at
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first, at any rate, his face is distinctly to-
ward hig Father. Did he not say, * [ will
arise aud go uato my futher?™ The first
steps of the soul, when it beging to be-
lieve in God are desices atter him in
whick there is a measurs of love.

The affections are aroused and Jdrawn
toward God as soon as there is the slight-
ost degree of fuith in the soul. Lvery
believer here knows that. lLook back to
the day when first you saw the Lord, if
you can vemember it—the hour you lovk-
ed to Him and were lightened ; did 50u
pot love Him imwmediately? Love him?
Ah! Wu sometimes fear we loved llim
better then than now. though [ hope that
is not the case. If any ose had asked
e, in the first flush of my joy when tirst
Ibeheld my bleeding Lord, do you love
Him? 1 should not have hesitated, but
replied, I love Him as my very soul,
for He hath redeemed me trom going
down into the pit.” Faih creates love
a8 summaer breeds flowers. Qur fiest love
came with our first taith by a necessity
of nature which can never change.

2. Lova grows out ot faith yet tucther
by the discoveries of beauty in Christ
which faith is sure lo make. Faith is the
soul’s eye, and its telescope, by which it
sees that which is so far off us to be other-
wise invisible. Out of this gracious dis-
cernment comes admiring iove. Faith
delights to uaveil the superlative beaut-
jes of the Well-beloved before the gaze
of love, and then faith and love unite in
erying out,  Yea. he is altogether love-
Iy.” Those who believe can say, + We
see Jesus,” and those whose hearts are
won by him can add, ** We love Him be-
cause He first loved us.” O that we
knew our Lord bewser! O that we be-
lieved in Him mors! Then should we
be knit to Him 23 the heart of Jonathar
was knit to David.

8. Faith creates love nest by ils ap-
propriation of thal which it discerns, tor
while taith is

1t is also almost the mind’s hand, by
which it grasps the blessing. Love is
sure to arise cut of a sense of possession,
Doth not a mother love her child very
much because it is her own? When we
have an interest in & person, 8o as to call
him ¢ my brother,” ¢ my husband,” ‘‘my
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son,” then a sense of property increase’
our sense of affection. Why, even in
dead things, such as gold and silver and
goods and lunds, when they are a man’s
own they are apt to be loved, for the af-
fections cling to that which is possessed
—¢\Where your treasure is, there will
your heart be also.”

‘The tendency is clearly seen in refer-
ence to higher possessions, and especial-
ly with regard to Christ. It Christ is
yours, and faith can say, **Jesus is mine,”
love alters the sentence and cries. *This
is my beloved, and this is my friend.”
When the faith ot Thomas saw Jesus as
Lord and God his love gave a musical
ring to his exclamation by joying in per-
sonal possession, and calling bim ** my
Lord and my God.” Love rejoices in
Jesus as her own possession, trinmphs
in Him, and right sweetly sings ot love
to Him because e is her own husband
and Lord. ‘Lhus, you see, faith creates
love from a necessity of its natuve, from
the discoveries which it makes, and from
its appropriation of the good things that
is in Christ.

Surely all these points sufficiently show
that tuith creates love in the soul where-
ever it really -dwells. Do not, I pray,
begin to say, ‘* I am atraid I do not love
the Lord as I ought,” and so on. Take
it for granted that you do not love Him
to the full of his infinite deserts, and in-
stead of raising questions about the de-
gree of your love, ask himself #hether
you believe in him? Are you trusting in
the Lord Jesus?® Are you confiding in
him? Because it the root is there the
flower will appear ere long.

1t thou believest that Jesus is the Christ
thou art born of God, and all who are
born of the God of love must themselves
love God. Do not think of trying to love
God. You cannot force yourselt to love
anybody ; who in his seases would ever
dream of such a thing? Such attempt
would be utter folly. Love must be free-
born, it cannot be bought or torced. We
cannot tell what love is, though we ieel
it. It is s mysterious something, not to
be describad by the cold maker ot defini-
tions; but it is always a product of some-
thing else which goes before it. If you
believe you will love; if you do not be-

Jlieve, you will never love till you believe.

