It is also a matter 
of permanent interest and of great importance to the 
policyholders that the fire insurance companies should 
steadily advance in financial strength, so as to be able 
to withstand any drain which may be made upon 
their resources by reason of a great conflagration or a 
financial panic. Naturally, the policyholders of 
insurance companies demand that their contracts 
shall always be good for 100 cents on the dollar, 
whenever a fire loss claim shall become due thereun­
der For the companies to be in position to carry 
out their contracts of indemnity to the letter, they 
must secure enough income in normal years to 
provide surplus resources wherewith to pay the
