AvoTHER Baptiat clergymsn bas created
s senemtion in Rochester, Ps., by sn-
pouncing his anbellef in parts of the
Bible, Oa Sanday, 10 hinat,, the Rev. A.
J, Bongell declared in his sermon that he
belleves there 1a pothing certain es to the
aathorship of the books of the Bible, He
does mot belleve that St, Paul wes ln-
spired, nor that Chalst belleved Himself
to be God, He eald tbe Bible should be
trled in a cracible that the droas might be
expunged. A member of the copgrega:
tion thereupon rose snd sald that though
be believed the minister to be honest, he
could not permit his family to listen to
such doctrine, The minister offers to re-
sign, but & large rection of the comgrega-
tion, ae s usually the case when such
views are enuncisted, will stand by the
minister and sustain bim.

ON THE third of June the State of
Maryland will erect & monument to Lord
Baltimore, the fi st Governor of the Cath-
olic eolony, snd the founder of religloue
liberty in Amerlcs. Looking for the
Ilberty to exercise freely his religlon, Loid
Baltimore left England sud 1ts penal lawe
behind, and csme to America, where he
founded the colony in which the oppressed
of every creed could worshlp God accord.
ing to the dlctates of conmeclence. Am
{necription which {s on the monument
to be erected 1s as follows:

W Erected on the site of the 0Old Mal-
berry Tree, under which the firet Colonists
of Maryland sssembled to establish a Gov-
ernment where the oppressed and perse-
cuted of every creed and of every clime
might repose in peace and security, adore
thelr common God, and epjoy the price-
Jess blessinge of civil and religlons liberty.”

Under that same mulberry tree the
holy sacrifice of the Mass was first
oftered up in Maryland. On the occasion
of the dedication of the monument,
State Historian J, Thomas Scharf and
ex Governor Pinckney White will deliver
addresses, The opening prayer will be
offered by His Eminence Oardinal
(ibbons; and the cloeing prayer by the
Protestant Epinooplliln Bishop, Dr.
Paret. The monument is of American
granite, and the column will be thirty-
six feet high, resting upon & pedestal
six feet equare.

—

Tae committee on revison of the
Westminster Oonfeeslon, which hitherto
kept as 8 close secret the result of ite
labors, has reported to the General Assem
bly, now in sestlon at Detroit, the chapges
it proposes for adoption. It mo longer
proposes to call the Pope antl- Chrlist, se
he ls styled in the Oonfeslion as it stande.
We would respectfully call the attentlon of
the Presbyterian Review to this proposed
alteration. The Review very recently
expressed great indignation against us
for stating that the clergy no longer
believe in the Confession. If we were
wrong in this, why is it now proposed to
eliminate this doctrinal statement 7 But
we did not make our ascertion without
good authority, for it was very generally
asserted by Presbyterian divines of bigh
standing that the doctrines of the Con-
fession are not now preached {rom the
pulpit, and of the epecial doctrine that
the Pope is anti-Christ, we had the
acknowledgment of Dr. Phillp Schaft
shat it is based on an erroneous exegesis,
The Review may choose whichever
horn it prefers of the dilemma.
Either the ministers do mot be-
lieve the Confession or they preach
doctrlnes  which {nvolve ¢ erroneous
exegesls,” The change propoted by the
committee 1s assuredly io the direction of
greater common 8enee, and the same may
be sald of the proposal to put out the
nlcknsmes by which Catholles and the
Catholic Church are designated.

TaE recent election of Rev. Philips
Brooks, of Boston, a8 Protestant Episco-
palian Bishop of the diocese of Massa-
chusetts is a triumph for the Low Church
party of the State. The election, a8
usual, turned upon the question of High
and Low Ciurchism, and as the new
Bishop is opposed to the doctrines of
Apostolic Succession, Sacramental Grace,
and other High Church theories, the
Low Church party have been jubilant
over their victory. But it is often
the unexpected that happens, and it has
been suddenly discovered that the newly-
elected Bishop is @ sympathizer with
beterodoxy,  friend of his {n Boston hav-
ing quoted him as being favorable to D,
Heber Newion's open unbellefof the infi:

dellty for which the pastor of A'l Sou's’
tsnoted. Eisuop-elect Brooksisop posed
to any attempt to bring D¢, Newton to
trlal for heresy, aund it is now stated that
there !s a geseral movement on foot by
the Ipiscopal clergy throughout the
country to prevent the confirmation of
Dr. Brooks® election, on the ground of bis
unbelief in the fundamental dootrines
of Christianity, Dr. Newton’s trial is
to be commenced immediately, as
Blshop Potter bas aunounced his in.
tention to act promptly in the matter.
The complainant in the case, who brings
the charge asainst Dr. Noawton is the
Rev. Dr. B. F. Decosts, a prominent
clergyman of New York.

