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THE LATE REVb TIHOIAS GUTHRIE,
. D.

Ix the death of Dr. Thomas Guthrie, tid-
ings of which have just reached us, the Free
Church of Seotland has lost one of its brightest
ornaments, his native land has been bereaved of
one of its foremost philanthropists, and the
Christian pulpit bas been deprived of one of its
most eloquent orators.

He was born in 1803, in the town of Brechin
of which his father was chiet magistrate. His
mother to whom in later life he often referred
was an eminently godly woman. Her ecclesi-
astical convictions were so strong that she
chose to be member of a seceding congregation,
though ber husband was conmected with the
natiooal church. Thomas went with his lather on
the one part of the Sabbath,and with bis motker
on the other, and it is mot improbable that the
inflaence of his mother upon him, prepared
him to take the stand for ecclesiastical liberty
and social reformation by which his after life
was made illustrious.

At the early age of twelve years, he entered
the University at Edinburg, st which he stud-
ied for ten years. He was licensed to preach
the Gospel in 1825, but like Edward Irving,
and some others who became famous in the
pulpit, he was not immediately popular, for he
did not obtain a parish till 1830.. The inter-
vening years were spent by him partly in Paris,
in ** walking the hospitals,” as a medical stu-
dent, and partly at Brechia in managing the
baaking establishmen, of his brother, which he
did for the benefit ot Lis nephews until the old-
est of them was able to take the place from
which bis father had been taken bysudden death.

His first parish was Arbirlot, from the manse
of which be bad a full view of the German
Ocean, with the Bell Rock Lighthouse stand-
ing in the forefront, keeping its loving vigil.
Here be studied Nature in all her varying
moods. ~ Here 100 he shaped within himself
that ideal of preaching which he afterwards did
so much to realize. Discovering through his in-
tercourse with the members of his Bible class,
how much an illustration did to assist the un-
derstanding and the memory of his hearers, he
set himself to cultivate the pictorial and illus-
tretive in bis discourses. This be did with so
much success, that he soon stepped into the
front raak of tle preachers of his time, and
was ‘‘translated ” to Edinburg in 1837. In
that city be filled the pulpit first of old Grey-
friars chureh, and efterward of St. John's
church, in both of which he attracted audiences
of the most culiivated character.

Edinburgh was at that time blessed with a
group of the noblest ministers that Scotland
bas ever known. Candlish was there with his
searching analysis, his scathing irony, and his
torrent of invective; Cunningham way there
with his clear-cut logicand bis sledge bammer
iteration, which came down again and again
on his theme with overwhelming force ; Gordon
was there, that pulpit buotsman, as John Dun-
can called him, who beat for his idea on this
side the covert, and on that side the covert,
and then baving started it off went forth in
eager pursuit, until, when he seemed just
abeut to seize it, he shut the book; Chalmers
was there, not indeed in the pulpit, but in the
Professor’s chair, yet frequently making his
appesrance in the sacred desk, and bearing all
betore him with the fiery energy of his passion ;
Jobn Brown was there with his lucid exposition
and earnest appeal.

It was no ordinary thing, therefore, for a
man to take a foremost place among such
princes. Yot Guthrie was distinctively differ-
ent from them all, and by the charm of bis il-
lustrations, the simplicity of his teaching, and
the dramatic power of his manner, be rose at
once to the position which be ever alterwards
maintaived. In the exciting conflict which
led to the disruption and the formation of the
Free church, he was in the thickest of the tray,
and after the conflict was over he went
through the length and breadsth of the land,
evoking the sympathy of the people for the
¢ outed " ministers with such effect that he was
instrumental in building parsonages for nearly
all of them.

These labors told severely on his health, and
laid the foundation of that disease which bas
oow taken him trom the earth. For a time he
was laid aside, but he obtained as colleague
the Rev. Dr. Hanna, the son-in-law of Chal-
mers, and being relieved from the entire pres-
sure of pastoral responsibility, he recovered so
as to be able to preach for one part of the day,
(which he did regularly till a few years ago,)
and to take a prominent part in mqvements for
the welfare of the people at large. He was
especially active in the cause of temperance,
and perbaps to him more than any other mas
in Great Britain, the Ragged School movement
was indebted for its » We have been
told that his thoughts were first diiected into
this channel by the sight of a picture represent-
ing Jobn Pound and his scholars, which be
chanced too see hanging om the parior wall of
a hotel in which be was waiting for the arrival
of aterry-bo-t. But whether this true or
not we know that the >xample of
Sheriff Watson in Aberdeen, who not
only taugbt but fed the ragged schol-
ars, first determined bim to try the experiment
in Edinburgh. His efforts were thoroughly
successtul, and very soon the streets of the
city were almost entirely purged of juvenile
beggars, and the cells of the jails emptied of
juvenile crimina's.

It was in his pleas for Ragged Schools that
his full powers as an orator came out. Ia the
pulpit be beld a firm restraint upon his bumor,
but on the platform he allowed it to have per-

st liberty, and as the result bis appeals were
& migling of pathos and bumor with earnest
exhortation aud admirable common sense.
Great as he was in the pulpit, we always
thougut that he was greatest on the platiorm.
His tall torm, long arms, mobile face, pierciag
eye, and admirable acting coatributed to his
power, and few speakers that we bave beard
could so thoroughly ** manipulate ” an sudience
8s be could. Mis anecdotes were always tell-
ing, often grotesque, and he never me-
Rlected 14 clinch the effect of & pointed appli-

cation to the matter in hand. Having driven

the nail, be took care to rivet it on the other
side, 50 that it remained femewer fixed in the
and consciences of his hearers.

