" the labors of the trenches, but, on looking

around, knew not where he should find a
place to rest his head. They endured pri-
vations for the good of their country, and
were, therefore, entitled to some considera-
tion on the part of their countrymen. To
show how muth the military discipline of
the army was improved by attention to its
social condition, he would adduce a portion
of the evidence which he had had the honor
of giving before the House of Peers a short
time ago, on the question of the propreity or
impropriety of soldiers being married men.
The extract was as follows : —

“ What has been the effect of the soldiers’
marriages upon the discipline and efficiency
of the men ? The aggregate strength of the
regiment (Madras Fusiliers) for the year
1849, 1850, and 1851, was 3,136 men ; dur-
ing that period the Courts Martial on sin&e
men, whose aggregate strength was 2 596,
were nine general Courts Martial, by which,
among other punishments, three men were
sentenced to transportation. There were
also 47 district Courts Martial, and 171 re-
gimental Courts Martial upon the single
men ; while, during the same period, amopgst

- 540 married men there were but nine dis-

trict and nine regimental Courts Martial. -
ing that period the single men were non-

1 effective whilst undergoing sentences for

14,428 days 3 the married men were non-ef-
fective under the same circumstances for
574 days. The proportion between them,
therefore, is, that while the per-centage of
Courts Martial on single men was 8.70, on
the married men it was 2.40; and the time
when they jgere non-effective when impri-
soned, was as 9} to §. Drunkenness and
absence without leave are the two most pro-
minent offences which have been committed.
1 go on to show how many men were de-
faulters dmiing this period : of single men
there were cases of drunkenness, 255 of
absence without leave, and of miscellaneous
offences, 151; of the married men there
were 37 cases of drunkenness, 2 of absence
without leave, and 10 miscellaneous éffences.
The ratios are, for drunkenness, as 32 93 to
6.85 ; absent without leave, 9.82 to 37 ; and
miscellaneous offences, as 5.31 to 1.66.—
The difference as regards efficieney and sick-
ness between the married and the unmarried
men is, that the married men were 3,072
days in hospital, and the unmarried were
64,785 days in hospital ; the number of ad-
missione of married men to the hospital was
352, and of unmarried men 4,154. During
that period there’ died, excluding cholera

_ cases, 5 married men and 38 single men.

There were sent on sick certificate 4 marri-
ed men and 54 unmarried men. Durin
the period there were other cases admitte
to the hospital, 1,063 single men; and the
number of days they passed in the hospital
was 25,702, which equalled the withdrawal
of 24 men from duty daily for three years.”

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The most potent instrument for affecting pub-
lic opinion in the present day is unquestionably
the periodical press : the newspaper and review
bave risen to that rank in modern rimes which
in ancient. civilized communities was beld by the
orator; with this difference, that in durability
and extent, if not in depth of influence, their
productions are greater than were his by so much
as printing surpasses speaking in giving perma-
nence to thought, and the indefinite multiplica-
tion of copies scattered over a provinee or king-
dom or continent, offers increased diftusion to
the views of the writer. Tbey may not indeed
command for their daily, ,hebdomadal, and
quarterly deliverances that eager and earnest
attention which was awakened by those great
masters of the human beart and mind who
fulmined over Greece,and moves at will the
fierce democracy ; yet even in the depth of the
impression which they produce upon the popular
sentiment, we incline to the opinion that they
would hardly suffer in the comparison. How
important is it, then, that the power of the press
should not only be exercised with wisdom and
employed with assiduity, but inspired with the
spirit of Catholic Christianity. Yet for how
long a period were those who regarded with obvi-
ous indifferenice, if not with ill concealed enmity,
the claims of evangelical truth permitted to wield,
unchallenged and unconfronted on the richest
portion of its domain, the power of the pen. The
daily press of Britain, and the daily press of the
United States, bave not untrequently been ar-
rayed in direct antagonism to the progress of
a living faith, and we think it is intelligence
which every lover of the Lord Jesus should and
vill bail with delight, that & movement has been
set on foot in England for the establishment
of a daily paper which shall rival in talent the
Times, but have its spring and support from
the spirit of the Gospel
Already in the field of quarterly literature
has evangelical religion asserted its claims, and
we have within the past few years bad the plea-
sure of witnessing the place so long monopolized
by the “ Quarterly” and the “ Edinburgh” Re-.
views, divided with them by others of a more
religious type. The first attempt to place side
by side with these Goliaths of the Press a peri-
odical of equal power but pervaded by a more
truly Christian spirit, we owe, as we have al-
ready cheerfully acknowledged, to the Free
Church of Scotland.

pery in Great Britain.

