ABOUT STRAY CATTLE

The laws of Ontario*regarding stray
cattle are very definite. In cases where
cattle are at large and wander onto the
premises of one who is not their owner,
thcrg are two courses to pursue., Soon
as the animal is discovered on a man'’s
premises, he may drive it to the pound
and notify the clerk of the municipality,
who will attend to its release or disposi-
tion, or he may secure it on his own
premises and retain it while he is com-
plying with statutory requirements for
its disposition, which are these:— He
must first publish notice of the presence
of such beast on his property in a news-
paper issued in his locality and keep the
same running for, three consecutive
weeks. If the owner fails to claim the
animal, its custodian must. keep it for
two months and if its value exceeds
twenty dollars it must be sold, and after
all expenses of harboring and sale, which
must not exceed twenty dollars, have
been deducted, the balance must be
handed to the treasurer of the munici-
pality, in case the lawful owner of the
animal has not yet been found. , If the
value of the animal is below twenty dol-
lars it becomes the property of the man
onto whose premises it has strayed, af-
ter he has properly advertised its pres-
ence. When an animal is claimed and
expenses of pasture or feeding are de-
termined, the law makes provision
against exhorbitant charges. Any per-
son harboring animals which are not his
own and does not advertise their pres-
ence is liable to prosecution, when a
heavy fine may be imposed by any Jus-
tice of Peace.

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HUNGER MAKES THEM PREY
ON AFRICAN NATIVES.

Dt

Seoui-'gé in British Colony of Nyasa-
land Due the Scarsity of
Gane.

A new terror has. befallen scme
of the districts of Nyasaland, the
British colony lying along the west-
ern shore of Lake Nyasa. In this
region game has never been plenti-
ul and the supply has been still
Hurther depleted by excessive hunt-
ing.in the last few years. The re-
cult is that the natural food of lions
is ming scarce and they have
been driven by hunger to prey wp-
or the natives.

Fortunately lions are not so num-
erous there as they are in British
East Africa. But the natives are
11 terror, owing to the faci that the
animals now look upon them as an
excellent source of food supply.
The evil at present is greatest in the
district which lies between the Goy-
ernment stations of Ngara and Do-
Nyasa.

In this locality during the last
year the lions have become a
scourge. These natives have sur-
rounded all - their villages with
stockades at least fifteen feet high,
the tops of which are thickly wov-
en with thorns.

These precautions seem to afford
u1 security. Lions have repeatedly

climbed over the stockades,
BROKEN INTO THE HUTS,

usually by tearing away the roof
thatch, and ecarried off natives.
Even those not attacked are usual-
ly too terrorstricken to offer resist-
ance.

A pacty of whitos travelling
through this region in May last ob-
served many small villages desert-
el by their inhabitants, although
‘the huts were still quite new. On
asking the reason the answer was
invariably the same:

““The people could no longer re-
main. The lions have become so
bad that we are all afraid we will

tbe killed.”

At one village three women had
been killed and eaten by these ani-
mals; at another a man and two
girls, and so on.

The lions that are committing
these ravages are believed to have
been driven to prey upon human
beings only by hunger, for man-
cating lions have not often terroriz-
ed this region. Most lions are not

the ferocious beasts they have been
thought to be. They run off into
the jungle at the sight of a human
being and never attack a man un-
léss wounded or hunted. But with
the man-eating lion it is different.
He lies in hiding all day, and at
night fires, guns and noise will not
keep him off. He springs into

A GROUP OF NATIVES

and carries one off before the others
have time to malke resistance.

He enters temws - without fear,
clawing away the fastenings. When
the man eaters attacked the labor-
ers on the Uganda railroad every-
body built platforms and slept on
them at least twenty feet from the
ground.

All that is necessary to turn an
ordinary lion into one of the man
eating sort is for him to acquire a
taste for human flesh. He may
first feed on the remains of a hu-
man body that a man eater has left
and as soon as he learns that the
human kind is easy to kill he is
likely to attack men, women or
children in preference to any of the
game that has been his food. Then
iie becomes a man eater, a terrible
evil. :

This is the gravest feature in the
present situation in Nyasaland. The
lions are being turned into man
ecaters. Of course this state of af-
fairs has incited the .colonial au-
thorities to make every effort to de-
stroy the lions.

RUSSIAN EGGS.

France has always beenh a great
producer of poultry and eggs, but
lately millions of eggs have been
imported from other countries,
especially for consumption in Paris.
Of these importations by far the
largest proportion comes from Rus-
gia. In 1807 about 9,000,000 pounds
of Russian eggs were eaten in Paris,
Austria-Hungary in the same year
furnished only about 1,200,000
pounds, and other countries less.
Among these FEgypt contributed
250,000 pounds.

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SUGGESTION FOR BUTTER-
MAKERS,

Butter-making is' the important
thing in dairying in the United
States. While a great deal of at-
tention has been given to this
tranch of dairying in that country
there are many complaints as te the
quality of Butter produced. Many
suggestions for improvement have
been made. One of them is that
Lutter-makers should organize and
get together more than they do.
Mr. C. W. Pelton of Wisconsin,
writing to the Chicago Dairy Pro-
duce, on this point says:

“It iz a well known fact that we
are not making as good butter as
w¢ did ten years ago and who is to
kiame? I say the buttermakers,
why ? Because they are not organ-
ized. There should be a butter-
makers’ gssociation in every coun-
ty that would get vogether as often
as twice a year and make rules and
each one positively refuse to take
cream more than three days old,
winter and summer.

