HON. MICHAEL HENRY HERBERT

Will Probably Be Next Ambassador
to the United States.

MINE FREE
FROM GAS

_—

So Says W. F. Robertson,
the Provincial Miner-
alogist.

Has Seen No lndicgtion as
to Cause of the Ex~-
plosion.

VICTORIA, B. C., May 28.—Hon, E.
G. Prior, minister of ‘mines, has Tre-
ceived the following report from Ww.
F. Robertson, provincial mineralogist,
whom the government sent to Fernie
to investigate the explosion In the
Crow’s Nest Pass mines:

“Seventy-eight bodies have been re-
coversd ta date, eight today. All parts
of the mine have been searched, ex-
cept the Beaver Deeps district. Num-
ber Two district was found difficult
to clear of gas, but it is being ac-
complished gradually. There are
probably six bodies there. The mine
is free from gas, except as noted. No
trace of fire. Since Monday I have
been with the relief party through
every section, and I have seen no indi-
cations as to the origin of the explo-
sion. It is certainly not from, the ma-
chine holes, as popularly reported, as
they were found intact and had not
been loaded. The mine is dusty, but
no sign of coked dust to indicate 2
dust explosion. All the bodies will
probably be out in the next 24 hours,
except those buried under falls of the
false roof, through props being blown
out, in some places overing large
areas. The search is being made in a
systemaitic and persistent manner.

General satisfaction is being expressed
at the goverrment grant.”

THE CORONER’S INQUIRY.

Some of the Testimony Submitted at
the Fernie Investigation.

FERNIE, B. C., May 31.—The dis-
position of the government to make
the coroner’s inquiry into the internal
cause of Thursday’s disaster thorough
and systematic, as demonstrated at
the opening of the inquest vesterday,
has created a very favorable impres-
sion among the miners, - who are now
convinced that the authorities are
really disposed to facilitate a proper
investigation. This showed yesterday
when Harvey, for the government, ex-
pressed himself quite willing to er-
trust the examination of the first wit-
ness, Micheal Finnan, to W. R. Ross,
counsel for the miners’ union. Finnan’s
evidence as a whole indicated the sen-
sational conditions in the working of
the mine, he asserting that, although
the mine was very dry and dusty, no
systematic provision was made for
watering; that the dust lay from six
to eighteen inches deep on the road-
ways, and that wetted dust was ac-
tually used instead of élay in tamping
bore holes. He described the series
of fires originating from bad powder
and the blasting methods, ¢.4-d asserted
that while the himself was particularly
careful he had watered down but 12
feet from the face before firing the
shots, although the act provides for
watering back 60 feet. When .asked
by counsel for the company why he
had not watered back the full dis-
tance, the witness replied that if he
had he would never have got enough
coal to hold his job. The general trend
of his evidence was to show the bad
system in the mine, although the wit-
ness said that when he had suggested
improvements in the direction of saf-
ety he had been listened to, and con-
fessed t the cause of the explosion
was a mystery to him. The day was,
he said, notable for a particularly low
atmosphere on the outside, which
would mean the generation of much
gas in the mine.

Prior to the adjournment of the in-
quest until Monday week, counsel for
the miners complained of the coal com-
pany for refusing to permit the com-
mittee of experts visiting the mine and
the production of the plan of the mine
to assist in the inquirey. .
The coroner promised to use his offi-
ces to secure such concessions. Up to
date about 111 bodies had been recov-
ered, and it is expected that still about
30 are in the deeps, the greater part
of the works now being under water.

The measure was then up for consid-
eration before that august body of
wigeacres known as the British Colum-
bia Legislature. Then, as now, the

members were either engaged in killing
time or talking to the galleries for po-
litical effect. We are now getting re-
sults from the passage of this act, as
instance the closing down of the Velvet
mine over a week ago, the enforced
idleness of about 100 men, entailing a
foss to miner and mine-owner of a large
sum of money. j

As stated in The Miner of May 21,
4501: “In the older provinces and cities
where bills for this purpose have be-
<come law, it is customary for the act
to provide that when boilers are in-
sured in some recognized Steam Boiler
Inspection & Insurance-company, and
regularly examined and reported upen
by that company’s inspectors, the gov-
ernment will accept that report as ful-
filling the provisions of the act.” Not
80 by the provisions of the silly boiler
inspection act which was placed upon
the statute books last year. That a
boiler inspection act should be passed
fio business man would for a moment
doubt, but, as pointed out one Yyear
ago, “why not exempt such steam
plants as were properly examined and
fnsured by standard insurance com-
panies?”’ The Le Roi steam plant, for
fnstance, “is insured in a well known
standard insurance company in the sum
of $70,000 against damage by explosion,

«collapse or rupture, and against loss of
Mife and property, to this amount from
any of these causes.’”” The insurance
wmamed provides for the “examination
«of the boilers both internally and exter-
nally every three months by the insur-
ance oompa.nys lnspectors. who re-
port the exact condltion of the boilers
#o their company and give a copy ot
their report to the insured. For these
services and the protection afforded
©y the insurance carried they, only ask
the sum, of $350 per annum, as against
$340 required for one examination made
by the inspectors appointed by the pro-
wisions of the inspection act.”

But this is a small part of the evil
complained of. For instance: “The ex-
amination of the Le Roi plant would
mean a close down of three days, dur-
ing which time there would be a direct
%oss of more than one-tenth of a
snonth’s earnings.”

