London, May 30.
HE death of Mrs. Tice, the little
lady who claimed to be the original
Of Little Nell in “The Old Curiosity
Shop,” link with
Dickens.

Some links time will find it very diffi-
cult to remove. Every time a Londoner
walks along Fleet street the sight of
St. Dunstan's tower may remind him of
Trotty Beck and his exquisite dinner of
tripe, and the message of the bells. And
while nearly all of the unwholesome
slums east of Chancery lane that figure
so largely in “Bleak House” have been
swept away, the water still goes splash-
ing on in Fountain court as it splashed
when Ruth was waiting there for Tom.

Dickens’ own abodes in Doughty street,
Devonshire terrace and Tavistock square
still stand, to the joy and satisfaction of
those who can see, or think they can see,
in the streets surrounding those houses
the originals of many of his most famous
passages. To many it is a source of per-
petual interest to speculate which of the
streets in Bloomsbury it was that Dickens
had in his mind when he described those
wonderful Christmas scenes, those heart-
warming, glowing scenes of happiness
through which Scrooge’s clerk passed on
his way home to Tiny Tim.

But while houses and churches and
streets to a large extent remain ' the same,
the persons who formed the models for
Dickens' characters must now, with the
death of Mrs. Tice, be totally extinct.
There can be no one now who remembers
Dickens’ own father, the original of Mr.
Micawber, who was constantly urged by
Mrs, Micawber, Dickens’ mother, to ‘‘throw
down the gauntlet to society.”

QUEBEC, June 1.—Up to midnight
last night forty-eight of the victims
of the collision between the Empreéss
of* Ireland and the collier Storstadt
had been identified. The work of iden-
tification is very difficult.

Stretched in three rows in a low
ceiling pier shed are 188 black, brown
and white pine coffins containing 188
bodies, less than one-fifth of the vic-
tims of the collision beiween the Em-
press of Ireland and the ‘collier Stors-
tadt.

Twenty-five of these coffins, cover-
ed with white satin and snuggled ir-
regularly together, contained bodies
of babies. ]

At the heads of these forty lines of
coffins stood lines of men and wo-
men, many of them survivoosl looking
for relatives and friends. Each coffin
lid was lifted by one of the seachers,
while others crowded close to get  a
glimpse of the body in that coffin.
The line is constantly moving. One
lid would be dropped with a low-ton-
ed “No.” and the searcher would raise
the lid of the next coffin.

Suddenly a low moan of a man or
the muffled scream of a woman broke
the silence, ‘Oh, Mary, my husband,”
or some name of endearment was ut-
tered.

A stalwart man bent forward and
kissed' the gashed forehead ‘of his
wife—ic is remarkable how many
heads were cut or bruised.

A woman would fall fainting on the
lid of the coffin she had just raised.
Thus it went on all day long until 48
bodies were identified.

A man would find the ‘bodies of his
wife _and children. A woman would

Hidentify -the body of hershusband.~ In

the hunt for bodies of che victims
;th‘e;é' was -no distinction . of class.
Every person, whether finely dressed
or roughly clad took their turn in the
line that moved constantly from sof-
fin, but the great majority of persons
were disappointed in their hunt for
relatives. At times a frantic man
would hurry from coffin to coffin,
looking- over the shoulders of per-
sons near it and trying to satisfy him-
self by a quick glance that the victim
was not the loved on he sought.
Toronto Man’s Experience.

The most pathetic is the experience
of F.. W. Cullen, a buyer for the T.
Eaton Company of Toronto, who had
sent his wife, two children and a maid,

alone survived.

Cullen ran from one coffin to an-
other looking for his wife, but in
vair.  Then he turned to gaze on the
25 coffins of children. , He quickly
found the' body of His daughter,
Maude, 6 years old. The hunt among
the babies ranging from 12 months
to three years then, went on. Some
of the babies lying in the coffins look-
ed as if they were asleep, with their
hair curled or ruffled by a light
breeze. Others had bruised foreheads,
suggesting vividly how they had been
hurled against stanchion or the side
of the cabins before the water came
upon them. " The legs and arms of
othen:s were cut and bruised terribly.
Upon the little ones Cullen gazed, and
finally picked out ome  baby ‘with
blonde hair that curled ‘in a wavy
manner. He turned to Canon Scott,
rector of St. Matthew’s Episcopal
Church, and said: $

