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PROBLENES T0 COME
AFTER THE WAR

Instructive Lecture By Rev.
A.T. MacNeill at Calvary
Church.

A capable and comprehensive
treatment of the universal problems
that will be in evidence after the
war was given last night in Calvary
Baptist Church, by Principal A. T.

MacNeill, of Woodstock College. The
lecture, of which “‘After the War,
Compensation and Reconstruction””
was the topic, was a continuation of
the special Rally Day Services, ob-
served on the previous Sunday.

The chair was occupied by Mr.
John F. Shultz, a prominent meia-
ber and worker of the parent Bap-
tist Church of Brantford, the First
Baptist. In his opening address, the
chairman took occasion to convey to
those present, the goodwill of the
church of which he was a member.
Many of the most dependable work-
ers of Calvary Church had formerly
been connected with the First Bap-
tist, and hence the relationship was
stronger between the two churches
than would otherwise be the case.

Preceding the lecture two splendid
musical offerings, in the form of a
voeal duet, by Miss Pearl Sayles and
Mr. Green, and a solo by Miss Phipps
were rendered.

Previous to entering aupon the sub-
jeet proposed, Mr. MacNeill indulged'
in a description of Vietor Hugo’s ac-
count of the Battle of Waterloo. The
famous French writer had declared
that in such a prodigious game of
chanee, a victory by Napoleon would
not have harmonized with the gener-
al scheme of the age. In the pres-
ent world struggle, the instance a-
bove guoted, was equally applicable
—ga victory achieved by Germany
would not fit in with the Divine pur-
pose of effecting the evolution of the
human race from evil to good. The
world war embodies the eternal
struggle of the spirit of the past con-
fHeting with the spirit of the future,
was the opinion of the speaker, who
thought that the result would be
just as costly and far-reaching in
Canada as in Flanders.

In support of his contention that
physical force could nmot overcome 2
people or a nation, Mr. MacNei.lli
quoted the over-winning of Belgium,
Serbia, Armenia and Poland, by the
Teutonic forces, who were neverthe-,

less unable to actually conquer 01‘}

subdue the people whom they on-
pressed, while Britain, had secured |
the co-operation and loyalty of South |
Africa by introducing into that coun- |
try the best English institutions,
following upon the  successful cul-
mination of the war.

An interesting review of the various
and intermittent manifestations of the
eternal struggle between right amd
wrong throughout history was given,
by the lecturer who selected the mili-i
tary accomplishments of Babylon,
Persia, Charlemagne, the Spanish‘
Armada, and Napoleon Bonaparte, to|
emphasize the recurrence of the strug-!
gle in the past of which the present
world conflict was merely an instance, |

The speaker then dealt with the'
political aspect of the contest. Had
Germany gained political independ-;
ence and constitutionalism for her‘
people, militarism would not have
dominated the minds of the masses
and the world calamity now beiﬂgr
experienced would have been avoided. |

In the social realm there had also
been unrest, and this conflict between
the good and evil had taken the form
of the establishment and maintenance
of clacs distinctions.

Religion had not been immune from
the effects of evil.. “Too often has the
church allied itself with the interests
of tyranny, oppression and retrogres-
sion,” declared Mr. MacNeill.  This
exploitation of spiritual resources to
serve the greed of powerful states
and individuals had delayed the ad-
vancement of the world. |

sume Mr. MacNeill declared emphati-
cally that “the fundamental idea was
that the war was a spiritual contest
operated by natural resources.” The
question’ was therefore: “Is there any
adequate compensation for the enor-
mous sacrifices being made at the
present time. Undoubtedly Germany
must be forced to supply a substan-
tial indemnity to demonstrate to
nations and individuals that the rules
of society were not to be encroached
upon unless the offender is willing
to pay the price. The actual amount
of the material compensation secured
by the victors would be “insignificant
to the comparative immensity of the
spiritual benefit which would be re-
ceived if the nations involved would
seize their opportunity and take ad-
vantage of this great event to raise
their spiritual characters to the stan-
dard of christianity as the character
of the war was primarily of a spirit-
ual nature, so must the compensation
derived therefrom be pre-eminently
spiritual. ; ;

The prevalent materialistic attitude
of the age, consisting of the lust for

ment would have to be eliminated,
thought the speaker, if the desired for
compensation was to be experienced
The present European conflict was the
dircet outcome of a successful attempt
of capitalists to foster by the exertion
of corrupt influence, the war spirit
among the masses, and the deceptive
and lying methods employed by the
diplomats of the countries involved.

