New York, April 27.—The

with Sir Robert Borden, who- 
arrived in this city yesterday. 
Sir Robert is quoted as paying 
that Canada will spend her last 
dollar to win 'the war and. that 
every able-bodied man wjH be 
conscripted. “The spirit of 
Canada?” exclaimed the prein 
ier in response to a question. 
“No wotds of -mine can -picture 
it. It is patriotism incarnate.’J 

To exemplify this spirit Sir / 
Robert produced the letter 
from the Ontario lad, who 
pleaded for a chance to follow 
his father and brother overseas 
to aid in holding the Canadian 
line on the western front. “1 
read that letter in the House of 
Commons,” raid the Premier, 
“and it affected the members 
of that body like the spirited 
rendition of the National An­
them. What can I say the/ 
that letter does not say? What 
can anyone think of d count!y 
whose very boys plead for a 
chance to die for it?”

Speaking of the recent dis­
turbances ill Quebec, Sir Ro­
bert is quoted as saying:

“The disturbances in - Que­
bec have been very greatly ex­
aggerated by the stories that 
have come out of Canada. The 
vast majority of the people of 
the Province are loyally accept­
ing conscription.”

Sir Robert will leave New

York to-night on his way back 
to Ottawa. He will confer to­
day with Sir Thomas White, 
who will represent Canaria In 
the negotiations with the 
United States and Great Bri­

tain as regards war financing. 
He may also see Lord Reading 
and A. K. MacLean. Sir Rotfërt 
would not divulge the definite 
errand that brings him to New 
York, but It Is believed by fin­
anciers here that his visit is 
very likely to be followed by 
an aOhouncement of the estab­
lishment in the United States 
of a Canadian Credit large 
qnotigh to cover the adverse 
balance of trade against Can­
ada and to help finance Can­
ada’s war purclises.

A Former Stronghold of the Mini 
Tribesmen.

Long before the coming of the 
white man the site of Halifax, Nova 
Scotia, had been occupied by an In­
dian settlement. The spot was called 
Chebucto- (“greatest of havens’’) by 
the Indians because they recognized 
the almost impregnable position of 
the harbor and inner bay. It was 
first used as a base of supplies by 
the French admiral, Duke d’Anville, 
in 1746, when he attempted to re­
capture Louisburg, taken from the 
French by a band of New England 
colonists.

The real story of Halifax, however, 
begins in 1749, when it was settled 
by Earl Edward Cornwallis and 
2,576 British soldier-colonists. The 
city was named- in honor of the Earl 
of Halifax.

Cornwallis and his band cleaned 
away part of the dense forest which 
extended to the water’s edge, estab­
lished block-houses for protection 
from the Indians and laid out the 
town in rigid, rectangular style.

The soldie s who came with Corn­
wallis sent for their families and en­
couraged other settlers to cross the 
ocean. In 1750, one year after its 
birth, the place was made seat of 
the Government of Acadia.

(Associated Press) 
Stockholm, March 27—Discovery 

by Professor Rudolf Fischll ot 
Prague of a new remedy for com­
batting hemorrhage is anounced by 
the Journal of the Austrian Apoth­
ecaries’ Association. The remedy is 
made from i hitherto unknown ele­
ment in the lung-tissue of certain 
animals. It is a reddish brown pow- 
ler which dissolves in water into a 
foaming substance.

After a series of experiments 
with animals, it has been employed 
on human beings. It Is reported to 
stop quickly the mont dangerous 
hemorrhages, such as those from 
the liver, kidneys and brain sub­
stance, and to be especially valuable 
in the case of the so-called haemo- 
philes, persons whose blood is de­
ficient in coagulable elements and 
-for whom the slightest cut meant 
serious and possibly fatal hemorr­
hage.

WOMEN MANAGE KITCHENS

women. They buy and regulate all 
supplies, Including fuel, and handle

Like a “bolt from the blue” comes 

the announcement that the Govern­
ment lias decided to abolish all 
exemptions between the ages of 1!) 
and 22 years and to call upon' all 
young men to rally to the defence 
of our country and Empire, 
perhaps will bear most heavily upon 
the rural sections of the country.

It is 
certainly to be regretted that Parlia­
ment has found it necessary to de­
part from its announced policy and 
pfdgram.

We do not know yet the 
real gravity of the situation in 
Europe. Evidently the Government 
considers it more advisable to call 
some of the men of tho country to 
leave the soil and go forth to fight 
the surging masses of the enemy 
than to assist in producing food. 
The last few weeks has shown Ger­
many preparing to strike a decisive 
hl-ow. We do not fear but that all 
sections of this country will rally to 
the ' support of our armies nobly 
holding the enemy at bay.
