The Most Ancient Man.

The average reader does not see
mieh difference in age between human
remains found in the beds of the pleis-
tocene and the pliocene, but to the
geologist the difference is very great,
only he cannet express it-in years or
centuries. Until recently the oldest re-
mains of man known dated back to the
middle pleistocene. 'Among these are
the celebrated relics from Neanderthal,
Spy and other places. But in October,
1907, a lower human jaw was found in
deposits attributed to the early pleis-
tocene or even the late pliocene. This
would give it a greater antigmity than
any of the others and entitle 1t to be
called the oldest remains of the baman
species. The teeth are well preserved.
The most remarkable feature of  the
jaw is the absence of a chin. The ca-
nine teeth are not unduly prominent,
and the dimensions of the teeth are
within the limits of variation in living
man.

Lofty Mountain Peaks.

Mountain climbing, atways a strenun-
ous and frequently a dangerous sport,
offers_many rich rewards on this con-
tinent to the increasing number of
those who are devoted to it.

So this difference is
more distinctly marked than in aoy
other class of animals, ‘Again, the horn
possesses properties unknown .in any
other animal matter. It is entirely in-
odorous, capable of resisting putrefac-
tion and almost impervious to the ef
fects of the atmosphere.

lis. It is the only vegeto animal sub
stance that we know of that does not
perpetuate itself by procreation.

The male and the female are sus-
tained by the same nutrition and ele
ments, and only the male produces
horns.

Borden’s Naval Policy.

Speaking at Toronto on -Monday
evening Hon. R. L. Borden dealt
with the naval question and discuss-
ed the resolution of the last session.

““The integrity of the Empire,”
said Mr. Borden, ‘‘can best be pre-
served by co-operation in defence and
in trade. Canada cannot escape the
first responsibility of natiomhood, nor
does she seek to escape it. It is
sais she is in mo danger of attack,
and therefore no preparation for co-
operation is necessary. So long as
we remain in the Empire, Canada
cannot hold aloof in time of danger,

“Could the Dominion share in the
henefits of British e¢itizenship and
vet evade responsibilities? If was|
inconceivable to believe such a thing, |
and he believed that the will of ~the |
people would affirm the declaration of
parliament that responsibility and
co-operation in naval defence must be |
met and discharged. That responsi-
hility involved two considerations.

(1) Canada’s duty in the hour of |
emergency.

(2) Canada’s duty in
manent co-operation.

Referring to the -discussion bhefore |
the House of Commons last session,
Mr. Borden explained the position in |
the matter as follows: ‘“The resolu-
tion as proposed by the Prime Minis-
ter was modified- at our instance in
several important respects. In its
original f.orm. it declared against
any money contribution to the Im-
perial treasury for naval defence. Its
modified form permits, and, indeed,
authorizes in time of need emergency |
money contributions.

Johnstown, Pa., Oct. 31.—At least
“fifteen men lost their lives this after-
noon, when mine gas exploded in  the &
Franklin slope ‘No. 2, of the Cambria
Steel Co. at Franklin, a suburb of |
this city. The explosion occurred at
five ‘minutes past three o’clock, at a’|’
time when the number of men in the

‘fimated at from 15 to 25. It was
caused by either a shot blowing out,
or by the -naked lamp of a miner,
which will probably never be known
positively, since every man in the
room where the gas went off, room
No. 10, on the left heading of No. ¢4,
of parallel heading No. 10, was. . in-
stantly killed, and burned so hmdiy
that identification was impossible.

The force of the explosion was ter-
rific, 'the brattices in the mine being
blown down for long distances, the
‘tracks torn up -and ovsmﬁ wires
blown out of place. 2
