Embittering us, they
nave also added grief to the oconquerel.

“In order to pus an end to this abnor-
mal and unjust situation every ome of ue
must render his aid, tendering anew all
his energiocs to his country. I, first of all,
offer myself withous restriction tor the
accomplishment of the great undertaking
of the revolution—the evection of a re-
publio in Cuba.”

This letter, the genuineness of whioh
is unguestioned, has filled the Cubans
with enthusiasin, and added, if anything,
to the old General's popularity.

The chief is prepared to
accept volunteers for any or all of the

“While on this subject of fire pro-
tection, we might offer a few remarks
and suggestions as to how our system
of fire protection could be male far
more efficient and satisfactory. - In the
first place it ia imperatively necessary
that at least another hundred feet of
hose be purchased. “Old Tnvic-
cible” is perfectly capable of throwing a
good stream of water through 600 or
800 feet of hose, and with more hose a
larger area could be protected from
cach tank. Theo, the town necds
more tanks. While we commend the
enterprise of those of our citizens who
went down into their pockets and con-
tributed to the expemse of pntting
down the four tanks already built, iv
seems to us »n unfair and unjust way
to build them, for in every case where
subscription lists have been ciraulated
for this purpose there have been méin
two small sou'ed and ~tingy to sub
scribe one cent, and still they get the
full benefit of other citizens, liverality
if a fire occurs on their premises.
Our contention is that the villave
council should for this year cut the
appropriation ~ for streets and side-
walks, and put down four or five tanks
in exposed localities. Let the rate for
this purpose be a special one, and par-
ties who have alrradv pnt monev in
private tanks be given credit for the
amount on the levy for this purpse;
then there would be no hardsbip or in-
justice,

We throw ount these suggestions
for consideration. If any citizen has a
better plan, or any sugg-stions to offer
along the line, we will cheerfully give
them space to state their views.

«Every householder is required to’
keep two ladders, one on the roof, the
other to reach fiom the ground to the
eave Every stove-pipe passing
through a wooden or lithed partition
or floor shall be at least four inches
from the wuod work, Bvery chimoey
shall be in a good »nd sond condition,
and at least three feet high above the
roof. No person shall enter a will,
barn, outhouse, or stable, with a
lighted candle or lamp, un'ess enclosed
in a lantern, nor with a lighted pipe
or cigar. Ashes shal not be kept in
or near any building in & wooden box
or barrel, unless they are lined with
tin or iron.”

Should you need any ladders, if you
will apply to me at once, giving the
length, &c., I will try and get them
for you, and T will say this, that I
shall insist on each person having the
full number required by law by the
first day of May next. As we are
very poorly providsd with water tanks,
I will be very thankful to any citizen
who will kindly inform me of the
neglect of any person to conform with
the above provisions, or should there
be any improper or disorderly conduct
on the streets when I am absent, if
they will please give me the-name of
the offender, I will promise to deal
with himas the law in such case
provides.
