The best music,
savefully seleoted, is always sure to
have a soothing, quieting and entirely
beneficial effect on the patients, what
ever their ailments may be. It must be
the best, and it must not be depress‘ng
or doleful.

“The popular idea of singing Psaln
tumes and hymns to sick people is the
most hateful thing that was ever in-
vented.
feel that he is in the' last stages, and
that everyone has given him up. He
loses hope and courage, and has much
less chance of recovery. I have no ob
jection to religious mmusie, but the
mournful, long-drawn“out kind is not
zood for sick people.

“The main thing is to prevent intro-
spection. People in hoepitals have too
much time in which to think of them-
selves, their_ pains, how much worse
these pains may become. what terrible
things may happen, and how long it
will take them to get well.

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IN A FIT OF JEALOUS RAGE
NEGRO SHOOTS

HIS f({RMER WIFE.

/

Made Plea. for Reconciliation and »Used a Revolver
When He Was Rebuffed.

Wayne, Pa., July 1.—Rebuffed by
his former wife when he made a plea
for forgiveness and reconciliation, Fen-
$en Orenshaw, & negro, shot and killed
the women in the home of Mrs. Annie
Williams here to-day. Mrs. Williams, in
trying to prevent the tragedy, was shot
in the thumb of the right hand.

Orenshaw was married several years
ago, and lived in Tiogs, Philadelphia.
It is eaid that he was insanely jealous
and quarrelsome, and the woman was
obli to leave him and take refuge in
the home of her cousin, Mrs. Williams,
here. She applied for a divorce, and a
decree was granted her on May 27th
last.

Orenshaw appeared at Mrs. Williams’
home about 7 o’clock this morning, arm-
ed with a revolver. He demanded to see
his wife, and when she, entered the room
where he was seated he told her he
wanted her to forgive his cruelty and to
be reconciled to him. This the woman
refused and the man, in a rage, fired at
her, the bullet inflicting a slight.wound.

The woman rushed out, screaming, and
Mrs. Willilame tried to prevent Cren-

shaw from following, whereupon he
fired at her, shooting off a portion of
her right thumb. Forcing his way past
her, Crenshaw went out on' the poreh,
where his wife had stopped. Without fur-
ther words he fired at her again, the bul-
let entering her brain and causing in-
stant death.

Constable Lewis, attracted by the
sound of the shooting, rushed to the
ho:tse and placed Crenshaw under ar-
rest.

Media, Pa., June 26.—Fenton “Cren-
shaw was landed in jail here about 3
o’clock this afternoon. Except for be-
ing insanely jealous, the murderer can
give no reason for killing his wife.

“If she had gone home to her people
at Middletown, Va.,” said Crenshaw,
“this would never have happened.”

“What did you do it for?” asked the
detective.

No direct answer was given, but he in-
timated that his domestic troubles were
caused by Mrs. Williams, in whose house
the murder was committed.

“I did it,” he blurted opt, “and am
ready to stand the consequences.”

HAYWOOD’S DEFENCE.

THE EVIDENCE AGAINST ORCHARD
BR‘EA’KS DOWN.

Two Witnesses for the Defence Are
Utterly Discredited Under Cross-
examination, and a Third Helps the
Prosecution More Than Haywood.

Boise, 1daho, July 1.—Four witnesses
were called by the defence in the Hay-
wood trial to-day. Two of them were
torn to pieces by the cross-examination
of the prosecution, and from each of the
other two, testimony of decided import-
ance to the State was elicited. Three
of them were witnesses upon whose tes-
timony Mr. Richardson had based the
formal impeaching question which had
already been propounded to Orchard and
which he denied. These witnesses all
emphatically reaffirmed the statements
on which those questions had been b.osed
and to that extent the defence fulfilled
ite object in calling them. But the cross-
examination utterly discredited two of
them and left the other in the unhappy
situation of having contributed more to
the State than to the defence.

vis and Elliott were the two com-
letely undone on cross-examination.
g{rs. Day stuck to her story about the
threats Orchard had made against Steun-
enberg, while talking to her, but con-
tributed the new information that on
one occasion while she was talking- with
him in the Belmont Hotel, at Denver,
where she knew him under the name of
Dempsey, Haywood came into the hotel
looking for him. Dempsey introduced
her to Haywood, and after a few mo-
ments general conversation Dempsey
took Haywood to his room for a private
talk. This was the first testimony
brought out from any witness except
Orchard, that directly linked Haywood
with Orchard and that coupled the Sec-
retary-Treasurer of the Federation with
the murder machine under the name of
Dempsey.

