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Three Men Killed By A
And One

Hillshoro, A. Co., Dec. 16—Three
lives were instantly snuffed out
about three o'clock this afternoon
beneath a fall of several hundred
tons of plaster rcck at the Albert
Manufacturing Co. quarries, and a
gloom has becn cast over the town
in consequence of the disaster,
which is probably the worst in the
history of the works. The catas-
trophe occurred about the middle
of this afternoon and the victims
were:

Fred Nelson, age about 38 years

Edward Collette, age about 45.

Theophilus Allain, age about 21.

Octave Duplissy, was injured,
having a hairbreadth escape from
death.

A hidden crack in a high em-
bankment of plaster rock was the
cause of the terrible accident. A
crew of nen, under foreman James
Livingstone, were working at the
fatal spot, two drilling into the
face of the high cliff and three
being engaged at the base loading
plaster mto a cart.  fred Nelson
and Ernest Allain weve about halt
way up the side of the embank-
ment drilling for a blast, which was
intended to dislodge the overhang-
ing wall of rock

Suldenly and without
ment’s warning the mountain of
rock fell, carrying with it Nelson
and crushing to death also two of
the men at work below. Foreman
Livingstone was on the side of the
embankment with Nelson and
Allain and mirvaculously escaped j
by stepping to one side as the
rzock fell. Fred Aliain also \'\\"ll'“’]
death by jumping out of harm’s
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way.

Theophilus Allain and Edwa: .
Collette were buried beneatn the
side but Octave Duplissy escaped
being killed, but was pinned down
under a rock that cut off his foot
an held him fast until pried out
by his fellow workmen,

Fred Nelson, who belonged to
Albert Mines, leaves a wife and
two children. Edward Collette,
who belongs to Kent county, leaves
a wife and six children, who live
near Buctouche.  The youngest
cluld is only about four months
old. Theophilus Allain, who is said
to be about 21 years of age,.was
unmarried. He was a cousin of
Ernest Allain, who was drilling
with poor Nelson and had such a
providential escape. Ae also be-
longed te Kent county, where his
relatives reeide.

Octave Duplissy whose injuries
are reported not to be serious, is
about 40 years of age and his
home is in Kent.
