Sessional Notes.

On Monday of last week the
Government bill “Respeeting the
Legislature,” was up for consid-
eration. This is an amendment
to the act governing returning of-
ficers, and is to the effect that the
returning officer shall have a ‘cast-
ing vote in all elections in which
there is a tie. The Leader of the
Opposition pointed out the im-
propriety of placing such power
in the hands of the returning of-
ficers, the sherifts of the counties;
who are appointed by the Gov-
ernment. The returning officers
have now judicial powers in cases
where a scrutiny is demanded. In
the exercise of hisjudicial powers
the Sheriff might strike oft votes
until a tie was reached and then
exercise the right of giving his
casting vote, conferred npon him
by this amendment. In every
case this casting vote would be
given in favor of the Government
candidate ; because he himself is
dependent upon the Government
for his office and appointment.
In each of the counties thereturn-
ing officer could in case of close
elections, make it possible to re-
cord tea castings votes. It was
evident, he pointed out that this
would be a very great injustice.
If the Returning officers are to be
given casting votes the judicial
powers they now enjoy should be
taken from them.

Another Government bill that
evoked the severest criticism of
the Leader of the Opposition and
his followers was the act amending
the act “ further securing the In-

dependence of the General As-
gsembly.” In this amendment it

is provided that before any action,
suit or other proceeding can be
commenced or instituted against
any person to recover any of the
penaltiss mentioned in section
gseven of the said recited Act, the
person or persons desiring to com-
mence such action or proceeding
mentioned in said section shall de-
posit with the Prothonotary of
the Supreme Court or such other
officer issuing such process, the
sum of $wo hundred dollars ($200)
in gold coin, or Dominion notes, or
notes of any chartered bank do-
ing business in Canada,as a secur-
ity for the costs that may be be-
come payable by the defendant to
the plaintiff or person commencing
such suit or other proceeding.”
The Leader of the Government
said the intention of the bill
to ensure the genuineness of any
prosecution that might be brought
against a member of the Legisla-
ture for an alleged infraction of
the independence of the Legisla-
ture. A penalty of $200 a day is
imposed and as the law now
stands, a member may be put to
the expense of contesting a suit
before the courts, brought by a
man not worth a dollar—a man
unable to pay costs. He instanced
the cases brought against Whear
and Palmer. The Leader of the
Opposition took issue with Mr.
Peters, and vigorously combated
his contentions. = Mr Mathieson
pointed out that this billif passed,
would make it more difficult in
future to bring offenders against
the law to justice. It is in the
same category as that passed four
years ago, making it well nigh im-
possible to punish members who
obtain their seats by means of
bribery and corruption at elec-
tions. It makes easy the path of
the violator of the law; but most
difficult the way of those who de-
sire to uphold the law, If the
cases cited by the Leader of the
Governmeat proved anything, it
was that the passage of the bill
was unnecessary rather than its
necessity. In the cases cited pub-
lic money had been paid and the
Government persistently refused
to tell where the money went.
But when the Opposition in the
Legislature were forced to give
notice that action would be
brought in the courts against
those who were suspected of hav-
ing obtained the money,Mr Whear
immediately got a friend to bring
action in order to shut out another
action. The trial of the case re-
sulted in obtaining the informa-
tion required in the public in-
terest—it was given by Mr
Whear’s friend, and Mr Whear
found refuge in a public office.
The action against Mr Palmer
was brought by & man able to pay
the costs if the case went against
him; but Mr Palmer had the man-
liness to come into the House,
make a public statement and re-
tire. The interests of justice and
of the Province were served in
these cases by the law aa it stands,
said Mc Mathieson. But the ob-
ject of this bill is to place obstacles
in the way of those who desire to
see the law carried out. There
was no reply to Mr. Mathieson’s
vigorous and eloquent onslaught
on the Government.

We have been pleased to find in the
Atber ®um’s review of James O.
Hannay’s * Wisdom of the Desert,”
March 11, #kindlier tone towards
those * early Christian hermits in
parts of the Libyan desert and other
desolate districts of the Nile Valley
than we might perhaps have expected
to meet in that periodical.

Death of Adrian Iselin.

New York, March 29.—Adrian
Iselin, the banker, who died yester
day in his eighty-seventh year, was a
generous benefactor of the Catholic
Church, the gifts made by him and
bis family aggregating nearly a mill
#o dollars. Mr Iselin’s gifts were
made mainly from the respect that he
bad for the religion of bis wife and
family.

Mr Iselin was married in Baltimore,
in 1845, to Miss Eleonora O’'Dunnell.
daughter of Columbus O’'Donnell, of
that city. Miss O'Donnell was rebted

to John Carroil, ‘the first Catholic
i Bishop of the United States. For
torty years they aod their family
made their principal home at New
Roc:.elle, N. Y. Ten years ago: Mrs
| Iselin buiit St Gabriel’'s Church at
New Rochelle, one of the most pie-

turesque church edifices on Long s
land Sound. Tcgether with a rectory
and home for the Sisters of Charity,
it is said to have cost $250,000,

The couple celebrated their golden
wedding on December 11, 1895,
Their seven children and twenty
grandchildren were in attendance,
and the occasion was commemorated
by the children by the unveiling in
St Gabriel’s Church’ of a memorial
window representing the espousal of
Joseph-and the Virgin. The children
are Adrian Iselin, Jr., C Oliver lselin
William E Iselin, Columbus O’Don-
nell Isclin,Mrs Delancey Astor Kane,
Mrs John G Beresford, and Miss
Georgianna Iselin.  The children
have since added a complete set of
memorial windows in memory of their
motber. Mrs Kane has given the
church a marble baptismal font to
commemorate the conversion of her
busband to the Catholic faith,

Another gift was made when the
family transferred its gymnasium
property in New Rochelle to St Gab-
riel’s parish for a school for children.
The Leland (astle, in Residence
Park there, owned by Columbus
O'Doonell Iselin, was also transferred
to the church by its owner for a nom-
inal sum, and is now an academy of
the Ursuline nunos.

Since the death of Mrs lselin, in
1897, the bauker and his family have
continued to make costly gifts to the
Cburch. They contributed largely
to the building of St Catherine's
Church in Pelham, and to a church
in the coal regions; and last year Mr
[selio gave a $50,000 church and a
rectory to the Italian Catholics of
New Rochelle. The latter gift great-
ly pleased Pope Pius X when he
heard of it. He expressed his ap
preciation of the magnanimity which
would prompt a Protestant gentleman
to make such a splendid gift to his
Italian fellow countrymen in a foreign
land
