If now 
with this coincides an outburt of popu­
lar hostility against theson-in-law of the 
Queen, the Canadian of the not distant 
future may indeed learn in suftVring to 
celebrate in song the administiation of 
Lord Dufferin as a Saturnian ego of 
peace and golden joy, never, newt 
more to dawn upon Ins hapless laud.
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By Hie Cuuard steamer which left 
New York for Liverpool a few days ago, 
there sailed a gent Ionian, bluff, hale, 
hearty, though fully three score and ten 
years of age.

This jolly old 
fvllo.y is Squire Oxenham, tho well- 
known agriculturist and fruit r.uuor, 
whose duel y stocked farm in tho neigh­
borhood of Wyoming village, Lambtou 
county, is well known to many of our 
readers. Forty years ago, Mr. Oxen 
ham left Barnstable, near which ho was 
burn, and came to Syracuse, N. Y., with 
hU wife and three childien. Ho was 
very pour, and all his earnings us a file 
make in Barnstable were consumed ere 
lie readied his destination. But he 
met with kind friends, who had known 
him ill his old home, and they gave him 
a helping hand. Being a skillful work­
man, ho succeeded in saving some fifty 
sovereigns in loss than two years. With 
this money ho removed tw Toronto, and 
engaged in hie occupation of u file 
manufacturer—first iu a small way, and 
afterwards rather extensively. Ho 
prospered, but after ho had been about 
nine years in business his medical 
HI viser told him ho must go to the 
country, if ho would prevent hie health 
giving away. Mr. Oxenham accordingly 
sold out, having saved some #18,000. 
Removing to Lambtou county, he 
bought largo tracts of land, and re sold 
them to considerable advantage, finally 
settling down on tho old homeatad, in a 
locality on the Old London Road, three 
miles from Wyoming statim on tho 
G oat Western Railway. Hero ho has 
lived quietly and peaceably f< r upwards 
of a quarter of n century, during most 
of which time ho has been a .lustico of 
the Pence. When Mr. Oxenham left 
Barnstable, he had a good many rola 
lations alive, but one by one they died 
away, until latterly the old mu began 
to think ho “was the last of nil tho 
race.” Judge of his surprise, there 
fore, when last summer lie received a 
letter from an old friend in Barnstable, 
acquainting him of tho death of ox- 
Mayor Bemridgo, of tho borough, a 
wealthy barrister, who was for many
