Mr
Mulligan, too, felt the touch of a stone
but he escaped unhurt.

Mr James Clancy of the New York

Herald,and Mr J. A. Kellogg of the New
York Sun, who were at the scene of the
trouble, took charge of Mr Wall, and led
him up Bay-street to Hooper's dru
store, where his fnjuries were attende
to, . Mr 'Cahill had his head bandaged
later on, Mr Wall then went to the
Rosvin House, snd wrote out his de-
spatches,
* In front of the locksmith ehop of Mr
Thomas Lalor, je., at No. 72 Wellington
atreet, the crowd made a rush at Mr
O’Brien with hoots and yells, stones and
eggs. A friend gpened the door of Lalor’s
shop aud said:! “‘Come in here, Mr.

The crowd rushed in after Mr
O’'Brien and followed him to the end of
the shop. ~ Mr* Lalor bad about thirty
bicycles in his plage awaiting repairs,and
these were stood about so that anyone
going in quietly would have to pick his
way. Bat the mob whas in a hurry and
they rushed straight ahead. The biey-
clen were knocked right and left and
eight of them were nearly ruined. In
two cases the hubs were knocked clean
out, and the spokes stood out like bristly
hair.

The past week was full of iuferest to

Slide a light spade under three
of these sods, place them on a ligkt
board, and se for a dozen hills. An at-
tendant can hand each sod as fast as
wanted. Place each by the side of a
pole, in & row, an iuch deeper than be-
fure. . Before taken from the" boards,
they should be thoraugly soaked ; this
is all the water they will need. Not a
plant will wile if the sod is not broken.”

It
is only by Yankee reverence for the
English oracle somewhat, and by Yankee
courtesy more, that one leaves these
shores as whole as he came to them.

Time for Planting.

While there is greater or less diffi-
culty in determining the exact time that
it is best to plant crops, there are
certain general principles that may be
used as a guide and which greatly assist
in the matter, Because of the great
variation in the seasons—a variation
that is becoming more and more marked
no arbritary time can be fixed, but with
the temperature so far advanced as to
indicate a nesr advance to settled
weather a sort of guide 1s afforded.
Something depends upon the crop ; it
is generally believed to be best to sow
oats as early in the spring as the frost
leaves the eround. This isa good rule

vance of weather favorable to vegetable
growth. But suppose the eoil is
sufficiently dry for the purpose of plant-
ing the oats in the ground and sub-
sequently there are ¢old rains, the soil
becomes hardened and wet and on the
approach of warm, dry weather the sur-
face becomes baked, rendering the
growth of crop very difficult. We
believe that later sowing would be far
preferable.

Take petatoes, as a rule, the condi-

can he planted the better ; hut we would
not urge 8o edrly planting as to incar
the risk of late frosts. Svme olaim that
s frost dows not injure potatoes. Suck
persons can take frost if they like ; we
wuzh prefer ours without, Experiense
hae sazisfied us upon that point, and sur
view is coutirmed by the opinion of
others who have suffered in the umo'
way. Plaut as early as possible llld

escapa frosts is a good rule. l
With regard to corn, give it good at-

tention fter it comes up, and planting ]
flint coru as Jate as the first of June

will give gsod results, We have mnl

good results with much Iater planting.
We can see no adveutage gained by
planting corn before the soil becomes
warm or titted for the development of ;
the corn plant, which requires heat lo!
its best development.

Farm and Garden,
A correspondent of the country gen-
tlemian thinks a frost>in the npring horts
corn much less than a frost in the fall.
Corn will endure. when youngz, » pretty
hard frost without injury—a harder
frost than many farmers imagine. For
that reason he advocates early planting.

Prof. Budd reminds fruit growers
that we have fine varieties of the plum,
cherry and some other fruits wlucg
nearly Earren unless standing near to
or intermingled with other varieties of
the same species. Nature, as a rule,
provides againet wself-fertilization lnd
favors cross fertilization,

A Georgis farmer thirks farmers at the
present time are more indebted to
mechanical genius and science than to
snything pertaining to agriculture. The
uture farmers boy should be cducated
in the school of mhuology mechanical
and agricultural science is more useful to
him than Greek and Latin.

Summer pruning is desirable because
the wound Keolc rapidly, and 18 not fol-
lowed by an excessive growth of water
sprouts. The objestion to summer
pruning is the supposed shock to the
tree hy catting sway boughs in the
fromng seasons. The ob)ocuon is most-

avoided by annual pruning and a
httlo attention to water sproute.

At this season of the year stock must
be well cared for. We uave had a long,
cold winter, and while it has not been
unusually severe on sheltered stock,
the possible weather between now and
the coming of grafs may be, hence the
recessity of proper care snd food from
now until it can be turned into pastures.
