‘l Kenosha, Wis.. March 9—With a
rear that was heard for fifty miles, a
! glare that was seen fully as far, and
I with a concussion that broke win-
dows more than hundred miles away,
| three ecarloads of dvnamite exploded

at the plant of the Dupont-Nemours
Com pany shortly after '3 o’clock to-
night in Pleasant Prairie, six miles
west of this city. It wil] be impossi
;ble for many hours to tell accur
the number of the dead. Nearly
every house in the village which con-
tuined 700 residents, nas been badly
damaged, and some of them utterly
dcmolished.

Reports from the country ten mile
distant are to the effect that houses
even ‘that far from the explosion
we¢re thrown down,

{ Tt is believed that many people
bhave been killed or injured through-
out the surrounding country. So far
a is known at present, however, but
one man, E. S. Thompson, foreman
of the glaze mill, was killed out-
r:ght, but Charles Brady, the super-
intendent, and Jospeh Flint, the en-
gineer, are badly injured and may
die. The loss is nearly two million
dollars.

The cause of the explosion is not
krown at the present time and it
will be some time before it has been
defnitely determined. The plant
which covered 190 acres of ground
has been completely wrecked, only
one building remaining. This is one
0* the magazines and it is also filled
with dynamite. The first explosion
took one of the magazine buildings,
and in quick succession four others
| fellewed. The explosions following
'so quick, however, they seemed to
b but one.

The force of the concussion was
terrible, houses, barns and outbuild-
ings in the immediate neighborhood
were swept from their foundations
as though struck by a tornado.

Mr. Graham said
that the supplementary estimates
would contain a sum which parlia-
ment would be asked to vote and
that he would then go into the whole
question of this route in detail
In introducing the matter today,!
the minister of railways first review-
ed the failure of the previous attempt
to build the railway and remarked
that the name of Hugh _Sutheérland
would always be recalled in €onnec-,
tion with the serious attempts which’
have been made to provide thisroute
tor the West.

Whatever their ultimate intentio -s,
they are throwing the weight of a
significant silence into the scale
against the agreement. Perhaps
when it comes to a vote—and if the
agreement seems certain to pass—
they will make a virtue of necessity
and cast their votes for the measure.
But meantime they are lending them-
selves to the assistance of those who
ar: . opposing it tooth and nail.

And against its passage they
are doing all they can do without
openly declaring themselves against
it. This is a time when the interests
of the western country demand that
western members as a group should
stand, regardless of party, for «n
agreement which promises wider mar-
kete and better prices for the pro-
ducts the Western farmer grows in
surplus quantity. Where are the
Opposition members from the
prairies? Are they with the Western
farmer or against him? By keeping
silence they are leaving it to be un-
derstood that they are against hi:a,
anil to that extent are giving aid and
encouragement to those who woald
force him to sell where he gets least
as well as buy where he pays most.

THE DEADLOCK.

The city solicitor is still a candi-
date for sympathy. After a few days
respite his troubles have broken out
again, and now they are coming in
shoals.

The coun-
ci! might call in_ outside advice to
guide them in the selection of ma-
chirery for the power house; Dut
their doing this, or anything else
they might do, does not affect the
powers of the commissioners in re-
syect of the operation of the plant.
While they are on the job their pow-
ers are inviolate, according to thie
rrvling. They are even free, it is
szid, to veto the decision of the coun-
cil regarding the machinery, if they
sec fit to do 0.

That point cleared up, Commission-
er Bouillon next propounded the
query of just how the counecil must
go about it to -fire him. Whether
ha did it for information, as a joke,
oc in consideration of the nonplussed
alCermen is not known. In any event
the. question was timely, and its an-
swer will be awaited with interest hy
mcre than the interrogator. If the
sclicitor can get this information
down in plain Anglo Saxon he will
ohlige the questioner,” promote the
spread of useful information, and
ccnfer a boon on a group of wonder-
ing but bashful aldermen. This is
his chance.

Whether any other system would do
g0, or would go farther toward doing
80 is the question that must be‘shap-
ing itself in the mind of the amused
bur impatient ratepayer.

E'nder our system there are created
two branches of government; " one
directly responsible to the people,
tha other irresponsible to the people
and only removable with some diffi-
culty by the popular representatives.
Tliese two are placed practically on
one: plane as regards authority. In
certain instances  neither can over-
ride the other. Each under certain
conditions possesses the power to
block the other.” The idea in this
arrangement was that each branch

of the other. That this end was
geined is quite apparent. Just at
present each branch is checking the
otl.er most successfully, and the pros-
pect is they can go on checking each
other all summer if they feel like
it and have some skill in tactics.

CANADA AND THE FOOD TAXES.

