Leaps From
Ocean.

Pillar of l"lnme a  Thonsapd Feet
High Near Trinidad—What Lighted
it?—A Mystery tlmt Scientists are
“Trying to Selve — Consternation
Among the Natives.

What lighted the gas jet, a thousand
feet high, that burst out of the ocean
recently near Trinidad, causing news-
paper rumors that a new volecanic is-
land had arisen near the coast, and
that it was in active operation? The
matter appears to be more or less of
a mystery. According to a letter
written by Robert Anderson to
Science (New York), the phenomenon
is not really volcani¢ in the ordinary
sense of the word, but is due rather
to. an eruption of natural gas from
submerged strata. The real wonder
in this case—for such outbursts of
gas are not infrequent in that region
—i§ its ignition, which has not yet
been satisfactorily explained. The
outbreak seems to differ from those
resulting in the ordinary “mud vol-
cano” of Trinidad chiefly in the great
scale on which it occurred. Nr. An-
derson quotes as follows from a letter
written by Jefferson D. Davis, of Port
of Spain, on Nov. 6:

“On last Saturday (Nov. 4) land
was seen to rise from the surface of
the ocean, three miles southwest of
Erin. . . . The gas . . . soon took fire,
and the flames must have gone to an
enormous height, because they were
seen from Port of Spain to shoot into
the clouds, and Erin is approximately
iifty miles from this place. The coun-
try was lit up for considerable time.
and great consternation prevailed
among the natives. . . . The Governor
of the colony and a party of officials,
with a number of prominent people
from this place, went down yesterday
to see the phenomenon, and found a
viece of land. about three acres in
area, about.:}O or 40 feet above sea
level, in the centre of
crater.

The new volcano is about two miles
off Trinidad’s. south coast, and lies on
the eastward extension of a line mark-
ed by previous outbursts, some of
them still active. This line may pro-
bably be a crack in the earth’s crust.
The “Columbia,” the largest of these
volcanoes, has- formed a mound of
ejected mud several acres in extent,
and 50 to 70 feet high. The sides of
this cone, as well as some others in
Trinidad, notably the one called “The
Devil’s Woodpile,” are strewn with
pebbles and rock fragments that have
been ejected from a great depth. We
read further:

“A point of unusual interest regard-
ing the late eruption is that the gas
took fire. The reports so far received
give no details bearing on this point,
but it seems unlikely that the origi-
nal ignition took place through hu-
man agency. If it did not, the phe-
nomenon is one which has seldom, if
ever, been recorded before.

“Two ways suggest themselves in
which the gas mikht conceivably have
become ignited through natural
causes. One way is that sparks
might have been produced by the fric-
tion, of boulders against each' other
as /they were shot out with the gas.
Cases have been reported to me by oil
men in which sparks were formed by

boulders projected under great gas |

pressure from wells, striking the cas-
ing and tools, but I have heard of no
casg in which the gag was lighted..

OLSON BEATS BERRY EASILY —
. MUCH COMMENT OVER THE
MATCH.

Before a large gathering of specta-
tors the return wrestling match be-
tween Young Olson and Bob Berry
was pulled off in the C. L. B. Armoury
last night. In last night's affair Ol-
son won out. Olson won over his op-
ponent, Berry, by two straight falls,
getting the first in 23 min. 25 2-5 sec-
onds, and the second in just 9 min-
utes. As in the previous match be-
tween the men Mr. R. Dowden acted
as manager, E. J. Goodland, referee,
and Messrs. Higgins and Parsons,
timekeepers. When the men appeared
in the arena they seemed to be in fine
fettle and the audince looked forward
to a good éxhibition. When the
mateh opened both men got in some
strenuous work, Berry taking a ver)
aggressive attitude and many thought
that victory would perch upon his
banner. After about 20 minutes Ol-
son began to show that he had con-
served his strength, and when the
time alluded to was up Olson had
Berry's shoulders to the mat with a
half Nelson and scissors hold. Berry's
backers were greatly surprised when
their man went down to quickly.
When the fall was made both men
left the ring, to reappear when the
10 minutes’ breathing space allowed
had expired. When time was called
both men appeared to be fully fit for
the work ahead of them and were at
‘t “hamimer and tongs.” In exchang-
ing all the holds known to experts in
the art and in just 9 minutes of time
Jlson again had his man squarely tc
the mat, the fall being obtained by ¢
double leg hold or body press. This
win gives Olson the Alhambra Tour-
nament Belt, presented by Lord Lons-
dale in 1908 at London, and which
was competed for by wrestlers from
all parts of the world. The Ander-
son belt was held by Anderson for 9
or 10 years, and in his-class he was
the recognized champion of Americe
antil defeated by Olson in this city.

A Good Name.

One of the best and rarest posses-
sions attainable in this life is that
summed up in the threé simple words
above written. It is better than great
accomplishments, high position, vast
wealth, or worldly fame. It is a gift
humbly received, persistently culti-
vated, devoutly cherished—a Kkindred
gift to that besought by the Church
in the Second Collect at Evening
Prayer, “Give unto Thy servant that
peace which the world cannot give.”
A man may have it though he be as
poor as was Lazarus or as rich as
Nicodemus. One of the most notable
possessors of this lordly gift in mod-
ern days was Ge¢neral Robert E. Lee,
the hero of the Southern Confederacy.
In a recent work, entitled “Lee as
College President,” Thomas Nelson
Page recounts some interesting inci-
dents in the later life of the great
soldier. Amongst the offers of em-
ployment made to General Lee after
the close of the war. was the presi-
dency of an insurance company at a
salary of $50,000 a year. This he
declined on the ground of unfitness.
It was urged in reply that all the
company needed was the use of his
name. To this the single-minded sol-
dier said: “Do you not think that :if
my name is worth $50,000 a year I
ought to be very careful of taking
care of. it?" He chose instead the
charge of a small college or academy
in the South with a few assistants
and about forty studenfs at a salary
of $1,600 a year. Later on, when of-
fgred an important commercial posi-
tion with very large remuneration he
declined in these noble words: “I
am grateful, but-I have a self-impos-
ed task which I must accomplish. 1
have led the young men of the Soutl
in battle; I have scer many of them
die con the field. I shall devote my
remaining energics to training young
men to do their duty in life.” Ol
l.ee's life at the humble college of his
choice we are told -that .‘“he was
as prompt at chapel as the chap-
lains”; he most faithfully dischargec
all his duties; he knew all the stud-
ents, end “he was feared and loyed
by every boy he knew.” ' l.ee's Jove
for children-—a distinguishing traii
of all’ great and chivalrous souls—is
well known. As he was riding one
lay he met two little girls, the eldesi
f whom was vainly trying to make
her little sister go home. She ap
pealed to the General, who asked “the
little rebel to ride home with him.
The timely invitation was gladly ac
cepted, and, sharing the . General’s
saddle, the little maiden was soon es-
corted to her mother. On another oc-
casion, having heard that two little
children in the family of a frienc
were ill, Lee walked through a storn
to the house to cheer and comfor:
hem with gifts that children love
“He was,” says Page, “one of the
handsomest men I ever knew, anc
easily one of the most impressiv
looking. His figure . . .. was in fin
proportion to his’ height. His head
well set on his shoulders, and his
erect and dignified carriage made hin
a distinguished, and, indeed, a nobl
The impression that remains
with me chiefly is of his dignity anc
his gracious courtesy.” General
Robert E. Lee was one of the world’s
great men. The United States of Am
erica have just reason to be proud o
his birth, his life and of the imper-
ishable memory of his great and
“good name.”
