NEW YORK, Aug. 21.
The Journal to-day has the follow­

ing from Salonika: The occupation 
of more than a mile of ground aleUgl 
a front of nearly three miles in the 
region of Lake Doiran and the cap-t 
tore of a fortified work at Feracheval 
south of Doldzeli, was announced in 
an official report issued to-day by the 
British Balkan headquarters.

ON THE SALONIKA FRONT.
PARIS, Aug. 21.

A general offensive along the entire 
Salonika front was started on Sunday 
by the -Allies, according to an official 
statement issued by the French War 
Office. The Serbs captured the first 
line of the Bulgar trenches on the left 
Of our battlefront, but have lost the 
town of Banica. South of Fiorina on 
the centre and right wings, heavy 
fighting is in progress. The British 
and French forces have crossed the 
Struma and are attacking the Bulgar­
ian positions northwest of Seres.

FURTHER PROGRESS.
LONDON, Aug. 21.

Not only have the British held all 
the gains made in Saturday’s attack 
through the critical second day and 
night following-it, but they made an­
other important gain this morning. 
They are now within five hundred 
yards of Martinpuich as a result of 
taking a trench which had held them 
up between Pozieres and HighWood.

ACTIVE ARTILLERY BY BOTH 
SIDES.

LONDON, Aug. 21,
A War Office communication issued 

this evening says: Near Mauquet 
farm near Thiepval, the enemy at­
tempted to make an attack on a small 
scale, which was immediately repuls­
ed. Otherwise there is little to re­
port, except artillery activity by both 
sides, which at times is very violent. 
Our artillery fire was very effective.

' Southward of Thiepval thfc enemy's 
trenches were severely damaged. A 
conflagration was caused one of the 
enemy’s batteries which burned fierce­
ly for some time. A hostile balloon 
was forced to descend by our gun fire. 
Southward of Loos, as a result of a 
successful miné, wo have much im 
proved our local position. Our aero 
planes continue to bomb enemy bil­
lets with success in addition to their 
work with our artillery. Yesterday 
one of our machines. did not return. 
To-day hostile aeroplanes showed a 
little more enterprise - than usual, and 
some ventured over onr lines.

NOTHING OFFICIAL CONCERNING 
PEACE.

LONDON, Aug. 21.
The German Government has as yet 

shown no disposition to agree to peace 
except on terms that would be intoler 
able or humiliating to some of the Al­
lies, said Premier Asquith, replying 
in the House of Commons to-day to 
Sir William Pollard Boyles, one of a 
little group of peace advocates. The 
suggestion of Dr. Zimmermann, Ger 
man Under-Secr.etary for Foreign Af­
fairs, that the Entente is influenced 
by any pressure from Britain, is quite 
untrue, added the Premier. Asked a 
further question as to whether terms 
of "ahy kind had been suggested, the 
former replied only what had been 
seen in the press, nothing official.

PORTUGAL. j
PARIS, Aug. 21.

In preparation for Portugal’s active 
participation in the war, a Franco- 
British military mission will leave 
this city in_ a few days for Portugal. 
These officers will co-operate with the 
Portuguese military authorities.

MUNITION PLANT DESTROYED.
LONDON, AUg. 21.

Serious loss of life is feared as i 
result of an explosion in a munition 
plant at Yorkshire this afternoon, 
says an official statement. No figures 
of the casualties are given. The ex­
plosion took place this evening. The 
statement adds that no particulars are 
yet at hand, but the loss of life ap­
pears to be serious. Assistance has 
been sent from neighboring towns. A 
further statement will be issued.

ESKIMO MURDERERS CAPTURED.
OTTAWA, Aug. 21.

News has been received from Nome 
that the two Eskimo who in Novem­
ber, 1913, in the copper mine country, 
in the Arctic region, murdered the 
Rev. Fathers Laroux and Rouviere, 
have been, captured by the mounted 
police patrol that was sent after them. 
They are now at Herschell Island, and 
will be brought out for trial.

