The move at the 
ELondon Conference was a bold 
^attempt to treat the solemn 
^agreement entered into at Ver­
sailles, as a comedy; by a pres- 
"entation of new terms so “ri- 
"diculously inadequate that their 
instant rejection was inevit- 
Eable.” The putting forward of 
-their terms compelled Lloyd 
^George to plainly intimate to 
The German delegates that they
evidently undersood neither 

'their own position nor that of 
the Allies. - There was no de­
mand made on Germany to de­

fray the cost of the war. All 
Ethat was required of that coun- 
. try was to make good the actual 
tfnd wanton damage which Ger­
man soldi^gfThad inflicted on 
countries attacked and invaded, 
more particularly- France and 
Belgium. In London the con­
tention of the German delegates 
was that their people could not 
possibly pay the sum demand­
ed, notwithstanding that Ger­
many had been untouched* by 
the conflict, so' far as invasion 
and battles fought on German 
territory were concerned, and 
the Germans themselves had 
tinly to meet their own costs in 
waging war against their neigh­
bors. On the other hand France 
and Belgium had been deliber­
ately overrun ànd devastated by 
Hun armies. The offer made by 
the German representatives was 
about one-seventh of the amount 
fhr which they had been assess­
ed.

* * * * * *
The plea that Germany is un­

able to pay the indemnity de­

manded, in the period given, 
cannot be borne out by an ex­
amination • of German finance 
and industry. So extravagant 
is the administration of the 
present form of Government, it 
was pointed out in February, 
that Germany could cut her re­
ported deficit by about seventy 
six thousand million ( (76,000,- 
000,000) paper marks a year 
through effecting certain admin­
istrative economies and by ceas­
ing to count as expenditures, 
huge sums appropriated, but not 
actually spent. Private Indus­
tries showed material improve­
ment and there was a remark­
able increase in investments in 
old and new companies. In 
1920 new capital to the amount 
of fourteen thousand million 
(14,000,000,000) marks, was in­
vested, and some new Krupp 
stock totalling two hundred and 
fifty million (250,000,000) 
marks had been oversubscribed. 
Other investigations told sim­
ilar stories. Manufactures had 
increased, exports had in'many 
cases quadrupled and there was 
a boom in trade with United 
States, Russia, Spain, South 
America and other parts of the 
world. In the face of this 
knowledge, which the Allies 
possessed, it is satisfactory to 
know that the Hun bluff has 
been called, and force has been 
requisitioned! That is the only 
thing the Germans understand 
—Force. It is their titular deity 
and applied to themselves they 
comprehend thoroughly its 
meaning, and whatever happens 
now none but themselves are 
responsible for its use in* the 
final argument. ,

In the last days of February the 
female seal comes on to the ice, and 
there its young Is born. For fifty 
yean the breedilng-ground has gen­
erally lain between Belle Isle, in the 
Straits of that name, ond the Grey Is­
lands, off the Newofundland coast, 
and about thirty or forty miles^ from 
the land. When born the young seals 
are called “cats," weighing about four 
or five pounds.'They are white-coated, 
covered with a fur which in point of 
texture and beauty surpasses the fur 
of the South Sea seal. This, however, 
they shed within a week of their birth. 
The seal is "pupped," or born, about 
the first of March, and is usually a 
"prime’’ seal by the seventeenth of 
that month, weighing then about 
sixty-five pounds. Without having left 
the ice it has increased in weight, on 
an average, about four pounds per 
day. This wonderful result Is due 
largely, if not entirely, to the nutri­
tive character of the mother’s milk 
and of the animalculae in the snow 
and ice, prodigious quantities of which 
they devour.

"Vhe young seals generally take to 
the water when three or four weeks 
old. During this season the male, as 
well as the female, have been to a 
large extent on the ice. The seal it1- 
qelf has to fish for a living, and is 
usually oft every morning through a 
hole in the ice to hunt for his dinner. 
All kinds of fish are welcome to a 
place on his bill of fare, but the cod is 
his favourite item. It is rare to kill 
a seal without finding inside him thé 
remains of a codfish. The seal may, 
therefore, be regarded as a real enemy 
of the codfish, and allowing, say, one 
codfish per day for two million seals, 
we have two million codfish consumed 
every day, or seven hundred and 
thirty million in a year. Calculating 
one hundred and twenty fish to the 
hundredweight, over six million hun­
dredweight are annually consumed, of 
four times the annual catch of the 
Newfoundland codfishery:

The instinct of the seal is marvel­
lous. The mother will leave its young 
on the ice in the morning and remain 
away the best part of the day in 
search for food. Returning, it will 
locate its offspring in the “patch" 
amongst thousands of baby seals, not­
withstanding that the ice may have 
“wheeled" or drifted with the wind 
and tide thirty or forty miles.

