Capt. English, in his usual unas-
suming style on receiving the present
said, “I beg to thank your Excellency
for the great interest you have ‘taken
in bringing to the notice of the Brit-
ish Board of Trade in England the
particulars of the losd of the s.s.
Ethie. I also wish to thank the Gov-
ernment of Newfoundland - for the
recognition they have given me in the
performance of my duty. I assure
'Your Excellency and those present
that I appreciate this piece of plate
highly and shall ever treasure it as
one of my most valued gifts. I trust
Your Excellency my be spared’ many
years to present souvenirs on such
occasions to men of the mercantile
marine.”

It will be remembered that in De-
cember, 1919, whilst coming from the
Straits, the s.s. Ethie was beached
by Capt. Ed. English, in order to
save the lives of the passengers . l.nd.
cfew. A terrible storm was ra.glng
at the time, tho ship was iced up and
unmanageable and to make - matters
worse the wind was on the land.
