In a recent issue of the Fish
Trades Gazette, of London,|
England, the following leading
article appeared, = captioned
“How to Sell More Fish.”
Though perhaps tHe = methods
outlined may mnot be entirely
practicable in Newfoundland,
_yet the germ of ‘an idea may de-
velop from a close perusal of the
text. We have not yet arrived
at that Utopian period in this
country when it is undesirable
to increase our fish sales, hence
any plan or suggestion that is
feasible and may easily be
adopted or adapted is worth con-]
sldermg Of course the article,
which we reprint beneath, re-
fers entirely to the quick dis-
posal of fish in its newly caught
gtate, but even so we are not so
superlatively educated in fish
lore that we would refuse ad-
vice calculated to develop more
trade. Should the day ever
come when fresh cod ' exports
will be-added to those of salmon,
halibut and other sea foods
from Newfoundland, in quanti-
ties proportionate to the catch,
all the knowledge ‘that” ecan be
obtained on the best system to
try out would not be too much.
Every word concerning the cure
and sale ‘of our staple product
should be stored -away by those
who are directly connected with
the fisheries, whether operator
or exporter, and all the infor-
mation that can be procured
gshould be set forth in the daily
press, in order that through
that medium it may reach the
people, - The situation as set
forth by the Editor of the Fish
Trades Gazette is worth study-
ing, if not for present, at least
for future consideration.

“The crying need of the fishing in-
dustry to-day is ‘to sell more fish,
and in this special number of The
Fish Trade Gazette is a variety of
articles which are designed to serve
this useful end. No one. however
experienced, could read these contri-
butidns without some gain. This in-
dustry is differentiated from - others
by the perishable nature of its pro-
duce, so its problems are peculiar.
It is useless to increase preduction—
that is, to increase the catches—un-
less the cost of distribution is low-
ered. In most industries increased
production means lessened overhead
eharges and more profit; but when
your produce has to be sold for what
it will fetch at . the moment, and
there is little or no opportunity ~of
holding~back for a ° better market,
many factors have to be considered.
The market to-day is a buyers’ mar-
ket. It is a poor.world, and, thanks
to excessive taxation, the old r!ch are
the new poor. The new rich, too. are
a diminishing quantjty’ Never in the
