In a bungalow on the brink of the
crater of the active voleano of Kil-
auea, in Hawail, lives a man, Profes-
sor T. A. Jaggar, who has -devoted.
many years to the study of volean-
ology. This sélentist carries on his
{nvestigations in the midst of terrify-
ing eruptions, and in the course of his
fourteen years’ sojourn op_the moun-
tain top he has experienced m re-
markable adventures.

Picture, if you can, a bnnsalow
with a broad veranda, somewhat sug-
gestive of California, but more typi-
cal of the South Seas. It overlooks
the active crater of Kilaunea. Pereh-/
ed high up on & steep slope, surround-
ed by a unxlod mass of vegetation, it

an awe-inspiring eyrie by night.

From the edge of this veranda the
outer crater of Kilauea stretches
across the foreground for a distance
of two or - three miles, forming a
great sunken oval.

Issuing from a hundred fissures
and cones are -Jets of steam and
smoke, reminding one that Mother
Earth still holds within her depth
thigse primeval fires which ages ago
tore continents asunder, thrust mighty
peaks up from the sea, and submerged
whole countries heneath the waters,
Within a stone’s throw of this fiery
pit, the Jaggars live and work,

It is doubtful it any other scientist
has engaged in such a series of ad-
Venturous expeditions as Professor
Jaggar, says a writer in the October
‘Wide Wofld Magazine.’ There is,

in September, 1919, when that un-
tamed monster poured forth her flery
torrents for weeks on’end, until the.

It was a spectacle that an ordin-
ary* man would count compensation

the Professor refers to it as little
more than a passing incident in his
work.
