ground on which it places the frilly trained clerk 
above the imperfectly trained one, when looking 
for a situation.

, therefore, of holding <nit this crowding sys 
tem as an inducement to students is most decept­
ive and highly reprehensible.

Adjourned Inquest.
The adjourned inquest on the case of 

the boy, Thomas Chamberlain, was re­
sumed last (Monday) night. Geo Hough 
had béen deputed tby the Coroner to ex­
amine the premises and draw out a plan 
of the house. The latter he explained to 
the jury, and gave a verbal description of 
the house. He found two panes of glass 
broken, one on the right-hand upper cor­
ner, and the other immediately below it. 
The latter he took out, it was in three 
pieces, and the edges were indented. The 
blind was also produced, it was torn or 
cut, and one or two small holes in it.

Mrs Reeves was the second witness 
called. Mrs Joseph Foster told her on 
Saturday that she had been sick abed the 
previous day. The noise on Monday night 
was much louder than on Friday night— 
“ it was a great and dismal noise.” She 
hadf no conversation with Foster regard­
ing the shooting, but he said that he 
would have a warrant out for the appre­
hension of those engaged in the charivari 
for breaking into his house, and at the 
same time he had a gun in his hand.— 
Foster was at this time in her house. 
These were ]the chief points in her evi­
dence that had not been set forth repeat­
edly by previous witnesses.

Wm Atkinson was examined, but re­
vealed nothing new.

George Foster (nephew of Joseph Fos­
ter) was next called. He had helped to 
remove his uncle’s furniture, on Tuesday 
26th ult., into Eramosa, (Foster giving as 
a reason for wishing to rèmove, that “ he 
was afraid they would burn the house 
about him.”

Dr Orton, jnn., visited the boy, Cham­
berlain, and found gunshot wounds ex­
tending from the middle of the right 
thigh down to the ankle, on the outside 
of the leg. By probing the wounds he 
found that the shot entered in a direction 
sloping downwards—the probe forming 
an acute angle with the leg. He prescrib­
ed for him such remedies as he consider­
ed proper on that occasion, and at inter­
vals until Wednesday morning, when he 
saw symptoms of mortification. He gave 
instructions as to the position of the limb 
and sent down a lotion. This was the 
iast time he saw him alivé. He had heard 
Dr Clarke’s evidence and corroborated it.

The evidence of George Foster, son of 
Joseph Foster, was considered as of very 
great importance, and it was resolved to 
postpone further enquiry until Tuesday 
evening, in order that he might be pres 
ent. It is understood that he is in Era-

The President’s Message
New York, Dec.,8—The following is i 

summary of the President’s Message :— 
The President opens by saying that the 
continued disorganization of the union, 
to which he hali so often called the atten­
tion of Congress, is yet a subject of pro­
found and patriotic concern, it is to him 
a source of profound regret in complying 
with the obligation imposed upon him by 
the constitution, to give Congress from 
time to time information of the state of 
the union, he is unable to communicate 
any definite adjustment satisfactory to 
the American people of the questions 
which, since the close of the rebellion, 
have agitated the public mind, On the 
contrary, candour compels him to state 
that at this time there, is no union, as our 
fathers understood the term, and as they 
meant it to be understood by us. The 
union which they established can only 
exist where all the States are represented 
in both Houses of Congress. To the 
President the process of restoring It seems 
perfectly plain and simple. It consists 
merely in a faithful application of the 
Constitution and laws. The execution of 
the law is not now obstructed by physi­
cal force ; there is no military or other 
necessity .real or pretended,which cao-pre- 
vent obedience to the Constitution, either 
North or South. All the rights and all 
the obligations of States and individuals 
can be protected and enforced by means 
perfectly consistent with the fundamental 
law. It is clear to his appreciation that 
the States lately in rebellion are still 
members of the national union. When 
did they cease to be so ? The ordnances 
of secession adopted by a portion—in 
most of them a very small portion—of 
their citizens, were a mere nullity. If we 
admit that they were valid and effectual 
for the purpose intended by their authors, 
we sweep from under our feet the whole 

ground upon which we justified the war. 
The President elaborates these views at 
great length, and then says : Being sin­
cerely convinced that these views are 
correct, I would be unfaithful to my duty 
if I did not recommend the repeal of the 
Acts of Congress which have placed ten 
of the Southern States of America under 
the dominion of military masters.— 
If calm reflection will satisfy a majority 
of your honourable bodies, that the facts 
referred to are not only in violation of 
these facts, but in direct conflict with 
with the constitution, I dare not permit 
myself to doubt that you will imme­
diately strike them from the Statute

The President proceeds to say that 
he has no desire to save from the just 
and proper consequences of their crimes 
those who engaged in the rebellion, but 
as a mode of punishment the measures 
under consideration are the most unrea­
sonable that could be conceived. Many 
of these people are perfectly innocent, 
and of these who are guilty with their 
own consent, the degrees of guilt are as 
numerous as there are shades of charac­
ter and temper. But these Acts of Con­
gress confirmed them all together in one 
common doom of indiscriminate venge­
ance, and whole communities arc suffer­
ing for offences committed by a portion 
of them against the Government to which 
they owe obedience. This was common 
in the barbarous ages, but Christainity 
and civilization have made such progress 
that recourse to a punishment so cruel 
and unjust would meet the condemnation 
of all unprejudiced and right-minded men.

