“CARIBOO JOE."

Death of an Old Catifeilfla and Cariboo
Pioneer.

Yesterday evening there died at St. 
Joseph’s Hospital, in this city, Mr. Joseph 
Matthews, well known along the Pacific 
Coast as “Cariboo Joe.” He was, it is sup 
posed, between fifty and sixty years of age, 
and in his early days, though not one of the 
original “Argonauts,” was prominent as a 
California gold seeker, and achieved con 
siderable success, not unfrequently “strik­
ing it rich,” but in the intervals contriving 
in one way or another to scatter consider 
able quantities of what he had found by Ins 
persistence and toil. About the year 1862 
he went to Cariboo, traversing the entire 
district as a prospector and miner, some­
times on “ grub stake” and at others “on his 
own hook. Among other places from 
which he got ont “his pile” was Williams' 
Creek, and there, as elsewhere, there 
no one more willing to assist an unfortunate 
“dowp on his luck, or a “tenderfoot” who

a native of Cornwall, England, and though at 
first inclined to be bluff with strangers 
when known, discovered to be hearty and 
whole-souled. His days of prospecting arc 
now over, and he has gone to in­
vestigate that undiscovered country 
from whose bourne no traveler ever 
returns.

BIG OPIUM SEIZURE.

One of the heaviest opium seizures ever 
made in Portland was made about 7 o’clock 
Tuesday evening by Custom House Inspec­
tors Burns aud Rosa. The catch consisted 
of 310 five-tael cans of manufactured drag, 
valuëd at abgut $1,800, and is wrapped up 
in palkagea of six cans each. The atfii who 
brought the drug to Portland was arrested 
and taken to the comity jail, where he gave 
the name of John Mays. On his person was 
found an elegant hammerless Smith A Wes­
son revolver and a letter written in Chinese. 
When he waa first taken into custody Mays 
stoutly denied having engaged in smuggling, 
but after talking to hia captors and learning 
they had a very strong case against him, he 
concluded to confess, which he did, and said 
the opium was purchased at Victoria sev­
eral days ago and brought to Portland by 
the Northern Pacific freight train, arriving 
Monday aftemom. When the train neared 
the city, a mile or so from the limits, these 
were thrown off by a trainman, who was 
one of the gang. A boat was waiting and 
the opium was taken from the place where 
it was dropped and rowed up to the North 
Portland dock, where it waa put in a buggy 
and driven up to the store where it was 
found.

morning. The weather was very frvorable 
for the trip.

kola nut, are able to do 60 miles a day 
under a tropical sun. A colonel of the 
French army in 1888 ascended with a 
lieutenant from Perpignan the Osrrigen 
Mountain (7,660 feet.) Both were on 
their feet for 12 hours, with an interval 
for rest and refreshment of only 26 min­
utes, without getting tired, after taking a 
quantity of kola powder -equivalent-to 16 
centigrammes (less than 2£ grains), of 
coffein. A number of officers also covered 
toe distance of 46 miles between Laval 
and Rennes in 16J hours. To be abb to 
stand the fatigue of the long march, they 
each partook of kola in varjpiis doses, cor- 
respondnig together to grains. In the 
Senegal'ountry recently some prisoners 
managed to eeeure a few of these nuts, 
with the result that they were enabled to 
null down the gaol, and so escaped. Dr.
Heckel recommends the use of the kola 
nut to the members of the French Alpine 
Club, as it counteracts the fvtigue and 
breathlessness attending climbing! He 
also intends urging the French military 
authorities te sanction it» introduction 
into the food of soldiers when on the 
march or in the field.

Mr. Jackson, too, expounded the 
Georgian doctrine at considerable leugth, 
and gave an example of what was meant 
by single tax.

DISQUALIFIED BY BEING ON 
TWO LISTS.

“Then ifc was placée! there by the 
Government un purpose,” was the re­
mark made by Mr. Charles Wilson, when 
his attention was called at the nomination, }' 
on Friday last, to the fact of his name 
appearing on the voters’ list for Cariboo, 
as well as on that for Victoria city. The 
remark certainly did not display any 
friendliness towards, or confidence in, the 
Government of which Mr. Wilson an­
nounces himself an independent sup­
porter.

That Mr. Wilson’s name appears upon 
two lists is a fact which any one may 
satisfy himself of, by perusing the respec­
tive rolls of voters for Cariboo and Vic­
toria, and that the fact of his name being 
on two lists disqualifies Mr. Wilson from 
voting, and hence from being a candidate, 
is patent to any one who chooses to read 
the law.

Section 30 of the Consti‘ufcion Act pro- 
vides that no person shall be capable' oî 
being elected a member of the Legislature 
who shall not be duly entered on the reg­
ister of electors for some electoral District 
of the Province. Now to become duly 
entered on a register of voters one must* 
have sent in his claim to vote at least two 
months before the election (Pro. Voters’ 
Aofc, Section S), and, by section 10 of the 
same Act, no person whose name is on 
the Register of Voters for an Electoral Dis­
trict shill send in his claim to vote, in any 
other Electoral District, until he shall 
have caused his name to be removed frbm 
such register. Mr. Wilson’mame was on 
the register of Cariboo at the time he sent 
in his claim to vote in Victoria; such 
being the case he is not dunentered on 
the Victoria list, and he cannot be said to 
be duly entered on the Cariboo list be­
cause he has permitted his name to re­
main on the Victoria list.

In other words, by being entered on 
two lists, Mr. Wilson is not duly regis­
tered on any, and not being duly regis­
tered on any voters’list he is not qualified 
to be a candidate.

ESCAPED FROM SIBERIA.

An Exile’s Story of Hardship and Suffering 
How He Escaped After Eleven Years.

