T)lTTSBURG. Nov. 1*.—The reign 
i y of lawlessness In this vicinity 

continues ana hundreds of police­
men and detectives apparently are still 
unable to stop the depredations which 
are hourly reported.

A negro entered the home of Mrs. 
Mary Kelly in the Herron Hill district 
early tonight while the woman was 
alone. He locked the door and leis­
urely ransacked the house, fllllijg a 
basket with bric-a-brac and taking a 
considerable sum of money. He threat­
ened Mrs. Kelly with degtb it she 
made an outcry or attempted to follow 
him, and then disappeared. The ter­
rified woman later notified the police.

Mrs. Nigus was relieved of her purse, 
containing $20, at Fifth avenue arid 
Smlthfleld streets, the most prominent 
corner in the city.

A Picturesque Gathering 
The Hindus, while picturesque with 

their many-colored turbans, and strange 
garb, scarlet tunics of Sikh line regi­
ments, braid-bedecked cavalry tunics, 
and wrinkled khaki, presented a pitiable 
appearance. Their thin loose-fitting gar­
ments, , and native footwear, while 
adhpted to the time of the moonsons 
in thé Punjaub, was not suited to the 
rainy weather of yesterday. The Hin­
dus, huddling with brown blankets 
wound about their heads and shoulders, 
shivered with the cold and wet They 
are not robust, taking the average, and, 
their slender bodies and thin limbs—the 
latter mostly bound like bandaged pipe- 
stems, in puttees—added to the miser­
ableness of the appearance of the men. 
They mostly wore turbans, gaudy folds 
of red, blue, green, yellow, mauve asd, 
other hues; and some wore fezzes like 
those of Turks. ,

The men, tall bearded fellows, are 
like children in the hands of those in 
authority. A watchman with a stick 
drives dozens of them, withour a _mur­
mur, and they obey every order with a 
military obedience. It is ever the same, 
a salute with military precision and a 
respectful: “Salaam Sahib.”

Those refused landing, especially the. 
old men, standing shivering in the rain, 
which drenched their scant loose-fitting 
garments, their emaciated bodies shak­
ing as though they were men with ague, 
seemed most pitiable.

In 
the first place its harbor is the best of 
the many finely sheltered bays that are 
to be found along the coast in that 
vicinity. It is capable, he affirms, of 
accommodating the biggest vessels with­
out inconvenience. The country - which 
has been surveyed for the townsite is 
comparatively level and when cleared, 
buildings constructed, and railway de­
pots, with trains arriving and. departing 
each day, completed, should become the 
Ideal city of the West, which the di- 
rectors of the Grand Trunk Pacific have 
in their mind’s eye. Moreover, Mr. Col- 
linson asserts that the climate is first- 
class, rivalling that enjoyed in this fav­
ored portion of Vancouver Island. “Up 
on Portland canal,” Mr. OollinSon re­
marked, “wè have a cold winter. There 
was snow on the ground when I left 
But not so at Prince Rupert. For some 
inexplicable reason the temperature is 
more equitable there. When we have 
cold, weather with snow at Prince Rupert 
there is rain. Taking it all the year 
round the climate experienced at the 
new townsite is ideal, especially when 
it is remembered how far north it is 
located. The summer there is really love­
ly. From May -until September, fine, 
warm, sunshiny weather prevails with, 
of course, an occasional shower—much 
the same. I should say, as you have In 
Victoria.”

Much Work in Progress 
Mr. Coilinson reports that there has 

been considerable preliminary .work done 
at prince Rupert this summer. Of course 
he said, the townsite had been thorough­
ly surveyed. But that was not all. A 
water supply had been located which 
would serve a population as large as the 
city was ever likely to boast of with­
out difficulty. Several small buildings 
had been constructed also but there had 
not been much progress in that line. 
While coming south the steamer upon 
which he was a passenger had passed 
a vessel Which it was understood had 
many thousands of feet of lumber for 

in the building of a number of 
large structures. One of these Is the 
new hotel for which plans were designed 
by Architect Rattenbury of this city. 
Apart from this work, and the build­
ing of a mill for the cutting and shap­
ing of ties, Mr. Coilinson does not think 
there will be much done during the win­
ter months. The mill mentioned, be says, 
will be on a comparatively small scale 
its use apparently being confined to the 
making of ties. These, doubtless, would 
be utilized in the construction of the 
roadbed of the railway from the coast, 
along the selected line, fo connect with 
that being built from the east.

