A FIRE OF FURNITURE.

ROBT. HAY & C0.’S STOREHOUSE ON
THE ESPLANADE CUONSUMED.
st SR
Conger‘s Coal Docks Also in Flames—A Fierce
and Destructive Blaze Last Night—Heavy

Losses and Small Insurances.

A fierce and destructive fire occurred on
the Esplanade last night. It destroyed
Robert Hay & Co.’s immense furniture
store-house and half a million feet of luf-
ber, and laid waste P. D. Conger’s coal
dock and consumed four horses. The losses
foot up to about $100,000. The insurances
only cover one third of this amount,

THE FIRE BROKE OUT
about 10.40 in the stables on Conger’s coal
dock, foot of Lorne street. A west wind
was blowing and the flames soon spread to
the coal sheds, and then eastward to the
large frame . storehouse of Hay & Co., im-
mediately adjoining The area of the fire
was bounded on the west by the Lorne
street slip, on the north by the Esplanade,

on the east by Love & Brown’s stone yard
and on the south by the bay. This space
forms a large rectangle with a frontage of
400 feet on the Esplanade and running back
to the bay 200 feet. :

b PROGRESS OF THE FIRE. ;

The fire began near thear northwest
corner of the rectangle and travelled east
and south lapping up the coal shed, the
stables, carts, etc., and then settling in the
coal heaps. A switch-house, right along-
side the stables, was also consumed. The
front of Hay & Co.’s lot is occupied by a
three-storey store house, which also runs
down the east side of their lot,
being in the shape of a little I
The main building has a frontage of 1,0
feet on the Esplanade and the wing is at
least 70 feet deep. The vacant space or
yard which the two sides of this building
enclosed was filled with Ilumber to the
water's edge. The flames from Couger's
tirst attacked the west end of Hay & Co.'s
storehouse and owing to the strong wini
spread rapidly along the building and among
the lumber piles.

1HE FIREMEN,

There was some delay in sounding the
alarm. P, ¢, Peckham on duty at the
union station ran to,the foot of Bay street
where there is 2 new box which would not
unlock to his key. He called a watchman
and his key too was useless, In the mean-
time Russell the private night watchman
of Hay & Co. had, seen the fire and sounded
the private box in the factory on the north
side of the KEsplanade. "All the fire-
men in the city responded and soon four-
teen streams were playing on the flames.
But wind and flames were more than mas-
ters of the water and- it was soon evident
that the building and lumber were doom-
ed. The firemen acted bravely.

TO CONFINE THE FLAMES
to the area described was now the great
object of the brigade. The immense fac-
tory of Hay & Co. across the track and
immediately in front of the flames, was in
imminent danger, but a large force was on
the watch for sparks, Luc?’:ily the sparics
wete blown east or south, To the east of
the stone yard was the large lumber yard of
G. B. Smith & C»., and the several streams
of water were kept constantly playing on i't.
THE BURNING LUMBER
in Hay & Co’s yard was made up mostly of
elm,walnut and maple, and owing to its be:-
being piled with interstices to allow of seas;-
oning, and the strong wind, it formed a
great blaze and an intense heat. An ali-
tempt was made to throw some of it on the
bay, but only a very small portion wasso
treated. The contents of the storehouse
were not touched with a view to saving
them,
THE LOSS

could not be accurately learned. Hay &
Co. will loose at least $60,000. They are
insured in fourteen companies' for about
one-third, the companies being the Com-
mercial Union, Hand in ITand, Queen City,
Royal, British- Americar, North British,
}I;ondon Assurance, Western, Imperial, Que-
ec.

Mr. Conger did not arrive at the fire
till some time after it started. He said
there were four horses in the stable,
and between 3000 and 4000 tons of coal
on the dock. He has an insurance of $9,-
000 or $10,000 on his property and this
will probably more than meet all loss, as
the big heap of hard coal was not ignitéd.
The soft coal burned here and
there but in “no great quantities.

THE ORIGIN,

Nothing definite could be learned as to
the cause of the fire. It is generally ad-
mitted that it started in Conger’s stables,
but no one could tell the why or wherefore.
The Grand Trunk switchman right at hand
knew nothing about i, neither did Hay &
Co.’s night-watchmen, nor in fact any per-
son,who was around when the flames broke
out,.

THE FIRM OF R. HAY & co.
is made up of R. Hay, M. P., Charles

Rogers, and George Craig, with a capital of
$480,000. All these ' gentlemen were soon
on the scene, and were very active in their
endeavors to save their property, or rather
1o keep the fire within bounds. Mr. Hay
was rather displeased because the firemen
would not play on the lumber, which he
caid was worth the building ten times.
Their large force of workmen rushed to
the scene from all parts of the city.
AT TUREE O'CLOCK THIS MORNING
the fire was still burning,  The] storehouse
was completely destroyed and the piles of
lumber and coal were blazing away,
though the firemen were hard  at
work. However; they were now
masters of  the situation. The
carcases of the horses could be seen amid
the debris and the smell of the charred
flesh was easily noted by the mnostrils. If
will be some time before the eoal can be
got out.
NOTES AND .INCIDENTS,

The police were there in large numbers
and kept the Esplanade cleai, The chief
was present.

The G..T.R. express from the ‘east was
unable to go into the Union station, and
the G. W.R. trains were simitarly checked.

The storeroom of Hay & Co. was filied
with furniture ready for packing...”

The fire was one of the fiercest that ever
occurred in the city. Chief Ardagh said
it was the first blaze that he could not put
out with water.

