UNDER DISCUSSION AT OITAWA
YESTERDAY. /

MManufacturers Ask an Increased Duty or
Free Iron and Extra Rebate on Ex-
ports—Several Private Bills Advanced
a Stage—A Little Scrap in the Publie
Accounts Committee,

{0TTAWA, Ont., May.11.—The main issue
in tthe House this’ afternoon concerned
agricultural implements the duty on
which has been reduced from 35 to 20 per
cent. The implement men represented to
the Government that they could not get
along with the reduction unless they got
gither:

1. An increase of the duty to25 per cent.
or

2. Free iron, or

3. An increased rebate on the exports.

They contended that the reduction made
in their duty was mueh greater than the re-
duction on iron or in other articles. When
the item came up this afternoon Sir Richard
Cartwright urged this argument, and sodid
Messrs. Paterson and McMullen; in fact,
they all appeared to be great friends of this
particular industry..

Hon. Clarke W’nlluoe, on behalf of the
Government, pointed out that on a binder
coating $100 the duty was $20, and he
challenged ‘anyone to show that the duty
on every article entering into a binder, if
imported, wounld exceed $6.50, leaving a net
duty of $13.50 in tavor of the home manu-
facturer.

Private Bills in Committee,

Respecting the Calgary Irrigation Com-

pany.

Respecting the Guelph Junction Railway
‘Company. ; :

Respecting the Medicine Hat Railway
and Coal Company.

Amendment made by the Senate to bill
respecting the Atlantic & Northwest Rail-
way Company.

" The House went into committee on the
bill to incorporate the Weliand Power and
Supply Company. Mr. Davies called
attention to the object of the bill, which
was to grant power to use the water of the
Grand River, Welland County. He
thought that this came under the purview
of the Oantario Legislature.

Mr. McKay moved that the committes
rise and report progress so that this point
may be considered by the Minister of Jus-
tice. Carried.

The bill to amend the Montreal Harbor
Act (from the Senate) was introduced by
Sir C. H. Tupper and read a first time.

Sir C. H. Tupper moved the second
reading of the bill to amend the Seaman’s
Act, and explained that at present the mas-
ter of a ship had a lien against the vessel
for wages of ‘himself and crew. The bill
extends this lien to expenses.

The bill passed through committee and
read third time.

The bill (from the Senate) to amend the
Harbor Masters’ Act was read a third time
and passed.

The following bills from the Senate
passed through committee: :

Toamend theact respecting lighthouses,
buoys and beacons, and Sable Island.

To amend the acts respecting the Harbor
of Picton, in Nova Scotia.

Respecting public harbors.

On motion of Sir John Thompson the
House adjourned at 9.10. .

Publiec Accounts Committee.

The Public Accounts Committee met in
the morning to investigate the accounts of
0’Connor & Hogg for legal services before
the Exchequer Court in what are known as
the “Hard Pan” cases. Mr. O’Connor was
sworn as a witness. At the outset ade-
bate ocourred between Mr. Lister and
Sir Charles H. Tupper as to the way in
which the case should be commenced.

%w. He took substantially the same
%I'O\lﬂdl as did Sir John Thompson in the

ouse, that any charge against the Gov-
ernment must be made and tried in the
House; that the committee has no jurisdic-
tion over the Government, and that no
charge against the Government can be made
or insinuated in the committee, which must
confine itself to the matters referred to it.

The chairman, Mr. Baker, ruled in ac-
cordance with this view, and .led Fighting
Joe Martin to insinuate that the chairman
was influenced by a hint from the minister.

Mr. Stair Dick Lauder, the secretary-
treasurer of the Albany Club, arrived in

he has been engaged in one or two law
suits, ia both of which the prospects are
that he will be successful.

The fitst case was heard at the Chancery
sittings, Mr. Lauder objecting to the pre-
sence of the slaughter house .of Butcher
Thomas Didmon at Auncaster near plain-
tiff’s residence.

