States from Canada when accompan-
fed by certificates as specified as fol-
lows, instead of those provided for in
section 3 of the regulations of the De-
partment of Agriculture, dated Feb.
11, 1895 :

| 1—A certificate from the official vet-
erinary inspector of the port of ex-
port, or the province, or district, in

which the sheep or lambs were raised |

or fed, stating that no contagious di-
sease affecting sheep has exigted in
said province or district dytihg the
| past three months.

2—An affidavit from the owner or im-
| porter, that the sheep or lambs offer-
red for importation are from the dis-
trict covered by the certificate above
mentioned, that they were not out-
side of that district during a period
of three months preceding shipment,
and that when not driven they have
been shipped direct from said district
'to the port of import in clean and
disinfected cars.

11—Lastly, the newly initiated cries
out: “I will * * * never confess my
cins entirely, and I shall guard an
eternal silence on my dealings with
thee, O Devil!”

Another Range Glass.

A Fire Curtain of Water,

An effective device for the protec-
tion of buildings from fires in adja-
cent structures has been successfully
tested in Boston. The idea worked out
in the apparatus‘is to maintain a sheet
of water between the fire and the
buildings to be protected. This is done
by placing on every open side of the
building, near the top, a line of per-
forated piping: for carrying the water,
The complete apparatus consists of a
five-inch stand-pipe, extending over
the upper story. From it runs another
pipe around the sides and front, from
2 1-2 to 4 inches in diameter. On the
front are three revolving sprinklers,
and one is placed at each expoeed side,
in the centre. The arms are of bronze
metal, slightly curved. At each end of
the arms is a ball nozzle, such as is
used by fire departments on regular
hose lines. At the base of the stand-
pipe is a Siamese connection fer four
lines of the three-inch hose. At the
Boston test a fire department steamer
furnished the power, and for about 1§
minutes poured through the sprinklers
a delivery of 1,000 gallons a minute,
completely drenching the walls, and
keeping up a continuous shaet of water
from top to bottom. “ ;

Women and Street Cars.

There is a law in most communities
that requires street cars to stop on the
upper side of the crossing in the direc-
tion they are going. But the woman is
expected to respect this—consequently
stand on the wrong corner and signal
the car to stop, writes A. S. Fergus in
The August Ladies’ Home Journal.

THE. FURY OF VESUVILS.

Four Fiery Streams Are Now Fiowing
From Its Crater. s

The Record presented a report and
diagram showing the renewed activ-
ity of the volcano Vesuvius, showing
that one new crater was forming on
the northwestern border of the cid
crator of '71. In the meantime, changes
made by the volcanic forces have be-
come very evident. Two new eruptive
craters have opened up on the north-
western side of the cone below the for-
mer summit. At first only a little lava
flowed from the new rents. During the
first week of July one of these rents
increased in size until it reached to the
foot of the cinder cone. From this cre-
vice a lava stream of nearly two hun-
dred feet wide flows with great iapi-
dity towards the hills of Orocella, and
has, by this time, crossed the :.oad
from the observatory to the station of
the cable railway. A heavy rain of
ashes accompained this eruption ard
hag continued ever since.

A great number of sight-seers are
coming to Naples to admire the won-
derful activity. The last reports gfne.
nounce- that four flery streams ale
now descend the sides of the vol-
cano, of which the one flowing toward
Resina has already destroyed two
vineyards. Professor Palmieri, of the
meterological observatory, had two
immense stone walls built for the pro-
tection if the buildings; it is feared,
however, that this proaection will be
too feeble to.withstand the enormous
pressure brought wupon it by the
stream of lava which is overflowing
the crater at that point with a
thickness of at least twenty feet. The
heat is now almost unbearable. 7The
largest eruptive crater has formed in
the “Atrio del Cavallo,” the saddle be-
tween Vesuvius and the Somma; the
lava flow from this crater has formed,
by this time, a larger lake between the
‘“Colle del Bavatore” and the military
rifle range. Next to this crater two
cones are forming and steadily rising.

Massachuset!s’ Pool Law.