Go to the root of the matter. Do not txy
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to grow the hyacinth of love without the
bulb of frith,

Do you trust Jesus with all your heart,
and are you confiding your soul’s sternal
interests with him? Then I know that
you love Him, though you may for a
while be occupied with other pursuits.
Love slumbers in you. like fire in a flint;
or rather. it smoulders. like fice in smoul-
dering turf, bat ere long it will burn
vehemeutly, like coals of juniper. Look
well to your faith and your love will not
fail. Remember the lines of a sweet poet,
and pray that you may sing them out ot
your own soul:

« Hallelujah ! T believe!
Now, O Love! I know thy power,
Thine no false or fragile fetters,
Not the rose-reaths of an hour.”
+¢ Christian bonds of hoty union
Deoath itself does not destroy ;
Yes, to live and love forever
Is our heritage of joy.”

remark Love is

ENTIRELY DEPENDENT UPON ¥AITH.

++ Faith which worketh by love.” Love,
then, does not work ot itself, except in
the strength of faith. Love i3so entirely
dependent upon faith that, as I have al-
ready said, ¢t cannot exist without it. No
man Joves a Saviour in whom he reposes
no confidence. There may be an admir-
ation ot the character of Christ, but the
emotion ywhich the Seripture treats as
¢ ]Jove” only comes into the heart when
we trust inJseus. ¢ We love him be-
cause He first loved us.” When we have
a belief in His love, and a sense of it,
then we begin to love Jesus, but love to
Jesus cannot exist without taith in Him.

Certainly, love cannot flourish except as
faith flowrishes, It you doubt your Lord
you will think hard thoughts of Him, and
céase to love Him as you should. It you
fail into trouble, and you doubt His wis-
dom ot His fooaness in sending it, the
next thing will be that your heart will
be cold toward Him; you will begin to
think youwr Foikd to be tyrannical and
harsh to you, #nd your will quartel with
Mim. The two graces must diminish or
inorease: together. 4

But becdude you want to trust yourselt
&little, 'a‘nd-ymi*%%gin'iudgm%your' God
and do not repose enurely in Him, there
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fore it i3 that you have to ask yourse]f
whether you iove Him or not.

Love, again, as it cannot flourish with-
out faith, su u cannot work withow it
Love is a groat designer and pluanner,
but how to perform it finds not un-
less ifaith shows the way. Love sits
down and says, ** I would the world were
converted to Christ!” but faith goes out
and preaches the Gospel. Love eries,
« I would to (God that the children knew
of Jesus, and that their hearts were re.
newed even while they are yet [0 te;
but faith opens the Sunday-scivool and
teaches the young, and trusts in God that
He will bless the word to theirsalvation,
Love must have faith to sive it muscle,
sinew, and strength; therelore take right
eare of your ftaith. [Longfellow says,
¢ Theretore love and believe, and works
will tollow spontuneous, even as the day
the sun.”

Liove is as Sclomen’s lily, dro; nin
sweet-smelling myrrh. How fair to loo
upon! Stand and admire its charms.
Know, O gazer, that yon lovely flower
could not be thus arrayed were it not
joined by its stalk to living root which is
hidden underground. Faith is the néed-
ful bulb, out ot which cometh love as the
perfection of beauty. You look uver the
fair city of Mansoul, and you see a gild-
ed dome glittering in the sun—that dome
is love, and it rests, upon foundations of
faith which are laid deep upon the rock,
else would the domwe fall in ruins.

Love to God, itit be worthy ot the
name, must be soundly based on confi-
dence in Jesus: it cannot abide witnout
it, but i. carried away by wind and blood,
like ine house un the sand. Hence we
are disposed to judge with prudence the
outbursts ot emotion which we see in
certain excitable persons. We hear them
sing, Ob, yes, I do love Jesus,” but we
are not so sure of it when we watch their
lives.

We are pleased with such emotions, if
they arise out of the knowledge of Christ
an enuine faith in him, but we have
too often seen the semblance of ardet
aﬂ'gc?iou without knowledge and withodt
humility, without penitetice, and with-
ovt childlike faith, and therefore we ré-
jofce with trethbling, We fear lest the
building’ which fises up in a night would
vdnish, Iike ‘¢ the baseless fabric of a vis-
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jo0,” and disappear liko the soap-bubblo
of a child. which, though it be adurned
with all the colars of the rainbow, dis-
solves in an instaat.  See, then, to your
faith, since lova i3 eutirely dependent up-
on it. See that you are rooted, and

unded, and settled, lest the high tow-
er of professed love should soon lie in
mins, and indifference alone remain.