My Diar Count—I have recelved and
read with interest your ¢xcellent brochure
entltled, “ Quelqnes Mots d’Explication,”
and designed to justify the noble line of
conduct that you have followed in the
canse of sufferlicg humanity. It 1s sorrow -
ful to think that a man who has davoted
bis time and talent to the best {nterests of
soclety may be obliged to defend bls
actions, which speak eloquently enough
for themeelves.

Bat you can console yourse!f by the
reflection that, 1f he who writes and speaks
in favor of the cause of the poor morits
well, he who suffers for them merlts better
still
The « florts that you have mede to miti-
gate the evils of the working clatses are
worthy of all pralze. To restrict the labor
of women and children, and to regulate
wisel; the hours of men's laber, 13 to ac-
complich & benefictal m's fon.

It ia difficult, doubtless, to dstermine by
one law the number of hours whichabou d
¢onstitute a day’s work fir a man ; but le
1s not d fliznlt for the authoritles to fix s
maximum time, beyond which he may nol
be required to labor.

to me abruptly :

“You see, eir. I killed a man two
years ago this very might. Last year he
came back to summon me, and I expect
him again to night.”

Then he added, lo a tone which made
me smile :

S5 we are not all at our esse.”

I reassared him to the best of my abll.
ity, glad enough to be here on this very
night and to see an exhibition of this
superstitious terror. I toll them storfes
and succeeded in calming nearly every-
body. Near the fireplace an old dog
almost blind, with a halry face, one of
those animals which resemble men whom
you know, was sleeping with his nose ba.
tween hls paws. Oatelde, the furlous
tempest beat agalnst the little house, and
throngh & narrow pane, & sort of peep
hole set near the door, I caught a sndden
glance, In vivid lightnlng flashes, of a con
fused maes of trecs, tossed about by the
wind, Inspite of all my efforts, I saw
plalnly that a profound terror held posses.
slon of those people, and whenever I
stopped talking, every ear was llsteniug
{ntently.

Tired of witnessing this idlotic fright, I
wae about to ask to be shown to my bed
room, when the old guard suddealy mada
s bound from hls chalr, selzed his gun
agalo, and stammered in a wild voice:
“There he 1s! There ho fe! I hear
him !"

Tae two women went down on their
knees agsin, hiding their faces, and the
gons took up their hatches, I was
about to resume my attempts to quiet
them, when the sleeping dog awoke
with a start, and, raisiog his head,
stretching out his neck, aad looking
toward the fire with his nearly dimmed
eyes, he burst into one of those mournful
bowls which sends shivers over those
who hear them at night in the country,
All eyes were turned on him, He was
now motionless, erect on his feet, as
though haunted by a vision, and began
to howl toward esomething invisible,
unknown, frightful witbout doubt, be.
cause all bis hair stood on end, Tre
guard, deathly pale, cried out: ¢ He
knows him! he knows him! he was
there when I killed him!” Aund the
women, beside themselves, both bzgan
to howl with the dog,  Despite myself,
great chills ran down my back. The
sight of the animal in this place, at this
hour, amid these distracted people, was
terrible. Taen, for one hour, the dog
howled without stirring; he howled as
though he were in the anguish of a
dream ; and fear, overwhelming fear,
took possession of me, Fear of what ?
I do not know, It was fear; that was