He knew, too, bow to adapt his arguments
to the place in which be spoke. We once
beard him in Liverpool make an appeal in be-
balf of Italian evangelization, which was as ap-
propriate as it was original. He spoke of
Amwmerica and what commerce with that conti-
nent bad done for Liverpool, but, said he.
*‘ America was discovered by Celumbus, and
Columbus was an Italian.” He spoke of the
trackless sea, the difficulty of navigating it,
and the value of the barometer in foreheralding
the storm, but again be added, *‘ The barom-
eter was invented by Torricelli, and Torricelli
was an Italian. Then came another referenchk
to the impossibility of navigation without a
knowledge of astronomy, which he traced up
to Galileo, and finished with the refrain, ** but
Galileo was an Italisn. It was interesting to
us to note the faces of his audience, (tor we
were on the platform by his side,) as he made
these allusions, and to mark the very decided
effect which was produced when be made his
application, that Liverpool above most other
places was under obligation to do its utmost
to give the Gospel to that land from the dis-
coverier of whose citizens it bad been so large-
ly benefited.

His name was a bousebold word in the city
of his labors, and be was not more admired by
the highest than he was beloved by the lowest
of his fellow citizens. Hugh Miller, and Sir
James Simpson were among his congregation,
and Professor Blackie has been beard to say
that a passage in one of Guthrie's discourses
was more Homerie than anything he had met
with in modern literature. He was a frequent
guest in Inverary Castle, under the roof of the
Duke of Argyll, and at the marriage of the
Marquis ot Lorne with the Princess Louise
Her Majesty came to him aod desired him to
take him by the band. He would have been
less than buman if he had not been pleased
with all this ; but we are not sure that his beart
was not even more deeply toucbed by the gen-
erous appreciation with which the great mass
of the communily rewarded him. In one of
his pleas for Ragged-schools there is the fol
lowing passage, which will illustrate our
meaning and also show his style :

** Returning in one of the fiercest storms I
bave faced, from the opposite end of the town,
it was with difieculty I made good my way
round the base of the cross on the south side
of the Castle rock. Entering on picturesque
High street, where I kept the ‘Cantle o’the
Causey,’ (the middle of the street,) to avoid
smashing chimney-pots, and passing home-
wards along some of our busiest thoroughtares,
I found them all but cleared as by rounds of
grape-shot. Though a dav on which a man
would not have sent out a dog I saw a child
seven years old in ome of the streets.
Poor wreteh ! He stood in the flooded gulwu
his rags glized with the rain, and the storm
pelting on his bare head ; it was pitiful to see
him emaciated and shivering, and bear his at-
tempts to sing. Of course I was stirred with
indigoation against the brutal parent who
could tura out an infant in such weather, and
use its misery to plunder the humane of money
—to be spent, no dovbt in damning drink.
On giving a little charity, and bidding the
creature go home immediately, I beard a voice
say, * That's right sir, send him te Dr. Guth-
rie's Ragged-school.” In turning round I
tound the speaker buttoned close up. to the
throat, with a cap pulled over his brows; he
bad the appearance of a deceat, sober, well-
conditioned mechanic. A fellow feeling makes
us wondrous kind,’ and pleased with his hu-
manity I introduced myselt. How luminous,
though begrimmed with smeke, his face be:
cgme ! He thrust out a paw, black as the black
of his forge, to shake hands. I accepted the

mpliment as from a duchess! All honor to
the moral worth and honest kindliness that

owed in the man's look and were felt ina
ip like a squeeze of his own vice.”
All honor, too, we add to the man, whom the
highest and the lowest in the land were thus
ready to take by the hand
Dr. Guthrie was latterly a voluminous au-
thor. His discourses on ‘* Ezekiel,” and his
* City, its Sins and Sorrows,” we reckon to
be his best ; though his communications. (o the
** Sunday Magazine,” which he edited from its
commencement till his death, were always
tresh and brilliant and like himselt.

In private lite Dr. Guthrie was one of the
most charming men we ever met. His humor,
bis fond for dote, bis utter absence of
all affectation, his social abandon, made him
the most agreeable ot cempanions. lle liked
a hearty laugh and a good joke, and gave all
who came into contact with him the feeling that
piety was a sunny, cheerful, happy thing. We
were lookiag forward with bright anticipation,
to a renewal of bappy fellowship with him at
the approaching conference of the Evangelical
Alliance in this city, but the Lord bas called
him to himself, and postponed our greeting till
we shall meet in the general assembly and
church ot the first-bern in the celestial city.

A note wr.tten by Mr. Collins, about this
time, remarks: ‘I bave just read Mrs. Flet-
cher’s life again. What a remarksble woman
she was! In many things how Cbrist like!
What exemplary self-denial! What leve of the
poor! Itis recorded of one year that in it she
speat upon dress but nineteea shillings, while
she distributed to the necessitous £180. O
that women of our time would follow in this
track of simplicity and charity! Thisnote re-
calls my earliest reminiscence of that saiotly
minister Joba H. Bumlay, whose usetulness in
Birmingham, through all these years, has had
no peer. A gaily dressed person preseated
berself to bim as an anxious isquirer: be told
ber,-that vain attire and serrow for sin did not
agree; that Jesus did not like his servants to
goin the world's livery; then, with ber con-
sent he took the goads of fashion from her
brow, and cast them bemeath the Communien
table. Mr. Collin’s love for plain appsarel was
equally primitive and strong. The straw plait

district, where 50 many young girls congregate,

fairly remunerative, has, not uonaturally, ever
been somewhat remarkable for the dressiness
of its women. Mr. Collins both bated and
dresded worldly conformity. It seemed to him
the moth and rust of the cburch. ‘fbe gew-
gaws commoa in female head gear greatly
grieved bim. ** Here ™ he says, *‘ the silly
fashion of bedizening with flowers and gsudy
ribbons so prevails, that members—yes, aod
old omes too—are carried away with it.”’ Whea
be saw an evil, it was impossible for bim to
keep hands off