The Quarterly Review closes a, Eolitie.l
article in its current number with some
remarks on the state and prospects of the
Maynooth question, in which, with undis-
‘guised reluctance, the reviewer is constrained
to acknowledge the justice of the course
pursued by the Protestant opponents of that
institution. He owns the foree of the move-
ment, and regrets it. He prolesses to re-
gard the contingency of its success with
alarm, but admits the probability of such an
issue, not, he thinks, because the people of
this country are growing intolerant, but be-
cause the Church of Rome is becoming
more aggressive. The writer, therefore,
foresees not only that the fate of Maynooth
is sealed, but that the policy of Rome in
Great Britain will inevitably raise the ques-
tion “of the competency of Roman Catho-
lics, believing and above- all practising
according to the present fashion of their
Church, for the discharge of political rights.”
Why, here surely is a marvellous advance
on the part of the Quarterly and its Conser-
vative upholders. The same writer, who
talks superciliously of Mr. "Spooner and
« Exeter Hall,” not merely confesses that
their “ worst charges” against the Roman
Catholics “ are likely to be more than justi-
fied,” but actually shoots ahead of the Pro-
testant and anti-Maynooth party, and pre-
dicts that Rome has only to pnsh her plans
in this country a little farther, and “one
among the main conditions exacted by the
British people from its rulers, of whatever
political complexion, will be this—that they
shall take care that the privilege of sharing
in the administration of a free government
shall be extended only to the free ; and that
the Roman Pontiff, though be might have
co-religionists, shall not have serfs or slaves
in the Great Council of Queen Victoria,
and of the British Empire.” We do not
stop to inquire by what process of -
tion the writer imagines l:bu ‘the ad”‘beren”‘:u
to the Pope’s religion in Parliament could”
be sifted and separated from the serfs and
slaves of the Pope’s power. Politicians
continually overlook the connec-
tion between the Pope's pretensions to
supreme power as a Prince, and his as-
sumed authority as a Pontiff, over the souls
and bodies of men. The former claim arises
out of the latter, and this it is which takes
P out of the ordinary category of
eﬁ.iuticnl and political systems, re-
quires that it be dealt with by a free State
like ours on a footing of its own. Hence
many an enlightened and tolerant Protes-
tant, who stood up stoutly on theoretical

nds for the Emancipation Act of 1829,

The Quarterly declares that the whole
course of policy of the Church of Rome, at
home and abroad, in the gross and in detail,”
is of “the character of a perpetual provoca-
tion.” The writer looks to Rome itself, and
sees it oppreasing the Roman people. It is
plotting against the rising liberties of Sar-
dinia, and the modorate and constitutional
Government of King Charles Albert. In
Austria it has drawn the Government into
the intimate alliance of the Concordat, and
employed the cruel and perfidious House of
Hapsburg as the instrument of rivetting the
fetters of religious and civil thraldom yet
more firmly upon the necks of the people.
Had he looked abroad over the whole of
Papal Earope and America, he might bave
seen confirmations of the same malignant
tendency in the policy of Rome. But what
is more germane to the matter in hand, he
looks at home, and’' finds in the powerful
alliance subsisting between the Church of
Rome and the Paseyite faction in the Church
of England, grounds of serious alarm for
our Protestant principles and constitutional
liberty. For twenty long years has Trac-
tarian Jesuitism been permitted to play into
the hands of Rome, without let or hindrance
on the part of the rulers of the English
Church, till, not without a melancholy exhi-
bition of instability of purpose, the Arch-
bishop of Canterbury, with the aid of a
friendly jog from Lord Campbell, in the
shape of a mandamus, has at last taken
heart of graca, and Jaid the strong hand cf
the Charch’s discipline upoh one of the
heresiarchs of Puseyism. In the meantime,
the clergy of the Church have gone over
by scores to Rome, carrying with them
maay of the upper classes of society, but
leaving behind a multitude of both who are
industriously and insidiously doing the work
of Rome within the bosom of the Establish-
ment. The same cunning policy 1s pursued
by the Scottish Episcopaliau Church, a body
more Puseyite than the Puseyites them-
selves. Of this sort are they who creep
into great men’s houses and lead captive
silly women, — with what result the next
generation may find to its cost in the Rom-
ish training of some of the most powerful
families of our Scottish nobility. Popery
maintains its influence in Paris —and Paris
is France —by its notorious supremacy vver
the womcn. By secaring the mother, the
priest makes sure of the education of the
children. Oar reviewer foresces grave
political consequences arising from the Rom-
ish education of aristocratic families in this
kingdom : —* If the domestic relations,”-—~he
says,—* if the conjugal and parental affec-
tions of oducated, or it may be high-born
subjects of her Majesty, arc thus given over
into the absolute control of the Pope and
his myrmidons, we can well judge what
sortjof freedom will remain for the discharge
of duties merely public and political.” It is
indeed high time that the Protestants of
Great Britain were seriously considering
whereunto these things are tending in
Church and State, and preparing to take up
their ground in the contest which even
worldly politicians begin to, regard as inevi-
table, from the steady and persevering ag-
gressions of Popery in this country.—Scot-
tish Guardian.

The St. Bel Trial; Mr. Bethmont's defence of the pri
soners—Insulting statement in the papers, and reply
in the Journal des Debats—Re-opening o! Protestant
schools in the Haute Vienne—New superior Protestant
school for young ladies—New Wesleyan chapel.