‘“My rule has been three times &
week in summer and twice a week in
winter, but my experience has been
that I can make better butter from
cream delivered twice a week in
summer than I can from cream de-
livered twice a week in winter. In
summer the cream is usually cooled
in water and kept where the air is
fresh; but in winter it is left where
it is most likely not to freeze, but
if it does freeze it is taken to the
kitchen stove and thawed out be-
fore being taken to the creamery.

“Four of my patrons quit and
tcok their cream to a neighboring
creamery where they could go once
-r twice a week, but they got dis-
satisfied and wanted to know if I
would take their cream twice a week
if they returned. I declined, and
they came back bringing their
cream three times a week until we
had the first cool night and since
then I have seen them but twice a
week. ;

““We often hear of certain cows
that do not give enmough butterfat
to pay for their feed and I believe
the time will come when butter will
be 8o cheap that the best cows will
not. pay, and the farmers will be
forced out of the dairy ¥ “iness,
and the butttermaker looking for a
job in some other line of work, un-
less we get together and correct our
faults.”

POULTRY NOTES.

Busy hens are not only the besét
egg producers; but their eggs ‘show
the best fertility. In order to keep
them at work strew the floor of the
pen with hay or straw and scatter
the grain in this. ; .

Another word about the chicks in
regard to early roosting. Get them
to roost as early as possible. Do
not make rough roosting poles.
The smoother they are the easier it
is to keep them free from lice.
Chickens cannot be healthy thai
are cuddled up in a tiny bit of a
brood coop, sweltering in the heat
of the atmosphere, as well as that
of their own bodies. Nothing will

Given gcod care, just sensible
care, as common sense will ordin-
arily dictate poultry will return-a
good profit on the time and money
expended thereon. Neglected, they
will produce nothing but loss and
disappointment, as they should.

If they are ac-
tive they are almost invariably heal-
thy. Exercise creates in them an
appetite, develops bone and muscle,
stimulates healthy circulation and
promotes digestion. i

Make arrangements for fattening
all birds, either cockerels or old
Lens, before they are marketed. If
you have not a feeding crate or two,
~lig up an old packing box, or bet-
ter still have a good solid crate
which will last you for years.

Give the fowls plenty of fresh
water. It is surprising how much
fowls will drink if they have it fresh
and where they know right where
to find it whenever they want it.
This, is especially true of the laying
hens. Eight times out of ten.a hen
Iwhcn coming off the nest after lay-
im_u will go direct to the water and
dring long and deep. This thirst
is produced by the muscular effort
put forth in delivering eggs. Dur-
ing the effort great combustion
takes place to prod}xcc the energy,
thus depleting the tissues of water.
So do not neglect the water.

Every one who, dircctly or indirectly,
by himself or by any other person on
his behalf, makes use of, or threatens to
make use of, violence, or restraint, or
inflicts, or threatens the infliction, by
. himself, or by or through any other per-
son, of any injury, damage, harm or loss,
or'in any manner practises intimidation
upon or against any person, in order to
induce or compel such person to vote
for any candidate, or to refrain from
voting, or on account of such pcrson
having voted for any candidate or re-
frained from voting at an eclection, or
who, by abduction, duress, or any false
or fraudulent pretense, device or con-
trivance. impedcs, prevents or otherwise
interferes with the free excrcise of the
franchisc of any voter, or thereby com-
pels, or induces, or prevails upon any
voter, either to vote for any candidate
or to refrain from voting at an election,
shall be deemed to have committed the
offence of undue influence, and is guilty
of an indictable offence, and shall, in ad-
dition to any penalty thereby incurred,
forfeit the sum of two hundred dollars,
to any person who sues thercfor, with
costs.

2. It shall be deemcd, a false pre-
tense within the meaning of this section
to represent to a voter, directly or in-
directly, that the ballot to be used, or
the mode of voting at an election, is not
secret.

__French Vessel, Caught hv Furious Gales,
' Sinks Withouf*Warning.

A despatch from North Bydney,
N. 8., says: The French three-
masted schooner Juanita has foun-
derea in the Grand Banks with her
crew of 25, the captain only being
saved. He spent 36 hours on float-
ing debris and had lost his reason
when picked up. -

The Jusnita was owned in Gran-
ville, France, by Yvon Freres, and
fitted out for the Banks fishing at
8t. Pierre zarly last Spring, and
several times during this season
came into North Sydney and other
Nova_ Scotia ports for bait. The
vessel had had a successful sea-
son’s fishing, and was on her last
trip out from 8t. Pierre when the
disaster occurred. The schooner
was riding at anchor when a gale
came on, which so strained her that
she opened at the bow and before
the crew could make an effort to
save themselves the vessel had
plunged bow first, carrying to death
twenty-five of her crew.

Only one man, the captain, was
saved. As by a miracle in the con-
fusion and darkness he got aboard

of a pi ce of floating debris and sev- |

eral hours after daylight he was

found clinging to a piece of dory
plank. In this position the only
survivor remained ' for 38 hotrs,
when he was rescued by the fishing
schooner General Archimare in an
exhausted and almost unconscious
ccndition. Th> terrible ordeal
through which he passed bereft him
ct his reason. Several days after
his rescue, during his conscious mo-
ments, the captain incoherently told
ci his sufferings'and fight for life
while holding on to the frail plank.

To add to the misery and danger,
two dogs, which- had been on the
ship, swam around after the ship
went down and when daylight broke
they swam to where the sole survi-
vor was clinging on his frail life
preserver, and atiempted to share
it with him by climbing on the
plank. Endeavoring to keep the
dogs away, which meant his death
if they succeeded, the captain
grasped with one hand one of the
dogs*and choked it into insensibil-
{ity ; the ofher. he succeeded in hold-
‘ing long enough under water to
drown, and once more the survivor
had the plank to himself. In this
| situation he was found, taken on
board and cared for by his rescuers.