The evil effects of the bill then en-
acted into law is now coming home to
ms with telling effect. The prophecy has
been complete. We have to but refer
our readers to last Tuesday’s issue of
The Miner telling of the troubles of the
Welvet mine management in telegraph-
4ng to Victoria, Kamloops, Vernon and
other places trying to locate the gov-
ernment boiler inspector, who alone is
authorized to supervise the repairs. A
‘smore cumbersome, bungling, nonsen-
gical measure was scarcely ever enact-
ed into law. If the author of the bill had
racked his brain he could not have in-
N,vented anything to equal this measure
(#n stupidity and pure, unadulterated
xussedness. It should have been labeled
*An Act to stop mines from working,”
which is the direct result of the opera-
tion of the law. It bears all the ear-

marks of the demagogue, the cheap
politician, the man who talks to the
®alleries, the legislator (so-called) who
is seeking personal aggrandizement in-
stead of the welfare of the people at
flarge.

We have referred to our files of a
wear ago to point a lesson. The work-
ings of the act were clearly pointed out
%hen, and it has worked out exactly as
sve predicted. We can apparently hope
for nothing to foster the mining indus-
#ry from the present legislature. It has
been in session three months, and it
will gq down in the history of the pro-
wince as one of the most menacing
bodies that ever afflicted a free people.

%t has not even tried to remedy the
mistakes of the preceding session. No
wonder the great mining industry of
4he Kootenays languishes. It has a mill-
$@tone hung around its neck.

IN\ THE RIGHT DIRECTION.

The bill introduced by Hon. Smith
Curtis to amend the Inspection of
Metalliferous Mines Act by repealing
sectiong -9 and 10, is in the right direc-
tion. It will do away, according to
our telegraphic report, with the code
of mine signals adopted last year, and
which superseded the code of signals
formerly in use. The new code was
adopted in spite of the strong protests
of thel mind owners who considered the
code cumbersome and dangerous.

1t is to be hoped that Mr. Curtis will
succeed in carrying his measure
through the house during this session
as the removal of one of the irritating
regulations, which are the curse of
mining in British Columbia, will do
much to show outside investors that
there is some prospect of a change in
the attitude of the B. C legislature to-
wards the mines. At present capital is
giving the Province the go-by, under
the impression that the mine owmer is
being cinched at every turn, and this
impression is unfortunately borne out
by the facts. However, the present
bill is a step in the right direction and
will have a good effect.

OBSTRUCTION IN THE HOUSE.

The Victoria Colonist attacks Mr.
Curtis and the members of the opposi-
tion for prolonging the debate on the
Budget in order to obstruct the busi-
ness of the House. While obstruction
pure and simple is seldom justifiable,
still with a government bent on alien-
ating the public domain for the benefit
of bonus [unters, any tactics which
will defeat these schemers are fully
justified. As results have shown, the
opposition has succeeded in forcing the
government to drop the most objection-
able features in the railway aid bills,
and the country at large owes a debt
of gratitude to the obstruct,,i(mists. The
only regret is that the government has
pot been forced to resign, and the elec-
tors of the Province would thlen have
an opportunity of choosing men who
could be depended on to administer
affairs according to business methods.
The Legislature of British Columbia
is at present the laughing stock of the
world. From London, and from all
parts of the KEast, comes the same
story that while the present opera
bouffe Government is in power it is
unsafe to risk capital in thle Province.
We laugh at the scenes in the French
Chamber of Deputies, but our own
Legislature in the last few days has
been the scene of a row which would
be considered disgraceful even in a

third class saloon.

And it is to these men that the busi-
ness of the Province has been en-
trusted!

WHY IS IT?

Frequent lynchings and burning of
negroes at the stake in the United
States is the subject of considerable
comment at present. While a few are
outspokén in condemination of such
proceedings, by far the greater num-
ber offer a half-hearted apology for
these crimes, excepting the people of
the Southern States, who justify their
course in retaliation of the mnameless
offences committed against their homes
and dearest ones. Y

It is noteworthy to state that the
United States is the only country in
the world where lynchings (so-called)
are known. It ig peculiarly an Ameri-
can institution. It derives its name
from an old colonial Virginia judge
by the name of Lynch, who meted out
justice and the law with a strong
hand, but we are told that he never
caused death to be pronounced against
any one brought before bim. The
name, therefore, seems to be a mis-
nomer. Why lynchings should be of
such frequent occurrence in the great-
est republic on earth, having a gov-
ernment where every citizen has a
volce in directing the affairs of state,
seems strange.  Some say it is be-
cause the laws are ‘not enforced, and
the people are afraid the offendsr may
escape punishment for his crime. In
the face of this assertion the fact is
noted that mamy are subject to the
wrath of the “madding crowd” where
all evidence goes to show that the offi-
cers of the law aré doing their duty
to enforce and uphold the law. It can
be safely stated that the officers of
the law in the United States, as &
rule, are as vigilant and capable as
can be found in emy country in the
world, THey will follow a criminal
with all the pertinacity of the sleuth
hound. We must look to some other
cause for the trouble complained of.
It is true that the people often cry
out against the “law’s delays,” and the
press is faithful im its duty in prod-
ding up the courts, but the methods
are cumbersome and too much seems
to be left in the hands of ignorant
juries. We hlear too frequently of the
gallows being cheated of its reward,
but it can in mine cases out of ten be
traced to a weak-minded jury of 12

in spite of them the Liberal Govern-

men, who have allowed their sympa-

thies to get the best of their judgment.
Would it not be well for the indignant
public, instead of wreaking their ven-
geance upon some unfortunate who
may perhaps be innocent of wrong-
doing, to hang a few imbecile juries
who trifie with the stern mandates of
the law? Perhaps if the good people
of thle States would place a few men
on the bench of the Sir Matthew Beg-
bie type their juries in future would
be only too glad to do their  sworn
duty. Judge Begbie’si memory will live
long in the judicial history of British
Columbia.