“That is my boy.” Then Cullen
turned again-to search for his wife.
Scarcely had he turned away than T.
H. Archer of Saskatchewan, who had
lc:st a wife and baby in the wreck, and
had escaped himself, began to stiMy
the faces of the babies. He had found
the body of a woman that he ‘sup-
posed to be his wife. He came upon
the body of the child marked No. 118,
which had' been identified only a few
minutes before by Cullen as the body
of his baby.. Archer insisted that the
boy wa$ his own child. The twa men
were brought together by Canon
Scott. = Both were gracious and af-
fable and both consented to study
the features of the face again. , A
police- officer lifted up the coffin in
his arms, and he held it while the t
met scanned the face of the child.
Cullen, could not decide and He said
he would go and get the maid.

The maid, after- a quick glance,

agreed that the baby belonged  to
Cullen. "Then came a deadlock. Each
bereaved father clung to the belief
that the child was his.
_Snmconc suggested that the deci-
sion be left to Mayor Bfouin, of Que-
bec, to whom each father presented
what he considered proof that .the
child belonged to him. The Mayor
finally awarded the baby to Cullen.

Both ‘the Cullen children were
placed in boxes and forwarded to
Toronto Sunday night.

A mute memento -of the tragedy is
to be found in the blood smeared on
the bows of the Storstad, it evidently
came from passengers who were
crushed to death in their berths. One
of the officers on tlie Storstad gave
out the following statement when in-
terviewed after the arrival of the ves-
sel:

“At the time of the disaster T was
lying in my bunk. Being awakened by
a terrific shock, I jumped up immedi-
ately and ran out on deck. where T
heard the engines going full speed
astern. I am a strong man and have
had several experiences during near-
ly thirty years at sea, but what T saw
and heard there made me weep. I
still see all those men and women
shrieking and struggling in the water
The statement that nothing was done
to pick up the survivors is absolutely
false. We lowered the boats and res-
cued 357 of those on board the Em-
press. There was not an officer or a
man aboard the Storstad who did not
do his utmost to save life and com-
fort the rescued; every man on the
ship gave away everything he had,
the captain’s wife even giving away
everything she had, having later to
borrow a pair of shoes from one of
the engineers. We split up the table-
cloths, blankets, etc. to cover the
rescued, many of whom were abso-
lutely naked when picked up. Those
who had been in the freezing water
for an hour or so were at once taken
to the engine room, the warmest
place on board, and so numb wete
they that several sat on the cylinders
of the engines, their flesh searing on
the hot steel. T am absolutely confi-

ol dent that public opinion will be en-

4 tirely reversed when the true facts of

the case are published.”

L. A. Gosselin, K.C,, has given the
following opinions on the tragedy,
based on what he saw of it, as a sur-
vivor:

“The moment the collier pulled
clear the Empress began to list to-
wards the side on which she had been
struck. At once I realized this was
serious. I ran intao the cabin and
aroused Lionel Kent. There was so
little noise or shock that he had not
awakened. I went back to my cabin
and pulled on my clothes. There was
quite a slant then. I went to the low-
er side, where people, perhaps a doz-
en, were working at a boar, trying to
get it loose. We could not get it free
and some of the men went away. Mr.
Kent went to the other side and he
afterwards told me he was on the rail
and while he was there he did not see
any boats lcwered from the Storstad.

There
was so little room that I could hardly
row. When we got clear we saw the
collier some distance away. I could
not tell how far, but it took about
half an hour to row over to her. I
did nt realize then that she was the
ship that struck us I though she was
some other boat. There were no boats
coming from her. When we got there,
there was a ladder over the side, but
no one offered to help us. When we
got aboard, I some sailors standing
about. The captain was on the upper
deck. He did not come neaf us, I
shouted to him: “For God's sake do
something.”