Unless at the conclusion of the
war the right poise was obtained by
the people of this country, the after
the war period would be worse for
Canada than Prussian  adonmination,
was the opinion of Mr. MacNeill
With the greater opportunities af-
forded to the unscrupulous, on ac-
count of the expansion of industrial,
commercial and financial interests,
the battle against materialism would
be meore relentless than before the
war, and if we are to receive the de-
gired for compensation for the many
agerifices now being made, the peo-
ple of Canada together with those of
other lands, would have to cease to
worship at the feet of the “Golden
Calf.”

Before international trust and
confidence could be established, there
would have to be a reorganization
of the diplomatic systém now in prae-
tice, At this juncture the speaker
took a blow at the party system and
the many eévils of patronage, which
were involved in it.

‘The system
was not devised in the first place to
give direct effect to the ‘popular will,
and the Toronto Globe with the as-
sinity for which it is so noted in such
matters, claims that it was “British
Tories” acros the border in those
days, who devised the scheme. By
the bye it was a Liberal Government

in Ontario, under Ross, which not so|

very long ago disfranchised a con-
stituency for a whole year, because
said Ross had a slender majority and
knew that the Riding was likely to go
against him. The self same Globe held
up both hands for an administration
which did that and a whole lot of
even worse things into. the bargain,
even an attempt to purchase a member
of the legislature, burning ballots and
so forth.

But to return to our neighbors. They
have in addition to the Electoral Col-
lege a number of other election anach-
ronisms which ought to go into the
national waste paper basket. Take the
fact fcr instance that no one in the
District of Columbie, in which Wash-
ingtor is situated has a vote for any
office holder, not even in Washington
for Mayor and Aldermen, for they
don’t have any—the place is run by a
national commission.

Just imagine, if you can, the resi-
dents of any British Empire disen-
franchised! Why there would be a re-
bellion or something very much akin
to it.

RESIGNS HIS OFFICE

immediate causes of the final* rup-
tur Sir Sam took this action dur-
ing s lasy visit to England. It has
never been ratified, and is regarded
as one of the mast outstanding ex-
amples of this usurpation of authot-
ity, rgl’erred to in’ the official an-
nouncement to-day.

“A Great Load Off My Back.”

Sir Sam Hughes, in discussing his
resignation last night, said: “It is
true I have resigned, but not for the
reasons assigned in the report given
out this afternoon.’”” Accompanying
y resignation was a request to the
Prime Minister that all the corres-
pondence in connection with the. af-
fair might be published promptly. I
would like to say that I feel quite
happy. A great load is off my. back.
Canada’s citizen. soldiers have.a re-
cord that is second to nome, ' They
have proved ithemselves to he gen-
tlemen, vet fearless and self-sacri-
ficing. Canada regards her forces
with pride.

“In leaving th®e department I fecl
[ have nothing special to regret in re-
gard to its work or management. M~
officers, so far as I an! aware, hav?
been loyal and . selfssacrificing to the
limit. They have been true. In Bri-
tain, in the girst year of the war,
Canada had pkactically no control of
her forces. The British system was
followed. We have, however, reor-
ganized the pay and medical depart-
ments, and, of course, have improv-
ed the training to meet the changed
conditions of the war.

“Last * year for
months our soldiers had no rest from
the trenches. This year I have plan-
ned extra divisions that fully one-
guarter of ouy troops could be rest-
ing at a time, but perhaps the most
important accomplishment of all has
been the perfect harmony.with the
| War Office, with General Rebertson,
General Whigham, indeed, with all
the senior officers there. They could
not be more obliging and helpful.
British statesmen, including Premier
Asquith, Lloyd George, Bonar Law,
Sir F. E. Smith, Viscount Grey, Lord
Lansdowne, Walter Long, Lord Sel-
borne, Lord Derby and others have
been ever ready and
vancing the best interests of Canada
and the Canadians.