Mrs. Day was introduced to Orchard
by Pettibone, whom she had known for
two years prior to 1904. Haywood, she
said, asked for Orchard, and went up
to his room. Pettibone, she said, never
went up to Dempsey’s room. Witness
said Orchard had told her he would have
been a millionaire had it not been for
Steunenberg.”

Talk on a Train.

John D. Elliott, an inmate of the
Boisc Soldiers* “Home, then detailed a
long conversation with Orchiarduon, .a
train in November, 1905, when Orchard
he snid, told him he was employed by
the mine owners, that the Federation
would be crushed, and teat within
thirty days something would happen
that would startle the world. Within
five weeks Stcunenberg was assassinat-
ed. However, Orchard, when confronted
by Elliott, declared he never had seen
him before.

Mr. Coultman has not been preaching
for a Yyear, but has been interested in
mining- stocks, and doing business in
London and Toronto.

OFFICERS ELECTED BY GRAND
CAMP AT NIAGARA FALLS.

Capitation Tax Will be Fifteen Cents a
Month Hereafter—Executive Will
Report on Proposed Changes in In-
surance Rates and Other Amend-
ments. ¢

A Niagara Falls despatch: It was al-
most 8 o'clock this evening before the
Grand Camp of the Sons'of Scotland
finally adjourned. The election of offi-
cers was completed as follows: Alexan-
der Fraser, of Toronto (re-elected),
Grand Chief; F. S. Mearns, of Toronto,
Grand Chieftain; D. M. Robertson, of
Toronto (re-elected), Gradn Secretary;
Alexander Hay, of Toronto (re-elected),
Grand Treasurer; Rev. Dr. Bremner, of
Ripley, Grand Chaplain; Dr. Thomas
Wylie, of Toronto (re-elected), Grand
Medical Examiner; J. McKillop, of West
Lorne, Grand Marshall; George Hill, of
Calgard, Grand Standard Bearer; R.
Macdonald, of Bracebridge, Grand Senior
Guard; George Hamilton, of Attwood
(re-elected), Gradn Junior Guard; Albert
Johnson, of Belleville, Grand Pipe Major.
The Executive Committee is composed of
John Fergusoh, of Toronto (re-elected);
Rev. Dr. McRae, of London; John Tytler,
of Toronto; William -Johnson, of St.
Mary's; Peter Bertram, of Hamilton,
and W. C. Gilchrist, of Orillia.

After a long debate the proposed
change in insurance rates was referred
back to the Executive Committee, which
will report at the Grand Camp in 1909.
The capitation tax was changed from
two dollars per year, payable semi-an-
nually, to fifteen cents per month, pay-
able monthly. The matter of organiza-
tion was left to the Exccutive Commit-
tee with power to act. The executive
will report on the proposition to permit
members to enter the sick benefit
branch without entering the life insur-
ance branch. When: the question of a
meeting place for 1900 came up there
was a lively contest. Toronto, King-
ston, Windsor, Winnipeg, Galt, Mont-
real, Hamilton, Ottawa and Lindsay
were all after it. The Grand Camp de-
cided to go back to Toronto. This after-
noon was spent in recreation.

BLOGD OF PITTSBURG.

CORONER’S LOG BOOK REVEALS
TRAGEDY OF STEELMAKING.

Death Busy in Shops—Fifty Per Cent. of
Year’s Fatalities Comprises Human
Sacrifice in Industrial Progress.

Pittsburg, Pa., July 1.—The grim
and tragic side of Pittsburg’s industrial
supremacy, as reflected in. the county
_coroner’s log book of violent deaths, is
beginning to arouse a feeling of honer
at the frikhtful cost of the wealth ~hich
its millionaires are piling up.

When the coroner closed his log for
1906 he found that in the vear he had
been called on to record a total of 2 €60
deaths. Of these 919 were the result
directly of accident in miil, mine or cn
railroad, the industries most esintial
to the city’s progress. Sufficizat wdre
of the total number of deaths in the city
were indirectly attributed to the same
causes to make more than 50 per cent.
of all the deaths the cost in hamen life
of the steel and money made in Pitts-
burg for 1906.

Appalling as these figures are, the
chances are that a new record will te
established this year. Already i the
five months that have clapsed, 1,5
deaths have been recorded in the corcn-
er’s log book, and of these 344 came sud-
denly and violently in the mills and
mines and on the railroads that srildiron
the city. In the same period last yeer,
the total number of deaths recorded wss
1,015, and those laid at the door of the
city’s industries numbered 340.