The greatness of Britain rests upon
finance, commerce and industry. Out
of her industries grew her commerce,
and from industrial and commercial
operations she draws the financial
sttength which has made her pre-
dominant among the Powers. Ulti-
mately, both the greatness of her
ccmmerce and her financial supre-
macy depend upon the workmen in
he* factories. They are the men
who have made her great, and who
are maintaining her as commercial
ndstress and financial dictator of the
werld.

The British workman has been able
to do this simply because he has
been able to produce goods, quality
cor.sidered, cheaper than any other
woerkman in the world. He has had no
favors in foreign markets. The work-
ers of Europe and America have not
welcomed his competition. On the
contrary they have tried to exciude
the products of his hands by hostile
tariffs. Long and costly wars have
been waged for the purpose of de-
stroying the merchant marine which
carries his goods into all corners of
the world. On his side the British
woerkman has had only common sense
and skill. With a free trade policy
wkich enabled him to draw upon the
raw materials of the world, and with
skilt inherent in_the race, he has
been able to undersell his foreign
competitors in their home markets,
anc. thus to make his country great
in spite of hostile tariffs and ruinous
trade wars. The ability to produce
gocds cheaply is the only offset he
has had and the only one he has
nt cded with which to match his com-
petitors. And that is the only weap-
on with which he can maintain his
cotntry in the position which he has
won for her,

Under present conditions the larger
part of the wages of the British
w«Tkman goes to: purchase food for
himself and his family. Rent, clo-
thing and the other necessities in-
cidental to keeping up a domestic es-
tablishment do .pot together' demand
so large a part of his earnings as the
single ‘item of food. It follows that
the ;cost of his food is a large factor
in éeterminmg the cost at which he
can produce manufactured goods. An
ircrease in the cost of food must be
followed by an increase in the cost
of industrial production or by a de-
crease in the standard of living. The
wcrkman under such conditions must
either eat less or get more.wages.
If he eats less the effect on the physi-
cal, mental and moral fibre of the
racc must be injurious, and from
this must follow decadence in national
industry, commerce, finance and
prestige:  If his wages were forced
upward by the artificial increase in

the cost of food, the cost of producing |

gcods in -England would be increased
and the advantage which has made
Britain great would ‘be lost. Only
by maintaining his present high stan-
daré of living, and by getting ‘his
fcod supply as cheap as it can be
procured, can the workman of Great
Britain preserve his own quality of
high efficiency and continue to be
able to turn out manufactured goods
more cheaply than the workman of
any other country.

So far as Canada has an interest
in Britain as a food market, it is
tl.at the demand for food in Britain
b> kept up by keeping up the pros-
perity of Britain and of the British
working classes. Whatever tended
to increase the cost of imdustrial pro-
duction in Britain or to lower the
stundard of living of the British
workman could not under any eir-

cumstances be to our advantage. If|

the cost of industrial production were
ir.creased, the amount of such pro-
duction must fall off, and the market
fo- Canadian food in Britain decline
through the unhdppy circumstance of
the British workman having less with
wkich to buy food. If the standard
of living were lowered, Canadians
must get less for the food stuffs they
sol¢ in Britain and must find other
markets for a large part of them.
Only by Britain maintaining ‘her lead
in the industrial world can the Brit-
ish market be and become what the
Canadian producer desires. Amd
Britain can only maintain her lead by
meintaining the cheapness with
which fndustrial production is ae-
crmplished. A tax on the British
workman'’s food must tend to make
that production dearer, or the work-
man’s standard of living poorer.
Either could only be fnjurious to
Cansda,

Red Deer, March 7.—In the early
days of western Canada the huffalo
hunters needed a more pliable leather
for some of their garments. To, se-
cure a change of diet and procure
hides for tanning for jackets, leggings
and mittens they wogld make hunting
trips to the wooded country where the

deer were plentiful, Hence the name
Red Deer has stuck to one of Alberta’s
rivers.

Later the white men travelled “he
trails of the ‘hunters. - The pioneers,
both red and white, journeyed to and

from the old Hudson’s Bay Fort 'a.t!
crossad ,fmd the furnishings a paying invest-

Edmonton, and these trails
the Red Deer river not far from the
present town of Red Deer. The trail
from Morley and Calgary crossed at
a ford near the present site of the
Irndian industrial school. The settlers
and pioneers .came up 'the Missouri
river to Fort Benton, thende via Mac-
leo¢ to  Edmenton, travelling a trail
which crossed the river at a ford a
little east of the present town.
Pioneer Days.