Germany and
the Near East
As was to be expected, 
the place of first import­
ance in the War mes­
sages is given to the 

Balkan situation and the question 
growing out of it ot Roumania’s in­
tervention. Great events of this na­
ture invariably cast heavy shadows 
before, and there has been a notice­
able gloom over Berlin for some time. 
As long as Germany showed no con­
cern in this quarter we could feel as­
sured that nothing of importance was 
transpiring, but now that she blusters 
and talks of an ultimatum to Bucha­
rest, we know that she must be con­
scious of the approach ot a real 
danger. We have been told repeatedly 
that Roumania will preserve her 
neutrality under all circumstances, 
but the information has always come 
from Germany, where we are inclined 
to think that the wish is father to the 
thought.

A very great crisis, perhaps the 
greatest of the war, is clearly at hand. 
The Allied leaders, those- of ; them 
whose word we can accept without 
qualification, have expressed une­
quivocally their confidence in ulti­
mate victory, but have warned us that 
the time is not yet, and may not be for 
another year. But there is a possi­
bility, and not a contemptible one, 
that it may come this year, which is 
to say before the advent of winter 
holds up the fighting. At any rate, 
there are many signs that the efforts 
ct the Allies are to be pushed very | 
soon to a supreme height, and to be , 
maintained there steadily, until re­
sistance breaks down utterly at some 
vital point and leads to its break­
down-everywhere else. This seems to 
us the meaning of Portugal’s assist­
ance being enlisted at this moment, 
when we have every reason to be­
lieve that the enemy's decline in ef­
fectives has reached a point where 
the accession ot even so compara­
tively small an army to our forces 
will have a telling effect. It is un­
necessary to add that this is also one 
ot the first considerations behind the 
Balkan offensive.

It will be appropriate, and but 
poetic justice, if the most decisive step 
towards Germany's defeat be taken in 
the Balkans. Not merely did she 
find here the trifling excuse for at­
tempting to realise her mad ambi­
tions, but it was here, despite her 
tremendous invasion of Belgium and 
France, that they reached the" great­
est heights and were most fondly 
cherished. Germany’s first set-back 
came before the war, when the Balkan 
alliance defeated Turkey and drove 
the Sultoq almost out of Europe. She 
has since repaired much of the dam­
age by her military conquest of Ser­
bia and her diplomatic one of Bul­
garia and Turkey. But Russia and 
Britain have already barred her for­
ever from her ultimate goal, the Per­
sian Gulf, and now her dreams of 
Eastern Empire bid fair to be shat­
tered altogether.

This to the largest and far the most 
important significance ot the news 
that is beginning to come in: we shall 
see the full meaning of it after the 
war. The hope has grown almost to

conviction that Roumania will short­
ly join forces with the Allies; we 
may feel sure of it if the offensive 
meets with substantial success. There 
have been rumours that the Saloniki 
garrison has been largely depleted of 
late and kept merely at a strength suf­
ficient to hold off Bulgaria; but they 
are very improbable. Most writers 
seem to think that there is an arm)' 
there of at least half a million, pro­
bably more. The extent of the of­
fensive would seem to show this. The 
invasion of Bulgaria and conquered 
Serbia will not be undertaken with 
insufficient forces—that lesson has 
been well learned. If Roumania does 
in fact join us, the veriest tyro can 
anticipate the result. Bulgaria will 
be crushed rapidly into submission; 
Turkey will be cut off; and then Aus­
tria will be tackled. Already we hear 
stories of revolts in Albania and 
Montenegro, which we can well credit; 
they are additional evidence of Aus­
trian exhaustion.

If all this can be done, it can be 
done before winter. It would funda­
mentally alter the situation and make 
Austria’s position hopeless. Probably 
it is this prospect which has influenc­
ed so many careful and well informed 
critics in expressing their belief in a 
possible peace this autumn.

Motor Boat Took lire.
Two Men Had to Jump During Race.

Montreal Gazette, 14th.—Jumping 
from their motor boat, which was one 
mass of flames, Dr. Kent, the owner, 
and John Armstrong had a narrow 
escape fr6m death at the annual re­
gatta of the St. Anne de Bellevue Boat 
Club, Saturday afternoon.