It is amidst these surrounding* 
that the Newfoundland seal-hunter 
goes out annually to the “frozen 
pans," to win and garner riches. At 
present the seal fishery is carried on 
by means of steamers specially built 
for contending with ice. Each ship 
carries on an average a crew of about 
two hundrdd and fifty men. Like every 
other industry, changes have token 
place, and the romance of its early 
days is now a mere memory. To-day 
there is not a sailing vessel prosecut­
ing the fishery where seventy years 
ago four hundred sailing ships, 
averaging one hundred tons burden, 
whose united crews numbered four­
teen thousand, spread their sails to 
the breeze, and left for the icefields 
on the first of March, bringing back 
as many as six hundred thousand 
seals, valued at over half a million 
pounds.

When the ships "strike" the breed­
ing-grounds the crew swarm over the

been noticed, with thp aid of a power­
ful glass from the observation barrel 
carried by the steamer on the mast, 
when the smoke has gone down on 
them five miles away immediately to 
rush for and take to the water. They 
have to depend largely on their scent 
rather than on their eyes to warn 
them of impending danger, as their 
eyes are more adapted tor use in the 
water than on the land.

The position of the "patches” of 
seals is often located by the hunter 
from the growl or noise they make, 
which can sometimes be heard miles 
away. I have said the seal eaaily 
pursues and catches the cod. It is said 
they swim at the rate of at least fifty 
miles an hour. They must swim 
rapidly, as they can only remain un* 
der water something like fifteen or 
twenty minutes; Yet they sometimes, 
in order to avoid being crushed by 
the ice when It is piling up on the 
land, sniffing .the ocean outside, .go 
down and swim fifty or sixty miles 
to the open water.

On March 20, 1873, William Brydou, 
C.B., late Surgeon-Major, Bengal 
Army and Highland Rifle Militia, died 
at Westfield. His name was a remark­
able one in Indian history as that of 
the one solitary individual pt thir­
teen thousand soldiers and camp fol­
lowers of the ill-(pted British army in 
the memorable retreat from Cabul, in 
January, 1842; who was neither killed 
or token prisoner by the Afghans. Dr. 
Brydon, after many hair-breadth es­
capes, reached Jalalabad alone, though 
wounded and exhausted, all the other 
persona comprising the British force 
being either killed or taken prisoners. 
Dr. Brydon went through the rest of 
the siege of Jelalabad with the gar- 
rlsion, under the command of Sir Ro­
bert Sale (“Fighting aob”). It was 
bis singular fate to undergo another 
celebrated siege, he being shut up in 
Lucknow with Sir Henry Lawrence, 
but be passed uninjured through that 
long and trying effort to keep the 
British flag flying, till relieved by Sir 
Colin Campbell.

Academy, the year 1834 only excepted. 
And all this time he was gradually 
winning his way to public favour; 
every class saw in bis humorous com­
positions what could not fail to amuse, 
and, therefore, to please. For his hum­
our, like that of all Dickens’ droll fel-*' 
lows, was never coarse; his charac­
ters were invariably true to nature,- 
though in her most ludicrous aspect; 
which both old and young could un­
derstand and appreciate. In 1878 her 
painted a portrait of himself; in thé' 
previous year he had been placed on- 
the list of Honorary Retired Acad­
emicians.

ian worked to the last possible mo­
ment in his quiet retreat at Cran- 
brook. using to the very utmost the 
talents entrusted to his care.

Abbey, Webster preferred the art of 
painting to the practice of music. So 
in 1820 he entered the Royal Academy 
as a student, and in 1825 obtained the 
first medal in the School of Painting. 
Having in that year been fortunate in 
painting a small picture entitled "Re­
bels shooting a Prisoner." exhibited 
at Suffolk Street, it at once brought 
him into notice, eo that the difficul­
ties which many young painters find 
in early life, and their consequent 
privations, were alike unfelt by him. 
For the next ten years he exhibited 
one or two pictures annually, either

Thomas Webster, R.A., was born on 

March 20, 1800, in Ranelagh Street. 
Pimlico, but his father, being attach­