The principle of justice in this age, espe­
cially in this country, does not consist in 
stripping whole States of those liberties, 
and reducing all of these people without 
distinction to slavery.

The civil tariff hill is next 
discussed and denounced as unconstitu­
tional and extra judicial, and promotive 
of fraud in preventing the removal of 
dishonest officers. The President then 
discusses the financial question and in­
vites to it the early consideration of Con­
gress.

In comparing the currency circulation 
of seven years ago with now, he says 
that the shirking of facts made it the ob­
vious duty of the Government to take 
such measures as wtil enable the hold­
ers of its notes and those of the National 
Banks to convert them without loss into 
specie or its equivalent. A reduction nf 
our circulating paper medium need not 
necessarily follow. This would depend 
on the law of demand and supply, though 
it should be borne in mind that by 
making legal tenders and bank notes 
convertible into coin or its equivalent, 
the present specie value would be insur­
ed, 100 per cent! The varied irsues of 
our bonds, and the gold and paper inter­
est of the same is alluded to at some 
length, and the President declares that 
equal and exact justice requires.that all 
of the creditors of the Government should 
be paid in a currency of equal value, not 
gold for one and paper for another! He 
favors the measure of reducing our paper 
currency, that the return of gold and sil­
ver may cease to be articles of tariff, and 
return to our avenues of trade. It is un-* 
reasonable to expect, he says, to return 
to a sound silver currency, so long as the 
Government by continuing to issue irre­
deemable notes, fills the channels of 
irregulation with its paper. The atten­
tion of Congress is earnestly invited to 
the necessity of thorough revision of 
our revenue system, and the large redac­
tion in the number of articles taxed as 
urged. The President says tiiat peace 
has been secured with the Indians, but 
that he has no official" details from the 
Commissioner.

The reports of the Interior, Navy, War 
and Post Office Departments are briefly 
alluded to, but the figures have been 
published already.

Regarding foreign affairs the President 
says, “ Mexico is relieved from foreign 
interposition, and peace reigns in Central 
and South America. The United States 
were creditably represented at the Paris 
Exposition, and at a general Conference of 
all nations there universal system of gold 
coinage was agreed to.” Of the Alabama 
claims the President speaks as follows :— 
No arrangement has been reached for the 
settlement of our claims for British de­
predations upon the commerce of the 
United States. I have felt it my duty to 
decline the proposition1 of arbitration 
made by Her Majesty’s Government, be­
cause it has hitherto been accompanied 
by reservations and limitations incom­
patible with the rights, honor and inter­
ests of our country.

It is not to be apprehended that Great 
Britain will persist in her refusal to satie­
ty the just and equitable claims which in­
volve the sacred principle of non-inter­
vention—a principle henceforth not more 
important to the United States than to all 
other commercial nations. The President 
says that a treaty has been concluded 
with the King of Denmark for the cession 
of the Islands of St. Thomas and St John 
to the United States. The President asks 
pay for Alaska of Congress. The Presi­
dent concludes as follows : The abuse of 
our laws by the clandestine prosecution 
of the African slave trade from American 
ports, or by American citizens, has alto­
gether ceased, and undfcr existing cir­
cumstances no apprehensions of its re­
newal in this part of the world are enter­
tained. Under these circumstances, it 
becomes a question whether we shall not 
propose to Her Majesty’s government a 
suspension or discontinuance of the regu­
lations for maintaining a naval force for 
the suppression.of thrit trade.

The Presit 
dent then says it is manifestly and avow 
edly the object of these laws to confer 
the privilege of voting on the negroes, 
and to disfranchise such a number of 
whites fis to give the former a clear ma­
jority of all the elections in the Southern 
States. This to the minds of some per­
sons is so im|K>rtant that a violation of 
the Constitution is justified. As the 
means of bringing it about, we are not 
permitted to do evil that good may come, 
but in this case the end is evil. The sub­
jugation of these States to negro domina­
tion would be worse than the military 
despotism under which they are now suf­
fering. The blacks in the South arfe en­
titled to be well and humanely governed, 
and to have the protection of just laws 
tor their rights of person and property.—
If it were practicable at'this time to give 
them a government of their own, it is 
questionable to do so, but now they are 
permitted to elect Legislatures, organize 
States, and elect a President. No inde­
pendent government has been maintained 
by negroes.