^ Ottawa, June 3.—Felix Brant, a Sibe­
rian exile who escaped to Canada, is being 
made a lion of throughout the Dominion. 
He says his first arrest resulted from a 
letter sent to fte-student who had been

hearing. They had no jury.

^Securing a three mouths' passport to go 
anywhere in Siberia, save to places fr.im 
which ho had been expelled, he started 
on his journey. He reached a Siberian 
port on the Pacific, found an English 
steamer, and asked the captain to take 
him to Japan without a passport. The 
captain hesitated, and Brant told him,his 
whole story, whereupon the captain 
promised to take him. Altogether Brant 
spent seven years in solitary confinement, 
and his exile in Siberia lasted fer eleven 
years.

This is how Henry George justifies the 
state in taking from those who have in­
vested their earnings in land, their pro­
perty,^without paying fof ifc one single 
cent. The reader can see that confiscat­
ing the root of land is precisely the same 
as confiscating the land itself. What 
would be the difference between taking 
from a man his money and tak­
ing from him alL that it could 
possibly bring him in by way of inter­
est ? If a man is made fco pay to the 
Government every year m the shape of a 
tax, the interest on the market 
value of his lands, why should
he be called its owner ? 
ity of this is seen and commented upon 
by Henry George. X

Henry George’s theory is therefore 
nothing more nor less than a scheme of 
wholesale robbery. To take from men 
their land without giving them a cent by 
way of compensation, is what Mr. Beaven 
calls “ a reform,” and to stigmatize the 
ownership of land as “ robbery,” is what 
he denominates “ truth.”

BISHOP D’HERBOMEZ DEAD.
The Vicar Apostolic of British Columbia Pas- 

sed Away After a Long Illness—Prepara­
tions for the Funeral.

At nine o’clock on Tuesday evening, at 

the episcopal residency, New Westminster, 
Bishop D’Herbomez, Vicar-Apostolic of 
British Columbia, was relieved by death 
from his long sufferings. For the past 
twelve n.onths the late bishop has been a 
helpless invalid, and for a long time no hopes 
have been entertained of his recovery. His 
illness aroâe from dropsy complicated by 
rheumatism, which, .while it rendered him1 
physically incapable even to turn in his bed, 
and caused him almost unremitting pain, it 
left his mind clear aud vigorous to toe last. 
For some days past it has been apparent 
that the end was approaching, and Tuesday 
morning the aged prelate while--in great 
agony said to those about^him that it could 
last only a little longer. A minute or two 
before nine o’clock, the attendant at his 
bedside observed the change that was .com­
ing and hurried to summon Father Fagard. 
Before he returned the bishop had expired. 
His intense and long continued suffering 
was borne nnmnrmuringly, and that kindli­
ness of manner that was so strong a feature* 
in hie character was predominant through

funeral will take place. Bishop Lemmens, 
of Victoria, and Bishop Lootens, have been

Frequently the rivers are too muddy for 
them, and they can only be caught at cer­
tain timçs and when there are freshets.

The trout of British Columbia are of 
two kinds^he ordinary common (salmo 
purpuratiis) having, black spots, and the 
steel head (salmo Gairdneri)^ The ordin­
ary trout occasionally attains the weight 
of ten pounds, but three or four pounds 
may be considered the weight of a good 
fish. The steel head attains from 25 to 
30 pounds. Both species are plentiful m 
all the rivers, some specimens of common 
being found in the lakes, which are never 
frequented by the steel head. Both fish 
afford lively sport for anglers, all through 
the summer months.

In this province there are two varieties 
of char, the Sàlvélinus malma and the 
Salvelinus Namaycush. The former 
have red spots and the latter are brown 
with yellow stripes. It is not often 
that cither of these fish, are caught with 
the fly, the last named variety having a 
fancy for the spoon bait, tho 
a piece of bacon; but it is scarcely what 
may be described as a game fish. They* 
can be caught all summer, and also 
through the ice in winter' The Salvelinus 
malma seldom reaches over five or s<x 
pounds^ while the other is not known to 
attain over ten pounds, although in 
Eastern Canada it has peen taken at as 
high as 120 pounds.

The grayling is seldom seen in British 
Columbia, it being only found, se far as 
known, in the Cassiar district. On the 
other side of the Rockies, no1 ably in the 
tiibutories of tho Peace River and streams 
having their ou let in the Arctic Ocean 
it is comparatively common. Although 
its average weight is from a half to three 
quarters of a pound, it sometimes reaches 
from three to four pounds. It takes the 
fly well, and is full of fight. It is in the 
best condition in winter.

The
young men, the bread-winpers, were 
forced to become soldiers. To estompe the 
intolerable load of taxation and the 
equally*intolerable military service, Ital­
ians left their country in thousands. They 
emigrated to the United States and to 
South America, and the country is still 
being draimyl of its life’s blood. The
Government, it is said, is the nexf thing 
to bankrupt, and times are so hard that 
great numbers of the people cannot find 
employment. It,is evident that the Ital­
ian Government must do something more 
effective than to drive a few newspaper 
correspondais oat of the country because 
their representations of the real state of 
the nation’s finances were only too true. 
It will, if it desires to escape ruin, have 
to go slow. It must cut down its expen­
diture and begin to live .within its means. 
This is the only cure foÀ the evils from 
which the country is now suffering. Its 
Government wjll have to reverse the 
policy which it 
pursued. The work of retrenchment is a 
very unpleasant one for a proud man or a 
proud nation to begin, but, if it is not 
commenced in time voluntarily, it wilT h$ 
forced upon the spendthrift, and then it 
is infinitely more humiliating and greatly 
less beneficial. But Italy has great re­
cuperative powers, and, if its Government 
acts wisely and discreetly, it will, before 
very long, be again in a flourishing 
condition.