They have taken hold 
of the proposition in a business-like 
way, having installed a large plant, con­
structed an aerial tramway," purchased 
a tug with a number of barges for 
transportation purposes, and secured a 
controlling interest in a smelter situated 
near Hedley.

property of the government All archi­
tects desiring to compete will be furnish­
ed with a map drawn to scale showing 
the area to be built upon. It extends 
from St. John’s Anglican church and 
takes in all the bondings on the west 
side of Sussex street and the east side 
of Mackenzie avenue facing Majors 
Hill park, fieyond the government print­
ing bureau and basilicated as far as, the 
royal mint building. McKenzie avenue 
will be closed absolutely, but tile front 
of the new buildings facing Majors Hill 
park, being approximately on a line with 
the park fence, it will be optional with 
the competing architects to prepare 
plans for either one or two buildings.

REFUSES IU ANSWER

Ambassador to Washington Dis­
plays Contempt for Immi­

gration Officers

"XT BW YORK, Nov. 15.—Whether 
IXI or not the ambassador df a 

■ friendly nation on arriving at 
New York to take up his duties in Wash­
ington, must be compelled to inform the 
immigration inspectors whether he has, 
^ver been in a prison or almshouse, or 
supported by charity, or whether he is a 
polygamist or an anarchist, may have to 
be deeded by the state department at 
Washington as the result of the refusal 
of Joakquin Nebuco, Brazillian ambas­
sador, ' to answer the questions when he 
arrived here today from Liverpool. The 
immigration law requires that all arriv­
ing at the port shall answer these and 
other questions.

Concerning the incident, Mr. Nabueo 
said: “I answered every question which 
I believed would add to the statistical 
government information, but when it 
comes to asking questions regarding my 
beliefs and opinions, it is'different. 1 
am not * visitor to this country, in the 
implied sense of the word. I am here 
as a representative of another power, 
and as such I am to a certain extent the 
guest of this nation. This is the ground 
I take, and for this reason alone I re­
fused to answer certain questions.”

Washington, D. C., Nov. 15.—Upon 
being unofficially informed of the cir­
cumstances attending the landing in New 
York of the Brazilian ambassador Na- 
buco, brought about by his refusal to 
answer certain questions, United States 
Secretary of State Root promptly com­
municated with the department of com­
merce and labor and requested that the 
necessary instructions be telegraphed to 
the collector at New York immediately 
to extend the courtesies of the port to 
the ambassador and his secretary.

WHALING IN SHETLAND.
[i A visitor who has spent the last two 

summers in Shetland describes in The 
Scotsman the Norwegian whale fishing 
industry carried on, in that British. isl­
and. He writes: “Every part of the 
whale is made use of.

wttl remember the excitement 
occasioned in April, -1868, when the oldest 
steamer built on the Pacific coast, the Rus­
sian gunboat Polltkofsy^ben transformed 
Into a merchant dkaftr arrived here, and 
the news of the wreck fit the old Sitka- 
built craft at St. Mlchaél wUl be of inter­
est. The Polltkofeky, Jbr as she was more 
familiarly called, they "Polly,? Is breaking

4be Russians at Sitka, the old-time Alaskan 
capital, she was first used as a gunboat, 
end two of her old canno are now on 
'Puget Sound. One Is on the tug Favorite; 
the other at the campus of the University 
of Washington at Seattle. At the tim e of 
the transfer of Alaska in 1867, 'the PoHy 
was sold to the United States, and after- 
„wnrd was sold to Captain William Kohl by 
the government, and was taken to San 
Francisco. It was there that her copper 
boilers were removed and sold. The boiler® 
alone brought more than was pâid for the 
vessel. There are the only copper boilers 
which were taken from a vessel on the 
Pacific coast. She was fitted with expen­
sive steel compound engines, manufactured 
in Baltimore, and sent to Sitka around the 
Horn expressly for a Russian fur trading 
vessel, which was wrecked a few years 
before the Polly was built.

In announcing the arrival of the boat 
from Sitka after the purchase, the Victoria 
Colonist, dated April 22, 1868, said:

'Sitka may wefi be proud of her marine 
arcMteoture. The steamer Politkofsky Is 
one of the most magnificent specimens of 
home-made marine architecture we have 
yet beheld. She look® as If she had been 
thrown together after dark by an Indian 
ship crapenter, with stone tools. . . .
We hear she Is to be rebuilt ; she needs 
It: To be appreciated she must be seen."