FIRES ELSEWHERE.

Lockport, N. Y., Feb. 1.—Three large
flouring mills in. this city, -grouped to:
gether, and owned respectively by Thorn:
ton & Chester, of Buffalo; Arnold &
Little, and Richard Becker, of Lockport,
(the latter being leased. and operated by
(Gibson & Purser), were burned about 3
o'clock this morning. The fire had got
under such headway before it was f.'s
covered that all that could be accomplished
was to save adjoining Main street property
and the works of the Pound manufactur:
ing company. As soon as the fire depart-
ment came upon the ground a hose pipe was
extended to the burning room, and first
assistant engineer George Woode, a young
man about twenty-four years old, went up
to superintend it, knowing as he did so that
he was endangering bis life greatly. He
had just got to work when the hose-pipe
bursted, and he was left to the mercy of the
fire. He beat a hasty retreat, going back
into the main portion of the building. The
flames followed him closely, and before he
could find the stairway leading down burst
in upon him. All efforts to do anything for
him were fruitless, and he dropped’to the
ground. He died fifteen minutes later,
He was the only son of a widow and her
sole support. From the firm of Thornton
& Chester it is learned that their mill, built
of stone and eleven stories high, is a total
loss, and that the amount will reach §125,-
000 ; insurance $70,C00.

New York, Feb. 1.—The papers this
morning differ in their estimates as to the
casualties of yesterday's fire. - The Herald'
states that fourteen persons are still miss-
ing. ‘Hunter, lawyer Todd’s clerk, report-
ed missing yesterday, escaped unhurt.
Oriando Potter, owner of the burned build-
ing, was a Tammany candidate for congress
in 1878. Heclaims he complied with all
the requirements of the buildings and fire
departments. His application to be allow-

The jack rabbit has

several enemies, among them the cowhoy,

who shoots him with his rifle; thecoyote

and the dog, that try to run him down, and

the governor of Texas, above alluded to,

who libels him in his book. He has two
ways: of protecting  himself against his
enemies. One way is to squat when he
suspects danger and fold his ears along his
sides. By doing this he often escapes obser-
vation, as oaly his back is exposed, the color
of which harmonizes with the brown
of the withered grass. The other plan,
'that he nses when discovered and pursued,
is to create remoteness between himself and
his pursuer. In'giving his whole attention
to this matter, when necessary, he is a
stupendous success and earnest to a fault,
When disturbed he unlimbers his long legs,
unfurls his ears, and goes off with a bound.
He generally stops after running about a
hundred yards and looks back to see if his
pursuer is énjoying the chase as much as he
thought he would, and then he leaves for
parts noknown. There are many fast
things, from an iceboat to a note maturing
in the bank, but nothing to equal the jack
rabbit. An unfoundedl rumor gets around
prett{ lively, but could not keep up with
him for two blocks. 'When an ordiuary cur
dog tries to expedite a jack rabbit route he
makes a -humiliating failure of it. He
only givis the rabbit gentle exer-
cise. The latter merely throws np
his ears, and, under easy sail, skims easily
along, tacking occasionally to give the fun-
eral procession time to catch up, But if
you want to see velocity, urgent speed,
and precipitated haste, you have only to
tarn loose a greyhound in the wake of a
jack rabbit. Pursued by a greyhound he
will “let himself out” in a manuner that
would astonish a prepaid half-rate message.
If he is a rabbit that bas never had any
experien¢e with a greyhound before he will
start off at an easy pace, but as he turns to
wink derisively at what he supposes to be
an ordinary yellow dog he realizes that
there is'a force in nature hitherto unknown,
to him, and his look of astonishment,alarm;
and disgust, as he furls his ears and prompt-
ly !declines' the nomination, is amusing.
Under such circumstances he goes too fast
for the eye to follow his movements, and
presents the optical illusion of a'streak of
jack rabbit a mile and a half long, k

Exploring the Pyramids.

M. Gabriel Charmes is now traveling in
Egypt with M. Maspero, the director of
the Egyptian museums, who was deter-
mined on opening all the pyramids that

searching those not thoroughly kuown.
Among the pyramids sitvated on the bor
ders ‘of the Lybian desert is that of Mey-
deum, said to be the most mysterious cf
all. ' It appears that its entrance had never
been discovered. Ibrahim Pasha even en-
deavored to effect a breach in its walls
with * artillery, in ' the hope of find-
ing a ‘treasure concealed ‘therein. It is to
this pyramid that M. Maspero is now de-
voting his " attention.  Thirteen days of
hard labor, with skilled workmen, have
sufficed for the djscovery of.a secret which
was believed to be undiscoverable. On
entering the pyramid the visitor passes
through a corridor, admirably constructed,
which takes him about 40 yards in a gentle
decline, as is the case of the great Gizeh
pyraniids. Here for the mo-
ment, he is stopped by the
debris, which is being rapidly cleared
away. M. Maspero has already found two
sacred inscriptions,” in the style of the
twentieth dyuasty, giving the names of two
deribes who had  visited the pyramid.
Hopes are entertained that no ove may
have set foot in it since, and that it may
be found to be intact; ** but,” concludes
Mr. Gabriel Charmes, ‘‘ whatever happens,
the opening of the Meydoum pyramid" will
still unravel one of those mysteries which
have for so many centuries hung over
ancient Europe, and which one by one are
yielding to the efforts of modern science.”

The legislature had again only L-Ni!i?it'
ting yesterday. The principal matters were
a statement from Mr. Mowat that the gov-
ernment had at present 'mo legishﬁoﬂh