The action was for an injunction to re-
strain the defendant from  slaughtering
cattle on his premises, which were alleged
to be sitnated too near some of the Ancas:
trians for their comtort and health. Mrs.
Lauder suffered-from an attack of typhoid
fever, which, it was claimed, was brought
on by the bad smells in the neighborhood
of the Lauder residence, the smells emanat-
ing froms Didmon’s place. *

J: J. Scott and Thomas Hob&n were for
the plaintiff, and J. W. Nesbits, Q.C., and
John G. Gauld for the defendant.

Stair Dick Lander, the plaintiff, is, as
many World readers are aware, an arigto-
cratic-looking  Scotchman, ~and ' is the
son of & baronet. He is well known in
Torontd, where he acts in the capacity
of secretary-treasurer to the Albany Club.
On Saturday ‘nights he  goes home to
Aneastdr, where he spends his Sundays in
the quiet of his own beausiful home. Mr.
Lauder objected strongly to the smells
which gervaded the Ancaster atmosphere,
and he said so in the witness box yester-
day. Didmon’s slaughter house was only
383 feet from the plaintiff’s residence,which
was not as far as the statutes called for, 200
yards being the legal distance.

Mrs.  Lauder is a handsome, intellectual
lady, ahd she was richly and neatly ' at-
tired in black when she enterad the witness
box. ‘She is a literary person of some note,
and her evidence, which backed up her hus-
band’s, was couched in good English. She
attributed her iliness from typhoid fever to
the foul smells which came from the defend-
ant’s establishment, and when cross-exam-
ined by Mr. Nesbitt she could not think of
any other cause which might have contri-
buted to her depression of spirits, fever,

etc. She smilingly admitted:to Mr. Nesbitt
that she was not an expert on diseases pro-
duced by germ life.

There were eight witnesses for the plain-
tiff, including Major Walker, who testified
that there was no bylaw giving any privi-
leges to the defendant, but the statutes in
the case weré supposed to be followed out.
The Local Board of Health would not grans
Didmon a permjt to kill animals on hig
place.;

Atout a dozen witnesses were called for
the defence, among them being Dr.Brandon
and Dr. Richardson. Their evidence was
not particularly tavorable to the defendant,
however.

The Judge reserved his decision, but"in-
timated that it’ would probably bein de-
fendant’s favor. :

BAD FOR INSURANCE COMPANIES.

1893 Pus Down as the Worst Year on
Record.

New York, May 11.—At the 28th an-
nual meeting of the National Board of Fire
Underwriters, D. W. Shelton, they presi-
dent ot Hartford, said the business of 1893
was the worst on record. The last annual
statement of 36 New York companies and of
56 companies of other states showed a re-
duction of $8,000,000 in their aggregate net
surplus as compared with the year pre-
vious.

In this state the risks written in 1893
aggregated $3,202,537,691, the premiums
received $21,643,937, the losses incurred
§15,064,420, vhe ratio of loss and premiums
in 1892 was 66.7,in 1893 69.6. On the sub-
ject of electricity, he said that it was the
greatest enemy of the companies.

BRITISH POLITICAL PARTIES

AND THE RESULTS OF THE NEW
PARTY SYSTEM.

The Eight Groups of Liberals and Con-
servatives—Birth of the Home Rule
Party—The Probable Fate of Radical-
jsm Told By An English Lecturer in
Philadelphia, e

PHILADELPHIA, May. 11.—At the 25th
scientific session of the American Academy
of Political and Social Science held here
this evening Edward Poritt, formerly
London editor of THe Manchester Examin-
er, delivered an address on the “Break up
of the old system of two parties inthe House
of Commons.” This movement he called
the most fateful in development in Eoglish
politics since the great Reform Act of 1832.
Instead of the old Liberals and yConserva-
tives there are now to be found 1n the
House of Commons no less than eight
groups. The former Liberals are divided
into the Nationalists, the regular Liberals,
the Radicals, thé Welsh Radicals and the
Labor and Socialistic groups.

The Nationalists themselves consist of
two distinct organizations—the Parnellites
and the Anti-Parnellites. These six groups
at times become eight by the splitting off
on certain issues of the Scotch Radicals and
the Temperance party. In place of the
former Conservatives there are mow two
distinct parties—the regular Conservatives
and the Liberal-Unionists.