The new law relating to poof seliing
went into effect in Massachusets July 1.
It Is a more stringent measure than that
on the same subject which !t repeals
Sectlon 1 provides that In a]l statutes the
word gaming shall be held to comprehend
every act punishable under any law re-
lating to lotteries, poli¢y, the buying and
selling of pools or registered bets. Sec-
tion declares pool - tickets,, memoranda
of bets, pool books or sheets to be a com-
mon nuisance, the possession . theraos un-
lawful and prima facle evidence of their
use by the person having them in his
possession. Section 4 provides that in any
prosecution or proceeding under any law
relating to lottteries, efe., dny words, fig-
ures or characters, written, printea or ex-
posed upou any blackboard; placard or oth.
erwise, in any place alleged to be used
or occupied by such business, purporting
or appearing to be the name or names of
horses or jockeys, or a description of a
reference to a trial or contest of skill,
speed or endurance of man, beast, bird
or machine, or game, competition, political
nomination, appointment' or election, or
other -act or event, or.any odds,bet, com-
bination bet, or. other stake or wager, or
any code, clpher or substitute therefor,
shall be prima facie evidence of the ex-
istence of the race, game, etc., and that
such place is kept or occupied for gam -
ing, and in all cases the same may be
proved by a copy or by oral description
thereof. The penalty is imprisonment, not
to exceed one year and a fine not to ex-
ceed $2000, or both.

It is well to always mix a little
chopped hay, straw or corn fodder with
sound fed.. This gives the finer food
proper bulk, and keeps it from pack-
ing up the animal's stomach. It also
adds variety to the ration. s

To give good plants for winter bloom-
ing pansy seed should be sown now.
Sow in-a pot or shallow box, and place
in, a coal, shady place until the seed-
lings are well up. Pot them and still
keep where it is cool. They should be
nice plants in the fall. - . -

Coarser soil in the bottom of ‘flower
pots provides good drainage. The kind
of soil is not so essential to thelr
growth as is generally supposed. Any
ordinary garden soil is good, and it can
be improved by the addition of a little
well-rotted manure.

Two or three years of city life under
right congitions will polish up a yoyng
man and teach him something of busi-
ness ways. Many of our most skilled
and influential farmers have lived
awhile.in the city. Such men are bet-
ter contented in the country than
many of those who have always liv-
ed on the farm, because they better
understands the drawbacks as well
the pleasures of city life. :

The quality of corn foder is slmost
unlimited, but it is criminal to waste
any of it, as has been the woeful fash-
jfon. Cut up, shredded and baled, it
keeps green and sweat, and is a rich,
nutritious food; it, in this shape, pro-
mises to ‘be an impertant item of food
in the future.

It is said that charcoal will absorb
90 per cent. of its bulk in ammonical
gas, hence if used freely over compost
heaps it not only prevents unpleasant
odors, but renders the comgpost 'more
valuable by retaining the ammonia
which would otherwise pass off. '

Many, after taking all the care ne-
cessary to make a good article of but-
ter, fail to secure the success they ex-
pect, and really deserve, simply be-
cause they do not take sufficient time
to market.to the best advantage, With
butter the marketing is an important
item in making the most of it.

If we are to compete in the open
market in the selling of the best qual-
ity of butter, it is very essential thzt
no item that will add to its uniform
good. quality should be overlooked. In
rio line of work is attention to deialls
more necessary than in the dairy if
uniform good quality of the product is
desired.

Feed largely affects the quality of
the milk and butter. It does not pay
to keep a cow and stint her in her ra-
tions and have herhardly give a paying
quality of milk a good portion of the
time and be dry the balance. My ex-
perience has been that if a cow is
worth keeping at all for her milk, she
is worth feeding all she will eat and
assimilate.

Here, says an exchange, is something
that is worth money to any farmer to
know : Sprinkle a little stone lime in
your stock tank and not a particle of
green scum will form in the water.
When the lime loses its strength and
scum begins to form, which may be
twice during the season, wash out the
tank and repeat the dose. It is cheap,
and not only harmless, but wholesome,
keeps the water sweet and saves work.