With proper co-operation it may be high-
ly suceessful. and may do much to raise
the quality of the Sabbath School work
over the Church generally.  Thereis no
question that the Sabbath School posses-
ses an immense amount of undeveloped
power, but the pra. ti al value of this will
depend partly i1 it v inade of it by
sessions and individuai-, wdd partly on
the kind of teacher- wh.: :nay be obtain-
ed. As many of ‘i ivachers. however
pious and -arrest, ren 1 be deficient in
profession..; 1ruining. every effort should
be made v v.ve then opportunities of
improverui.  Where more extensive
means of Normal Class training can be
had, these should be used; bat in the ab-
sence of such means, the plan published
by the convener wili lr. found very use-
ful,and within iy .acans of almost any
school.

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The want of a thorough acquaintance
with Scripture is seriously apparent
among our people. We need to be more
thoroughly indoctrinated in that Word
on which the Spirit can act. To effect
this purpose we need more and better
teaching. As Presbyterians we believe
in the great fact of God's covenant with
believers and their seed; and also, we na-
turally place more value on Christian
nurture and family training, for replen-
ist ing of the Church, than on spasmodic
efforts to gather in wanderers; not, of
course, neglecting the latter class. In
both cases, teaching of Scripture must
be a great part of the work to be done.
Iris to be feared that at the present time
our Church is deficient in exercising
this great function of teaching the Word,
as the Sabbath School is in the most cases
confined to a few children, instead of
the whole Church engaged in diligently
searching the Seriptures, in order to be-
come wise unto salvation. Even if our
public services were modified, so as to
farnish less preaching aud more teaching,
the minister would be unable to do all of
the latter, and so the question comres
back; ¢ How can we get good teachers ?”
—and in almost all cases the true answer
is, ¢ Train them,”

Trained teachers must have a gener-
al familiarity with the Bible; with its
system of doctrines and duties; with the
collateral means of explaining it, such as
its structure. history, geography, &c.
They must know how to teach; to draw
out truth; to make it attractive; in the
beginning of a lesson to arrest attention,
in the middle to inform the mind, and in
the end to affect the heart. They should
study and seek to imitate Christ's mode
of teaching. They should bave tact, not
only to draw out and render vivid the
truths in the lesson, but to adapt these
to the variety of persons taught. Under
such teacliing the Chuxch has a right to
expect blessed apiritual results, and the
production of a higher type of christian
character. To get such teachers hard
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study is essential, and here as everywher

.else, the value of the stimulating ant

testing.of severe examinations bucom
apparent.

"The plan of the convener and the ten
tative examination proposed, will be qui
practicable if our people will muke an
earnest and faithful effort to carry them
out. The committee carnestly appeal to
make such an effort, satisfied that, if par.

He promised
none ofthem a fixed salary, but only en
trusted them to the Lord whose “arm i
not shortened” since the time He sup-
ported his first raessengers ; and he fully
believed that he who fed the ravem
would not forget them. He told them
that as far as the Lord gave to him, b
would readily give to them; aud this h
gladly and liberally did. as all his Miz
ionaries testify. For them only he livel
and worked, but he never bound himself
by any proniises, but rather warned them
to count tha cost ere they put their hand
to the plough.

The example of Paul who .hile bt
preached, wrought as a tent-maker,
Gossner constantly set before his men
and if each one sent out by bim were
be asked if he ever suffered want. I an
sure,” says Rev. Dr. Procemow, “b
would answer, ‘No Never” Most d

hem rather suffered from abundase

my hive been straightened, but they’
! were prepared for this before they went.
None died of want except it may be
Lintz who penetrated into one of the Ts-
lnd of the eastern Archipelago, and there
met his death, we know not certainly
kow, but it is supnosed that he was for-
nken by the natives and perished from
hanger.

Auerrcan Missrons 1¥. CENTRAL
RICA.—We are glad to see that the
bidrican Board has decided, while at-
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tempting to establish an independen
Central African Mission at Bihe, on the
West Coast, to extend the Zulu Mission
in Natalto Umzila’s Kingdom, a country
hitherto unoccupied by Christian mis-
sionaries. It lies on the East Coast,
with the Limpopo for its southern and
the Zambezi for its northern boundary.
The country was formerly known as
Mouomatapa, but is now named for the
chief, or king, who is the ruler. The
coast-line. 600 miles long. is claimed by
the Portuguese; but their authority does
not extend inland. Umzila is the son of
Zulu general and rules in a most despot-
ic manner. The conquered people com-
prise several tribes, ameng whom the
Marongmes are spoken of as a very fine
race.  Mr. Erskine, who has visited
them says they bear a some vhat maiked
resemblance to the Basutos. They are
armed with strong six-feet bows, are very
brave, and reputed to have great skill in
bush-fighting, They live in dense com-
munities, and clear and plant large stret-
ches of ground, sometimes exceeding a
hundred acres in extent, which are culti-
vated in common, with the families of the
cultivators scattered around the margin
of the clearing, in separate kraals. The
country wus thickly inhabited and abound-
ed in fowls, corn, deer, and honey. Im
some places these people posses cocoa-
nut palms, the sugar cane, and bananas,
and distill ardent spirits, with stills of
native manufacture.  Gigantic speci-
meats of baobab trees abound, covered by
castananut crecpers, which are festooned
to the ground and form magnificent can-
opies, impervious to the sun’s rays. Mr.
Erskine dwells quite admiringly wpon
the interesting scenery produced by the
thriving gardens of this industrious race,
ornamented and interspersed with - the
maguniticent canopier of foliage. - The
climate of the country is said to ‘be
healthy. Where the.mission station-is to
be located will be determined by the pio- !