A beiog 7lided agelust the wall on the
outeddde where the forest wee; then it
passed sgalnst the door, which t appeared
to try with hesitating band ; then nothing
moze was heard for two minuter, which
drove us wild ; then it came back, rub:
biog egainst the wall and it scratched
lightly as & cbild mlight goratch with ite
nsils ; then suddenly a hesd sppeared
sgalnst the peephole, & white head with
gleaming eyes like those of a deer;anda
soand came out of its throat, an {ndistinct
sound, & plaintiff murmur. Then a for-
midable nolse resounded in the kitchen.
Tbe guard hsd fired ; and the sone bad
rushed forward at once, closlng the peep-
hole by settirg up sgsinst It the large
table, which they steadied with the side-
bosrd. And I swear to you that at the
poise made by the gun, which I wae not
expectiog, | had euch auguish in my heart,
my soul, and my body that I felt myeelf
falntivg, ready to dle of fright.
We 10maincd there until daybreak, un-
able to move, to spesk & word, cowering
{n an unspeakable terror.  They did not
dare to take down the barricade of the
door until they ssw a siender ray of light
making its way through a crack over tke
door.

THE RIGHTS OF THE POOR.

CATHOLIC THEOLOGY TEACHES THEY
ARE ENTITLED TO 8UPPORI BY
RIGHT.
Father Finlay, the distinguished Jesuit
priest of Dublin, preached & eermdn in
St Francis Xavier's Caurch, in that city,
in which he made soma striking and in
teresting remarks on the social q 1estion
as it presents itzelf in the existing order
of things. From Father Finlay's remark-
able discourse we give the following ex-
tract :
©\When we come to deal with the
needs of the poor, and with the obliga-
tions of the men into whose hands the
goods of this world pass to relieve
them, it is not as & question of large
heartednees, of generosity, of gratuitous
benevolence we should discuss it ; it is &
question of simple elementary rights—
of what the owners of wealth are bound
to by the very terms in which
God regards the matter —as a point
of duty which men may trifle with
and on which seek to excuse them-
selves, but in reference to which He is
inexorably exacting. He has numbered
the hairs of every humsan head, and to
Hium every one of us, the lowest as the
bighest, is of more value than any spar-
row. Do you think He looks on it as
mere graciousness on the part of the
owners of the fruits of this earth of Hie
that they should admit His Tamishing
children to & share of the common
inheritanoce, Do you think He
bhas not imposed it as an
obligation — in the strictest senze of
that word—on the owners of wealth, and
conferred a correspoanding right upon
the poor? Within the domestic circle
God has made the father owner and
controller of the family possiessions;
does He therefore exempt him from all
duty of providing for the children ?
Have the children no righteous claim
upon the means of subsistence because
their parent happens to be the owner of
them? He has made the mon of wealth
owners of the possessions of the humaun
family ; does he thereby exemp! ihem
from the duty, the inexorable duty,
of providing for those who must
depend upon them or perish ? Not so
by any means, If there isin the spuaere
of human conduct a duty on which He
peremptorily and stringently insists
before all others, it is this, There is no
cry which reaches quicker from earth to
Heaven than the cry of the poor whose
miseries are degraded here below, and
none to which the ears of God are more
promptly open, In praot of this the
preacher reterred to several passages of
Scripture,”
He then continued : *The teaching
of the great exponents of Catholic the.
ology follows closely the lines indicated
in these significant passages of the Gos-
pel. For them, too, every msan born
into this world is born with a right to the
meauns of decent human subsisteacs, and
they will not respect or recogniz> any
buman 1nstitution or social law which
would bebar from the use of this
right, 1t is his by the institution of
nature — that is of God, and no
human statute can abrogate it, To
quote the words of St. Thomss Aquinas,
¢ Human law cannot abrogate the Divine
or Natural law. And accordingly to
the mnatural order Instituted by
God's providence, materlal things are
destined to meet the needs of men. Hence
no partitlon or approprlation of these
things can avail to prevent thelr belng
employed to meet men’s needs, The
things, therefore, which any one may
possess in supsrabundance are, by natural
rights, due to the poor.””

Of all the Apostles St. Jobn alone fell
asleep by natural death —all the others
won their martyr's crown, But the
beloved dieciple, by a life-long martyr's
will, shared his Masters chaiice: His
heart was always ready for martyrdor.

Such is Christisnity : not the amiabie,
refined, eelf shelterivg piety of a blame
less morality ; still less the rude and
groes sensuslity of eelf indulgent Chris-
tiaps ; nor even the irreproachable ful-
filment of tame and homely duties with
out denial of self, The world has fash.