He always struck. His exhortations on this
matter some despised, but many obeyed. Jew-
els and flowers were laid aside for the Lord's
sake. The members, neat and plain, revived
the memory of early Methodist simplicity. Not
s few brought to their pastor, the garlands
which aforetime bad decked their brows. His
ingenuity found better use for them. They
became the ormaments of a Missionary May-
pole. It was ratber more than six feet high;
and when tastetully wreathed from top to bot-
tom, though it could not be proud, was exceed-
ingly pretty. A missionary box formed the base
of this tropby of crucified vsnities ; while a prac-
tical inscription solicited a thank offering for
the triumpbs ot grace, which during the revival
bad induced so many to put away what it des-
igoated Pride that taints the church's youtb,
and shames the church's poor. It weat on to
say :—
Better showy trifles here,

Than twined in ladies locks ;
Tbey could add no beauty there,

Nor fill the mission box.

Men to dress are tempted less,
But more their gaios to bold ;
Sacrifice before their eyes,
Your dress may gain their gold.
There was a touch of quaint bomour in all.this ;
but it impressed young people with a much
needed lesson, and in the missionary campaign
ot that year proved to be financially a great
success. After a vigorous protest against
flowers and finery, delivered durieg some spec-
ial services in the Lambeth Circuit, Mr. Collins
received the following letter :—
WarworTn, March 20, 1846.

Rev. axp Drar Sir,—Hearing you speak at
Vauxbhall, upon personal adorning, made me
think it right to let you know my experience
in the matter. My beart got troubled on the
question while pleading in my closet to be made
all that God would have me be. Following of
fashion, and conformity to the world, arose be-
fore me, burdened my conscience. and gagged
my prayer. My spirit did not yield at once. I
tried to defend my gold, and jewelry and
dress, I said, ** I have pever felt the wearing of
them to be a sin; I am sure that I am not proud
of them; many excellent persons wear them.”

It is
because you bring the Lord so little into them.
How can it be otherwise, with Him so little
acknowledged? How can it be otherwise,
when you are not cast upon Him in all that
pertains to you. Change your plan. Briag
Jesus more into you: bome, and plans, and
duties, and circumstandes. Live not on as you
bave done, realiz.ag His presence :o little.
The name of Jesus is 8o mere profession. He
is reality—a blessed reality. He is & bosom
friend, a tender physicisn, & loving Father, a
gracious Saviour, a very present belper. O
make Him so to you! Live net outside of
these very pleasant relationships. How won-
derfully willsll things change then! How you
will be lifted up above things that once tretted
you and bung beavily on your mind.  How lit-
tle will appear the things which men are strug-
gling after and panting for around you. You

record these memorable words: ** Methodism
builds a church daily; but what avails this if
she has acres of church room to spare all over
the land, and sinners rush to bell like flocks of
shepherdless sheep rushing into the jaws of the
foe, because she bas not in these churches
altars blazing with heaven-descended fire to
arrest their attemtion or summon their pre-
sence P
We do not think that Methodists are espe-
cially chargeable with a tendency to be content
with mere material prosperity ; and yet, like
all other Cbristians, when we look at the suc-
cess which God bas granted to our fathers and
to us, we are liable to forget the means em-
ployed in our rejoicing over the resu'ts achieved.
Nothing is easier than to fritter away in self-
congratulation the forces which ought to be
harnessed into spiritual work. Any institution
which is beguiled by brilliant successes into
becoming a Mutual Admiratioa Society there-
by begins its decline. We ought to regard
its present status not as an ‘sccomplished work,
but as & magnificent opportunity. Let it never
be forgotten that our ecclesiastical arrange-
ments are machinery and oot ends. We are
pot to stand still and admire them, but to use
them, and move on in Christ's work. And
what is that work? To save mes. Take the
tairest case of that external prosperity which
pleases the eye. Let a church bave a large
and respectable membership, an overflowing
congregation, an eloquent minister, & numer-
ous Sunday-school, commodious and tasteful
buildings, and no embarrassing debts. *‘ A
very prosperous church,” men call it. Per-
baps so; perhaps not. These things ought to
be, and may be, the auxiliaries of noble work
for Christ. Bat suppose that, with all these
appliances at band, the sublime work for which
Cbrist Jesus lived and labored, and suffered
and died, and arose and ascended, and inter-
cedes, and sent out bis discip les to labour and
suffer and die, is all usaccomplished. Painful
facts make this quite supposable. Olin would
bave said of such a church, *‘ there are many
things it can do, but i¢ cannot shine.”
We plead for revivals of religion. We
think them exceedingly desirable, and practica-
ble even under the special disadvantages which
are deeply felt and frankly admitted by the
most earnest spirits in our wealthy churches.
They are a want of our nature. Christians
need them as well as sinners. It is not the law
of our being to be equally excited by any sub-
ject at all times. Heaven itself will not be
one eternal gust ot halleluias. It will be cha-
racterized by a variety richer and more abun-
dant than we find on earth. Those who insist
on & continuous revival as a substitute for spe-
cial revivals forget the nature of man. They
seem to us a8 really iz ervor as that other class
whe lie carelessly on their oars for nine months,
and then gird themselves for a special periodi-
cal pull. Let the church, by all means, be ever
on the look-out for conversions ; but it they do
net occur every week, let ber not think noth-
ing is being done. A great deal can be done
for s maa betgre his conversion, and a great
deal more after. And if any church is blessed
with & few conversions every moath in the
yoar, in connection with ite regular services,
Jet it not be supposed that this very desirable
state of things obviates the necessity of extra-
ordipary services and special revivals.

| an objection against revivals that they are at-
| tended with exci But why is that bad
| in religion which is indispensable in other great
| movements ? “The very men who object to any
earnest and exciting manifestations in this work
of saving sinners are often the most entbusias.
tic in supporting their political candidates.
They think intense activities very proper in
minor matters: but if, in dealing with con-
cerns the most momentous, becavse eternal, a
man in preaching, or praying or exborting,
shows that bis whole sou! is thrillingly moved,
they will cry out as an awakened sinner did of
old, * Thou art beside thyself.” If precisely
such agencies as political editers and candi-
dates employ to excite interest and secure suc-
cess in their canvass were used by ministers and
Cburch members to secure imperiled souls, the
secular press would brand the whole as fana-
ticism.