Paris, Dec. 19, 1856.

As T announced in my last, our Christian
brethren of St. Bel were tried in Lyons just
a month ago, for having held religious meet-
ings after the authorisation had been re-
fused. In answer to the questions put te
them by the tribunal, they all declared sim-
ply that they had attended the meetings
because they thought it a duty to obey their
conscience and their God. The Procareur-
Impérial (Attorney-General) endeavoured
to show that the police regulations had been
violated, but that liberty of worship was not
atall concerned in this suit. Buu Mr. Beth-
mont, the counsel for the defence, viewﬁd
the subject in a very different light. He
declln?mt the queZtion before the tribu-
nal was, whether liberty of worship existed
or not, and tried to prove that the laws and
decrees forbidding all unauthorized associa-
tions, were not intended to apply to purely
religious meetings.  “ My brother is a
Christian,” he said, “of the same denomi-

After Mr. Bethmont, Pastor de Pressens¢,
requested to be allowed to say a few words,
but permission was refused by the judges,
who at once pronounced their decision, viz.,
that the minister should be condemned to a
fine of £12, and the others to a nominal fine
of 12s, each and costs.

The same day, a member, it is said, of the
Lyons bar, sent to the Droit, a daily Paris
paper, a most impertinent and scurrilous
aceount of the affair, in which no allusion
was made to the defence, and this account
was copied by nearly all the Paris journals.
A dignified protest was at once sent to the
respective editors, but the Journal des Débats
alone consented 1o publish.it. By the read-
ers of the other papers, the evangelical
Christians of Lyons are therefore supposed
to be momiers (an injurious epithet, which
means a hypocrite), whose success in some
raral localities is mainly due to the money
they give to the poor, and who sometines
hide political designs under the cloak of
religion !

But this is not all. After the sentence,
the tribunal exerted its inflaence over the
Lyens press in such a mannér, that no paper
has been found willing to give our brethren
a hearing, and no printer even has consented
to publish Mr. Bethmont’s defence. It was
even reported that the same difficulties had
been met with in Paris. | am glad to say
that such is not the case, and that a pam-
phlet containing all the details of the suit,
will soon be issued and widely circulated.

In ‘eontrast with this condemnation, it is
pleasing to hear that in consequence of
réenewed exertions, the schools of the Evan-
gelical Society in the Haule Vienne, which
had been closed four years ago by order of
the Government, are about to be re-opened
with the necessary authorizations.

An institution, the need of which has long
been felt by Protestants, was opened on the
1st instant. 1 alluda to a superior school
for young ladies, orgunized on a plan simi-
lar to that of the female college conducted by
Vinet in Lausanne twelve years agn. The
lessons, or rather lectures, embrace the or-
dinary subjects of study, viz., the French
and English languages, ancient and modern
history, both profane, sacred, and ecclesias-
tical, geography, arithmetic, nataral his-
tory and philosophy, chemistry, geology,
drawing and masic. They are given by
twelve Christian professors, of various
denominations, under the supervision of a
committee composed of such men as pastors
Gauthey, Grandpierre, De Pressens¢é, Vul-
liet, &c. The institution receives at pre
sent no boarders, but pastor Castel, a pious
and talented young man, who has been elect-
ed Principal, will, it is expected, supply
this deficiency as soon as possible, so that,
English and German parents sending
their daughters to Paris, will soon be
able to place them in Christign hands,
where their souls will be cared for as well
as-their bodies and minds. This undertak-
ing will no doubt prosper under the divine
blessing. Seventy pupils or students have
already been admitted. They sre divided
into three classes, the course in each class
being designed to last two years, so that
it will take six years for little girls ten years
old to go through the whole curriculum of
studies. ’

Another undertaking of an encouraging
character in this capital is connected with
the English Wesleyan Chapel in the Rue
Royale. For some years past the present
building has been quite inadequate to the
accommodation of worshippers. The regular
seat-holding congregation has so nearly fill-
ed every available space, that the numerous
visitors to Paris have been greatly incom-
moded, and sometimes entirely excluded,
when most desirous of hearing the gospel.
All the churches in this city, where religious
worship is celebrated in the English lan-
guage, are similarly situated. Hence the
importance to provide ¢nlarged accommoda-
tion for the thousands of English and Amer-
icans who visit us. It is therefore proposed
to build a new and much larger chapel, in
which French services will be conducted, in
the interva’'s of public worship, and in con-
nect on with which day-schools will be es-
tablished f possible, o that the new build-
ing nay serve at the came time the cause of
the gospel amongst the English and the
French. According to a circular before me,
the calculated cost of this enterprise is £10,-
000, sterling, including £5000 for the pur-
chase o land in an eligible quarter of the
city. Of this large sum only a small pro-
portion can be raised in France, and an
earnest appeal is therefore made to Chris-
tiane in other countries, whether Methodists,
Presbyterians, Baptists, or Congregational-
ists, for the Paris chapel is frequented by
many different denominations. having been
until fately, the only nonconformist English
place of worship in Paris. I am thus par-
ticular, because I believe the proposal to be
a most important one, and because | feel as-
sured that many readers of the News of the
Churches having visited Paris, and had the
privilege to worship in the present small
chapel (it holds only 250 persons) will he
found willing to subscribe trwards a larg-
er and more commodious edifice.— Corr. of
News of the Churches.