It is pleasing to note that lynchings
and kindred crimes are unknown in
Canada. The peoples of the two
countries are so mearly alike as to be
hardly distinguishable, and the lawsy
of both are derived from the common
law of England, the fountain head
of good government the world over.
Then why the difference in this regard?
Are the people to the south more
blcodthirsty, that the sight of blood
whets their appetites for more?

We in Canada point with pride to the
fact that our laws are strictly enforced,
and that the gallows is seldom cheated
when cold-blooded murder has been
committed. The “bad man” " cools
down when he reaches this side of the
line. On the other band every citizen
is protected in his personal liberty,
subject only to the behest of the law.

AN IMBECILE GOVERNMENT.

The government at Victoria. is be-
ing Held up. It is as bold, brazen and
impudent as thoug}i done by a highway-
man. Messrs. Ellison and Clifford are
the two gentlemen who are doing the
jobj The government, on the otiher
Hand, are jobbing the people. The other
day they kicked over the traces on the
railway bill and threatened to throw
the government dowmn, which they had
the power to do. The government,
standing on the brink of the precipice,
lost no time in complying with the de-
mands made of them, and brought in
a new bill, embodying ample means
by a good cash) bonus to build the Kit-
maat-Hazelton and the Midway-Ver-
non roads, the two proposed lines of
railway in which the two members
are particularly interested. It will be
freely granted that if aid is to be given,
either in land or money, or hoth, to
construct more railway lines in the pro-
vince, the last bill brought down to
give a big lump sum of money, to build
the two lines named has as much mer-
it in it as any, but why give aid? The
opinion of the people of the province,
as voiced thirough the press, ig clear-
ly against it, and the bill should be
dropped.

But what a sorry specta.cle the gov-
ernment presents in this miéter. It
retains its hold by such a na,rrow mac-
gin that any two of its number who
choose to dictate can either ' throw
it down or secure from it any 2on-
cession they may demand. A stroug,
honest, fearless administration, pos-
sessed of statesmanlike qualities and
having the welfare of the pegple at
heart; would refuse to be held up, and,
if mecessary, would appeal to the coun-
try. No government need ever fear an
appeal to the people if it is in the right.
Not so with the Dunsmuir government.
It has ben weak to pusillanimity, and
venal to the common charge of being
corrupt.

Our latest dispatch from Victoria
stated that the Gordian Knot had been
cut when, the government accepted the
proposition of the opposition that they

first submit the Tailway bills, and if

successful in passing them the oppo-
sition would consent not to oBstruct
the estimates. The rallway bills were
accordingly) taken up and the business
will likely be wound up in a week. This
is encouraging news at least. The peo-
ple have watched thred months of vi-
tuperation and abuse hurled back and
forth from one side to the other, and
but little attempt made by either party
to forward legislation for the benefit
of the province. The railway bills
brought forward by the government,
even when stripped of their most ob-
jectionable clauses, the land grants,
propose to mortgage the revenues of
the province for years to come for the
benefit of a certain set of pmmmu
and bonus huanters.

LE ROI'S FINANCIAL POSITION.

The following comment on thefinan-
cial position of the Le Roi Mining Com-
pany, appeared in the Financial Times
of 17th May last under the title “Le
‘Rol est mort:” s

“Unsatisfactory enough was the state-
ment as to the position of affairs at
the mine issued by the Le Rol directors
at the end of last month, but still
more unfavorable is the nature of the
information since received from the
manager, Mr. Mackenzie, who, it will
be remembered, advised delaying any
action pending the receipt of a letter
from him and the result of the clean-
up of the smelter. It now transpires
that mot only is the company. prac-
tically unable to work at a profit by
reason of the prices ruling for copper
and coke, but it is in anything but a
good financial position. At 30th April,
according to Mr. Mackenzie, ‘the to-
tal liabilities exceeded the met aseets

000 having resulted since November
last, which apparently wasi not allowed
foer by the manager in estimating the
monthly profits. Thie situation is, there-
fore a very serious one, pointing as it
does to a possible reconstruction of
the company, so that it is only right
the shareholders should be called to-
gether at an early date to consider the
position, and the directors, it will be
noted, announce thein intention of con-
vening a meeting as soon as possible.”
———
MINING TAXATION.

At last a government official has been
found who can talk sense to the legis-
lators in Victoria. In a recent report
Mr. McKilligan, the government sur-
veyor of taxes and inspector of revenues,
says:

“In a new country like British Co-
lumbia 'certain industries require en-
couragement and fostering care, or to
put it negatively, they require not to
be impeded by harrassing or burden-
some taxation. Their ability or lack of
ability, to pay equal taxes with other
industries should receive careful con-
sideration. If mining needs this encour-
agement and fostering care to induce
capital to be brought into this province
for its development, then the -lighter
burden imposed, the less stringent its
restrictions, the better it will be for the
ultimate good of the province. 1f the
cost of producing gold and other pre-
cious metals in this province is greater
and surrounded by greater diffcultis
than the cost and conditions in other
countries from whence the world’s sup-
ply is obtained, THEN CAPITAL
WILL PREFER TO INVEST IN
THE LATTER.