“The captain came down and some
of the men got down into the collap-
sible boat and rowed away in it. That
boat came back and other boats come.
The people were taken in at two
places. Sailors stood about indiffer-
ent. I found a rope and got a life-
boat, and told the people to use it
around those who wanted help. There
were some bodies in that boat too.
I shook two of the sailors and they

ed there for two hours., During all
that time I did not see an officer, and
I did not see any boat being launch-
ed. It appeared to me that all these
people were terribly indifferent. T
do not know what language the sail-
ors spoke, but the captain understood
and spoke English. I did not see him
after he left the deck. I certainly will
be willing to appear and tell what I
saw,” said Mr. Gosselin in conclusion,

Lionel Kent, manager of Energite
Explosive Company,” of Widdifield,
Ontario, said that many of the wo-
men were told, after the collision that
there was no danger, Discussing the
part that the Storstad played in the
tragedy, Mr. Kent said:

“When I first went out the Stor-
stad was less than fifty feet away
from us, and then they went around
our bow and eventually to about a
quarter of a mile away to the port-
side. I cannot understand their atti-
tude in this case. When their lights
first came there, people thought it
was a vessel coming to the rescue and
exclamations and expressions of relief
came from all sides. Some said:
“God bless you,” to the boats as
though they could hear. But not a a sin-
gle boat was put out until about day-
light, when two little 'white boats put
out. They may have had their own
troubles, about which we know no-
thing about, but to say the least of it,
it seemed curious.

“I was picked up and taken to the
Storstad. Captain Anderson, who is
a big man, stood stolid and silent at
the top of the gangway as we came
up. He may have been feeling very
deeply inside, but he did not betray
his feelings to us. In fact the whole
crew standing in groups about the deck
seemed to treat the whole thing as a
matter of course. The men all had a
cabin about twelve feet by fifteen
long, and the women’s were the
same. Men and women had scarcely
a bit of clothing among them, and
women, distraught with anxiety for

to them, came running in among the
men to search the new arrivals, ut-

Iterly unconscious of their attire. The

men were just the same way. The
horror of the night seems to wipe
away all thought of anything of that
sort, but the men did what they
could to help them. People with only
one or two garments, would give
them to others who needed them
more, and there was a spirit every-
where of helpfulness and gallantry.

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Mr. W. S. Brewster does not need any introduction to the people
of this city and county. Through the medium of his profession as a
lawyer, then early in his career as a prominent figure in municipal
life, next as a parliamentary candidate, and finally member—these
and other things have kept him very much in the public eye during
an exceptionally successful career.

John Burns, president of the local
government board was one of the
first callers at the London offices of
the company to ask for the latest
news.

The Lord Mayor of London, upon
Jearning of the extent of the disas-
ter, decided to open a fund toward
the relief of the widows and orphans
as well as the dependents of those
of the passengers and crew who had
been lost.

Great crowds besieged the London
and Liverpool offices of the company
and anxiously scanned the lists of
the rescued. :

King George cabled to the Duke
of Connaught, governor-general of
Canada:

“I am deeply grieved over the awful
disaster to the Empress of Ireland in
which so many Canadians lost their
lives, Queen Mary and I both assure
you of our heartfelt sympathy with
those who mourn the loss of relatives

To Sir Thomas Shaughnessy, pre-
sident of the Canadian Pacific Railway
His Majesty cabled:

In the appalling disaster which has
befallen your company by the loss of
the Empress of Ireland in which 3o
many perished, I offer you my sincere
smpathy.”

The King received this morning the
following telegram from Raymond
Poincare, president of the French re-
public: '

“It is with profound emotion that 1
learn of the terrible catastrophe in
connection with the Empress of Ire-
land, which will plunge so many fami-
ilies into mourning. From my heart
I tender to your Majesty the sincere
regrets and keen sympathy‘ of the
French people.”

The Irish Nationalist convention at
a meeting to-day in London under the
presidency of T. P. O*Connor, passed
a resolution of sympathy with the re-
latives and friends of those who died
when the Empress of Ireland sank and
it was transmitted to Sir Thomas
Shaughnessy.

The London morning papers in
commenting editorially on the disas-
ter, call for a thorough investigation
as to whether the bulkheads were
closed, and, if so, how it was that
the most modern system of water-
tight compartments failed to keep the
ship from sinking.

The claim for the Empress of Ire-
land will be the heaviest sustained by
the Lloyds’ underwriters since the
sinking of the Titanic.

It is expected that the disaster will
give a serious check to the scheme of
establishing a Canadian Lloyds, with
a view to reducing the rates charged
in London for insuring vessels navi-
gating the St. Lawrence.

The last letter to London from
Laurence Irving referred to his de-
sire to return home as quickly as pos-
sible ¢o that he might rest in the
count=s before starting on a fresh
tour. This is supposed to be the rea-
son why he decided to travel by the
Empress instead of the Teutonic,

The Times discusses the question
of the underwriters and the St. Law-
rence route at considerable length.