250 Deaths Every Month.

While in the aggregate these fig-ies
may seem abnormal they are r::orded
go regularly that their magniture is
scarcely ’realized. *The averige nuwler
of deaths reported to the coroaer is
about 250 a month, and there is liitle
variation from this from year to vear.

Comparing the loss of life by acei-
dents with the tonnnage and production
of the Pittsburg district, one liie has
been snuffed out for every 50,70 tons
gf coal that is shipped, and the cnrual
shipment is about 50,000,000 tons. For

every 3,800 cars that carry freight out
of or into Pittsburg fome soul has gvén
up the ghost. This is exclusive o cars

that are carrying freight throuzh to
other points.

Every 7,600 tons of the 7,000, tons
annual production of iron and steol have
been put out at the cost of the life 3f
one of the manipulators som>wiere in
its manufacture, and of the 80,30 tens
annual output of steel rails every 87,000
tons have been put u che market
only after some one of its proin:ars bas
laid down his life.

Reaper Seeking a New Record.

No other city in the coun:y op-
oaches Pittsbnrf’l astly record of
vman lives sacri on the altsy of
rogress. Every day and every night
the clouds of black smoke that evise
ceaselessly and the glare of the fur-
naces furnish a funeral pyre for tr.ose
whose lives have been snuffed out in
the making of the city’s steel and
wealth.

Day by day the death log of the cuve-
ty coroner, the bare official record de-
manded by law, keeps track of thase vie-
tims. The coroners deal only in the
hardest facts. The world of +agedy
and syffering, of broken hearts and
homes, entailed in his entries are beyerd
his provipce. Name, place, date, 2nd
cause he can give of almost every casu-
alty, but that is all. Sometimes cyen
the name is Jacking, for when a man,
unknown, as often happens, is swaliow-
ed up in a giant ladle of molt:n steel,
identity becomes a mere numeral m the
log book.

There is a gap and sorrow in some
unknown, unheard of home, but the in-
dustrial juggernaut goes on belching
out steel and crushing out more entries
for the coromer’s record.

Flesh and Blood in Rails?

Although the coroner’s log is the ters-
est kind of a casualty list, it is possible
to glean from it some idea of the man-
ner in which death comes to the workers.
Molten metal figures, perhaps, oftenest
in the record. “Burned by molten steel
and died” That is the obituary of
scores. Often a blast furnace bursts.
That scatters death and sometimes a
fate worse than death, which does not
figure in the coroner’s log.

The upsetting of a huge ladle of molt-
en steel is no uncommon thing in the
mills. Men work there at a frantic pace.
Demand runs far ahead of the output of
the mills and no time is wasted in the
making of steel. Men who work always
alongside of death are not especially
careful. Thus, often, the ladles spill
over. Sometimes in these spille.a man
vanishes. But the rails go out. Imagine
travelling over rails built partly of flesh
and blood. The loghook of the Alle-
gheny county coroner says it is possible.

Then there are the giant rollers that
crush out steel plate and often human
lives, and murderous machingry that is
everywhere a death trap for the unwary
workman. The record contains, also, the
names of men who worked, for an in-
stant, too near the great electric cranes,
those huge mechanical arms that with
almost human precision pick up massive
pieces of structural steel about the
plants and place them wherever may be
indicated at the simple moving of a lever.

Mines and Railroads Swell Total.

Th mines and the railroads supply
their quota to the coroner's log. Falling
slate, gas explosions, derrick, falls from
scaffolding, in the shunting cars, and
other accidents on the rail all help to
swell the cost in human life.

Not all the violent deaths, however,
can be classed as accidents in the “work-
shop.” The inordinate demand for labor
necessarily attracts a large percentage
of the country’s immigrants. Six days
in the week supplying the human force
and muscular power to the integral ma-
chinery, these aliens, surfeited with the
freedom of their newly adopted country,
resort on their one holiday to the fes-
tivities and customs of their former
homes. Weddings, christenings, balls,
and parties, at which various alcoholic
beverages are used most copiously, are
held.

Quarrels result frequently, knives and
firearms are used, nnd there are hospital
cases to be cared for. Deaths not infre-
quently result from these sources, and
80 commonplace are these reports that
it is counted a “slow night” inca local
newspaper ofices if at least a dozen have
not been reported by Sunday midnight.

PERILS OF LABOR. _

NO LESS THAN o1 FATALITIES
REPORTED DURING MAY.

Strikes Resulted in a Considerable Loss
of Time, But Wages in All Lines of
Industry Show an Upward Tendency.