In the ‘early ’80’s white men first
settled near the crossings of the river.
But when the Caradian Pacific railway
came to Calgary the Calgary and Id-
monton trail became an important
trade route. About 1884 Rev. Dr.
Cuaetz. and family, with other settlers,
came afd located in this vicinity. An
enterprising merchant started a store
at the crossing near the Calgary and
Eémonton trail. But when the rail-
way came north from Calgary in 1831
it crossed the river a few miles east
of‘the old ford and the building of
the railway definitely located the town
which has made steady progress ever
since.

Deer will have a short cut of its own
and the divide of north and south
trade wiil be moved further south,
nearer to Calgary.

A.C.R. Busy Now,

The Alberta Central Railway are
quite active this winter pushing on
what construction work can be done,
in spite of Jack Frost, They are
employing about 450 men and 100
teams, with a pay roll of about
$30,000 per month:
over the 1line from Red Deer to
Rocky Mountain House, on bridges,
in clearing the right of way, build-
ing crossways across the muskegs and
swamps, which are being drained.
Grading -was done before freeze-up
for a distance of fifty miles. Grad-
ing is now complete west to the
bridge across the Red Deer River,
where work has .started on building
the river spans.

The business of the town has in-
creased much ewing to the construc-
tion gangs. Contracis are let for
ties and fence posts. The country
is settled as far west as Rocky Moun-
tain Housc and settlers are iling
further west when the land is thrown
open for settlement.

Three A.C.R. Bridges Cost $2,000,000.

The main plan of the Alberta Cen-
tral Railway is to make a short line
from Moose Jaw,' northwesterly
through Red Deer to the Yellow-,
head Pass. This route means the'
construction of several costly bridges

near Moose Jaw; (2) across the Red
Deer river, in Township 34, Range

the largest in Canada, 400 feet high
and nearly a mile long; (3) aecross
the Red Deer river, a few miles west
of Red Deer, 120 feet high and 2,000
feet long; (4) across the North
Saskatchewan, at the elbow at Rocky
Mountain House, 75 feet high = and
2,000 feet long. The last three will
cost an outlay of over $2,000,000, and
approximately 75 per cent. of this
cost will be for wages during erection.
So this will bring a big increase in
the business of Red Deer, which will
be the base of supplies during the
construction of these three bridges.

From Moose Jaw to Red Deer via
the Alberta Central will be about 500
miles, and from Red Deer, westward
to the Yellow Head Pass, a distance
of 150 miles more. When Red Deeér
is thus connected with Moose Jaw
it will be only 898 miles from Win-
nipeg, via the A.C.R: and C.P.R.

A.C.R. or C.P.R.?

Are the Alberta Central and the
Canadian Pacific the same interests?
This is the question many are ask-
ing.

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ANOTHER POSER
FOR SOLICITOR

MUST DECIDE QUESTION CON-
CERNING THE WEIGHT
OF PIGS,

By way of variety the city solicitor,
who during the last week or two has
been almost constantly engaged giv-
ing opinions upon attempts on the
part of the council to dismiss a com-
missioner, will now be called upon
to give an opinion upon a question
arising out of attempts to ascertain
the correct weight of a number of
pigs. A few days ago a farmer
weighed several pigs om the scale at
the Rice street market, received a
ticket for 1540 pounds and sold the
pigs at that weight. The purchaser
was afterwards troubled with doubts
as to the weight of the pigs and drove
them to the First street market,
where they tipped the scales at 1330
pounds. Investigation revealed the
fact thlat the scale at the Rice street
market had played false, and the
question therefore arices, is the city
or the vendor liable for the loss sus-
tained by the purchaser, who paid
for 1540 pounds of pig but received
only 1330? The responsibility of de-

ciding this question was thrust upon,

the solicitor by the commissioners at
vesterday’s meeting.

MUST DO AS BRITAIN BSAYS,

Will Not Al‘low Germans to Secure
Concesslons Jeopardizing Britain’s
Intzrests.

\

London, Mar, 8—In the House of

Commons tonight Mr. Balfour, Union-
ist le-~der, expressed some anxiety
concerning the attitude of the gov-
ernment in relation to the Bagdad
raiiway and he wanted to know what
the ministry was going to do in the
metter. In reply, Sir Edward Grey,
foreign secretary, intimated that the
government was prepared to bring
pressure on Turkey in order ‘that
British interests might be safeguard-
ed. He pointed out that it would be
impossible to interfere with the Ger-
man concessions, that if British trade
was insufficiently guarded the nation
must seek other concessions which
could be under her own control.
The government was not quite help-
less in this matter. Turkey wanted
money and had recently asked for an
ircrease in the rate of customs to 4
per cent. This they could not get
without the consent of Great Britain.
Sir Edward said he was. quite anxious
for this consent to be given, as he
| wished to see the new regime in

fTurkey strengthened and supplied

with resources sufficient to establish
a strong and Jjust government
throughout the Ottoman empire, but
if the money wds to be used to pro-