The Jovial, an eight cylinder 250 
horse power motor boat, was in the 
25 mile race for a silver cup, and was 
speeding along at a fast rate when a 
small flame sprang from the carbur­
etor and caught to some oil in the 
bottom. The two men put on their 
life belts and jumped into the water. 
The overheated gasoline, however, 
caused one of the tanks to explode, 
the boat sinking and the two swim­
mers being severely burned. Arm­
strong was badly burned about the 
left arm and hand, while Dr. Kent’s 
face was also injured. The Jovial 
wa# valued at about $50,000 and could 
travel 55% miles an hour.

A few boats on the west end of 
this section have done remarkably 
well, having secured from 2 to 3 qtls. 
daily with hook and line. Many of 
the fishermen, however, are “making' 
or shipping their early catch, and not 
giving much attention to actual fish­
ing. Prospects are very good and 
there is plenty of-squid for bait.

Aug. 19.—From R. Brown (Upper 
Amherst Cove to Cape L’Argent)— 
There is a good sign of fish on the 
offer grounds, but nothing on the in­
side. There is squid enough for bait, 
but it is not plentiful lately. The 
catch to date is 13,800 qtls. with 1,500 
for last week. Stormy weather is 
hindering operations, but 360 dories 
and skiffs are fishing. One schooner 
has arrived from the Groais Islands 
with 150 qtls.

Aug. 19.—From S. E. Chafe (South 
Head of Brigus to Bay Roberts Point.) 
—Both cod and bait are very scarce 
at present, and prospects are poor. 
Forty punts are fishing and the catch 
is 2,760 qtls. with 10 for last week.

Aug. 19.—From M. White (Aqua- 
forte to Caplin Bay.)—Prospects were 
very good for hook and liners this 
week, but on the whole are rather 
poor. Squid is not very plentiful, 
though there was enough for the 
week’s fishing, dix whale boats and 
81 dories and skiffs are fishing.

Torpedoes as
Life-Savers

Experiments Were Stopped by the 
War.

Just before the war expert atten­
tion was being given to the submar­
ine torpedo as an aid to saving life at 
sea. The best rocket apparatus is lim­
ited in its radius, and in a hurricane 
the firework with its light line may 
fail to make progress even a few 
score yards. Many a rocket brigade 
has had to watch a shipwrecked crew 
drown before their eyes.

Most of those making experiments 
have chosen the ordinary naval tor­
pedo of various sizes. That part of 
the interior usually filled with ex­
plosives has been made to hold either 
light Manila twine (on account of Its 
floating propensities), fine copper 
wire, or thin chain. One end of the

ROUMANIA AND SALON IKI OF- 

FENSITE.
LONDON, To-day.

The opening of the Allied offensive 
at Saloniki has been the signal for re • 
newed reports that Roumania is at 
last about to throw in her lot with 
the Entente. These reports are more 
circumstantial than ever before, and 
the comments of the German press 
indicate that they are far from being 
devoid of foundation. One Berlin 
newspaper goes so far as to declare 
that Roumania has already Joined the 
Allies, and that plans are being laid 
for the march of a Russian army 
through Roumanian territory. Major 
Moraht, the famous German military 

* critic, also believes that Roumania is 
negotiating with Rusdia, and hints 
at an ultimatum to Bucharest from 
Germany and Austria. The entry of 
Roumania into 'the side of the En­
tente would mean the forging of an­
other link in the chain of foes sur­
rounding the Central Powers. The 
material aid which Roumania could 
give would be of a very important 
character. She has had between 
500,000 and 600,000 troops mobilized 
for nearly a year. Her army is re­
puted to be one of the best equipped 
and trained in Europe. Apart from 
possible Russian reinforcements, 
Roumania would be in a position to 
deal powerful blows at Bulgaria from 
the north and in conjunction with 
Allies’ drive from the south. It has 
been generally understood that Rus­
sia has been willing to concede the 
Province of Bessarabia, the popula­
tion of which is largely Roumanian, 
in return for Roumania’s co-operation 
in the war. Bessarabia, 18,000 sq. 
miles in extent, has a population of 
nearlÿ 2,000,000. The great offensive 
launched by the Allies on Sunday on 
the Saloniki front is growing in fury, 
but so far no decisive action has 
been fought. The British and French, 
crossed the Struma pushing forward 
In a northeasterly direction toward 
the Bulgarian frontier; at the same 
time the Serbians have opened the 
drive for Monastir against the first 
line of Bulgarian trenches. On ilie 
ev.trefne left, however, immediately 
south of Monastir, they have suffered 
a reverse and have evacuated the 
Greek town of Banica. In a certain 
mouth of the great valley of the 
Yardar, the maiû highway through 
Serbia, a violent artillerw action is 
in progress. It was down this valley 
that the Teuton and Bulgarian forces 
made their victorious Advance. Ac­
cording to militarv experts, its pos­
session is vital to whoever holds Ser­
bia. Unofficial reports from Saloniki 
say that Italian troops have landed 
there and will join in the general of­
fensive. This news if corroborated 
means that Italy has finally decided 
to declare war on Germany, the Ger­
mans admittedly directing the Bul­
garian campaign at certain points of