The message goes on to argue the 
dangers of the extension of the elective 
franchise, and says that 4,000,000 of de­
graded slaves yesterday cannot be made 
intelligent freemen to-day. He express­
es his willingness to join in any plan to 
better the condition of the negroes in all 
their rights, save transferring to them 
our political rights. The President al­
luded to the uncounted millions that 
the Congressional plan has cost, and says 
it will increase the burdens of taxation.

The Abyssinian Expedition- 
The Abyssinian drama is now fairly 

commenced. The scouting partiès have 
landed and are busy making their explora­
tions—feeling their way: but nothing 
indicates that they are expected—no ac 
tivity being displayed by Theodore, eith­
er from indifference or impotence. Great 
diversity of opinion long prevailed as to 
the most suitable landing place, but at 
length Amnesty Bay enjoyed the prefer­
ence. At one time Massowah was popu­
lar, but on closer enquiry it presented 
manifold drawbacks. It is a mere coral 
rock, one mile and a half by three- 
quarters, elevated at the highest peints 
but four feet above the sea—one end oc­
cupied 1-y the population, the other a 

’■country without water, except that sav- 
red in tanks, so the inhabitants have to 
zeoek supplies on the main land It is 
probably the hottest spot on the globe. 
Pondicherry had an unenviable reputa­
tion in that respect, till the troops exper­
ienced the heat of Aden. An Indian 
officer compares one place to a hot bath, 
the second to a furnace : but he says noth­
ing but a place he never visited 6an equal 
Massowah. In May the thermometer in­
dicates 120 in the shade, and during J uly 
and August the temperature is much 
higher. The centre eastern seaboard 
seems a detestable locality—brackish 
waters, fevers and deserts are the char­
acteristics; while the interval between 
Amnesty Bay and the mountain range is 
only sixteen hours’ marching, so that 
the troops enter a region where water and 
grass can be procurai, and heat is mod­
erate almost on landing. The invadimr 
force will be abundantly supplied with 
food by a swarm Of transports, even if the 
country should prove denuded of anitpals 
and grain, though there is every proba­
bility that both will be found with a pro­
fusion of game. The climate must be an 
enjoyable one, if-the thermometer speaks 
truly and the accounts of the travellers are 
to be credited. Abyssinia is the Switxer- 
land of Africa. Situated in a lower lat­
itude, some of its mountains rise to an 
atitude of 15,000 feet, and cany snow ; 
but the general aspect is a succession of 
hills and valleys, both covered witliher- 
hago- There never was an invasion plan­
ned where the invaders knew so little

Mr. Melvin—If it is accepted by the 
Council there is no necessity tor that. 
The contract was made by the sanction of 
the Council, and the Council has the 
power to release any of the parties from 
the contract. If they asked for any 
change in regard to the price or the qual­
ity of the oil to be supplied, then the mat­
ter1 would require to come before the 
committee.

Mr. Sayers said lie had often differed 
from Dr. Herod, but he always found that 
he opposed hasty legislation, and was in 
favor of adhering to the rules, and he 
would support him in this matter.

Dr. Herod said if they granted the pe­
tition, and broke the contract to-night 
without asking any security for its fulfil­
ment they would be establishing a very 
bad precedent. He maintained that if 
any one around the Board objected to it 
the release would be illegal, and what put 
the matter in a worse light was that the oil 
was all paid for. If it was merely to lie 
paid for barrel by barrel aa delivered it 
would be a very different matter. It could 
make no difference,to Mr. Higinbotham 
whether the transfer was made now or a 
month hence, let it therefore be referred 
back to the Committee.

Mr. Massie said this discussion was un­
necessary and uncalled for. If one man 
turns over a contract to another, and givea 
security that it will be fulfilled, no out­
side party has a right to interfere. The 
thing was done every day in business. 
The delay asked for could not make tbe 
sliizhtest difference in the matter. They 
all admitted that Mr. Harvey was compe 
tent to fill the contract, and if they re­
quired any l>-*nd from him twenty differ­
ent men could soon be got to give it.

Mr. Peterson said Mr. Massie had hit 
the nail on the head. One of the contract­
ing parties desires to assume the whole 
responsibility, and if he is satisfactory, 
the Council is merely aaked to accede to 
the request of both. To refuse it^fould 
seem as if the Council wanted to make 
an invidious distinction l-utwven the two.

Mr. Chadwick said Mr. Harvey was 
quite satisfactory as far as the contract 
was concerned, but it had been entered 
into by both, and it would be a bad pre­
cedent to annul it, the more so without 
any reason being given.