' A full carload of British Columbia 
fruit, in charge of R. M. 'Palmer, of 
tne department of agriculture, left the 
West some weeks ago en rdhte to the 
Old Country and should now have 
reached its destination. It included many 
varieties, in fact there were some speci­
mens of everything that flourishes upon 
the fertile -soil and the salubrious cli­
mate of the >western slope of British 
Columbia. - -,

This will be the third time that a 
display of the kind has been made by 
the provincial government at the Royal 
Horticultural association’s show in Lon­
don. On the previous occasions thé re­
sult was the securing of the gold medal 
for the best exhibit of the kind. This 
year the, exhibition is being made on a 
more extensive scale than ever before.
The British Columbia fruit will be 
shown mot only ,at the central fair men­
tioned, but at minor exhibitions at the 
places and dates appended : Norwich,
Nov. 22nd, 23rd and 24th; Edinburgh,
Nov. 15th, 10th and lîth; Aberdeen,
Nov. 24th and 25th; Islington, 10th and 
14th of December; Plymouth, 14th and 
15th of December. ' It should be 
plained that' the frnit forwarded will be 
divided in order to be placed at the dif­
ferent points enumerated.

Mr. and Mrs. John Dougall Renewing
Old Acquaintances in New Orleans.

teen years from New Orleans. John 
Dougall, a retired foundryman of Vic­
toria, British Columbia, who came to 
this city at the age of ten, served his ap­
prenticeship in the old Shakespeare foun­
dry and left> 1859 for British Columbia 
to seek his fortune, is back in-the city 
with his aged wife, formerly Rose Anna 
Graham of New Orleans. Their purpose 
in this visit is to spend their golden wed­
ding anniversary in this city Feb. 19, 
19OT, and they are at the St. Charles 
hotel with the intention of remaining 
here during the coming winter. Mr- 
Dougall is a brother of Capt George H. 
Dougall, also a retired foundryman and 
realty owner, who has resided at hh 
Clio street thirty years, and this is the 
second visit which his Canadian brother 
has paid him in forty-odd years.

“Both men have amassed competen­
cies, Mr. Dougall from Victoria being 
quite a wealthy man.

He was an enthusiast 
upon the educational question, upon the 
advancement of the Canadian West in 
respect to the learning’of its youth, btit 
he did not believe that it would be poli­
tic to move for a college in the imme­
diate future. The present arrangement 
would fill the requirements for a time. 
Indeed, the college that had been placed 
at Vancouver was one that should be 
appreciated by students throughout 
British Columbia. But the organization 
with which he was connected was work­
ing towards the final goal; and, when 
the time arrived, they would be the 
first to move towards the realization of 
the* ambition of all interested in higher 
education—the éstablishment of a Brit­
ish Columbia ûniversity upon a stand­
ard1 rendering it capable "of competing 
with those of the eastern provinces.

Question of Site Premature
“Where do yon - think the site of the 

proposed university should be, in Vic­
toria?” queried the reporter. But Mr. 
Flumerfelt would not give a direct reply. 
He did dot wish to make any statement 
along the line of such a query. The mat­
ter of a location for a university was one 
which could be dealt with when the nec­
essity arose. Undoubtedly, however, he 
was in favor of the government setting 
aside a block of land “for the purpose 
of endowing such an institution.”

Story Is That Destroyer Met Silka and 
Kolima Off Copper lelande and 

Sent Rueeiane to Bottom

First Battleship Launched From Jap­
anese Dock to" Be Floated 

Thursday at Yokohama

Elections No Surprise—More

R. M. 8. Empress of China, which 
reached port on Monday afternoon 
broil gin news from Japan that excite­
ment was prevailing at Vladivostok two 
days prior to the sailing of the liner 
from Yokohama because of the report 
current there that the Russian concerted 
cruisers Silka and Kolima, sent to act as 
patrol boats at the Copper Island seal­
ing grounds, had been sunk by a Japan­
ese destroyer in the neighborhood of Cop­
per Islands. Japanese vernacular news­
papers publish despatches from Vladi­
vostok telling of excitement occasioned 
at the Russian port In consequence of 
the report. The majority discredit the 
report, and the Japan Mail says; “There 
is no Japanese destroyer at the seal isl­
ands, nor has there been for many 
months. If a catastrophe has occurred 
it has probably been caused by collision 
with some of the mines which seem to 
be still floating about in those northern 
waters, inflicting injury chiefly after the 
occasion for it has ceased."