The first real appearance of a third party
in the House was in/1874. They were ‘the
Home Rulers. By 1885 they had secured
the balance of power and forced the Laber-
als to take up this cause, creating thereby
the fourth party in the House, namely those
Liberat§who were not in favor of Home Rule
and who called themselves the Liberal-
Unionists. The other groups in the Liberal
party had been forming slowly for several
years past, but only really came to the fron.

No White Man l!ﬁ Set Foot Therein
Sincé 1846—Tibet, the ‘“‘Roof of the

World,” Yet ‘Almost a Terra Im-
ecognita. x )

It is easy to'see why the Tibetans lock
their'doors against the world. If there
is any priest-ridden part of the globe it
is Tibet. The majority of the better
class of young men enter the Buddiust
priesthood. Lhasa, the holy city of Bud-
dhism, contains only about 15,000 inhab-
itants, but 20,000 priests are 'said to
crowd the -lamaseries in its outskirts.
These monasteries are very numerous in
a large part of the country, and some of
them contain thousands of devotees.
And yet we know of only four towns in
Tibet with a population of above 12,000,
and six others from 1000 to 6000 inhabi-
tants. The rest of the people, tending
their herds, are scattered thinly over
the vast plateau and sometimes densely
in the mountain valleys. The lamas or
priests believe their supreiacy w ould
vauish were the outside world admitted.
They look upon a European as the cer-
tain' precursor of conquest and this is the
basis of Tibetan hostility. .

But Buddhists are welcomed with open
arms, and Lhasa, being the .home of the
incarnate Buddbha or Grand Lama, is
visited by many pilgrims every year
from all over Eastern Asia.' No white
man has set foot mn Lhasa since 1846,
when Fathers Huc and Gabet, with
stained skins and in the garb of Tibetan
priests, spent many weeks there. One

Since other Europeans began to climb
to the summit of the .great .plateau,
Lhasa almost invariably has been the
goal of their ambition. They have made
piost interesting discoveries on the road,
but Lbasa was~ the crowning achieve-
ment they hoped for. Every one of
theni has failed, and had it not been
for the Indian explorers who stole their
way into the holy city we should know
little more of Lhasa to-day than Huc told
us half a century ago. As it is, we have
vivid pictures of the Rome of Tibet as it
appears in these later days. The
Pandit A. K. lived a whole year in
Lhasa and® made a survey of the cele-
brated city, which is even more crowd-
ed with temples than when Huc saw
it,! The Vatican of Buddhism , is the
monastery of the Mount Buddha,
where lives the Dalai Lama, $vho is not
merelf the great high priest, but is
Jooked upon as a visivle deity, the in-
carnation of Buddba. This building,
surmounted by five gilded cupolas spark-
ling in the sunlight, presents a dazzling
and gorgeous spectacle that is visible
for miles around.

Traveling along the routes toward
Lhasa a dozen or so explozers from Pre-
jevalsky to Rockhill and Bower have
found themselves 1n a pew world. .1t is
difficult to conceive of these enormous
heights. _Lhasa Jies ina sheltered val-
ley, butfif “anether;Mount W ashington
were piled above the Tip-top House the
top would not be higher above the sea
than the stone and brick houses of the
Tibetan capital. For five. months in
‘Western Tibet Capt. Bower’s party never
came to an altitude lower than that of
th esummit of Mont Blanc. Not a few
Tibetan mountains are a mile higher
than Mont'Blane, but they may uppear
to be no higher than one of the Cat-
skills, because their basis rest upon the
lefty plateau. At these great altitudes
very sirong.wints -blow miost of the
time, and according to the geologist
Bogdanovitch the native gold-diggers
make the powerful air currents do the’
work of separating the gold from dirt.
Baskets coutaining earth and gold-dust
are lifted to an elevation and then slow-
ly emptied ta the ground. The gold being
Leavier than the dirt, falls vertically,
while the dirt is blown a little to one
side;.and thus the gold is fairly well
cleaned, There are mountains like some
of thiose discovered by Bouvalot in North
Tibet, which, rising from a base of 12,-
000 in latitude, are as high above tlie
plateau as the Alps, and of course their
summits rival those of the taller Hima-
layas in élevation.