Dr. Goessman, of the Massacnusetts
station, advises growing mixed crops,
say summer vetch and oats, as they
produce larger yields than when
grown singly. Sow together 40 or 50
pounds summer vetch to four bushels
of oats, and seed early in June. .The
fodder is highly nutritious, and may be
cut green for hay. Sow at various
times; it will (% through the season.

see the idea adopted by some progres-
sive community. Since Ald. Lamb
proposed his insurance scheme for To-
ronto, similar projects have been dis-
cussed in different cities and countries
in Europe and America. * Fire Insur-
ance by the State” is the title of a
paper recently read before the Business
Men’s Associtaion of Newport, R.I., by
Charles Acton Ives. The writer shows
that the total amount of fire insurance
risks written for the year 1893 on pro-
perty in the State of Rhode Island by
the fire insurance companies of all
kinds doing business there was $477,-
650,683. The total premiums received
by the companies amounted to $4,272,-
049. The total losses were $1,769,782.
The difference between-losses paid and
premiums received was $2,602,267. Of
this large difference between income
and losses, the writer states that more
than five-sixths went, not to the stock-
holders,-but to the numerous expenses
of running the business. This expense,
to borrow a word from science, is fric-
tion, and, therefore, dead loss. A draft
bill is incorporated in the paper show-
ing how an insurance department can
be worked in connection with the
state and municipal machinery. It is
estimated that the small proportion of
the receipts that now goes to the stock-
holders would be sufficient to transact
all the fire insurance business, if it
were conducted by the state. Under
the state system, no capital is required,

-| and the enormous friction or dead loss

that we have referred to would be, to
a large extent, eliminated from the
business. The writer winds up by say-
ink : “It is clear that under the plan
of state insurance suggested there
would be a saving of about 50 per cent.
on ther ates of insurance, and there
would be no question, moreover, about
the insolvency of insurers.” Mr. Ives
makes a strong point in favor of insur-
ance reform when he states that * the
people of the srhallest state in the
Union annually pay for insuranée in
excess of their losses more than twice
the entire cost of their state govern-
ment.”

As we said above, the advantages of
a state system of fire insurance are ap-
parently so great that the scheme is
bound to be adopted before long by
| dome enterprising state or city. On
account of recent large fires in Toronto
the proposed system is not as popular
here as it otherwise might be. When
we consider, however, that the insur-
ance companies have raised rates In
Toronto so as to pay for the recent
extraordinary losses by the increase
in premiums for a single year, therb is
no reason why even Toronto should not
seriously consider a municipal fire in-
surance project. It is a sound eco-
nomic principle to lay down that jthe
concern which is responsible for the
losses occasioned by fires ought to be
the same one which has the manage-
ment of-the apparatus for fighting
fire. - If the city of Toronto haq to
foot the losses that are occasioned: by
fire, we can rest assured that our fire
system would be such as would reduce
those losses to a minimum. - Another
consideration that should not be lost
sight of is the fact that under a muni-
cipal system each citizen would have
an interest in seeing that the losses
were as few as possible. There would
be less incendiarism, and less fires
would originate through carelessness.

FROM ANOTHER POINT OF VIEW.

In passing judgment on the cause of
the death of the little girl, Edith Todd,
the jury neglected to enquire into one
branch of the case which we think is

quite as pertinent as that to which
they devoted all their attention. If
the Toronto Railway Company is guilty
of criminal negligence, as the jury as-
serts it is, we think the same verdict
might very reasonably = be returned
against the parents of the little child.
A street in which trolley cars are run-
ning is no place for children of three
and four years of age. When parents
allow a child of this age to be at large
in such streets, without prdper protec-
tion, they are probably guilty of great-
er negligence than the railway com-

pany. The electric cars are placed in
Lithe streets for the purpose of convey-
Yne people rapidly from one place to
another. If infants are to be permit-
ted to play in the streets, then the rail-
way company ought to be notified to
govern itself accordingly. Under these
conditions we would have the cars run-
ning at the rate of three or four miles
an hour. We do not wish to convey
the idea that we exonerate the rail-
way company from carelessness,but we
wish to show ‘that the primary negli-
gence in this case originates with the
parents of the child that was killed.
True, it may be that if the railway
company had used an improved fender
the life of the child might have been
saved. Itis more certain, on the other
thand, that the child would be still
alive if the parents had kept it out of
the way of danger.