David Hindererin 1852 with the Rev
Francis and Mrs- Cunningham whose
devout evengelic Christianity was so well

We have said thas life at the Vicarage
was by no means an idle one. Anna, af-
ter she had taken up her residence with
her Iriends, found plenty of genial
and profitable work, and into this she
threw the whole energy of her ardent
and self-denying nature. Teaching in
the Sunday School, teaching in the Rag-
ged School, which, in conjunction with
Mrs Cunpingham, she started when only
fourteen years ot age, and which before
she left Lowestoft had grown into a,
school of upwards of 200; instructing a
class of lads at the workhouse; visitin
the sick and indigent; helping to rol
the burden of years offthe aged by bring-
ing the sunshine ot her face and voice in-
to their homes, where she would sit for
hours talking of the eternal rest and
glory; then by the side of the Vicars .
wite, reading, and talking of the merits
of some good book, or planning or ma-
turing some new scheme for the weliare
of the surrounding poor: now seated by
the clergyman in his study, searching for
quotations in old volumes, copying let- .
ters, journals, and extracts, keeping the .
parish registers, and now again in num-
erous other ways seeking *¢ to lighten in
svbme measure the labors of his busy life.”

Ever cheerfnl, ready. and willing,
never so happy as when serving, in how-
ever so small a way, she endeared her-
self to all around. She was the Vicar’s
*¢ right-hand,” the faithtul companion of
his wite, and an angel of light wherever
she went. Many a mother, now aged,
can remember some gentle word of re-
monstrance which she used to lead
some wayward son into the rignt path;
and many an industrious and sober artis-
an could point to her admonition as the
beacon-light which warned the dangers
that beset his frail bark on the sea of life.

And thus the years roiled on, years of
joyful, unflagging service, till 1852, the
vear that was to witness the consumma-
tion of her youthful aspirations to go -
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forth as the bearer of the Gospel’s light
to the dark places ot the earth. The
Rev. David Hinderer, who for eighteen
yeprs was to be the partper of ber joys
and_ sorrows in her Mis-ionary lite, wasa
pative of Schorndorf, in the kingdom ol
Wartiemberg, and had been labouring
in the Church Missionary Society’s Yor-
uba Mission from 1848. In 1532, he
paid 2 hurried visit to England, on bus-
iness connected with his Mission which
counld not be adjusted by carrespondence,
and while in this country he met Anna
Martin at the house of his friends, the
Cunninghams, at Lowestoft. On the
14th of October of the same year they
were married.

Thus the happy days at Lowestoft
came to an end. The 6th of December
of the same year found her and irer hus-
band embarking at Plymouth on board
the ¢ Propontis” fur Afrieca.

In the spring of 1857 Mr and Mrs
Hinderer visited England for medical
treatment, but returned to their post in
the followi g year. Their joy at return-
ing was not unalloyed. Some of whom
much bad been hoped had gore back,
others were lukewarm. One of the heav-
iest crosses a 'Missionary has to bear is
to see those who seemed “not fur from
the Kingdom of God” returning to their
superstitions.  We may well ivagine
how earnest werc her prayers for the
true second birth of these backsliders and
how fervent her thanksgivings as a few
were ultimately reclsimed.

As before leaving for England, so af-
ter ber return to Jbadag, she made the
children her chief care, She had at
this time thirty under her charge. One
instance out of many may be ientioned
to show the encouragements given{rom
time to time. There had been a prayer-
meeting. On the way home the little ones
were talking of what they had heard.
One thought So-and-so’s prayer too long,
another tco short, and another did not
like this man to pray at all, ‘when one