Agsin, 8
priest may be a man of science, or a lin-
guist, or & historian, and a3 such be
sought and accepted in the societies of
epecial culture ; or he may be a keen
logician and versed in ell the fallaciesof
agnostics, And yet, perhape, he would
not lay down his life either for truth or
for souls, This is not all we want. The
modern world needs more. We need
men who have the mind of Christ—
formed from youth on the highest level
and aepiring always to the pertect life.
This is our first work and aim in choosing
out the youths who ehow the signs, not
only of quick intelligence, but above all
of a fervent will.
THE SEMINARIES OF THE PRIESTHOOD ARE

From twelve to twenty four they are in
training ; and the confidence between
them and those who are over them lasts
through life, But this is a costly work,
and yet no cost can be too great to form
a fervent prieat. In this we have the

Some faint by tue way ; scme
are found untit by want of intelligence,
or of disposition, Some take their hand
from the plough ; some, and often the
most promising, break down in health,
We have not & few of this kind, to our
great disappointment, in the present
year.

The Information we receive from
Ottawn coes ot tell very favorably for
the reception glven laet week in that city
to Meesrs, O'Kelly and Redmond, M. P.'s,
who represent Mr, Parnell's prezent polley
and lesdershlp in thls country. The
Toronto Glob eays there were four hun:
dred poople, all told, 1n s hall capable of
accommodsting st leset double that
pamber, Nor does the report wizd up
with the nsusl gratifyiog result of such
orcaelons, telling the number of the bun-
dreds of dollers contributed.  Absolate
sllence cn this head 18 proof pesitive that
no great sum, if any at all, was subscribed.
Had such an appesl been mede two years
ago, far different wounld have been the
respectsbility and the numbers in at-
tendance, with Canadlan M. P.'s, senators,
and, no doubt, cabinet ministers, vieing
with esch other for te Lonor of presid-
ing &t cuch 8 gathering and of endorsing
every sentiment of the eloquent dele-
gates, The enthueiaem would have been
general and the sums lsid down would
bave reached into tae thousands. Evi
dently the bright star that once shone &0
luminous, if not utterly suck in obscur-
ity, has failen low enough to excite o
longer admiration or evea idle curiosity.

The Bishop who is to be conse
crated does, Indeed, take an oath
in which be promises to defend the
 aathority of the Holy Roman Church,
and of the Pope ;" and in the course of the
same he promises to “ oppose and impugn,
as far as he ls able, heretics, schi:matice
and rebels against the Pope, But thlsis
all,

The mlsrepresentation of the Witness
conelsts in thls, that it wrongly translates
the word persequar as ‘* I will persecute.”
Toovgh the Eaglish derlvative of the
word has an odlous meaning, not 8o the
orlgloal Lstln word, which means that he
will oppose, refute and impugn all who
attack the Catbolle Ohurch, We might as
correctly translate sophla, wledom, by the
word sophlstry, as call persequar “I will
persecute,” This word s used by Cicero,
coupled with judiclum, a legal trlal, to
elgnify to sue at law : judiclo persiqui,
O:herwlse it means to pursue, and often,
to oppose : Viam persequor, I follow the
road ; opus persequor, I contlnue the
work.

The pessage In the Pontifical was cfliz
ially iuterpreted by Pope Plus VL in a
letter cent to the Blshops of Ireland on
23:d Jane, 1791, thus: “ Theze words are
maliclously Interpreted ss the eigunal of
war againet heretics, authorlzlng persecu-
tlon and assault against them as enemles ;

It has
been stated, indsed, that rose-water was
used In the baptism of one cf the royal
family in England ; and, of course, sach &
baptism 1s no baptism at all ; bat we ven-
ture to say that the Roman priests do not
% generally suppose” that Protestants In
Amerlca ueually baptiza in that way.
They are aware, however, that baptism 18
frequently very carelessly adminlstered,
and that ha!f the time, perhaps, {t1s not ad-
mlanlstered at all, even in those szcts which,
like the Presbyterian, admit that it {s an
ordinance of God. It ls not surprising,
therefore, that the priest echould have
questioned the American woman as to the
maoner in which she had been baptized.

The lady in question acknowledges that
thongh her father and mother were Pres-
byteriane, ehe has good reason to bolleve
that she had “ never been baptized at all.”
We have no doubt that this was the
crucial point on which the priest desired
defintte Information, and the *'artlst”
supplied the embellishments of the story
from her own fancy.