It is a rule, admitting of but few exceptions,

that men are converted only under the influ-
ence of excitement. We hear a great deal
about the necessity of calmness in religious
matters. We are told that mea ought to act
on principle and from mature conviction. If
by ** calmness ’ the deliberate, resolute move-
ment of the sinful soul toward its Saviour is
meant, well. But if the stillness of death is
meant, the world is full of that now; we need
not plead for it. There are millions in Satan’s
cradles, and he is gently rocking them aod
crooning lullabies to keep them *‘ calm.” The
truth is, this talk about the necessity of ** ma-
ture conviction " is generally idle. It is an
insisting on effort aiter a condition which
already exists and is almost universal. How
many of the uaconverted who sit in our con-
gregations have any lack of mature conviction
of the truth of the Bible and of their instant
duty to obey its precepts ? Not ten in a bun-
dred. Baut an intellectual perception of duty
slone never yet led one sinner to do his duty.
There must be added to this motives appealing
to the affections,'to hope and fear, to grati-
tade and Jove.
Men reason on this subject as though they
supposed the chief seat of religion to bé the
bead. God nowhere says, Give me thy head ;
He does say, ** Give me thy heart.” He de-
mands the worst part of us; il be gets that be
will bave all, for that is the eootrolling part.
The very thing sinners mest need is to get ex-
cited. Excitement, in most cases, is not ad-
verse but belpial to success in seeking God.
The contrary theory proceeds on the false
assumption that the chief thing lacking is to
bave the judgment convinced ; in fact it is to
bave the heart aroused.

We have written these paragraphs, knowing
well that the thoughts thus presented may be
perverted, like any other truth. Indiscreedy
used they may lead, and often bave led, to
lamentable extravagances. But we think any
motion- better than the stillness of death. We
do not plead for ** wildfire,”” But we do loag
for the *‘fire ” which €od promises: ‘‘ He
shall baptize you with the Holy Ghost and with
fire."—N. Y. C. Advocate.

Wye and his men stood in breathless silence
as the steamer rushed by them, almost grasing
their boat as she passed ; and they watched ber
until she was lost in the darkness., Then Jobn
told them of bis dream, and of their heavenly
Father's goodness in warning them of their
danger. Awe-struck, and with heade uncov-
ered, the erew listened to the skipper’s tale, fur
his earnest words made them feel that God bad
done this for them. It was not merely that in
the darkness and peril they thought with
superstitious dread of the Awful Presence
about their life, but struggling threugh wach
ignorance and sin rose up laith in the being
and care of their beavenly Father, They
seeded now no urging to pray. The danger
bad been too imminent, the deliverance toe
marvellous, and in the silent, solemn temple,
the ocean beneath and the stars above, they
bowed before their Maker, while John led the
supplication sad giving of thanks up to the
throme through Jesus Christ the Saviour.

AMONG the varieus tribes of Southern Africa
the Tamboekie Kaffirs rank bigh in nobleness
of build, in intellectual power, and in emotion-
al suseeptibility. In former times they dis-
tinguished themselves as expert and daring
warriors ; and since they bave been brought un-
der the influence of Chbristianity, many of them
bave proved able and successful preachers of
the Gospel. To this tribe belongs Johannes
Mahonga. whose portrait appears on our title
page. His parents were red-clayed heathen ;
but, having embraced Christ themselves, they
dedicated their offspring to Him. In the notices
for August, 1870, will be found a letter from
tbe Rev. William Hunter, in which be says,
** Reached Mahonga's about four o'clock, but
the 1ain still falling, it was impessible to get
the people together ; and so I had ao ussought
but ot unwelcome, rest.

A Rare Eccresiasticar Couxcit 1N Rome
—The fourth Geneiral Assembly of the Free
Christian Charch of Italy was beld in Rome in
December, at which 253 churches were repre-
sented. In order to suthenticate the fact to
coming ages of the meeting of this assembly in
Rome, a document, attested by a public notary,
was deposited in the archives of the kingdom
of Italy.
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Tue feeling of English Methodism teo-
ward the Established Church in England
is rapidly changing. But a few years ago
the great majority of British Wesleyaos
were very favourable to the maintenance
of that Church in connection with the
State, and felt very kindly toward it as the
chief bulwark of Protestantism in Europe.
Now, however, it seems quite manifest that
at least the youuger British Methodiste to a
large extent regard the Church of England
with distrust or positive dislike; and it
seems probable tbat at no distant day they
will join baods wirh those who are labour-
ing for the dis est:sblishment of that Chureh.

The causes that have produced this
change are vyt far to seek. It ia mainly
due to the surprising development of the
ritualistic party, ;ghich is working with
ceaseless energy to unprotestantize the Eng-
lish Ct urch, and is attaining its object in a
degri,e truly lamentable. Nor is tnere any
Teason to suppose thst this anti-Protestant
movement has as yet crossed its meridiao,
or speut its chief force. It is palpably
sweeping onward with ever-increasing
power ; and how far it will go before it is
fioally arrested in its course, uo man can
say. We anticipate, however, that long
before it is brought to a stand-still, the
alienation ot Euglish Methodism from the
Church of Eogland will be complete.