A new body of Christians is beginning to
exert some influence in France : they are called
Momiers, and tbey are distinguished by the se-
verity of their religious doctrines and discipline,
Their religious polity and teaching is said to
resemble that of the Methodists. At any rate,
they are spreading rapidly in France, and
reckon among their members many rich and in-
fluential persons. In Lyons a magnificent build-
ing has been erected at the expense of a rich
merchant, and will shortly be opened,
The Momiers are displaying the most coura-
zeal in seeking the conversion of others,
which is now bringing down opon them the per.
secution of the civil authoritiee. An illustration
of this has just occurred. They wi to hold
meetings in the commune of St, Bel, in“tHe ar-
rondissment of Lyons, but the authorities retused
their authorization, and expressed their suspic-
ions that some political object was intended,—
But nothing daunted, the Momiers headed by
their , named Charpiot, met in prayer,
and for this they were cited before the correc.
tional palice of Lyons last week; when they
were condemned by the tribunal, the forty-six
worshippers, to pay a fine each of sixteen francs
and costs, and Charpiot to pay a fine of three
bundred francs,

He was able however, to
despatch a messenger with a letter to me, in
forming me of his situation, and begging for res-
cue. | at once went to the Governor, who, ill
as be was, took the matter up, sending me to
Mr. Mercer with instructions to take measures
for their deliverance.

Short-handed as-they were, Mr. Wing at
once granted me the pinnace, manned and arm-
ed, and [ had at length the satisfaction of seeing
the steanter ofl’ under Mr. Lechler’s pilotage.

Meanwhile the murderous rabble who beset
the mission, became furious, proceeding to force
the doors with axes, pikes, &c. Mi. Winnis
would not allow Mr. Lobschied to act; where
upor: the latter, seized two revolvers, rushed to
the roof, and there beheld all the approaches oc-
cupied by armed men.

At length an express arrived from Mr. Lechler,
saying that soldiers had landed, and were on
their way to deliver him. The vile fellows bad
extorted a promise of 240 dollars, and would
probably have murdered him after all, but on
hearing of the approach of the redcoats they soon
gave way, the elders coming out to receive them,
making their ko-tows. The arrival of the troops
produced an immense effect; and the mission-
aries say, it will greatly improve their position ;
but they trust not in an arm of flesh, but in
Him whe 80 signally interposed to rescue them
from the'jaws of death.

Thus I
bave been the humble instrument of effecting
an invasion of the Celestial soil in the interests
of religion and bumanity,“ to save men’s lives,
not to destroy them,” and God seems fo bave
approved and blessed the enterprise.

SHUBENACADIR CANAL.—This work, com-
menced many years ago and carried on for some
time with the greatest enthusiasm ; but abandon-
ed at length under the most depressing cirvum-
stance, 1s now af last rapidly approaching com- .
pletion, If it had been at first undertaken on a
scale at all commensurate with the means at the
disposal of the Shareholders, Halifax would bave
beer for years enjoying a large and varied trade
with the country on the shores of the Funday
and the Basin of Minas, a trade now monopolis-
ed by St. Jobn. The resources of this section
of the country, though but partially developed,
are very great, and the j of an additi

al market would have given the enterprise of its
inhabitants an immense impetus. The city of
Halifax, under the stimulating influence of such
a tiade, in the twenty-five years which bave
elapsed since tiic Canal was suspended would, if
we are not greatly mistaken, bave doubled in
size and popalation.

The resumption of a work, so important to
this city and to the country at large, is chiefly
owing to the perseverance with which Mr. Fair-
banks has for years continued to press its advan-
tages on the community ; and to the energy and
public spirit' of Dr. Avery and Mr. Stairs, the °
managing Directors. We rejoice in the convic-
tion that the success of the undertaking will am-
ply repay them for the care aud labour which
bave been expended.

The only important sections of the work which
are still unfinished are the two inclined planes,
of which one will connect the first Dartmouth
lake with the barbour, and the other near Mar-
shall’s will connect Lake Charles, which forms
the highest Jevel of the Canal, with Lake
Thomas. These planes will be worked by waler
power, which can Le bad to any extent,
and ropes are’ to be provided of sufficient
strength to draw a load of 127 tous, the boat
being estimated at 2 tons, the cargo at 15 lons,
and the car on which the boat is to be placed at
27 tons.

NEWS BY THE “ ARABIA.”

Tne PAris CONFERENCE bas terminated. To
Lord Palmerston, under Providence, the credit
seems fairly due of baving triumphed by the
directness of his policy and ths energy and in-
flexibility of bis will.