DUNSMUIR’S TELEGRAMS.

The Dunsmuir government is once
more trying to pass the railway bills.
In the face of what has been said and
all the exposures made in connection
therewith since the commencement of
the legislature, it would seem that the
advocates of these measures would
hide their heads in shame. Not so, it
seems. They are as boldly' at work
as though the public had not been
made acquainted with the attempts
made to rob them of a great portion
of their heritage. When Captain Tat-
low charged in the house the other
day that Dunsmuir was to put $2.000,-
000 into his coffers by the passage of
the Canadian Northern bill he knew
whereof he spoke. The proof is at
hand, and we give it herewith, although
the subject matter has been printed
before. The following telegrams, sent
by James Dunsmuir to his partner,
urging the sale of the E. & N. railway
to the Canadian Northern promoters,
was brought out before the royal com-
mission on March 27:

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THE ANTHRACITE COAL: MINERS’
STRIKE.

The strike of the anthtracite coal
miners is operating to tlLe advantage
of producers of competingt raw mater-
jals by enlarging their market. We see
this in the very great activity reported

from the coke districts, the production
in the Connellsville region now exceed-
ing all records. This enlarged demand
will be of very great benefit to the min-
ing and transportation interests of
that region. It probably comes oppor-
tunely for the coke producers, who
have been increasingl their facilities
to meet the prlonged heavy demand
for their product and, as usual under
such circumstances, were likely to push
their capacity beyond the requirements
of their regular trade. Miners of bitu-
minous coal are allso benefited by the
heavy demand coming from consum-
ers along} the Atlantic Coast, who
have hitherto mainly or entirely de-
pended on anthracite coal. The effect
of this stimulating trade is seen in
thle advancing prices for soft coal.
The benefit derived by the soft coal
and coke interests is, however, more
than balanced by the unfavorable ef-
fects of the strike, which embrace the
jdleness in the first place of over 140,-
000 men directly engaged in mining
anthracite coal, to whom in ordinary
course over $1,000,000 in wages would
be paid every week. The loss of this
purchasing capacity is no small matter
to the country, even though it be con-
fined to a single state. But the strike
is not restricted in its wage reducing
effects to those directly employed in
mining. Thousands of men depend for
their employment on the steadiness
with which the anthracite mines tura
out their product. They cover those who
furnish supplies of all kinds to the aun-
thracite mining sections, but more
especially those connected withl trans-
portation interests. Other thousands
have been thrown idle by the cessation
of general business in mining towns.
The number of unemployed will prob-
ably be increased very -considerably
ps eastern manufacturing: establish-
ments are thrown into idleness be-
cause of the lack of the necessary fuel.
The disadvantages and loss to gen-
eral business are so much greater
than the benefits derived from this
strike that it will be to the interest of
the country if it should be settled as
speedily as possible. Notwithstanding
the optimism of those who prophesied
an early termination, it appears to be
running along with no indication of
collapse. The miners are appearently
determined to make a test of endur-
ance, and the managers of the mining
companies are equally resolute. It is
fortunate that sympathetic strikes are
not easily inaugurated, for if they were
the miners in the soft coal districts
would be expected to assist their col-
leagues in the anthracite region and
by the declaration of a general coal
strike cause serious disaster through-
out the country. Labor leaders have
shown a disposition of late years to
widen the area of strikes, but thus
far they have not su in carry-

acter of any great magnitude. While
the anthracite mining companies ab-
solutely refuse to permit outside in-
terests to exert any influence in set-
tling this strike, it is earnestly to b2
hoped that some way may be speedily
fcund for bringing the struggle to a
termination. All business men will cer-
tainly breathe much more freely when
this menace to prosperity has been re-
moved.—Iron Age.
o
THE COPPER SITUATION.

Everythng indicates that copper
matters are working much more en-
couragingly. Where it was reported
that the Amalgamated last year had a
surplus on hand amounting to many
million pounds it has today less than
10 per cent of that amount. Heavy
shipments are bélng made to Europe,
and the Baltimore works are using all
stock now as it arrives. Amalgamated
people say that the ‘outlook is the
brightest in a long time, with great
reduction of the red metal and excel-
lent demand. Apparently the condi-
tiong are shaping for an early rise in
price of copper; the Amalgamated is
well sold and the independents are
likewise. At the present price there
seems to be a good business, and so
far as can be seen there is no desire
to cut under, established prices.

Blue talk and direful prognostica-
tions have given way to bullish talk in
some directions, and there are evi-
dences of a change in the copperi out-
look which some of the easterners
have believed in for some time and on
which belief they have maintaincd
confidence in copper shares and in the
market for them.

An eastern paper states that a rep-
resentative of the Amalgamated coin-
pany has sald: “The copper outlook
is brighter than it has been in a long
time. Stocks of copper have been very
greatly reduced, and there is a very
excellent demand for copper bott in

this country and abroad. I dol mnot say
thM. the outlook could not be )»eiter,
but it has improved very much during
the past six months. Six months ago
we said that we had had enough of
holding up the market and that.we
should let the independents take their
turn. We: then announced that we
had decided to reduce the price of cop-
per until buyers appeared. They ap-
pearedwhenthepﬂcecm-edlzcenu
Since that time we have had no trou-
ble in disposing; of our copper. If our
competitors desire to put up the price
of the metal we will follow them. The
Amalgamated company is meeting th2
market as it exists; that is, it is selling
copper at the market. It is no longer
‘holding the umbrella’ over the mar-
ket. It is more disposed to use a walk-
ing stick tham carry an umbrella. We
shall sell our copper at any rate, and if
there is a surplus, it will not be found
in our hands. We can produce cop-
per as cheaply as any mine in exis-
tence, and can make good money with
copper selling at 121-4 cents.”—West-
ern Mining World.