Ottawa, July 1.—Reports to the
Labor Department show that the num-
ber of trade disputes during May was
49, an increase of twelve over the
corresponding month of 1906. The loss
in working days was approximately 88,-
325, as compared with 45,675 in May of
last year. The increase is largely
due to the strike of coal miners in the
west, and of ’longshoremen in Montreal.
There were about 411 firms and 11 697
employees affected by the various dis-
putes.

There was a marked upward tendency
in wages in nearly all lines of industr'y
during the month. The number of new
agreements with respect to wages re-
ported to the department was consider-
ably in excess of that during the cor-
responding period in any previous year
since 1903. Nearly all the new agree-
ments were on the basis of higher wage
schedules. In the majority of cases
the increases were obtained as a result
of amicable negotiations and without
frietion between employers and em-
ployed.

During May there were 287 work peo-
ple injured in industrial accidents. Of
these 91 were fatal and 196 resulted in
serious injuries. Railway accidents
were responsible for twenty fatalities
and thirty by them were injured.

 FRENCH WINE GROWERS’ TROUBLES.

Clemenceau Has Difficulty in Weathering the Storm
—Insubordination in the Army.

Paris, July 1.—The Government’s
hope that the return of Marcelin Albert,
leader of the wine growers’ movement,
to the south, after his interview with
Premier Clemenceau, would result in a
change of attitude on the part of his
followers, has been blasted. The fed-
erated ittees have decided to main
tain the civic strike, and the “Redeemer”
or “Apostle,” as he is varioysly termed,
has no alternative but to surrender him-
self to the authorities, in accordance
with his promise to M. Clemenceau.

Neverthel the excit t in the
disturbed territory continues to sub-
side, and the Government believes that,
barring some unfortunate incident which
may again inflame the people, the lat-
ter will gradually come to their senses
and realize that a prol tion of the
present situation will only increase their
misery.

The Government now apparently is
quite as much concerned about the in-

subordinate spirit manifested - among
troops as the attitude of the wine grow-
ers, for, in spite of the efforts to mini-
mize them, new incidents showing the
lnck of discipline in the army are/occur:
ring daily. The Government szems to
have awakened to the necessity of
dealing sternly with the deplornluutiﬂl
engendered by the socialistic and mili-
tary propaganda, and the press com-
ment is tﬁ decision of the Government
to exile the mutineers of the. 17th In-
fantry and to postpone indefinitely the
bill providing for the abolition of the
court-martial in time of peaoa.

The position of the Cabinet grows in-
creasingly difficult, and M. Clemenceau’s
sole object seems to be to weather the
storm until the summer vacation of Par
liament affords a breathing . To-
morrow, when the Premier replies to the
interpellations of the general policy of
the Government, he is likely to decide
whether he will be able td overcome the
difficulties in his path or fail in his at-
tempt to do so.

CRUISE OF AN AIRSHIP.
New York Aegonaut’s Flight From
Staten Island.

New York, July 1.—A hi% cigar-
shaped airship sailed across the bay from
Staten Island to-day, circled around
abov > the high office buildings in Brook-
lyn, and then swept across the East
River and alighted gently in the midst
of a crowd numbering thousands which
had gathered in Battery Park. A few
moments later the operator set the ma.
chinery in motion again and the ship
rose to an altitude of about 500 feet,
and started northward over the sky-
scrapers of Manhattan Island.

The ship was in charge of Lincoln
Beachey, who seemed to have perfect
control of the big machine. After pass-
ing over Manhattan Mr. Beachey sent
his airship out over the East River to-
ward Long Island Spund.

A BROKEN IDOL.

MARCELIN ALBERT TOOK MONEY
FROM CLEMENCEAU.

It Was Only for Railway Fare, But His
Followers Cry, “Give It Back; We
Don’t Want Alms”—He Sent It Back.

Narbonne, July 1.—After the publi-
declarations made yesterday aftermoon
at Argelliers, one may presumably write
“here endeth the history of Mareellin
Albert as supreme chief of wine culti-
vators,” for if his influence is not yet
dégtroyed it is badly shaken as one of
the' results of his interview with M. Cle-
menceau.

He delivered his speech from the roof

terrace of a little cafe which he owns,
some eight hundred or a thousand peo-
ple, vineyard proprietors and peasants,
from the vicinity assembling in the open
square to listen to what in reality am-
ounted to a justification of his visit to
Paris and the President of the Minister-
jal Council.

In gubstance he declared that he went
to Paris to avert further bloodshed, and
intended to go to the Chamber of Depu-
ties to give himself up, but he was dis-
suaded from this project by friends of
the movement, who also advised him to
see M. Clemenceau.