the front Berlin reports that the 
Bulgarians have been offensive, but 
London and Paris interpret tjiis move 
to be for a political purpose, and not 
as a serious attack against Saloniki, 
in the desire to affect public opinion 
in Roumania. The influence of the 
approaching Greek elections is the 
motive’ behind the Bulgarian aggres­
sive action in the opinion of the Al­
lied capitals. Fierce fighting con­
tinues in the region of the Stokhod on 
the Eastern front, where the Russian 
advance menaces both Kovel and the 
German salient. The battle on the 
crest of the Carpathians also sti’l 
rages. Both" sides claim minor suc­
cesses on the Western front; there has 
been no material change in the situa­
tion since the Allies launched their 
great attack last Friday. German 
counter attacks have been made at 
several points along the British lines, 
but according to London without any 
success. The Germans also made a 
powerful effort to recapture Fleury in 
the Verdun sector, but Paris reports 
its complete repulse. Repeated un­
official reports that Portugal is about 
to take an active share on the Euro­
pean battlefield are apparently con­
firmed by an announcement from Par­
is that a British and French Military 
Commission has been sent to Lisbon. 
News despatches from Portugal have 
described the military preparations 
as of a very extensive character, but 
there has been nothing yet to indicate 
the number of men she has under 
arms.

PRESIDENT’S APPEAL TO THE 
RAILROADS.
WASHINGTON, To-day.

As one American citizen to another 
President Wilson to-day appealed to 
each executive of the country’s prin­
cipal railroads, on the grounds of pa­
triotism to accept his plan for avert­
ing the threatened disaster of a na­
tion-wide strike. He emphasized the 
necessity for keeping the railroads’ 
service as part of the national de­
fence and to make possible the pre­
paration for meeting the conditions 
that will exist after the European 
war. On leaving the White House the 
railroad presidents, augmented dur­
ing the day by arrivals from the west, 
held a conference, in which the sen­
timent is said to be against agreeing 
to the President’s proposal in its pre­
sent form. Hope was expressed, 
however .that some satisfactory coun­
ter proposition might, be advanced. It 
was decided to turn over to a commit­
tee the task of drafting the final re­
ply to the President.

VERY UNLIKELY.
AMSTERDAM, To-day.

The Echo Belge sâys it learns that 
General Von Bissing, Governor Gen­
eral of the occupied portions of Bel­
gian territory, has remitted the fine 
of 50,000 pounds imposed upon the 
city of Brussels for the celebration of 
the Belgian National Fete Day on 
June 21, which the municipality re­
fused to pay on the grounds that it 
was illegal.

THE GERMAN NATAL RALLY.
LONDON, To-day.

The Times naval expert, discussing 
the sally of the German fleet into the 
North Sea on Saturday, says: “The 
news that the German fleet has al- 

1 ready been able to put to sea after the 
: severe damage suffered on May 31st, 
is no surprise. War experience has 
proven that a ship can be repaired

LONDON, To-day.
The Daily Mail quotes from the 

Berliner Tageblatt a description of 
Hamburg written by a recent visitor 
to that port “If anyone wants to 
realize the picture of Hamburg as a 
sleeping beauty,” he said, "only take 
a run round the dock.

Rome Aug. 10 (via Paris, Aug. 11).— 
The latest Reports show that the Low­
er Isonzo action is drawing to a close 
in its first stage, with the number 
of Austrian prisoners still growing. 
The number of men killed or wound­
ed in the battle is large. Neither side 
has yet been able to make an accurate 
estimate of the casualties, though the 
total for both sides will probably 
reach 30,000.