The Silka and Kolima are two of 
three Russian converted cruisers of high 
speed, sent to patrol the Copper Island 
sealing grounds this spring in conse­
quence of organized raids made last 
summer at these seal Ulands by the 
Japanese sealers from ports of KokkaU 
do, principally Hakodate. Last year 
six sealing schooners proceeded from 
Japan with the crews well equipped 
with rifles and small, quick-firing field 
guns. Landing with the field piece, a 
part of the organized crews of the Jap­
anese sealers attacked the Russian 
guard maintained on the seal rockery, 
and a veritable guerilla war resulted, in 
whjch 21 Japanese, Including the mas­
ter of one of the schooners, were killed.
A number of Russians were also killed 
by the raiders. Eight thousand dead 
seals were left on the beach when the 
raiders were ultimately driven from the 
rookery by the guard; which fought more 
strenuously than the invaders expected. 
Organized raids were also made during 
the previous season, when a number of 
Japanese and Russians were also killed.
It was because of these raids that the 
Russian government sent the Silka and 
Kolima, with another vessel, to guard 
the rookeries of Copper Islands, and the 
majority of the Japanese sealing schoon­
ers, in consequence, went to Behring sea 
this season, instead of hunting near Cop­
per Islands. Notwithstanding the pres­
ence of the Silka, Kolima and her mate, 
however, some of the Japanese vessels 
again essayed raids, with the result that 
during this season no less than five Jap­
anese sealing schooners were seized at 
the Copper Islands, and taken to Fetto- 
pavlovski where the crews' were impris­
oned and the schooners1 confiscated.

One of the passengers of the Empress 
of China, a Yokohama merchant, who 
declined to permit his name to be used, 
in an interview with a Colonist reporter 
yesterday, said Baron Bruggen of the 
Kamchatka Development company, 
which has a lease of the seal rookeries 
on Copper and Behring Islands from the 
Russian government, similar to the lease

Japanese correspondents are 
unanimous in stating that, while the 
operations showed distinct signs ot 
progress, the Chinese troops are not 
yet qualified to range themselves 
against Occidental soldiers.

However, 
some eastern insurance companies had 
come to the rescue agreeing tolèrid $1,- 
000;000 to British Columbia, providing 
the general taxation was increased and 
the expenditure curtailed in order that 
all liabilities might be met.

Had e Hard Fight
He had had to fight, and fight hard 

indeed, before his brother premiers canid 
be persuaded to realize the grarity of the 
situation in the West. After the meet­
ing had lasted a week the stage had 
been reached where an offer of $100,000 
for ten years was made in full settle­
ment of his claims.

If‘he 
had remained, it might have been fairly 
said that he had been willing to' consent 
to the verdict. Of a majority vote. The 
only way in his mind to maintain the 
points gained and, at the same time, to 
take a firm stand for the rights of the 
province was to refuse to take any fur­
ther part to the- proceedings. Shortly 
after Hon. Mr. Fielding had approached 
him and offered $40,000 for the next ten 
years and $30,000 in perpetuity. As all 
present knew perfectly well the latter 
amount would not serve to build a 
“rabbit’s trail” in British Columbia. 

He had been 
asked to submit an alternative proposi­

tion,—He had done so, basing his calcu­
lations upon authoritative figures.

We were weady for the start by four 
o’clock. In this northern latitude the, 
sun is almost sleepless, for one dan see 
to read perfectly in July at 9 o clock 
at night, and equally well at 3 in the 
morning. We presented an unique ap­
pearance, as we stalked forth in Indian 
tile, togged out in our1 climbing clothes. 
As wo planned to be gone at feast two 
nights, it was necessary to carry food 
and blankets with us. The girls carried 
well packed “ruck tracks,” N^liile the men 
carried the heavier packs. liA man can 
carry 60 to 85 pounds in the way packs 
are put up in that country, v 

We had ascended probably 
when we turned for the fir 
magnificent view of the Columbia, as 
it appeared to us in the first glint of 
the morning sunshine. Even at that 
distance we could distinguish 
current and the greenish, though rather 
murky, color, caused by the great vol­
ume of water which was constantly be­
ing poured into it from the glacial 
streams, swift and swollen from the 
warm days and the melting of the snows. 
To the south, the snowy, glacial summits 
of Mount Begbee rose, 12,060 feet high, 
in the distance. ,, •