Nature shows some curious eontrasts
and mysteries here. Near the north
base of the plateau is the famous Lob
Nor; a lake known for centuries on
Chinese maps, but’never visited by a
white man, in modern times, till Pre-
jevalsky saw: it (1876-7) on the second of
his four great journevs, It receives the
waters of the Taiim River that flows for
hundreds ‘of miles through the Gobi
waste, and though Lob Nor has' no visi-
ble outlet; its waters are almost - fresh.
This 1s one of the most notable cases of
lakes without any known outlet, whose
waters are not impregnated with salts.
It has been soggested by Reclus and
some other geographers that Lob Nor,
probably, has a subterranean outlet.

Some distance north of the Tibetan
plateau is a small region explored in
1890 by the Grum Grjimalio brothers,
which, according to their observations,
is nearly 200 feet below the level of the
sea. This remarkable area of depression,
a little south of the town of Turfan, and
not far from the loftiest region in the
world, was a great surprise to geogra-
phers,and some of théem still question the
accuracy of the report. Scientific skep-
tics,, however,” are sometimes wroug
themselves.

Several explorers have recently return-
ed from the heights of Tibet. Ax‘x},};ng
them are Rockhiil, the American; Uapt.
Bower.and Miss ‘Annie R. Taylor, the
English missionary, all of whom were
inexorably turned aside as they ap-
proached the Lhasa districts. Others
are working there now—Russians who
are eager to be the first in the holy city,
and the Frenchman, Dutreul/de Rhins,
who, before he started on this journey,
wrote the most exhaustive work
on Central Asia that has yet been
penned, We have mno "reason to
believe that any explorer now in
the field will be more fortunate than
Prejevalsky, who was turned back
three. times; than Rockhill, who was
twice repulsed ; or than Bouvalot, Bower
or Taylor, who almost reached the goal
only to see their hopes blasted. Many
Tibetans are kindly disposed, and would
be friendly if they dared. When Bower
was finally brought to a halt the natives
told him : *It would cost us our heads
if we were to let you go on, You may
Ekill us, but that would be as well for us
as to be executed in Lhgsa.”

Amoug the mountaing of the great
northwestern bulwarik of ‘Tibet, the
Pamirs, man opposes fewer obstacles,
but nature is more pitiless. The Cbguese
call this loftiest partof the great piateau
the Half-way House to Heaven, and it
is strange that the name Pamirs, by
which the region is locally known,
means valleys. 1t is stranger still that
from the time Marco Polo crossed this
remarkable region, more than 600
years ago, hardly a scrap of informa-
tion about it/drifted to the duter worid
until quite {recently. = We now know
that the lofty plain is covered with
mountains [ that rise to over
feet at their~dughest summits; that win-
ter reigus three fourths of the year, aud
that some of the valleys are sparcely

peopled by wandering herdsmen. On

25,000 |
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thrée sides of the Pamirs flourish all the
fruits of the temperate zones.  The fact
is illystrated here on a grand scale that
climate is as much a matter of altitude
as of latitude. ¥

it would be surprising if this sum-
mer’s campaign brings the Russians and
the French any nearer to Lbasa. But
we tnay hope that they will be well re-
warded by discoveries.  Rich prizes
have fallen to explorers in that field.
Nobody knew where the two greatest
rivers of China| had their rise till Preje-
valsky found [the headwaters of
Hoang Ho tumblinggdown the eastern
edge of the plateau,
Rockhill stood at the middle and upper
points of the Yangtsekiang’s fountain
stream, 1n the very center of Tibet. It
was Prejevalsky who mapped great
mountain rapges never seen ou our
maps vefore, and his fine collections of
the fauna and flora of the steppes have
not yet been equalled by his successors.
Five years ago Bouvalot found new
mountain chains and volcanoes in North
Tibet that no white man had previously
seen ; and in 1891, Bower, entering
‘Western Tibet, was the first to see a vast
region without dramnage to the sea,
thickly sprinkled with big salt.lakes, one
of which, at an elevation of 17,980 feet,
is believed to be the highest lake in the
world. Snowy mountains and ranges
were seen here aud there, and torrents
poured down their gides to feed the blue
salt lakes, There are large regions still
untouched, patticularly in West . Tibet,
and in spite of the discomforts and
dangers of exploration there, the field
will be the scene of such enterprises for
many years to come. i .