DR. PARKHURST ON CHILD TRAINING

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He Claims That it is Ethical Rather Than
Inteilectual,

. Child training 1is,-in the first in-
stance, ethical rather than intellectual,
writes the Rev. Charles H. Parkhurst,
D.D., in The August Ladies ’ Home
Journal. No one will ask to have this
' point argued who considers that the
child is to be educated for the purpose
of his own personal enhancement and
not for the purpose of making him an
expert of a sharper. It'is a great deal
easier to make people bright than jt is
to make them sound. Mentality is an
easy art as compared with morality.
There is a good deal to be said about:
intellectual discipline when we get to

‘| that point; but it is still true that the

issues of life are out of the heart and
not out of the brain. The brain can be
taught from books, but morality is not
a thing that can be printed. ‘There
‘are, it is true, books that are publish-
ed on ethics, but few read them and
probably nobody practices them. The
old Hebrews were deluged with moral
precepts, some of them written by
God’s own hand; but ‘even the first
generation. that ‘had the. Ten Com-
mandments had to be killed off before
the Promised Land could be entered.
I am not going to underrate the
value and importance of mental
schooling for the children; but it
needs to be said that unless a man has
a pure and honest heart, the less he
knows the better it will be for him and
for ‘all concerned. And it needs, also,
to be said that even trustworthiness of
intellectual action and an unsound life
are incompatible., Bven if our object
were only to secure the finest and full-
est intellectual development, we should
still aim, first o6f all, to secure a
foundation of personal integrity for the
scions of wisdom to root and vegetate.
It is something as it is with the plant-’
ing of an astronomical observatory;
however fine its equipments and what-
ever the power of its lenses, we depend
first of all, upon the solidity with
which the observatory is planted.

London’s Pneumatic System.

Telegraphing over short distances—as
within towns, for instance—is a very
costly operation. It requires the same
number of operators—one at each end
—and the same number of instruments
as for the longest distances. But com-
pressed air will blow a telegraph form
through a metal tube as far as two or
three miles in as many minutes; and
steam engines are used to compress
the air by means of which the pneu-
matic tubes are worked. The engine
room at the central office resembles
nothing so much -as the engine-room of
a great steamship, except that the en-
gines are on the ‘‘beam” principle, as
being best suited to the peculiar work
in which they are engaged. They are
magnificent specimens of the engi-
neér’s craft, and have a stately ap-
pearance, due in a large -measure to
their leisurely stroke as compared with

the hurried action of the marine or
electric light engine. Night and day
these engines are employed in pump-
ing air into or exhausting it out of
huge ‘“‘containers” which are connect-
ed with the tube room overhead.
There are no fewer than thirty-six
pneumatic tubes radiating throughout
the metropolis, buried under the pave-
ment among>the gas and water pipes,
and every now and then crossing the
path of the telegraph wire, whose
handmaid they are. It is desired, say,
to send a message from St, Martip’s-le
Grand to Charing Cross. Here is the
tubelike felt-covered box ‘which will
contain one or a dozen message forms
at pleasure. Place the form inside; sc-
cure the open end of the box or “car-
rier,” as it is called, by means of an
elastic band; insert the box in the
mouth of the tube; admit the com-
pressed air; and away it goes.across
Newgate street,along Paternoster Row,
down Ludgate hill, up Fleet street, and
along the Strand, where, at No. 448,
it projects itself under the nose of the
attendant with a thud and a rebound
in almost shorter time than it takes
to describe the operation.
All the air is stored at the central
office so that if it be desired to reverse
the operation—i. e., to send a message

CATS AND DIFHTHERIA,

Evidence That the Animals May Spread
the Infection.