There was much in the
per<onal character of the Prince, whom the
Spaniards called to reign over them, calcu-
lated to inspire respect, and cousiderable
disappointment is experienced by all who
wished weli for that priest-ridden land ; sul-
len pride, strong self-conceit, hatred of lib-
eralism and enlightened progress, combined
with wide-spreading ignorance, bave tri-
umpbed over a safe and most hopeful form
ot government. The King and his young
wile bave suffered much, their lives have
been placed in immipest peril by the at-
tacks of sssas-ins, and at length wearied
out by the fruitléss contest, and resolute.y
determined 1o sbide by the great principles
of constitutionalism in administering the
government, they have retired to their quiet
Italisn home and left Spaia to care for it-
seif. 1t was clearly the right step, and the
best thing for them to do. The failure
does not proceed from any fault of theirs.
Ihe future of Spaio is paiofully uncertais.
A Republic bas been proclaimed, but the
Carliss are in arms in mauy of the Provio-
ces, and there are several aspiraots lor the
vacant throue, all preparing to urge their

Lt deals vigorously with several ot the ex-
isting Colleges, extinguishes one which hus
proved a tailure, and abates the immense
prerogatives and demands part of the uoriv-
slled endowmentsot another. The preseut
Uuiversity of Dublin is to be remodelled,
extended, placed under an entirely mew
Governing Body and raised to the digoity
of a great National University for Ireland.
It is not to teach Theology or sciences
which might call up denomiuational or dog-
matic formulas. It will be accessible to
all who may study in the various affilisted
Colieges, and all its advaniages may be se-
cured by the adherents of any of the
churches.

It is impossible to give a reliable epinion
as 10 the fute of this B.ll. I is sure to en-
counter tremendoas opposition. The Ro-
mauists fail 1o get their pet scheme of & Ro-
wan Catbolic University, all uonder their
owan coutrol, and supported by public
money. The Chuch of England loses
some of its high prestige aod takes rank
with uther churches doing Educational and
Coliegiate work. The Tery party in Eng-
laud may take advantage of this paculiarly
intricate sud complicated question to em-
barrass, if not to upset the Goveromeut,
while uuable and unwilling to introduce a
measure as equitable to all concerned, as
the one now betore the Parliameat.

The Band of Hope movement is making
decided progress, and in relation to the
Sabbath-schools of England is rapidly be-
coming more powerful. The Central Asso-
ciatiou—** The United Kiogdom Baod of
Hope Union”—1s actively at work, and bas
been successful in enkiodiing great interest
on behalf of their work in the leading Sab-
bath-schools of the land. In Loodon an
immeuse meeting has been bheld in Exeter
Hall, and the Babbath.school teachers of
the metropolis gave good proof of the inte-
rest they take in this good work. The
platform was filled with 600 young people
to form the cboir, and long before Lue time
for opening the meeting, the immense Hall
was thronged. The singing fermed one
attractive feature of the programme, and was
adapted to profit as well as please the audi-
ence. They sang *“Nearer,my God,to Thee,”
“ I'm Kuoeeling, Lord, at Mercy’s Gate,”
** Land of Light,” Sparkling Water,” and
“Sound the Battle-cry.” "The chair was
taken by a Mr. Charrington, once a brewer,
and a member of a tamily of distinguished
London bréewers. He has been brought to
realize the fearful evils wrought by tke
trade to which he belonged, and at great
personal sacrifice relinquished all coonec-
tion with the traffic and manufactcre of
drink. He has erected a Temperance Hall,
and is a warm and able advocate of temp-
erance principles. Amon{ the many earn-
est and distinguish d speakers we can only
particularize two, Mr. Smithies, the editor
of the ** British Workman” and the * Band
of Hope Review,” and the Rev. Newman
Hall. In forcible werds they placed before

DEATH OF THE REV. J. GEDDIE.

The pioneer Missionary,—the first re-
presentative of Christianity among the
heathen people of the New Hebrides— the
Rev. Jobn Geddie,—is dead. He died at
bis home, Sydney Place, Geelong, Austra-
lia, on Saturday, the 14th of December last.
His death was caused by paralysis, with
which he was struck at the Island of Anpei-
teum, while engaged in the settlement of our
latest missicn ries,—the Revds Messrs.
Murray, McKenzie aud Robertson. Afier
receiving the fatal s roke he returned to
Geelong, uoder the charge of the Rev. Mr.
Neilson, bis his-son-in-law. Afier his ar-
rival he Juad & secoud attack, from the
effects of which he never rallied. He died
without a struggle, at the age of fifty-seven
years. He was probably unconscivus for
the last few days, but previou:ly he erjoy-
ed the calls and prayers of various miuis-
ters, and spent much of his time in devo-
tion. A letter from his bereaved widow
was yesterday received by Rev. P. G. Mec-
Gregor of this city, and to that gentl man
we nté indebted for these particulars. Dr.
Geddie was pative of Banff, Scotland.
While quite youog his parents emigrated
aud settled in Pictou, Nuva Scotia. Here
be studied for the mipistry, and at the
early age of twenty-ove, he received the
appointment of Purish clergyman. For
eight years he labored amoug his parishion-
ars, aud earned their love by the earnest
aod zealous manver in which he performed
his duties. He had long manifested an ar-
dent interest in missionary enterprise—es-
pecially: in the New Hebrides—the field-of
his futore labors. It was ouly after he had
been appeinted as & missionary, that he
was iofermed by i is mother that at his bap-
tism be had been dedicated to the missiou-
ary cause. The anuouncement, it is fair
to presume, added tresh fuel to the flame of
his ardor for missionary work. In 1846,
accompanied by a young wite, he landed in
Aveiteum, This Island was then peopled
by heathen cannibals. The brave young
missionary, and bis brave, loving helper,
immediately set to work, and contivued to
labor till the people accepted the blessings
ot the gospel, and learved, in a degree, at
least, the morality of civilization. During
bis leisure time, he applied himse f to the
translation of the Seriptures into two native
languages. About seven years ago he visit-
ed 1he scene of his fermer labors, and siuce
that time he comtinued his missionary
labors. Such was the life of Dr. Geddie—
whose death will when known, be mourned
by thousands of friends and smwpathizers in
this sud all the other Maritime Provinces.
— Cistizen.