We described last week ths concensions which
Russia bas made, and have ounly to add respect-
ing them that, while Bolgrad and Tabak aré 1o
be incorporated with Moldavia, the lsle of Ser-
pents with the entire delta of the Danube will
revert to the imwmediale sovereignty and go-
vernment of the Sultan. All this is settled on
paper,—the real and final settlement will Lave
to be made on the Danube, and then to be re-
corded at a third Conference of Paris, which
will meet to determine the new organisation of
Moldo-Wallachia. Before it assembles the
boundary bas to be drawn on the spot, and Eng-
land and Austria have reserved to themselves
the right of keeping their military and naval
forces at band until that is arranged. A day
bas, however, been fixed for the accomplishment
of everything,and by a premeditated coiricidence
that day is the 30th of March next—just a round
year from the date of the Treaty of Paris.

Tue NEUCHATEL QUESTION issettled. On
their part, the Cantons engage to set at liberty
all the prisoners, who are to avoid the Swiss ter-
ritory until the new treaty is completcd ; while
Frederick William, on his part, does not direct-
ly promise any compensation, but Louis Napo.
leon stands sponsor for him, and enpages that
the King shal! at once revoke all his military
preparations for an invasion, and shall subse-
quently renounce bis rights in Neuchatel. To
this arrangement England is a party as well as
France, and Austria and Russia, will be invited
to adhere to it at a special Conference which is
expected to meet in London..— Wafckman.

Tae ExeepiTion 10 CaBUL,—The plot of
the Persian war thickens every mail. The latest
news is, that nothing bad been heard of the ex-
pedition to the Persian Gulf, while tha force un-
der Brigadier Chamberlayne had nearly reach-
ed Cabul. By the time that the darkness now
banging over the whereabouts and the achieve-
ments of the Anglo-Indian fleet bas been some-
what removed, we shall probaby hear something
of” the British force last reported on its way to
Cabul. Our policy in this quarter is truly Bri-
tish. First, it was all to be done by diplomacy
and money. Doet Mahommed was to do the fight-
ing, and we were to pull the strings and supply
the sinews of war. Then it appeared we were
to contribute a military head ; to this was added
a contingent ; and bye and bye it turns out that
while the Aflghans bave merely becn vapour-
ing, or at least skirmishing, without any serions
intention, the British head and contingent are
expected to do all the work. For aught we
know, by this time Brigadier Chamberlayne may
bave psssed through Cabul on his way towards
Herat, and may have already suflered the usual
consequences of such a march andong such capri
cious allies. Sach is the uncertainty inevitable
to operations of which the intelligence must tra-
vel eastward thousands of miles before it can
begin its passage of 10,000 miles from India to
this country.— T'imes.

ILLNEss oF Lorp CLARENDON. We re-
gret to state that the Earl of Clarendon has been
ill. Though the attack has possed over, and the
friends of the Noble Earl bhave no longer any
anxiety on his account,yet the foresight and pru-
dence of his Lordship in so resolutely declining
the Leadership of the House of Lords has be.
come apparent. The pressure of business at the
Foreign Ofiice for the last three years has been
very great, and the close application of the noble
Foreign Secretary to bis most onerous and im-
portant duties during that period bas bad a visi-
ble effect both on his bealth and appearance.

ASSASSINATION OF THE ARCHBISHOP OF
Paris.—Monsignor Maria Dominique Auguste
Sibour, Archbishop of Paris, was murdered on
Saturday evening, Jan. 3, at the Cburch of St.
Etienne du Mont, Paris, where the Archbishop
was presiding at the Teligious services in honour
of the memory of Genevieve. Just as the pro-
cession advanced from the choir into the nave of
the church, a man in the black garment of a
priest darted forth amongst the worshipping con-
gregation, threw himself on the prelate, and
lifting up bis robe with bis left hand, stabbed him,
twice with a Catalonian kuife right through the
heart. His movements were so rapid that it
was impossible for the bystanders to avert the
blow, though a lady seems to bave attempted
to arrest the arm of the murderer when raised
for the second stroke. This lady, it is said, bas
received a slight wound. The prelate sunk into
the arms of the attendant priests, and expired
immedh;ely. The only words he uttered -are
reported to have been, “ Ak, le malheureuz.”—
The murderer made no resistance when arrested,
and voluntarily gave up the bloody weapon with
which he had perpetrated bis crime. He was
immediately taken to the police-court of the
twelfth arrondissement, in the midst of the ex-
ecrations of the crowd. On his examination be
replied with calmness and composure. Heisa
priest, names Verger, aged thirty-one years, born
at 8¢. Dennis, near Paris, and recently officiat-

ing, in an inforior capacity, 8t Melus, in the

diocese of Méaux. He had often drawn upon
himself the censure of his ecclesiastical superiors,
and recently he bad been suspended on