THE QUEEN MINE.

It Has Paid For Its Own Development
and Has Stamp Mill

(Special to the Miner.)

NELSON, B. C., May 30.—Returns
received today on the Queen mine. 14
miles from Salmo, indicate that the |
Holmes syndicate, who are opemtinzi
the property, have struck a bonanza,
as the mine has paid for its own de-
velopment and now has a fully-~quip-
ped stamp mill and all other miring
machinery required without the ex-:
penditure of a single dollar by the les-
sees of the property or owners. Just
as the work on the property was start-
ed the Yellowstone mine, an adjoining
claim, shut down and the mill was
secured on a tonnage basis, with a
guarantee that not less than 600 tons
a month should be handled. The lease
of the mine called for 15 per cent of
the ore shipments. Eighteen men are
employed. The shipment was of five
cars of ore to the Hall Mines smelter,
and the return on three cars alone is
$3441.02. The mill is now handling over
25 tons of gold ore a day, and a clean-
up is to be made the first of the month.
The smelter returns on the shipment
made more than paid. every expense
in connection with the starting of the
property. Another peculiar feature was
that while the highest assay received

v the owners was $62 per ton, the
smelter returns on one car of the ship-'
ment was $63 per ton, and for five cars
was over $40 per ton.

IN .FULL BLAST AGAIN.

’Active Operations Have Been Resumed
at the Rambler-Cariboo.

——

‘Active operations have been resumed
at the Rambler-Cariboo mine with a
full crew of 100 men, AHN danger of
slides is now past and the wagon road
to thie shipping point at McGuigan is
in fair order, so that no further neces-
gity existed for the suspension of opera-
tions and the management took the
first opportunity to recommence work.

An interesting feature of the resump-
tion is that the new mechanical plant
at the mine has been started -amd is
working) smoothly. The principal unit
in the new plant is the 100 ton con-
centrator installed to {reat the com-
paratively low grade ore that, has been
accumulating on the dump for years.
It is estimated that the mine has on
‘4ts dumps sufficient ore averaging 650
ounces per ton to keep the conceatra-
tor running at its full capacity of 100
tons daily for a period of two years,

without figuring upon the additions|

that will maturally accrue from the
workings day by day.. This dumpl ore
will concentrate five and six *to one,
making a concentrate that is expected
to run close to 200 ounces per tom; with
some 55 per cent lead contents. In

addition the usual shipments of clean
ore will be made from the mine. The
product is divided between: the Selby
works at San Francisco and the Ever-
ett smelter.

Water power furnishes the motive
force for the plant at; the present time
and an ampie supply of water is avail-
able for six or eight months to come.
The company originally intended to

 operate the concentrator only during

the period when water power Wwas
available, but this plan has been alter-
ed and it has been determinedi to run
the mill constantly, utilizing steam
during the months when water is not
available. To this end am order is be-
ing placed at the present time for a
boiler of large capacity, and this will
be installed during the summer.

The water-driven compressor is now
being utilized in the operation of the
mine, and the increased facilities thus
afforded will substantially expedite
the opening up of the property.

FOUR FEET OF ORE.

Encouraging Report on Cascade Made
by Superintendent Terzick.

Foreman Terzick of the Cascade
mine was in the city yesterday on busi-
ness and incidentally to consult with
the management respecting the work
under way at the mine. The main tun-
nel is now in a total of 400 feet, and
Mr. Terzick is the authority for the
statement that four feet of ore is in
sight at the face. The ore is being
carefully reserved, to be shipped as
soon as the road is in shape for team-
ing. The snow is about gone off the
upper stretches of the wagon road and
the proposed repairs, for which $2500
was appropriated by the Ilegislature,
can be commenced within a fortnight.

H. C. Killeen, provincial supervisor
of roads and bridges, is expected to
arrive in Rossland next week for the
purpose of making contracts for the
improvements to the St. Thomas moun-
tain wagon road and attending to such
other matters within the division as
require his attention.

In Spokane on Thursday H. W. C.
Jackson discussed the St. Thomas
mountain section as follows: ‘‘The
freight and treatment rate on St.
Thomas mountain ores is $5 per ton
and the average value of the ores ship-
ped last winter, amounting to between
400 and 500 tomns, was $17. The values
are almost altogether in gold.

“The Bonanza mine has been work-
ed so far exclusively by money con-
tributed by a few Rosslanders. Its
merit has been proved, and it only re-
mains to open the mine up and equip
it in an adequate manner to add an-
other steady producer to the roll of
paying mines in the Rossland district.
The lower workings shbow a better body
of ore than any wel have hitherto en-
countered, the average width of the
paystreak being three and a half feet
and the average value of the ore $40
per ton. The Cascade mine, which ad-
joins the Bonanza on the same vein,
has been more extensively explored,
and a good shpot of high grade ore
has been opened in that property
also. It is controlled by Philadelphia
people, and several other properties in
that vicinity have of late been ac-
quired by Pennsylvamians.”