In jerky sentences and with certain
homely eloquence, he told how he en:
tered the Ministry of Interior—valise in
hand and overcoat on arm, “just as |
would go into my ewn house.”

He sketched mpidg points of his con-
versation with M. Clemenceau, who de-
clared e tically, “il faut que force
reste s la loi,” and said that the Gov-
ernment wouid not yield an inch until
the recalcitant municipal authorities
returned to the path of legality and
order, and finally counselled him to go
back to the south and aid in the cause
of pacification.

M. Albert then made the admission
that he met with a decidedly icy Teecep-
tion. He remarked that M. Clemenceau
had advanced him 100 francs for railway
fare to his home.

Murmurs that followed this avowal
and cries of “Il faut lui renvoyer VAr-
gent,” “Nous ne voulons pas de son au-
mone,” revealed with unmistakable
clearness the genmeral dissatisfaction it
had aroused. After that damaging ad-
mission further remarks were almost
useless, and. though epplause broke out
at the end of the speech, it was scattered
and half-hearted.

It was manifest, in short, that M.
Clemenceau has won the first heat and
that the Government has gained time,
which presumably means ulimate vie-
tory.

Morney Returned to Clemenceau.

Paris, July 1.—M. Albert to-day
gave himeelf up to the authorities at
Mont Pellier. He received a chilly re-
ception from crowds at Narbonne. His
comrades of the committee of Argelliers
have from their prison issued a state-
ment repudiating him and declaring for
a continuation of the civil strike, Later
M. Albert sent this letter to M. Cle-
menceaud,_ “In two or three days you
will have proof that I kept my prom-
jse. Enclosed find the 100 franes you
loaned me, for which accept my thanks.

SHOT HIS WIFE

THEN ENDED HIS OWN LIFE TO
COMPLETE THE TRAGEDY.

Finlander Perpetrator of Double Murder
and Suicides at Creighton Mine, Near
Sudbury. .

A Sudbury, Ont., despatch : A deuble
suicide took place at
Creighton Mine, some twelve miles
from Sudbury, on the Manitoulin &
North Shore Railway, about 11 o'clock
on Saturday night. The victims were
John Restula, his wife, Sophia Restula,
and the latter’s lover, Hérmsn Vick,
jun., all Finlanders. The three bodies
were found early Sunday morning on
the railway track between three and
four hundred yards west of the station,
wirich is at the west esd of the village.

Apparently Restula had shot his wife
first in the back of the head, close to
the neck. Vick, whe hzd evidently

murder and

started to run away, was shot in the
back, under the left shoulder blade, and
dropped within a few paces. Restula
then turned the revolver, a 32-calibre,
on himself, firing one shot near the left
side of the throat and another in the
left breast. He fell close to his wife,
and all were found lying face down-
words. .

In Vick’s hand was a 32-calibre re-
volver, but not in very working
order, and apparently discovering this
fact, he had started to run away.

Restula went to work st Crean Hill
mine a short time ago, leaving his wife
at Copper Cliff. Some two weeks ago
she left there and went to Creighton
Mine, where she took up with Vick, and
they lived in a house at the Gertrude
Mine, one and a half miles west of
Creighton.

Restula whs informed on Friday how
his wife had acted, and on Baturday
came to Sudbury and purchased a re-
volver in one of the hardware stores.
Before leaving Crean Hill -he told his
foreman, Frank Anderson, that if he
found his wife with Vick there would
be some shooting, and he kept his word.

An inquest was held by Coroner
Struthers on Monday, and a jury,
which J. C. Kelly was foreman, brou
in a verdict in accordanve with the
facts as given above.

3. Round (v. 14.) Emblem of his eter-
nity, without beginning or end (Heb.
7; 3; John 15 1). . : i

4, White. Representing his purity

Heb. 7; 26).
s 5. Sweet. Type of his grace (John 1;
16).