From evidence arriving here the 
belief prevails that the victory of the 
Italians was not due to the demorali­
zation of the Austrians, as the fight­
ing was the severest yet seen on this 
front. The Austrians contested every 
foot of the ground about Gorizia, even 
after the loss of the strategic points 
of Monte Sabontino and Monte San 
Michele.

While the success of the Italians 
undoubtedly was due largely to the 
new heavy artillery, which matched 
at last, after a year of waiting for 
their manufacture, the heavy 305 
millimetre Austrian guns, yet the 
hand to hand fighing was ap­
palling in fierceness — bayonets, 
knives, bombs, cavalry sWords, pistols 
and arms of every description being 
used. Personal deeds of heroism were 
plentiful, especially in connection with 
the use by the Italians of a newi 
method for destroying barbed wire 
entanglements, involving the almost 
certain death of the Soldiers who plant 
the bomb for this purpose.

The pumpkin is a round, yellow ob­
ject which dots the American land­
scape in the fall of the year and later 
dots the boarding-house table in the 
form of canned pie.

The 
pumpkin does not have to be planted, 
plowed, cultivated or harvested, and 
as a general utility article is secokd 
only jo the combination bath-tub and 
kitchen cabinet.

The pumpkin is a blood relative of 
the summer squash, but moves in a 
higher sphere and has a better com­
plexion. In localities where thé 
pumpkin is not available, people at­
tempt to make pie out of the squadi, 
the result being one of the most dis­
mal failure in the annals of mankind. 
The squash pie is all right as a filler, 
when there is nothing else in the 
house to fall back upon, but it will 
never cause a normal, healthy appe­
tite to sit up and cry for more. In 
some states the serving of squash pie 
two days in succession is considered 
sufficient ground for divorce, and if

Not Another

Year of War
(From the North American, Philadel­

phia.)
There remains the psychological 

factor—the stimulating effect of an 
offensive, long delayed but finally 
launched with impressive success, 
and the contrasting depression which 
inevitably follows a surrendered in­
itiative. And in the present war these 
conditions have a national as well as 
a military influence. Every imperial 
proclamation, every newspaper utter­
ance", reveal now a realization in' Ger­
many that victory in the German 
sense is impossible and that the na­
tion fights now, not in the inspiring 
hope of dominion, but with desperate 
need to avert disaster. While each 
battle seemed a prelude to triumph, 
the German army and people display­
ed superb discipline and devotion ; 
will they reveal the same qualities 
under the prolonged agony of a vio­
lent siege? ....

A forecast recognizes, and justly, 
the tremendous military force which 
Germany still possesses; count men 
and guns and munitions, and even 
with the odds against her, resistance 
for so long is easily deduced. But it 
takes more than these things to win 
a war—it takes supreme confidence 
in victory, absolute belief in the Jus­
tice of a cause which demands such 
terrible sacrifices.

That the Germans have been in­
spired by Such a faith, their great 
deeds testify. But is it still theirs? 
If so, how long will it withstand the 
knowledge that a war of triumphant 
aggression has become for them a war 
of painful resistance, of agonizing

suspense— no longer a means of na­
tional aggrandizement, but a desper­
ate struggle to extort favorable terms 
from relentless antagonists? How 
long will it survive the revelation, 
now emerging dimly through the 
murk of battle, that the nation was 
drugged by a false philosophy and 
led to disaster by a deluded states­
manship?

And there is a still deeper source of 
weakness. The national spirit which 
could exult over the corpse of Bel­
gium and glory in the Lusitania mas­
sacre is not sound. It has been strong 
in victory ; will it be as valiant in ad­
versity?

That there was a first anniversary 
of the war was a signal that Ger­
many’s plan of conquest had failed. 
That there is a second shows how 
stupendous were her opponents’ prob­
lems of preparation. That there will 
be a third we cannot bring ourselves 
to believe.

For Fifty Rupees.
General Sir George Younghusband, 

recently reported wounded in Meso­
potamia, is as good at story-telling 
as he is at fighting, which is saying 
a great deal.