Search for Water.
Onr course was determined by some 

of the peaks nearby and the trail was 
one of our own marking, over falling 
logs and rocks, and through the dense 
undergrowth of young spruce. By 
we had reached an devonian of 4400 
feet, according to our barometer, and 

afterwards rested fqr lunch.
We were now getting a veritable May 

breeze, fresh and cool from the snows 
above, and the flowers, which had been 
in seed below, were nowfound in bloom. 
We had found below, as everywhere^ 
that latitude and elevation, probably 
1500 feet, quantities of ripe blueberries; 
but here we found them only tiny green 
fruit, and a little further on we found 
only blossomy.

When we reached an elevation of 4 W0 
feet, our view was still a more wonder­
ful panorama of mountains, glaciers, 
forest and river. We came again and 
again to streams beds, but witli no im­
mediate prospect of water. We had 
been probably six hours without water, 
and the situation was becoming rather 
alarming. We knew we would have to 
camp soon, and a camp site without 
water is almost an impossibility, since 
the greater part of our provisions 
sisted of uncooked “filler,” and for this 
water is an essentiak 

*At last two of the men started off in 
search of water, and the girls sat to 
wait, to hope, to forget our thirst and to 
fight the swarms of mosquitoes. When 
the men returned they told us that they 
had found a little stream about a mile 
away, on the other side of the cliff. 
There we found a wonderful canyon, 
bordered oil both sides by balsam cov­
ered mountains, and covered with huge 
boulders through which at one time 
doubtless had rushed a foaming mouùT 
tain torrent.

Iu the Vicinity of this place we de­
cided to camp for the night. Here, when 
darkness féll, we piled up beds of bal­
sam brush, rolled ourselves in blankets 
and tped to, sleep. -Some succeeded,

fox that came upon an investigating tour 
and loitered very near our heads,

A good lire and a warm breakfast the 
next morning made life attractive again. 
Onr morning was spent iu collecting and 
laying plants, and in the afternoon we 
started for home, this time, however, 
following the direction of the tiny 
stream through the balsams.

Before we left, we discovered - three 
great caves, and determined to name 
our camp the "Camp of the Caves,” and 
the canyon the “Canyon of the Caves.” 
We had been told at Reveistoke that the 
mountain had never been explored, so 
we feel Jhat we were doing no one an 
injustice to apply onr own names to 
these discoveries.

Our route home lay through the most 
beautiful forest, through very little burn­
ed timber and ever along our little moun­
tain stream, which kept increasing iu 
size with the descent.

That night we camped within sight 
and sound of a charming waterfall and 
among trees hung with masses of the# 
graybeard -moss. Our. dinner consisted 
Of commeal and dried beef, cooked to­
gether; a few crackers and some tea. 
Here I hgd my first experience in cook­
ing over a campfire, which was built on 
a little triangular point which jutted out 
into the fern lined stream. For our beds 
we hud the soft, yielding moss and pil­
low of balsam.

The next day we had a beautiful trip, 
the wonderful forest ever continuing, un­
til about an hour’s journey from the 
camp, when we came abruptly to the 
burned timber, with only a small grAwth 
of cottonwood and spruce. Here our 
descent was 1000 feet to the mile, and 
we lost our footing again and again, 
to plunge waist deep .between fallen 
logs in the midst of the young growth. 
The three small tents of camp 
ones left behind were indeed 
for tired eyes that night.

We found those who had- stayed in 
camp had not been without their share 
of excitement, but had taken turns in 
watching for two nights a very danger­
ous forest fire that threatened, but, for­
tunately for ns, had not reached our 
camp.

Information to Guide Importers 
and Growers of Fruit 

and Trees

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The following official communication 
from Thomas' Cunningham provincial 
fruit inspector, contains references to 
many matters of vital interest to fruit 
growers, consumers and importera in 
this locality, and is given publicity in the 
Interest» of all these classes:

Vancouver, B. C., Nov. 5, 1906. 
Fred Adie, Esq., Quarantine Officer, 

Waneta, B. C.
Dear Mr. Adie—I should have written 

to you on receipt of your telegram of 
the 1st instant only that I was desirous 
of receiving further particulars of the 
two cars of condemned apples. These 
are supplied by your letter of the 2nd, 
which has just reached me.

I am pleased that you turned down 
the. two cars of infected apples; one 
shipped to Grànd Forks met- a similar 
fate. Our Rossland inspector has not 
yet reported on thé car to which you re- 

I am writing today , for full par­
ticulars.