TWO HUNDRED MILES AN HOUR-

An Idea of What Traveling at This Speed
, Means.

It is evident/that what may be termed
electrical science is yet in its infancy,
and marvelous will be the 1evelations
that will disclose themselves by the close
of the century. But when electricity
has to act in conjunction with mechan-
1sm, in other words, when electricity is
the motor and mechanism the vechicle
the action resulting must fall within the
purview of mechanical law, and
mechanical action has not that lightning-
like character that we associate with
electricity. In discussing forthcoming
electrical railroads some of the pro-
jectors, with more enthusiasm than
Inechanical knowledge, allow themselves
to be sanguine that a speed of trains can
be obtained of 200 miles per hour.
This would be a speed of a little more
than 293 feet per second, and a four-
inch trolley wheel, if the trolley system
be used, would be required to turn at
the rate of over 203 Trevolutions per
second. » 1t will at once seen
that no such velocity could be applicable
on anything more 'than an almost
inappreciable | curve, but, of course, a
train could be ‘‘slowed” in rounding
these. Bus there is not in the present
time any known principal of construc-
tion for wheel rotation, involving the
necessary weight, in’ which the centri-
fugal tendency at such speed would be
compatible with safety. Of course 1t is
well understood that where the reversi-
ble feature of piston and crank action
can be dispensed with, that higher me-
chanical - motion can be secured, and it
is true that electrical action far exceeds
steam action in quickness, but a law
governs mechanical rotation, and the
safe limit is passed a considerable time
prior to obtaining a speed of 290 feet per
second. Even with the present speed ot
railways trains hot boxes are a_frequent
and an annoying as well as dangerous
feature, and, as stated, unless some ra-
dical change for the better in the rotary
principle is discovered, it will be found
that maximum of speed has been reach-
ed in some of our fastest steam express
trains. At  all events, it might be
well for a time to aim at a speed of 125
miles per hour, as, more thah likely,
the practical mechanical limit will be
founid-not far beyond the 100-mile gauge.

At a speed of 200 miles per hour a car
wheel having a diameter of thirty
inches would have to make thirty-nine
revolutions per serond—a rate of rota-
tion that may be set down as entirely
beyond the practical limit. It will be
understood at once that these high train
velocities demand absolute perfection of
roadway, no compound curves, no de-
pression or elevations, save the most
gradual, involving miles of distance; for
this proposed: speed is to excel anything
in the material line save such bodies as
move as projéctiles by-explosive propul-
sion. There lare -no winged creatures
whose movement reaches the 200-mile-
an-hour limit, and the severest hurricane
does not attain a 200-mile-an-hour move-
ment. While the proposed speed is at-
tainable . theoretically, practically, it is
outside of physics.—Pittsburg Dispatch.

ROOT THEM OUT AND KEEP THE
LAND CLEAR OF THEM.

Bane of Weeds in Drought—They Steal
the Moisture and Rob the Soil of Plant
Food—Breed and Feed—Chat on lntof-
esting Topics.

It is now considered an indication of
mismanagement when weeds are %ar-
mitted to grow on a farm. Formerly th
disgrace was 1n allowing the weeds to

tages of the many improved appliances
for destroying weeds they should not be
permitted to even get a start. They ap-
l pear before the time arrives for planting
| the regular crops, and frost, drought, or
' excessive moisture do not affect their

progress., The farmer preserves his

weed seeds over the winter by covering
. them up in the fall, where they are
secure from cold, and brings them up to
the warm surface in the spring. The
oft-repeated inquiry as to where the
weeds come from is easily amswered.
They are in' the soil because they are
allowed to propagate themselves late m
the season and scatter their seeds so as
| to be plowed under. The only way to
{ prevent this is to completely exterminate
them.