‘We have had the golden age and th.
iron age, and various other ages, but
the present will probably be known as
the wooden or paper age. Paper «'.r9s§
material masquerading as silk is the
latest invention in the paper line, and
threatens to drive the silkworm out of
business. Spruce sawdust. cotton or
jute waste, and alcohol are put into
the machine, " and come out at thé
other end shining, delicately colorea,
rustling silks, suitable for the most
fastidious lady’s gown. Of course,
this paper silk- does not wear so well
as the . real fabriec, but think how
much cheaper it will be !

Enthusiastic paper manufacturers
say the new woman and the new man
will dine of paper dighes. It is not
improbable that the hat of the future
will be an indestructable paper affair,
impervious to fire and water. Over in
Paris any enterprising milliner will be
able to show you stylish bonnets and
hgts made entirely of paper, frame,
trimming, ornaments and all. Para.:
sols of paper,
been thought of yet,
trunks of paper are common enough.
The paper trunk, despite its frail
squud. is the despair of the baggage
smasher, It refuses to smash.

So do paper car wheels. They have
been in use for years on some:of the
most prominent railroads in this coun-
try. It must not be supposed that
the wheels ark made entirely of paper.
This material only forms the interior
shell. Having been subjected to terri-
fic pressure, it is moulded and firmly
bolted to the outer rim, which is of
steel. Greater durability and lightness
are claimed for these wheels, but don’t
let the idea of lightness lead you to
get under one. If you do you may
possibly have use for one of the paper
coffins which are being turned out at
wholesale by a firm at Westfield, Mass.

The railroad $rain of the future is
likely not only to have paper wheels,
but to run on paper rails. These are
made entirely of paper, and are form-
ed in moulds under great pressure.
They have been used to some extent in
Russia and Germany and are said to
be free from many of the defects of
the ordinary steel rail.

Paper horseshoes are another Euro-
pean invention. Among the advant-
ages claimed for them is tHat they
maintain a rough surface, enabling
the horsei' to get a good grip on the
smooth pavements. German paper-
makers have put on the market a sub-
stance called “papier sculptor,” which
is used instead of clay for modelling,
It is simply paper pulp kept soft
enough to be worked. .

Papier mache ceilings and wall de-
corations are very fashionable. They
may look like leather or brocade, o
a thousand and one handsome emboss-
ed effects, but they are wood pulp just
the same.

The housefurnishing departments in
the big shops furnish interesting evi-
dence of the extent to which paper en-
ters into ordinary life. Paper pails
and tubs are appreciated by the sub-
urban dweller who hasn’t *“set” tubs.
They are much lighter and easier to
keep clean, as well as cheaper than
the old style. WatelW coolers are made
of paper. So is the much-abused cus-
pidor.

Peach baskets, berry baskets, and
butter boxes are made of paper and
almost everything' under the sun—
salt, which used to come in pretty
blue and white bags, oatmeal, crack-
ers, ice cream, ecandy, shoes, corsets,
dresses—is sent home in a paper box.

In Japan, they say, some folks live
in paper houses, and in this country
paper boats are in use. Nor must the
necessary sewer pipe be forgotten.
Paper pipes for carrying water, steam,
or electricity are not uncommon. As
conduits for electricity they are con-
sidered safe, eyen though the wire be
not insulated.2New York World.

The Origin of “ Schooner.”

How many of you L;morw the queer
origin of the word ‘“‘schooner,” as ap-
plied to a ship? Webster says that it
was originally written “scooner,” and
that it derived its name as follows:

It seems that the.first vessel of this
kind was built at Glouceter, Mass., by
one Capt. Robinson, and that when it
was launched, one of the bystanders
“A scooner
let her be, then,” answered Capt. Rob-
inson, and a “scooner” she was until
the name took in the letter “h” and
became ‘‘schooner.”

The use of the word “scoon” is ex-
plained by its early New England sense
of skipping along the surface of.the
water, as a flat stone d&oes when
thrown from the hand. The Scottish
“scon” means the same thing.—Phila-
delphia Times,