COLORED MINISTERS AND PRES-
IDENT GRANT.

During the sessiou of the Washington
Conference, held in Asbury Chapel, Wash-
ington, D. C., commencing on the 26th ult.,
a commmittee was appointed to wait o the
President and inquire whether it would be
agreeable to him to receive a visit from the
Conference, and if so, to request him to
appoint a time. The President, though
greatly pressed with business, (it being the
last week of the Congressional session,) re-
sponded that he would be gratified to meet
his colored ministerial friends. He also
named 11} A. M., on Monday, March 3,
as the time.

Accordingly at that houg the Conference,
numbering about oue hundred and fifieen
minsters, with Bisbops Janes and Ames
leading the advance, were courteously usher-
ed ioto the White House, and arranged
around the reception-room. Bishop Jaoes
made the address of introduction in a few
firting and happy remarks, and closed by
saying, *God bless the President,” 1o
which there came out from every part of
the circle a hearty, rousing, old-fashiened
* Amen.”

The President seemed exceedingly grati-
fied, and in closing & very happy response,
turped to Bishop Jaues, sayiog, ** Bishop,
I have now made one of my longest
speeches.” The most cordial hand-shaking
tollowed. There were about a hundred and
fitly white persons present, who, it is need-
less to say, were very ready to seize upon
the opportunity thus afforded them to tuke
the hand of President Grant.” The whole
affair was gratifying to all present.—Chrus.

He defined amusements, deseribed
those practiced by the ancients and show-
ed in eloquent language their effects upon
the national character—The pastimes of
Egypt, Greece and Rome were enlarged
upou. These of modern countries, Prussia,
France, Spain, aud Eogland were criticis-
ed.

No caralogue
was given, but principles were laid down.
The world demands that extraordinary
ability be employed in its diversion while
it is content that the ordivary should do
the work. There are two grand questions
which should always be asked : 1st—What
do they cost? 20d—What is their tendency.
If they cost more than we can afford, or if
their tendency is unbeneficial, they should
pot be used.—The chief requisite of
amusement is that it should be elevating.
Musical estertainments were commended,
as were also galleries of art and out-door
exercises, which tend to rest the mind.
The lecture was a model of composition,
but lost much of its effect on account ot
she close attention paid to the manuscript,
yet it pleased the audience, as was mani-
fested by the frequent applause with which

PROCEEDINGS OF THE LEGISLATURE.

The first three weeks of our legisiative ses-
sion was spept in debating the address in reply
to the Goveraor’s speech. This is one of the
beauties of party-government. The grand trial
of strength between Government and Opposi-
tion takes place on this debate. All the politi
cal sins of omission and commission, of which
Government Lave been guilty, are exhibited, in
electric light, by the Opposition; and it is
clear]y demonstrated that unless they (the Op-
position) are speedily called in, the country
will be past recovery. The Government, bow-
ever, do not fail to hint at the bigh crimes and
misdemeanors of the ** bungry sspirants to of-
fice.’’ Thus the battle rages; and whea the
fiery fight is done, there is a lull, and some lit-
tle business is allowed to be transacted. I
suppose, in this poor world, we must be satis-
fied with any distant approximations to good
government. Progress is perceptible in most
other departments of human affairs ; but ia the
matter of government, we seem to be ** pro-
gressing backwards.” The chiel merit in ** re-
sponsible government,” is that it subjects all
the deeds of a government (o a rasping, mer-
ciless criticism, 1air or unfair, as the case may
be, and this acts as & terror to evil-doers,
T'hose who do evil by stealth are made to blash
when they find it fame. We have bad a grand
battle here between the Government and Op-
position. The latter offered an amendment on
one pn;ngnph ot the address, to the effect thas
a committee be appoeinted to examioe and audit
the public accounts, about which they appeared
to be virtually anxious, as grave suspicions
were abroad about their correetness. Of
course the Governmeut opposed such a motion,
not, as they declared, b they dreaded
the most rigid scrutiny, bat because, like Ce-
sar’s wife, they were abeve suspicion, and the
commistee of audit regarded it as an imputation
on their honor. The amendment was negativ-
ed by a large majority, and even, by a vote
was expunged from tbe journals of the House.
The most important measure of the session will
probably be the re-adjustment of the represen-
tation in accordance with the returns of last
Over this a fierce contention may be
looked for. It will be an array of Protestaat
districts against Catholic. The latter bave de-
clined in population, as compared wiih the
tormer ; and the Protestant districts demand an
increase of representatives in proportion to
their increa:ed population.