of a violent sermon which be preached against
the dogma of the immaculate conception —
Against this decision of the diocesan ecclesiasias-
tical court, he bad appealed to the metropolitan
court, which, however, confirmed the decision.—
From that period, Vergér had made bimself re-
peatedly conspicuous by the extraordinary char-
acter of his conduct. Thus, summonel as a
witness in a case of poisoning of a wife by her
husband, be volunteered the defence of the ac-
cused with an inexplicable violence, and pub-
lished different memorials in which be attacked
tbe judge and jury in the case. On one occa-
sion, be placed himself at a church door, with a
placard on bis breast : “ This is a priest interdic-
ted from his functions by the archbishop. He
dies of hunger.” Wkhen interrogated as to the
motives of his crime, he said that he bore no per-
sonal hatred to the archbisbop. In striking bim
be wanted to protest against the dogma of the
immaculate conception of the Virgin, after which
coufession he repeatedly raised the cry, with in-
creasing enthusiasin, “ No Goddess!” For a
moment it was doubted whether he was really
conscious of the crime he bad committed, but
when its atrocity was represented to him, be
exclaimed—* Yes , it is frightful ;” and he shed
tears. Some of the journals deny positively
that the assassin made usdof the words, “ Pas
de Deesse” when striking the blow. The Ga-
zelte des Tribunauz repeats the statement,
and says that several persons heard them, and
that Verger admits that be uttered and meant
them as a protest against the dogma of the Im-
maculate Couception.

Auguste Sibour, the murdered archbishop, was
born in the year 1792. In 1840, he was created
Bisbop of Digne, and was appointed aichbisbop
of Paris by Ceneral Cavaignac, Pr “lent of the
Republic, on the 10h  August, 184
decessor, Denis Afire, was killed ir Lssur-
rection ot June, on the barricades of the Fau-
bourg St Antonine, where he attewpted to step
between the belligerents, and to preach peace.

Portuga -

The session of the Portuguese Cortes for 1856
was opened on the [st in-t. by King Don Pedro
V. by a royal speech,

His Majesty announces that Portgual is at
peace with the rest of the world ; the conclusion
of a treaty with the Holy See respecting the
royal patronage in fhe East; and congratulates
the country on the maintenance of tranquillity,
momentarily distuctbed in the capital, in conse-
quence of the high price of provisions, The
royal speech then alludes to the ravages of the
cholera in the island of Madeira. « It gives me
pleasure (says his Majesty) to declarc publicly
how highly 1 appreciate the important services
which the generosity of the English people has
rendered to the inhabitants of the Island of Ma-
deira,” The royal speech which is of consider-
able length, then touches upon public instruction
in Portugal, and other subjects of local interest.
Among other things, it announces that a bill
will be laid before Cortes for carrying out the
projected railway as far as the Spanish frontier.
His Majesty expresses his thanks to the Govern-
ment of England and of the United States for
the succor given by them to the inhabitants of
the Cape Verde islands, and concludes with the
announcement that the Minister of Finance will
shortly lay before the Cortes the budget of 1857 -
08.

Italy

A telegraphic despatch from Turin announces
that the session of the Piedmontese Chambers
was opened on \Wednesday morning by King
Victor Emmanuel in person. His Majesty’s
speech was greeted with a most enthusiastic re-
ception. Especially the allusiors which it con-
tained to the great national cause of. the inde-
pendence of Italy appeard to excite an almost
raplurous expression of patriotic feeling. With
reference to the Budget, which is to be pre-
sented by Count Cavour, for the year 1857, it
has been announced that the income of the past
year was sufficient to cover the expenses. The
Minister of the Interior proposes certain impor-
portant reforms in the Admimstration; but it is
foreseen that great difficulties have to be en-
countered in carrying them into etfect.

Accounts from Naples describe a fearful ex
plosion, which took place on the night of the 4th,
on board the steam frigate Charles 111. Several
discharged soldiers, who were about to be con-
veyed to Palermo, perished, but a considerable
number were picked up by the British Cruiser

Vizon.

Baron Bentivenga, the leader of the Sicilian
revolt, was shol near Palermo on the 20th Dec. ;
he died with great courage and requested permis-
sion to |~ +hot with his eyes uncovered. This fa-
vour was, however, refused him. Previous to dy-
ing he made a will in favour of his mother and bro-
thers, and then partook calmly of a cup of coflee.
He declared himself the sole instigater of the
late rebellion, and implored the mercy of the
King on bebalf of the other prisonars. Ben-
tivenga is looked upon as a martyr by the pub-
lic.

A letter from Naples, in the Gazztte de Lyons,
states that by the hlowing up of the Charles /11.
80 persous had lost their lives, among whom were
three officers and the chaplain. It adds that 46
per:ons who had fallen into the sea were saved,
but that all were more or less injured.

Persia.