PAYNE SHIPS AGAIN.

Contracts to Send 500 Tons to Trail
Smelter.

Five hundred tons of clean ore and
concentrates is the tonnage called for
in the contract just completed between
the Payne mine at Sandon and the
Trail smelter. Alfred S. Garde, manager
of the Payne, .was in the city yester-
day, having come on from Trail after
closing the contract for the Payne
shipments. Mr. Garde was given an
enthusiastic welcome by his numerous
friends in Rossland. Shipments have
been commenced at the mine, and the
Payne has the distinction of being the
only property in the Sandon camp to
be producing on a large scale.

Since Mr. Garde left Rossland less
than a year ago marked advances have
been made on the Slocan property tun-
der his direction. An extensive pro-
gramme of improvements and develop-
ment hlas been concluded successfully
and the Payne is now among the heit
equipfled and proeperous silver-lead
properties in the entire Kootendys, The
ore to be shipped will be taken from
the recently opened up ore bodies in
the lower levela of the mine, between
the 500 and] 600 foot levels.

A decidedly interesting feature of
the work under way at the Payne is
the utilization of the ore dumps which
have been accumulating for years in
anticipation of the installation of a
concentrating plant. The mill has now
been in operation! for some weeks, has
given thorough satisfaction and the
redemption of the dumps is in full
swing. Thousands of tons of ore are
available for milling, and as water
power is used and the ore is pil2d in
such manner as to be readily movel,
the milling is conducted on a most >co-
nomical basis. Careful sampling of the
material show thlat it averages fifteen
ounces silver per ton, and ad¢ the coa-
centrating process reducdes the bulk
about ten to, one, the result is a con-
centrate that will run close to 120
ouncesl per ton in silver and 75 per cent
lead. It will be readily understood that
under these circumstances *he miune
has an extremely valuable asset in its
concentrating ore.

Another featurel of the Payne is the
success that has been met with in the
adoption of electric drills. These have
been given a thorough trial and the
tests have disclosed the fact that the
electric drill is well suited to the wo™k
of the mine, so much so that Mr.
Garde states that he will put in elec-

tric drills at any time when the op-
eration of the mine calls for additional
machines. Some sixty men are employed
at the mine. ‘l

Referring to conditions generally in
the Slocan, Mr. Garde says that noth-|
ing has transpired, as yet to relieve the,
troubles of the silver-lead producers,
nor does he see any immediate sourcze
of relief. Asked as to the possibility of
the American Smelting & Refining
Company re-entering the Slocan 2s|
ore purchasers, he said that while
something off this mature had been 'in-
timated, the intimation was by no
means sufficiently definite” for the lead
miners to found much hope upon. In
his opinion the improvement of pri::s
on the London market was ‘he only
quarter to which- the lead ‘roduc2:s
could safely look for a solution to
the .problem of better prices for the
lead contents of their ores. Shipm nts
from the district are light as yet ow-
ing to the impassable condition of the
roads in many sections.

TWO SHAY ENGINES.

Coke Famine at Granby Smelter—Due
to Fernie Disaster.

GRAND FORKS, B. C., May 31.—The
C. P. R. has just put two Shay en-
gines on the run between the Granby
smelter and the mine at Phoenix. Each
is capable of hauling twenty empty
cars up the steep grade between here
and the mines, and each has about
twice the hauling capacity of an or-
dinary engine. ,

The coke famine at the Granby smelt-
er, due to the recent Fernie mine dis-
aster, will soon be over, as the Ce P
R. today had 80 carloads of coke in
transit for Grand Forks.

A PLANT WIPED OUT

FIRE DESTROYED WINNIPEG
MINE BUILDINGS YES-
TERDAY.

SURFACE WORKS WIPED OUT—
PLANS LAID FOR REPLACING
PLANT SHORTLY.

The mine buildings at thie ‘Winnipeg
mine were destroyed by fire yesterday.
Richard Plewman, managing direct.or,
was advised early yesterday mormng
{hat fire had swept through the shaft-
house, boiler house and compressor
room, wiping the structures out and
hopelessly damaging the machinery in
the various erections. The loss is
roughly placed at $5000, with insurance
of $5500 on buildings and plant. No
one was injured.

In his report to Mr. Plewman the
superintendent stated that it was im-
possible to save the buildings, but that
a successful effort had been made to
get the underground plant out before
the water drove the men out of the
workings. A jury-hoist was rigged as
soon as possible, and with this appar-
atus the underground pumps, machines
and other appliances were taken out,
the work being completed just before
the water drowned out the workings.
This reduces thie company’s loss sub-
stantially. :

The bufldings’ at’' the mine ‘not dam-
aged by the fire were the new bunk
house, general offige, assay office, ware-
house and boarding house.

No time will be lost in ' réestuming
opefations at, the Winnipeg and in re-
placing the destroyeéd plant. It is prob-
able that when this is undertaken the
shafthouse will be located on a new
site, it being deemed .advisable to take,
advantage of the occasion to erect the
new buildings at the point where the
inclined shaft to be upraised from the
100 foot station will emerge. From the
surface to the 100 foot level thie shaft
is perpendicular, after which an in-
cline is runl to the lower workings. The
company have had under advisement
for some time the desirability of mak-
ing the shaft inclined throughout, and
this will 'be put into effect shortly.