6. Heavenly. It came from above,
Jesus came “from heaven” (v. 4). Israel
did not pay for the manna, God gave
them bread from heaven (v. 4). We can-
not Buy things of God. The {Father giv-
eth the true ‘bread” (John 6. 32). He
gave His Son (John 3. 16). “The glﬁ:. of
God is eternal life through Jesus Christ”
(Kom, 6. 23). We cannot earn the gifts
of God, we cannot buy them, but they
are “freely” given (Rev. 21 6.) C. J.
Whittemore says: “Passing down a
street in London, I met a man loudly
crying, ‘Herrings! three a penny!” He
came and offered his goods, which I de-
clined. ‘They are good and cheap, gover-
nor, but I cannot sell them,’ he said.
‘I do not at all wonder,’ I answered;
*the people have no work to do, and they
cannot afford a penny. What will you
take for the lot? ‘Four shillings, and
glad to get it’ I gave it to him. ‘Now/
I said, ‘go irto the middle of the road
and shout, “Herrings for nothing?”’ Af-
ter carefully examining his money ho
went along shouting, ‘Herrings for noth-
ing!’ Out of sight, I watched. A tall wo
man stood at the window. ‘Here you are
missus,” he exclaimed, ‘herrings for noth-
ing; a fine chance for yer, come and
take ’em.” The woman shook her head
unbelieving, and left the window. A
little child came out, but she was afraid
and ran in. Then in a loud voice he cried
‘Oh, you fools!” Coming back, he said:
‘Nobody wants ’em.’ You may be amus-
ed at this story, strictly true, but are
you sure you would not have been as
unbelieving as they? Nay, are you sure
vou are not ten thousand times worge.

7. Angels’ food (Num. 21. 5; Psa. 78

8. Must be gathered (v. 16). TFaith is
the hand outstretched to receive uarist.
(John 1, 12). Mere intellectual assent
to a historical fact cannot save. “Faith,”
as the little Irish boy said, “is grasping
Christ with the heart.” Or, as Hannah
Whitall Smith puts it, we must believe
two things—what God says concerning
Christ, and what He says concerning us.
Many who believe it is sin to doubt God’s
testimony concerning Christ, think it
virtuous humility to doubt God’s testi-
mony concerning themselves. They dare
not doubt that Jesus is the Christ, but
do doubt whether they are born of God.
Yet God inseparably joins the two.
Christ is born of God (1. Johm, 5 1).
Christ is born of oGd” (I. John 5, 1).
This present moment, “All believe
are justified” (Acts 13, 39). Justified
ra)w, not in the future, when they feel
justified. If a paper were handed to/ you
for your signature, with the words “I
do not believe Jesus is the Christ,” wculd
you sign it? If the alternative were
given you of denying Christ or going to
prison, ‘would you not choose the prison?
Then believe the word of Jesus concern-
ing you. A right creed will of necessity
bring a right condfict. True faith will
always be followed by works.

9. Must be eaten (w. 15). Meditation
is the mastication of the word of God
and the Christ of God (Psa. 11997 ; '104,
34). Like bread, Christ is a necessity.
He is needed by the poorest and the rich-
est, the youngest and the oldest, the
weakest and the strongest. As nothing
is so nourishing and ecssential to bodily
health as bread, so Christ is indispens-
able to spiritual health . As day by day
we eat bread and never tire of it, so
Christ constantly satisfies every need.
No'one can take from us what we have
eaten. It refreshed and nourished. It is
ours. If we believe on Christ, e is ours.
Men may try to persuade us we have
no right to Him. the devil may tempt
us to think IHe does not belong to us;
but neither men nor demons can take
from us Him whom we have eaten. He
is ours, as an everlasting possession,

10. Must be assimilated. This is the
Holy Spirit's work. Feeding on Christ,
we are “strengthened with might by His
Spirit in the inner man” (Eph. 3, 164.
“The hidden manna” (Rev. 2.17), kept in
the ark of the covenant (Exod. 16, 33;
Heb, 9, 4), was a type of “the mystery
of Christ” (Eph. 3, 4), the divine Son of
God. Most of us are afraid of the “hid-
den thihgs” (Jer. 3, 3, marg.). We shrink
back when He says, “Ask me of things
to come” (Tsa. 45, 11), and fear we shall
be accounted fanaties if we dare to ap-
i propriate the promise, “He will show you
things to come” (John 16, 13). To eat of
the hidden manna is “to know the mys-
tery of the kingdom of God” (Mark 4,
11); “the mystery of His will” (Eph. 1,
9); ‘t'ne mystery of godliness” (1. Tim.
3. 16); the sacred secret “comcerning

Christ and the church” (Eph. 4, 32).
Seven times Jesus speaks of eating His
i flesh (John 6, 51, 35. 54, 55, 56, 57, 58).
This stands for appreciating and appro-
priating His life.

Toronto Live Stock.