One anecdote he is fond of relating 
concerns an incident which happened 
when he was serving with the Chitral 
Relief Force.,

The column he commanded was 
much annoyed on the way up by 
snipers, who were responsible for 
many casualties. There was one 
sniper in particular whose aim was 
deadly, and a reward of fifty rupees 
was offered to whoever succeeded in 
potting him.

This stirred to activity a native who 
had recently joined the expedition as

a bearer, and he craved permission 
to go out at dusk and stalk the stalk­
er.

Ttie asked-for permission being 
given, the man went off, and shortly 
after dawn he returned with two 
rifles—the one that had been lent him 
for the occasion and the sniper's.

As no tribesman will part with his 
rifle except with his life, it was right­
ly assumed that the owner thereof was 
dead, and the bearer was told to par­
ade at orderly-room time for his re­
ward. Incidentally he was asked how 
he had managed to succeed so quick­
ly with his self-imposed task.

“Oh,” he replied lightly, “I knew 
his ways, sahib, and I kill him easily.”

“Why, was he a friend of yours?” 
asked General Younghusband.

“No, sahib, only my father,” was 
the illuminating answer.—Pearson’s 
Weekly.

Austrians are Cruel to 
Russian Prisoners.

(By LORD NORTHCLIFFE.)
On The Isonzo Front, August 14.— 

The Austrians are not running, but 
they are clearly retreating with some 
^peed. The Italian advance is steady; 
steady also is the inflow of prisoners. 
Two .thousand were brought in yester­
day. Opinions differ as to where the 
retreat will end, but the matter em­
phatically is not one for public dis­
cussion.

The Austrians’ bitterness of soul 
may be judged by their behavior. At 
Dobordo Russian prisoners of war, 
who had been brought in to mane 
roads for the Austrians, were found 
hanged, possibly as a revenge for the 
escape of other Russian prisoners 
who swam the Isonzo the other day 
and reached the Italian lines after 
hiding four nights among the rocks. 
Italian wounded were found mutil­
ated.

I have seen terrible spiked maces 
that are habitually used by the Aus­
trians to break the skulls of the 
wounded : also thongs, with leaden 
balls attached to stocks, which the 
Austrians use to coerce laggards.

Owing to the fact that so many 
Italian and Austrian soldiers have 
worked in the United States and 
Canada, it often happens that English 
is the only language in which they 
can converse mutually. Yesterday I 
saw a small band of prisoners being 
brought in by the Bersaglieri, who 
answered my remarks upon the stout 
physical appearance of the prisoners 
by saying in good American that “they 
can holler all right, mister,” at which 
the prisoners grinned with evident un­
derstanding.

The Workers Behind 
the Guns.

A captured German officer, describ­
ing the artillery fire of the Franco- 
British army in the valley of the 
Somme, said to his captor: “The 
smoke was so dense that it was im­
possible to mark where the shells 
were falling. All we saw was a dark 
cloud interspersed with red, green 
and yellow flashes. Once, just before 
twilight yesterday, there was a mo­
mentary lull, and I caught a glimpse 
of the surroundings. The effect was 
extraordinary. TJia solid earth had 
literally sunk over a wide area, ac­
tually flattened as with a gigantic 
hammer by shells falling so contin­
uously that the holes coalesced into 
one vast basin.” In this inferno only 
the dead were happy said the German 
who had come back irom it, the sole 
survivor of the most terrible illustra­
tion ever presented of the power of 
modern artillery. ♦

But behind the guns are men. 
There is the artilleryman, performing 
manual labor in the manipulation of 
his weapon so exhausting that when 
his spell of work is over and his peri­
od of relief comes he drops exhausted 
on the bare ground and sleeps witli 
the roar of the bombardment in his 
ears. There are the men of the sup­
ply service who bring up shell to the 
guns in great motor cars over shell- 
torn roads, and whose heroism, tho’ 
not often recorded, is equal to that 
of the charging infantry on the crest 
of an attack.

Back of all, in the arsenals ahd 
workshops of Britain, France, and the 
other allied nations, are the men and : 
women who fabricate the guns and 
provide the projectiles that make poe

A novel method of adding to the