We are receiving very loyal support 
from tlie press, as will be seen by the 
two papers which I am sending under 
separate cover. ’ - >

We bâte beeh'ctfnjeiniring largq'fiuan- 
tities of locally grown fruit; in point of 
fact, we permit no diseased, inferior 
fruit tçi be placed on the market at all. 
We find tlie public so well pleased at 
the improved character of the fruit in 
consequence of this strict inspection that 
we are constantly urged to keep up the 
good work.

Another good thing is accomplished by 
this strict inspection. Owners of or­
chards are being compelled to clean 
them. When we cut off the revenue 
from the orchard, the owners must 
either clean or cut down the trees.

If this thorough work has been some­
what neglected In the past, it was be­
cause we had not a sufficient supply of 
dean, home-grown fruit. Now that there 
is a great abundance of fruit of the very 
highest character, we begin a campaign 
or orchard cleaning.

Referring again ta the shipment 
through British Columbia to the North­
west provinces of condemned fruit, 
this must never be permitted under 
any circumstances. We must never be 
parties to the infliction on our neigh­
bors of American fruit which is not fit to 
be sold in our own markets. We do not 
permit our own people to export diseased 
fruit; then why should we concede a 
privilege to the foreign, slovenly fruit 
glower which we deny to our own peo­
ple? We pay American growers cièaù 
money, and have ft right to demand that 
they send ns dean fruit.

Regarding the scarcity of fruit in Nel­
son to which you refer, I have just wired 

facts to some large shlppers-in Okan­
agan, where there is abundance of very 
superior apples and pears. Tlie impres­
sion prevails - all over the province that 
Kootenay fruit growers have sufficient 
fruit to supply the " local markets; the 
statements published in the press from 
time to time would lead most people te 
infer .that Kootenay is self-supporting 
as far as the fruit market is concerned. 
However, I think my telegrams will re­
sult in supplies being forthcoming im­
mediately. Twice I have been on my 
way to visit you, but urgent business 
here and in "Victoria brought me back. 
However, I hope to see you soon.

We have had the largest fall ship­
ments in our history; two more cars are 
due today. Some of the stock is strictly 
first class, biit unfortunately the Eastern 
trees are not turning out well; they

In reality the schooner Mystery, of 
Captain Johnny Kernan1; the Arotlo 
was the Baltic, Captain 'Pyne, now an 
old man resident at Hakodate; and 
the Stralsund was simply a creation of 
the poet—for in the real episode, as 
distinct from the poetic account, there 
were but two vessels engaged. Both 
vessels are now lost, the Mystery going 
down off Paramushir, the most north­
erly of the Kuriles, and the Arctic was 
lost a few year sago, with her Japanese 
crew, off Shankotan, the southernmost 
of the Kuriles.

Johnny Kernan and Pyne made an 
arrangement when at Yokohama to go 
to Robben Bank and Jonas Island 
rookeries, In the Okhotsch Sea, and 
agreed to share the looted sealskins on 
an equal basis. At Jonas Island the 
hunters went ashore and killed a num­
ber of seals, the pelts being taken off 
to the schooners after being divided 
on the beach. Kernan and Pyne had 
a quarrel, however, regarding the divi­
sion, the former claiming his fellow- 
raider had not made a fair division of 
the loot.

Pyne and those "with him had taken- 
the Mystery for a Russian vessel, and, 
fearing to “work in the mines of mer­
cury to loose the teeth In the jaw,” 
they had fled, leaving the 1500 seals 
killed by them for Kernan. The Arctic 
did not pome back, nor was there any 
fight, as the poet tells the story. That 
part of the tale is, as Kernan used to 
say, "the poet’s licence." It was not 
until the Arctic’s crowd returned to 
Yokohama and the Mystery came in 
later with the stolen skins that the 
sealers of Bloodtown in Yokohama 
heard of the deception.

The Arctic was sold to Japanese and 
known as the Ben ten Maru. In 1894 
she went to Robben Bank and her 
sealers took 170» skin* on the rookery, 
from which the guards were temporar­
ily absent. Another Japanese schooner 
appeared in- the fog, as did the Mys­
tery some years before, and the Benten 
Maru ran again. This time, when the 
other Japanese vessel returned to Yo­
kohama, the owners of the Benten 
Maru entered a lawsuit to endeavor to