COST OF LABOR ON WEEDS.

| The annual expenditure for labor in
' keeping'down weeds on. the farm is &
large item, but there should really be no
weeds, A large number are iroyed
by cultivation of crops, and a persistent
warfare is waged against them, but in
most cases the work of destruction is
not thorough, as a sufficient number of
weeds escape to reseed the land for the
next year's crop. The repugmance of
most farmers to using the hoe, depend-
ing on horse cultivation entirely, is re-
sponsible to a great extent . for the pre-
sence of weeds, but even- when the har-
row and cultivator are used the work is
not as frequent as may be necessary.
There are a great many kinds of weeds
and they come up at different times.
Work must be applied so as to do the
most damage to the weeds at the least
! cost, and this means not only to begin
ou the weeds early, but often. The work
is performed to the best advantage when
the weeds are just coming through the
ground, as a slight scratching of the
soil will then be more effective than the
{ cultivator or plow later in the season.
As soon as the seeds germinate they
should be destroyed. f

IMPORTANCE OF EARLY WORK.

Every weed that grows robs the orop
of nourishment and moisture, Duringa
period of drought weeds can bring to
the surface and evaporate as much mois-
ture as other plants, being veritabla
pumps, which take moisture from the
soil,and the larger they are permitted to
become the greater capacity of -their
roots to take away from the crops the
necessary plant food. It is when the
corn is young that it needs the greatest
care,and it is more difficult to keep the
weeds out than whenthe corn plants are
higher,as they are more liable to be cov-
ered with the cultivator, - For that rea-
son the thorough cleaning out of the
weeds gives less labor next year. To de-
lay the work until the ‘weeds are estab-
lished is to increase the labor and dala?
the crop,as the land cannot grow weeds
and corn at the same time, If all the
weeds are killed by the weeder, harrow,
cultivator and hoe,allowing not a single
one to grow,even searching the fence
corners,and the work repeated a second
year,the land can be completely cleared
of all the weeds and kept clean, which
will lessen the labor, benefit the crops
and give greater products,

Bow the Verdict Was Received.

The jury retired at 10.50 and at 12.15
announced that a verdict had been agreed
upon.

Andrews leaned back in the dock, pale but
retaining = perfect composure. "His wife
seemed in no way apprehensive and smiled
at ao acquaintance who passed. 8

When the jury filed in the prisoners
leaned forward expectantly. ~When they
announced their verdict,shortly and simply,
“Not guilty,” the eyes of the ®ld man
brightened and he grasped his wife’s hand
exultantly.

helped to save- his client’s neck, returned
the old man’s smile.

Mr. Clute announced that the Crown had
no further charge to prefer against the pri-
soners, and the two who - had been so close
under the shadow of the gallows walked
out of the court room free. After six
months’ imprisonment on the gravest charge
in the criminal calendar the pair Were at
liberty. ¥

Congratulated by Friends,
- As the old man left the court room he
shook the hands of congratulating friends.
The crowd at the door made a passage for
the old man, who, leaning upon his wife’s
arm, descended the stairs and walked into
the free air. Followed by a curious crowd
and escorted by Mr. Riddell the lately
liberated: prisoners walked along Adelaide-
street to the lawyer’s office,”

The Beginning of the Endg

It was sharp 9.30 when Justice Meredith
took the bench. Already the room wus
filled with curious sightseers.

Shortly after the opening of court His
Lordship commenced an able and exhaustive
charge. Slowly and impressively he went
over the whole of the evidence piece by
piece. Calmly and without the slightest
bias the law relating to the case was - laid
down. If Lucy Denning had come to her

* death as a result of an unlawful act the
perpetrators ot that act were guilty of
murder. The evidence should be carefully
weighed and where it was conflicting it was
for the jury to decide which story to
belicve. The honor of ~the jurymen
was at stake as much as the honor of the
witnesses for the prosecution afid the de-
fence. If the jurymen were not convinced
of the guilt of the prisoners a verdict of
“not guilty” should be returned. If they
were convinced, there could be no middle
course. The jury were the judges of the

X fmgt, and His Lordship would not give them

hif opinion on the evidence.  Av 10.50 His

Lordship concluded by charging the jury to
do their duty.

Amending the Charge,

After the 12 men had retired Mr. Rid-
dell took objection to some statements of
fact and law in the judge’s charge and
asked for a reservg/ case should the judg-
ment be adverse.