startling ejaculatory prayer, ‘‘may we soon
see bloody decks.” A loud burrab is beard
now, and the slnu.xner Eagle is seen moving
off from her wharf, greeted by ringing cheers.
Soon she glides through the Narrows, and dis-
appears behind the ** Northern Head,” and we
realise 1bhat the great seal bunt ot 1873 bas
tairly begun. Two more steamers, the Hector
and Ranger, follow in her wake, their decks
crowded with lasty sealers, whose cheers
awake the echoes awong the hills. Another
tremendous cheer is beard, and the splendid
new steamship Neptune, the largest ever en-
gaged in seal or whale fishery, is seen gliding
down the barbor, On ber deck stand 280
picked men. What bavec this band of stout
bhunters will make among the ** white coats”
it once they get smong them ! The Neptune is
170 feet in length, and ber tonnage is 787 tons:
her engines 120 horse power. Soon she van-
i*hes througb the narrows and dashes out into
the ice-laden ocean. She has cost her owners
as she commences her voyage $120,000; *but
she is capable ef bringing in a cargo of 45,000
or 50,000 seals, each scal worth $3, and
may thus almost repay ber cost during the
next three weeks. But she may also return
** clean " as maay a good ship bas dome. One
after apother, all the steamers glide out into
the Atlantic, The wharves are deserted and
the streets quiet. Merchants go home to spec- -
ulate aboui the thousands tbey have afleat
amid icy seals, and to dream of mountains of
seal fat. The voyage bas commenced favora-
ably, and siuce the start, the weather has been
all that we could wish From this pors sad
Harbor Grace twenty steamers bave taken their
departure. Ouly five small sailing veasels have
left St. John's, but many more will leave the
outports. Steam is destined (0 carry the day.
Last year's seal fishery was a failure, and as
the bulk of the seals escaped them, there will
be more this year to receive the aitention (f
the honters. By the 20th of March we shall
be lookiag for the first arrivals irom tbe ice.

—Better Terms seems to be " making eonvicts
rapidly at Ottawa. The Ministers bave been
converted, and the Mail has beea comverted.
The last election evidently infused an element
of energy into the New Brunswick delegation
that changes its whole character from listless
looking on to active work in our behalf. We
can express no opinicn on the rt of our
correspondent, telegraphed us to-day, that our
Better Terms are to be connected with the
arbitration difficulties ot Qotario and Quebec,
as we are not in possession of the details of the
scheme. We fancy that the details have not
yet been drafted, much less definitely arrang-
ed. The plan would prebably give Ontario
and Quebec $10,000,000 more debt, and New
Brunswick $1.000,000. This would cover our
railway subsidies, including the Albert Branch,
and relieve us of the payment of anything on
interest account, but it would increase the pub-
lic burdens to be borne by the general revenues,
of which we pay even more than our share, to
an equal amount. The «ffect of the increase
ot the debt ot old Canada and ot New Bruns-
wick would be simply to obviate the prospect
af direct taxation by increasing indirect taxa-
tion. But will Nova Scotia stand this? We

should think not, unless her debt be increased
also. We do not consider this scheme as
Better Terms, but as a subtle epening up of
the basis of Union that will enable us to go in
and secure our rights. As such it is, it our
correspondent has not been deceived or if we
kave oot misunderstood his telegram, a great
step towards the readjustment of our financial
arrangements with Canada.

THE MANITOBA OUTRAGE.
PARTICULARS OF THE MOBBING OF THE
SPEAKER.

Fort GarrY, Man., March 11.—The mob-
bing ot the Speaker of the Assembly, Dr. Bird,
is still the chiet topic here. For a week before
there were rumours that the Parliament would
be tarned out of doors a la Cromwell, because
they bad refused to meet the views ol a sec-
tion regarding the incorporation of Winnepeg.
The Bill baving come back from the Upper
House with a clause added injuriously affect-
ing the public revenue, the Speaker, Dr. Bird,
ruled it out. For this it is supposed he was
wobbed on the Tth inst.

The manner of accomplishiag the disgraceful
outrage was as follows :

Ahout one o'clock in the morning a boy came
to the doctor's purporting to be from Rev. Mr,
Blake, with ao urgent request that the doctor
would come down to the manse. Feeling un-
well, the doctor gave the messenger a note to
Dr. Cadd, requesting him to go in aa hour.
The messenger returned, saying Dr. Cadd was
not in, whereupon Dr. Bird got ready, though
80 ill that he felt he was encangering his life.
They got into the cutter which this boy brought,
and drove off. Arrived epposite the Eureka
House, eight or ten men ran over and stopped
the cutrer. One got his arm round the doe-
tor’s throat, another gagged him by putting a
piece of cotton across his mouth, and some
thing round his throat. He felt something cold
put to bis bead, and made an attempt to speak
and struggle, but was koocked senseless.

When he came to his senses there were two
or three ot the gang still there trampling on
bim, but they soon ran away. He remembers
feeling warm tar poured upon his face and
hands, and when he arrived home fonnd lmq-
self covered with it. The Dogtorlfe.ol’a h;
body much bruised but is not seriously injured.
Thoynawl of this outrage bas arouleg{v teelings
of intense indigaation in the community, and it
is hoped the perpetrators will be brought to
justice. The Goverament offer a reward of
$1,000 for such intormation as will lead to the
appiehension and conviction of some of the
offenders.

HOW THE WIDOW'S RENT WAS PAID.

At one time a young man, having secured a
lucrative situation in Washington, sent to his
distant home for his widowed mother and two
young sisters. As they were to wait 10 New
York till be -came for them, they were com-
mended by a triend to Mr. Dunbar’s care. But
day after day passed, and still there was no
word from bim. Then came a Jetter, with black
seal, ing bis sudden death ! They were
among strangers and almost frantic with grief.
The mother was a delicate woman, utterly un-
‘able to buffet with the waves of life. The
girls were young, and their education not suffi-
cieatly advanced to be available as a means of
support.