A lettter from Astrakan, November ]5th,
published in the French Moniteur de la Flotte,

the Rossiau forces on the Caspian Sea, No
portion of the Russian army had entered the
Persian territory, nor was war considered im-
minent, A commission of three officers had
been sent from the Russian headquarters to vis-
it Mazandera, a Persian province on the Cas-
pian Sea, which, in the event of hostilities, would
become an important strategetical position.—
Troops might be concentrated at Baltrouch, the
principal city of the province, at Mechedi-Ser,
Astrabad, Asehraf, and Feeshabad. Independ.
ently of these military dispositions, the defile ef
the Caspian gates, and the defile of Komis, might
be effectively occupied. It in through these
points that the centre of the kingdom of Persia
may be reached, The concentration in the
province of Mazenderan of the Russian troops
in the Caspian provinces, say 50,000 men,
would menace the flank or rear of a British in-
vading army  The writer thinks that the dif-
ferences between Persia and Britain will be
settled amicably.

A Polish correspondent of the Augsbury Ga-
zette writes that the Russians have long been
prepariug for war between England and Persia.
The garrison of Astrakan has been strengthened
and the Cossacks in that district bave received a
new commander in the person of Lieut. Gen.
Krassnick, but the reports of a concedfiration
of troops at Astrakan, by means of the Caspian
fleet, are said to be unfounded. The priocipal
force of Russia is in the Caucasus and on the
Araxes, and, if ber should enter Persia,
it would probably be by way of the province of
Azerbijag.

The Presse d'Orient states that the Shah of
Persia is forced by the anti-English party to
wage war, that party baving menaced him with
a change of dynasty and death should he hesi-
tate. The Imaum of Muscat, in refusing to pay

gives some details relative to the situation of

sian gulf, informed the Shab that he—the Imaum
—considered him merely as his spiritual bead.—
Confused accounts were current as to what was
passing in Persia. It was rumoured that Murad
Mirza, the late commander-in-chief before Herat,
had marched to the South toward the sources of
tbe Herwond, and occupied Turrab in Cabal.

China.

Private letters from Canton dated Nov. 18.
intimaté that some causes of quarrel bhad arisen
between the Americans and the Chinese, and
that it was probable they would unite with the
English fleet in the attack upon Canton. The
impression in the fleet was that Canton would
be taken within a short period after the writing
of the letters. Although the Chinese do not
attempt anything like a systematic resistance,
they seek to annoy and injure the Englih ships
of war in a variety of waya

Accounts bave been reczived from Chinaa
fortnight later than those received by the last
mail. The dates are to the 20th of Nov. from
Shanghai, and the 25tb Nov. from Canton. From
the latter places the news is important. Fight-
ing had recommenced, and the Americaus bad
made commnon cause with the English. It is
added that three Americans had been captured
and bebeaded, and that their beads bad been
stuck by the Chinese on the city walls. Business
was, of course wholly suspended, and a report
was current that Shangbai bad been attacked
and taken by the rebels. This, however, is be-
lieved to be without foundation.

Miscellancous.

Canadian Capitals.

The three capitals of the Canadisn pro-
vinces differ considerably in aspect and
character. Toronto, the youngest and near-
est 10 the “ Far West,* resembles the new
towns that spring up with such marvelloue
rapidity on American soil ; it is as level by
pristne formation as if the process of gra-|
ding had been spphed 1o it by American
civil engineers, who are merciless 1o all ele-
vations and have no notion of allowing the
surlice of a city to siok or swell as nature
pleases. They precede population,. and
bring down every high place thattbe paths
of men may be wide, straight and plain;
they would not tolerate for six months such
a toilsome steep as Holborp-hill has been 10
us for centuries. But Toronto, situated on
the great level of the lake country, presents
po soch internal Alp 10 be abated, and has
required very little artificial adjustment. It
is all pew, broad and right-angled, with
pineplanted side wa'ks, handsome shops and
stores, and that certain sign of American
influence, a rapidly rising monster hotel,
with its basement of shops and lodging room
for the population of a small town above
them. That peculiar institution is * Joua-
than, bis mark,” on the British territory,
for it does not flourish beyond the reach of
American migration. [n the upper prov-
inces of Canada the vicinity of the frontier
of the States is evident in many things, es-
pecially since the conc¢lusinn of the Reci-
procity Treaty, which appears 1o have de-
veloped an amount of traffic within two
years almost incredible, and the problem
now is to decide which way it shall reach
the Atlantic—down the St. Lawrence and
through British territory, or by the Ameri-
can railroads southward (o Boston and New
York. The Americans have done every-
thing in past years to secure it ; but the new
railway, the river, and regular Lines of ocean
steamers are opening an effective competi-
tion with the old routes. Whichever course
commerce muy uliimately take, Toronio
will be cne poiot of departure; thence it
may flow south or east according to cost
or facilinies. It 1s hoped that the east may
prévail, and then Montresl and Quebec w)li
shure in the advantages; Mountreal is al-
ready busy, but Quebec looks as if it re-
quired a litle awakening.- ‘The three cities
are at the present moment in strong rival-
ry i concurrent with the struggle for com-
mercial advantages against the settled en-
terprise of America there 1s a lively com.
petition between thewm lor the political pre-
dominance conferred by being the Seat of
Government, The contest of the seven
Greek ciues for Homer was nothing to this
dispute, as the prize would be more than a
barren honor, - Toronto 1s new, enterpris-
ing, and has a sufficiently good opinion of
itseifl and its rapid achievements, lookiug
down on the ancient cenires as slow and
non-progressive. With present wealth bat
no past hisiory it is slighily irreverent 10
the localines that have one. It has the
advantage, also, of actually possessing—
temporarily, at least—the prize contended
for. It is the present seat of the provincial
Goveroment, under en - arrangement by
which the Legisisture meets aliernately at
Toroato snd Quebee for a term of four
yeare. Toronio has two years of the curs
rent term still 1o run, and would very wil-
lingly convert its tenure into a prrpetuity ;
but against this Montreal remoustrates, and
Quebec protests in the sptrit of an old seig-
neur rebuking the ambition of 1 parvenu.
The question has naturally aricen out of
the puiitical union of the two provinces,
and it would be well if it were setted, as
the periodical migration of a!l the branches
of the Governmeut i8 very inconvenient,