Mr. Plewman leaves this morning
for the mine. An appraiser from Spo-
kane representing the insurance people
will also visit the mine at once for the
purpose of arranging the insurance.
Coming at this juncture, when the
Winnipeg was shipping extensively,
the fire is a serious annoyance, but
it.’ort'tallmately the imconvenience is not

atal.

The hoisting engineer permitted the
cage to get beyond his control, and
this led to the accident. The cage was
equipped with the usual modern appli-
ances for insuring the safety of passen-
gers, and the engine was working
perfectly.

The accident occurred as the day shift
was coming out of the mine, J. Gould,
James Peardon, Napoleon Wells, Stan-
ley Sibley, Frank Amantea, James Wil-
liamson and R. M. Croft entered the
cage at the 600 foot level for the pur-
pose of ascending, but the cage went
to the bottom of the shaft at high
speed, landing the men in a heap. The
engineer apparently had the brakes
working before the cage completed its
terrible fall, for the bottom of the cage
was not smashed nor did the apparatus
go through the chairs at the bottom of
the shaft, as would probably have been
the case had it not been checked to
some extent. The miners were not in-
jured internally, a fortunate feature
of the unfortunate accident.

Steps were promptly taken to extri-
cate the wounded men. Physicians
Coulthard and Kenning were summoned
by telephone and conveyances were or-
dered fragn the stables for the convey-
ance of the injured. As the men were
brought to the surface they were given
first aid relief and then removed to
the hospital, with the exception of Sib-
ley, who was able to walk to his board-
ing house. o 3 "

As the carriages conveying the
wounded were taken through the
streets [citizens crowded about, th
whole presenting a grim spectacle.

If the contributors of the “Father
Pat” Memorial fund had been in Ross-
land yesterday there would have been
no further hesitation in arriving at a
decision that the most desirable dispo-
sition of the fund from the humane
standpoint would be the purchase cf an
ambulance.

ENGINEER O’'HARA WILL RECRUIT
GOVERNMENT SURVEY IN
ROSSLAND.

HE IS TO CONTINUE SURVEY OF'
INTERNATIONAL BOUN-
DARY LINE.

W. F. O'Hara, engineer connected
with the Topographical Surveys branch
of the department of the interior, ar-
rived in the city last night for the pur-
pose of recruiting a surveying ‘'party
to continue the work along the inter-
national boundary line commenced in
May last. Considerable advances were
made with the work in 1901 and during
the winter months Mr. O’Hara was at
the headquarters of his department de-
veloping the copious field notes taken
during the active season. He is now on
his way to the Boundary to resume field
operations. The department has gone a
step further in connection with the
matter by attaching to Mr. O’Hara’'s
party a naturalist, Mr. McCuen, and a
geologist, Mr. Daly. These gédntlemen
will devote their entire attention to se-
curing data coming under the head of
their respective professions. The addi-
tion is of an interesting nature.
ture.

Mr. O’Hara remains in Rossland for
a few days to pick up a survey party.
His entourage will be larger this vear
than last, from fourteen to sixteen men
being included. He has not been ad-
vised of the intentions of the United
States geological survey which partici-
pated in the work last year.

It will be remembered that the gov-
ernments of both countries have had
trouble in the past in connection with
the issuance of titles to lands adjacent
to the international boundary line, the
difficulty encountered being that of de-
termining exactly the proper location
of the line of demarcation betwen the
two countries. When the location of the
forty-ninth parallel of latitude, which
separates the two countries, was deter-
mined upon many years ago it was done
by means of astronomical surveys, but
by reason of the variation of the plumb
line due to differences in the density of
the’ earth, this astronomical latitude is
not the actual geographical latitude.
Hence has arisen the necessity of de-
termining the latter, which work was
commenced last summer and is to be
resumed under Mr. O'Hara’s direction.

The difference betwen the astronomi-
cal and geographical latitudes is not,
of course, a known quantity, otherwise
the work of determining the proper line
would be a simple proposition. The dif-
ference is not great, a matter of a few
hundred feet one way or the other, and
the land in issue is of no special value
to either government, particularly as
the averages are likely to coincide
closely when the work is completed, but
the demand locally for a definite demar-
cation became so great that the gov-
ernment considers it advisable to carry
the work ahead with expedition, this
sentiment leading to the resumption of
the work thus early in the season.

FORT DE FRANCE, Island of Mar-
tinique, May 28.— 5 p. m.—A tremend-
ous explosion of very black smoke from
Mont Pelee at a quarter before nine
o'clock this morning accentuated the
fear enteptained for the safety of
George Kennan, the American author,
who, with a land party, has been ex-
amining the northern part of the island,
and the governor of Martinique was
at once seen in the matter of arranging
for a rescue party to proceed by land,
in connection with the voyage along
the coast on the United States cruiser
Cincinnati,
necessary.

GEORGE KENNAN IS SAFE.

At about 11 o’clock this morning Fer-
nand Clerc, a wealthy landed proprie-
tor of Martinique, arrived here and &n-
nounced that Mr. Kennan and his party
were safe on the north end of the is-
land. g

Prof. Robert 1. Hill, United States
government geologist and head of the
expedition sent to Martinique by the
National Geographical Society, who left
Fort de France Monday on horseback
for the volcano, returned here this
morning. He was completely worn out
by his trip. Professor Hill recites an in-
teresting story of his examination of
the district through which he passed.
He left Fort de France at-1 o'clock
Monday afternoon. He was accompanied
by a Mr. Kavanaugh, an army officer
trom the British island of Trinidad,
and a boy named Joe, who was to act
as interpreter. The party set out on
horseback and took the direct route
for Morne Rouge. Between the hamlets
of Deux Choux and Fons St. Denis the
party entered upon the outward ecge
of the zone of ashes. Except for occas-
jonal patches the country to this point
was green and smiling. Upon reaching
the Raibal Plantation, one mile south-
west of St. Plerre, the explorers met
the clear line of demarkation of the
zone of flame and destruction, although
not of annihilation.