Receipts of live stock at the City
Market, as reported by the railways,
were 54 carloads consisting of 622 cat-
tle, 807 hogs, 735 sheep and lambs, and
about 250 calves,

The quality of fat cattle offered, gen-
erally speaking, was not good, too many
of the grass kind, that ought to have
been left on the farm at least a month
or six weeks longer. Bringing these cat-
tle on the market in liberal numbers has
helped to demoralize the trade, the con-
sequence being that this was the dullest
market experienced for some time.

All classes of cattle sold at lower quo-
tations; of course, the stall-fed ttle
did not suffer anything like the grass-
ers, but they were easier also.

The receipts of cattle to-day were
about half as large as one week ago.

Exporters—Few shipping cattle were
offered; in fact, we did not see any loads
of heavy, well-finished exporters en sale;
therefore, we cannot give sales, but
would judge that had there been such
they would have been worth from $6 to
$6.25, and medium cattle in proportion.

Butchers—Prime picked butchers’, and
there were few of them, sold at $5 to
$5.40; loads of good, $4.80 to $5; med-
fum, $4 to $4.50; common, $3.75 to $4;
cows, at $3.50 to $4.25; canners, at $2.756
to §3.

Milch Cows—Trade for milkers and
springers was dull, unless it was for a
few of the best. Common to medium
cows were almost unsaleable. One com-
mission firm had eix fair class cows left
on their hands unsold. Prices ranged
all the way from $25 to $55 each.

Veal Calves—Prices ranged at from
$3.50 to $6 per cwt., the bulk going at’
85 to $5.50 per ewt. Choice, new, milk-

! fed calves are worth from $6.50 to $7.

Sheep and Lambs—Export sheep sold
at $5 to $5.25 per ewt.; rams, $3.50 to
$4; culls, $3 to $3.50; spring lambs, $4
to £5.50 each for the bulk; but there
were some extra heavy lambs, that sold
as high as $6, 7 and $8 each, but these
were lambs that weighed 80 to 160 lbs.
each.

Hogs—The deliveries were light. Mr.
Harris reports the market weak at $6.75
for selects and $6.50 for lights and fats.

Bradstreet’s Trade Review.

Montreal—General trade here has
shown considerable improvement during
the past week. Hot weather seems to
have definitely set in and retail trade
has not been slow to reap the advantage.
Summer lines of dry, goods are now re-
ported to be nm\'i‘{?/g well. Orders for
fall business continue heavy. The ar-
rival of such weather as would faver
the clearing up of summer lines in re-
tailers’ hands is likely to much extend
the volume of fall and winter business,
although it has already been excecedingly
large. Cottons and threads hold very
firm. S&me grades of the latter are
quoted at an advance. Hardware trade
continues exceedingly active. . The de-
mand for all lines is active. There is
also a good volume of business moving
in groceries. There is now a heavy
movement of freight at this port. The
amount of incoming traffic is particular-
ly large. The export business continues
on the light side. Collections from  al-
mest all parts of Canada are showing
some improvement following better con-
ditions in retail trade. Money is still
excecdingly scarce and firm. It is this
factor that has to a very large extent
kept ‘prices for Caradian sccurities at,
the low figures \vhhh have been ruling
for some months. There is a well de-
fined hope that moncy will e freer in
the near future. Such predic 12, how-
ever, have been made for some months.

Toronto—There has been a good tome

to general trade herc during. the past
week. Better weather has increased the
retail movement of summer lines and
wholesalers- report an improved re-order
business. Wholesale buyers of dry goods
are reported covering themselves as far
us possible ahead into 1908." Coftons are
firm and the linen market is somewhat
panicky. Silks are moving upwards, and
orders are already placed for this time
next year. Trade high class ready-
made clothes is better than it has ever
been at this time of the year. The
movement in ries is active.

Hamilton—There is now a fair re-or-
der trade in all lines of summer dry
goods.

OPEN AIR IS BOERS' ICEBOX.

Refrigeration Furnished by Nature to
Those Learning Her Ways,

These boxes were fired into with the
Hof projectile. Some of the weapons
used were the Colt caliber 45, carrying
at 45 and some of the bullets wexe jac-
keted or sheathed with stecl.

After the spluttering of clay displaced
by the fired projecille was over liquid
plaster of paris was pourcd in, filling
the cavity, and the mass was allowed
tao cool, after which the cones were un-
cased. Some of the cones, were twenty-
two inches long, some about twelve ineh-
es, resembling red icicles. Examination
was then made with a view to the re-
covery of the projectile and note was
made of its condition.

When the Hof bullet is fired into wa-
ter or clay the round ballywhich is made
of steel and antimony énolded into the
point of the bullet, invariably becomes
detached from the bullet proper.