Andrews made the same objection.

At 11.30 His Lordship recalled the jury
and amended his charge in accordance with
some of the suggestions made by the de-
fence. Then they retired again and the
time was filled in with the commencement
of a rape case. At 12.15 there was a knock
on thedoor. The jurymen filed in and
took their  seats. The prisoners
leaned forward expectantly as
Clerk . Nicoll enquired if  the
jury had agreed upon a verdict. Iu two
words the foreman answered, ‘‘Not guilty.”
The strained silence was broken by the
voice of the clerk, who repeated the verdict
and enquired if the jurymen were all of one.
mind. There was no dissent and the ver*
dict was entered. :

The Accused Discharged.

“I move for the discharge of the prison-
ers, My Lord,” said Mr. McGregor.

¢Js there any other charge against them,
Mr. Clute?” enquired His Lordship.

“I do not know of any as yet,” responded
the crown counsel. “I will consult Mr.
Dewart.” ;

Mr. Dewart was sent for and there was
much hurrying about and consulting of
blue papers, and then Mr. Clute announced
that there was no other charge against the
prisoners,

“Ransom J. Andrews and Alice An-
drews,” said His Lordship, and the two
stood up in the dock; ‘‘the jury have
found that you are not guilty of the crime
with which you were charged; you are,
therefore, discharged from custody.”

Withouts further parieyv Mrs.. Andrews
walked from the dock, and followed by her
husband, left' the court room. On the
street was a gaping crowd which followed
the movements of the ‘‘doctor” and his
wife, until they disappeared in the lawyer’s
office.

The Crown authorities are, as yet, un-
decided whether to proceed against Ransome
Andrews on the charge of committing an
abortion upon Nellie Lafontaine.

Rankin’s Planiag Mill Tutally Destroyed—

The scene of the fire was the large frame
building owned by Mr. William Rankin,

Despite the strenuous efforta of the fire-
men the entire structure, together with all
the contents, was totally destroyed.

The hotel kept by E. McCormack on the
ogpo'iu side of the street was consider-
ably damaged, as were the ' hotel barns.
The hotel is owned by the Confederation
Life, and is fully covered by insurance. Mr.
McCormack su a loss of about §$100 to
contents, and is fully insured in the
Western.

The upper floor on the west side of the
planing mill was occupied by Miles &
Slater as a sash and door factory, who suf-
fer a loss of $2500 and had no insurance.

The Burns Saw Works occupied the east
side of the building, but sheir los§ is fully
covered by $5000 insurance in the Globe
and Farmers’ and, Mechanics’ Companies.

In another part of ghe building was the
furniture factory of James Watson, who
loses about $1000. No insurance.

Mr. Rankin had an insurance of $13,000
on the building and machinery in the
planing mill, but what his loss is “or the
companies affected could not be learned, as
he is in Muskoka.

German Grown Tobacco.

The first cigars made from tobacco
grown in the German African tobacco
fields have appeared in the market. The
so-called “Kamcruncigarren,” which
haye been on sale in the shops, owed
nothing to Africa except their name.
The new cigars, which are named
*‘Nachtigall,” *Wissmann,” «*Zintgraf,”
etc., after German explorers, are _made
of Bibundi tobacco, which is cultivated
by a Hamburg tobacco-growing firm.
Bibundi lies almost under the Equator,
and is the first German Colonial territory
in which tobacco has been cultivated
with any success. The very finest Ha-
vana seeds were procured for the Bibundi
plantations, and the harvest of 1893 was
remarkably good;

A Big Wedding Cake.

The cake made by the ‘Duke of Edin.
burgh’s orders by Messrs. Gunter, for
the Princess Victoria Melita's wedding,
stands nearly six feet high, and weighs
over 150 pounds. It is embellished with
all the floral tributes usually worn at
weddings, and the designs in sugar show
the oak leaves and acorns and the elm
leaves of old England, which is designed
to point to the naval associations of the
Princess’ father. On panels in between
the flowers are monograms of the bride
and bridegroom in pink and light blue
satin, and the whole is surmounted by a
trumpet-shaped vase, with trailing
flowers.