With that consideration for which be was so
peculiar, Mr. Dunbar saw that these afilicted
ones eould never earn their bread either by
hard labor or by the wearing work of the nee-
dle. So with the assistance of bis dear friend
and ready belper, Rev. Archibald McClay,
D D., be found a few generous men, who join-
ed them in providing for the present wants of
the tamily, and in paying for the best musical
instruction for the eldest daughter, already
quite a proficient, that she might be able to
teach. Nor did the work end here; all that
sympathy, advice, and religious consolation
could do for them was done, causing the heart
of the desolate to sing tor joy.

At one time this poor woman could not se-
oure a houlﬁ unless some one became l‘f!pol‘l.i'
ble for the rent. She came to Mr. Dunbar,
as to ber best triend, in the trial, aud he cheer-
tully gave his name as security to ber landlord.
Some one suggested that be was not sufficient-
ly cautious, as it was very doubtiul whether she
could ever meet the amount. *‘ I cannot help
that,” he replied. ** It may be as you fear, and
1 may have to pay her rect, in addition to my
own, at quarter-day. In tkat case I sball just
Jook to the Father of the fatherless and the hus-
band of the widow. He will take care of us,
t00.” The time rolled round, and the rent
was due. The widow came in great trouble to
say that it was entirely out of her power to

t the demand. She was not insensible to
the obligation she was under, and wept bitterly
at ber failure. But Mr. Dunbar comtorted her,
by telling her that be would cheerfully pay the
ameunt, and that God, who knew his motives,
would send it back in some way. Ile put the
money in her band and said, *‘ If you can ever
pay it, you may do so; if net, never let it trou-
ble yeu, for it shall not trouble me.”

Very soon after this, Mr. 1., an attendant of
his preaching, but not then a prolessor ot reli-
gion, called at his house. He said pleasantly,
** I come to pay you a little money I owe you,
Mr. Donbar. *‘My dear sir,” be replied,
** that cannet be ; for you aad I have never bad
any dealings together.” Mr. 1. then told him
that some time before, be had sent out a small
venture in a ship going te China, and had said
to Mrs. 1. at the time, *‘ I will give one tenth
of the profit, if there is any, to Mr. Dunbar ”';

hired man was at work. He had been warned
often enough, but he only laughed, and the
next minute be was just one second too late.
The sharp knife of the cutter came down and
took off two fingers. Oh how he cried out with
the pain. How frantic he felt as be held up
bis poor maimed band from which the bloed
was dripping. Now all his life he must bear
tbe marks of his folly, and reap the many dis-
advantages it will en‘ail upon bim.

Bat a still worse accident happened to a boy
in La Salle, 1ll. They were loading a car with
grain, by means of an apparatus called an ele-
vator. The suction in these great grain bins
is very great, though it moves so slowly and
steadily, that you do not imagine that it bas so
much force, nor rapidity of motion. You
know how slowly a train of cars seems to be
moving when you stasd on the track just be-
fore it. This lad jumped into the bin, think-
iog, no doubt, that be could easily get eut
again. But the unstable footing was as deceit-
ful as the quick sands. He was drawn down-
down despite bis frantic effcrts to save himself.
tis agonized father plunged in after him, but
only to share his fate. Both were smothered
to death in the grain.

creases in the cities there will be more and
more buyers for country homes. But these
men abominate ustidy, shriftless, and badly
planned and managed farms. It is true they
may in any event make great changes in the
buildings, fences and grounds—one object of &
wealthy man going to the country being to en-
tertain himeelt with improvements which will
keep bis mind and body actively eagaged; but
the next thing to attract bim, next to the loca-
tion, is the taste manifested by the owner. A
farm which has nothing to commend it to a man
of taste, not even good trees, which require so
much time for their growth and development,
will generally be shunned by such men. They
don’t often wish to.begin at the beginning.

But there is a higher view to take of this sub-
ject. A farmer himself ought to be capable of
enjoying such work. If his energies are con-
fined simply to working, eating and sleeping,
with no enjoyment in auything else, his mental
constitution is badly put together, and there
has been a very serious fault somewhere in his
training. But if too old himself to develop
new tas es, he should remember that some-
thing is due to his family. There is a most de-
lighttul pleasure in making things beautitul—
in planting, or training, or crealing beautiful
objects—about as much as enjoying them after-
ward, or more sometimes. It is rare that all
members of a family are deficient in taste, and
so innocent a pleasure should be encouraged.
We do not 1efer, of course, to expensive tastes,
such as may be beyond a farmer’s means, but
to those little things about the house, garden,
or grounds which can be accomplished at odd
hours by a little extra labor.

The writer cannot claim that he ever enjoyed
work for its own sake merely, but be does recall
vividly now how much pleasure he experienced
some thirty years ago, when a boy, in volunta-
rily digging out a little thicket of alder bushes
in a marsh which intercepted a desired view
from tl.c ** stoop ™ of the old homestead. It
was done in hot weather, on succe-sive eve-
nings, and after working hard all day; but it
was & delight to put the worthless bushes out
of sight, and to see what an improvement it
made in the landscape. So let a boy planta
tree somewhere, or a litile bedge; give him
some hints about the proper care, and tell him
in-what book be can find further intormation,
and pleasures will be awakened which be never
knew before. And if sach pleasures are strange
to any farm reader, let him look over his prem-
ises and see if he can't devise a better place
tor his wood pile than the immediate neighbor-
bood of the front gate; or it the pig cannot be
located a little tarther irom the kitchen door;
or if shade trees and flowers planted along some
nicely graveled walks, all well cared for after-
ward, will not constitute a new departure in his
routine of dull experiences, which he will al-
ways love to cherish. If it does not, he may
confidently count on being given over to bard-
ness of heart in rural matters—a state of things
which evidently does exist in parts of the coun-
try too numerous to meation in this connection.