Three handred miles eastward of Toron-
to is Montreal, the old tur-trading station of
the early French settlers growa into a bright
aod pleasant city. [t 1s the point on which
the influence of English occupation hss
most visibly told. Time and frequent fires
have swept away most of the French exte-
rior, and all the renovation have taken an
English character; but the streets are nam-
ed after ihe szints, business is conducted in
two languages, and the French element is
still sirong, though being rapidly modified
=—more rapidly, however, in the ciy popu-
lation than ia that of the country around it.
The habitant adheres to his old cusioms,
modes and dress tenaciously, and it is still
easily distinguishable from the Americans
and Eoglish, who, in the west of the pro-
vince, are closing him in and overgrowing
bim in and you cannot tell an American
farmer from the man of the city, but the
Canadian cultivator preserve a touch of the
roughly picturesque in his costume, his
coat of coarsest clothy white, gray or blue,
18 generaily broidered with red, sometimes
lﬁectmg an approach 1o epauleties; he re-
Sists the despotism of the hat, retaining the

fur hai, a0d alwuys wears a sash, more or
4y in colour. The whole garb may
8150 more or less rough, wosn or even

long and 10 miles in breadth st the com-
juoction of the Ottaws with the Si. Law-
tence. Tho whole of the islend was ooce,
and most of it is still, the property of an ec-
clesiasticsl body, the priests of the seminary
of St. Surplice, who derive a large revenue
from it ; but their tenants bave under a re-
cent lsw the power of converting their bold-
ings into freehold by paying a commutation
fine. In the city the law is changiog the
tenure of property extensively, bat the rural
tenants of the church, it is said, show no
great disposition (o avail themselves of the
right, as their rents are little. more than no
minsl. The chief fearure ofithe city 1 the
fine line of quays along the St. Lawrence
and the terraced road sbove them.—There
is a grand market, in the rooms over which
the committee of the railroad festival gave
their visitors the tremendous squeeze that
was intended to be @ ball, and a splendid
court house, with excellent accommodations
for every branch of the law, civil snd crim-
inal The proeedings are carried on in
both lsnguages, the edvocates employing
either English or French ss they may pre-
fer ; but it is impossible to keep the iwo
currents of speech quite pure, and bard
English nouns are continually rising to the
sarface of the fluent tongue of Gaul; the
pleader in a British gown, minus the Brit-
ish wig, grows warm over & disputed entry
in the ledger of some unfortunate party.
Montreal is a ecompetitor for the advantage
of being the seat of Government but has
partly disqualified itself for the preference
by an untimely excess of loyalty. Some
years since, in 8 fit of indignation with the
Legisiature for passing an Indemnity Bill,
by which compensation was given for losses
during the insurrection 10 those who were

ceived into grace and favour, the people set
fire 1o the Parhament House during a de-
bate ; the members narrowly escaped being
redaced 10 premature ashes, and the build-
ing, with the valuable library, which could
not be replaced, wag destroyed.

Quebec, the old capital of the lower pro-
vince, is as unlike iie rivals in outward ap-
pearance os if it were in a loreigo land. It
is the sniiquity of the ndrthern continent,
shut in by walls and gates, snd frowned
over by a citede! on the cliff above it
There is no rocom for the upper town to
spread, and the streets, here also named
trom half the esints of the ealender, sre
sieep beyond any hope or atiempt to make
them otherwise. Quebec is reprosched by
its competitors with being bebind the sge;
but it repays their scorn with almost feudal
pride in its sirength and position ; 1t looks
on Toronto as a mere mush room of a town,

sprung from what was but yesterday a
swamp, and reminds Montreal thet in time of

trouble its citizens were glad to place their
wealth under the protection of its fortress.
These is much truth 1n the arguments by
which Quebec supports its claim 10 be made
the seat of Government. [t has a direct
communication by sea with Eungland and
is sirongly fortified; while the railroad and
telegraph neutralize the ubjection that it is
oot ceniral —Cor. of the London Times.