WASHINGTON, D. C., May 30—
Secretary Moody received a number of
dispatches today concerning thle con-
ditions at Martinique. Commander
Thomas McLean, commanding . 'the
Cincinnati, cables from Fort de France
under date of the 29th as follows:
“Eruptions volcanic continue—occa-
sional great outbursts at intervals of
a few days. Mostly columns of, clouds,
steam, smoke and ashes snooting up
quickly to great heights. They seemn
to alarm the people, but mo serious
damage is being done outside of the
district where the first devastations
occurred. Plenty of supplies here.
French admiral, with three ships, has
arrived. Two more expected daily.
People are cordial and grateful and
able to get along now, without assis-
tance. The Cincinnati goes to Castries
on the morning of the 30th.”

The torpedo boat
destroyers Viragp and Sparrow Hawk,
which, since the mishaps to other ves-
sels of their class, have been strength-
ened by the mechanics at the dock-
yards here, will leave shortly for the
Orient to be added to the fleet there.

A BIG TIMBER DEAL.

Simpson and Anderson Buy Land, Mill
and Machinery.
SEATTLE, Wash.,, May 28.—Sol G.
Simpson and A. H. Anderson, repre-
senting the Simpson Logging Company,
have closed one of the biggest timber
deals for years by purchasing from
John A. Humbird for $125,000 spot cash
6000 acres of land, the old mill gite,
mill and machinery of the Port Dis-
covery Mill Company. Humbird rep-
resents the Weyerhauser syndicate of
St. Paul, which owns thousands of acres
of timber land in the state.-All the
land purchased lies in Jefferson county.

ing that they intended remaining at
work on Monday, regardless of the or-
der of the District Executive Boards
of the United Mine Workers, if they
were not granted an eight-hour work
day without a reduction in wages. The
statement includes a resolution adopt-
ed at a meeting of the engineers, fire-
men and pumpmen explaining therr
position, and giving the reasons for
the stand they have taken. The reso-
lution states that the craftsmen named
were required by the officials of the
Urited Mine Workers of America to
disband their respective organizations
and become members of the mine
werkers’ union, to which they object-
ed, unless they were given separaie
churters. This request was Jen‘ed by
the miners’ union, it is stated, and in
view of this fact President Mitchell
wiis asked to rescind the strike order.

PAUNCEEOTE'S
SUCCESSOR

Is Attracting Attention in
Washington Official
Circles.

All the Names Mentioned
Will Be Persona
Grata.

WASHINGTON, D. C., May 81.—The
question of the succession to the British
embassy here, vacated by the death of
Lord Pauncefote, is attracting attention
in official cirdles to an unprecedented
degree. It is the custom of govern-
ments before making such appoint-
ments to consult the government to
which the ambassador is sent before
making a selection, in/ order to secure
a favorable reception of the appointee.
In the present case there has not been
the slightest blint or suggestion to in-
dicate the purpose of the British gov-
ernment. This fact is explained by the
statement that the foreign office offi-
cials had such favorable news of the
late ambassador up to the very mom-
eny of his death that they had not felt
it necessary to even contemplate the
selection of a successor. It was on the
cards that Lord Pauncefote was to
have the unusual honor bestowed upon
him on being exempted from retire-
ment, and he was to be allowed to re-
main at his post in Washington inde-
finitely. In this state of affairs the
officials here are obliged to look en-
tirely to the news dispatches from Lon~
don for indications of the personality
of the new| ambassador.

The names of the persons mentioned
in the Associated Press dispatches of
last night are favorably received
by the officials who are acquainted
with them. They are personally, or
through their records in the British
diplomatic -service, known and it may
be stated on tbe highest authority that
the ' president will cheerfully receive
any one of them persona grata. The
weight of opinion here sustains the
judgment. expressed in the London dis-
patches that Michael Herbert, the newr
secretary and minister at Paris, will
receive the appointment as Lord Paun-
cefote’s successor, althoughi the field is
still regarded as open.

JACK MENARY ILL.

In a letter to Robert Stewart Lyon
_of this city, Jack Menary, who gradu-
ated from al Linotype machine in The
Miner office to a saddle and sabre in
the Canadian Mounted Rifles, writes
that he was in the hospital at Johan-
nesburg at the time of writing, April
23rd, but that he expected to be re-
leased within a few days. The hospital
at Johannesburg, he says, consists of
a large number of marquees, sand-
wiched in between gold mines. These
mine workings are strung along the
railroad track towards Klerksdorp for
forty miles. In the hospital along with
Menary was a trooper in the Scottish
Horse, who had ben employed on the
Rand previous to the war. From this
chap Menary learned that the stand-
ard wages for white men was about
a pound per day, with board about
two pound eight a week, and other
things in similar proportion. Only a
limited number of persons have been
permitted to enter the Rand as yet.
The drawback to the employment of
white men| is thie large number of Kaf-
firs and Indian coolies.