In water or in soft elay this bullet
mushrooms in a manner very like the
hollow-point man-stopping bullets, Lhe
Hof bullet is claimed to be equal to the
latter in accuracy, combining with its ac-
curacy man-stopping effect.  But per-
haps on humanitarian grounds a nonde-
tachable compound bullet will be urged.

The test of the Hof bullet should pro-
perly be made into living flesh of some
animal. Spm=times these tests are made
using cadavers obtained by legitimate
methods. In the present case the car-
cass of semi-frozen beef was laid hori-
zontally and fired into. using projectiles
of lead or projectiles jacketed or sheath-
ed with cupro-nickel steel, also by Hof’s
bullev

The arms used were caliber 45. Per-

! haps half a dozen shots were fired for

the purpose of inflicting flesh wounds
only; othersiwere fired carefully, aiming
at the Lones. The paths traversed by
the bullets were then carefully measur-
ed and probed and the condition of the
flesh and  bones struck by the bullet
carcfully noted and made of record.

HOW TO DRINK

An Important but Much Neg-
lected Art. g

(By Robert Bell, M. D.)

The importance of the art of drink-
ing becomes apparent when we are re-
minded that more than two-thirds of the
weight of the human frame is made up
of water, and that life is dependent up-
on those vital changes which are con-
stantly succeeding each other in the vari-
ous fluids of the body.

When is it time to drink? I say any
time except during meals. !

The food should never be washed down
by any other fluid than the saliva.. Were
would rule more striotly observed we
would hear muchi less of dyspepsia and
fewer people would be overburdened with
an undue deposit of fat. When the meal
is finished, the food having been thor-
oughly incorporated with the salivary
and gastric secretions, yon may take
what fluid you feel inclined for, and
there is no limit as to quantity. My con-
viction is that we do not drink half en-
ough between meals. If we keep the skin
and other organs actively employed by
imbibing freely of non-alcoholic bever-
ages—and it is impossible to overtax
them if we confine our drink to what
Nature has provided for us in the way
of fluids—we will be rewarded by en-
joying all the comforts of a pure and,
therefore, healthy blood stream, for the
simple reason that every organ of the
body will benefit thereby.

We should never overlook the fact that
there is constantly being accumulated
in the blood not only waste matter, re-
sulting from chemical changes taking
place in the upkeep of vital energy. but
also toxins absorbed from the intestines
Now the blood can only be freed from
this noxious material by means of the
lungs, skin, ete., so it is not difficult
to see that the more actively employed
these important organs are kept the
healthier the individual as a whole will
be maintained. When, therefore, active
exercise is withheld, as in sedentary oec-
cupations, it is not difficult to conceive
there will be a tendency towards an ac-
cumulation of effete matter within the
vital fluid, and this will be accentuated
if the atmosphere of the apartment
which the person occupies becomes vitia-
ted in consequence of deficient ventila-
tion; lethargy, loss of appetite, and dys-
pepsia ‘will as a rule supervene; the
health as a whole will sooner” or later
suffer, and if this unhygienic' mode of
life is persisted in changes in the blood
will be certain to follow, which, in all
probability will culminate in gout, or
possibly organic mischief of graver im-
port. Now such a catastrophe would be
much less likely to ensue were the sim-
ple precaution of drinking from half a
pint to one pint of water during the
forenoon and also during the afternoon
resorted to.

It will also prove a wise proceading
if men of sedentary habit espedially
would during the process of dressing
slowly sip at least a pint of hot wat-
er. This would stimulate the circulation
in the lungs, skin, ete.. and prove of im-
mense service in promoting the secreting
power of those important organs, and
at the same time prepare the stomach
for the reception of food.

On the other hand, when an abundance
of exercise enters into the daily life,
whereby the circulation in the skin and
mucous membrane of the lungs is aug-
mented—it may be to the full expan-
gion of the network of blood-vessels
which ramify in every direction over
these surfaces—the loss of fluid from
the blood will create a demand for lig-
uids which it will be impossible to re-
sist. Thus, by flushing the blood by the
means of repeated supplies of water
in one form or another, while the sec-
reting surfaces are in active operation,
the vital energy of every organ of the
body is benefited.

For the man whose habits are sedentary
the following routine might with advan-
tage be followed:

(1) Two tumblerfuls of hot water be-
fore breakfast.

(2) At breakfast a large cupful, or
two if desired, of tea, which has not
been infused for more than three min-
utes. This will prove quite sufficient to
abstract all the aromatic constituents
of the leaves, which are comparativaly
innocuous, while the undesirable tannin
and gummy extracts will be left behind
