According to the fraudulent bills the grain
was 8 hipped from Toledo in the schooners
st Benson,”! *'8t, Peter” and # Atmos-
phere,” and was consigned to the firm of
J. M. Fuller & Co., New York. In order
that the many who are not familiar with
the methods employed for realizing on &
cargo of grain in transit may better under~
stand the proceedings alleged against E. R.
Williams & Bros., the medus operandi will
be briefly explained. When a cargo of
grain is shipped aboard & vessel, bills of
lading in triplicate are issuyed signed by
the master of the vessel. The original
bill, which is the only ome of real value,
belongs to the shipper, and accompanies as
proof of shipment his draft on the con-
signee for the value of the cargo. Bhip-
pers in good standibg are allowed to draw
for the value of a cargo in transit, the
the bills of lading being proof of shipment.
In the case of E. R. Williams & Bros, it is
alleged that they issued bills on vessel
cargoes 8&s above mamed when no such
cargoes were afloat. or in stock ;*that they
drew on J. M. Fuller & Co., of New York,
through the Merchants' National Bank of
Toledo, for the value of the cargo as
slleged in the bills; and that the Mer~
chants' National Bank accommodated
them with the amount sought to be
obtained from J. M. Fuller & Co. Itis
stated that the last named firm, becoming
suspicious of 8 transaction they could not
fully comprebend, sent an agent here to
jnvestigate the matter and to securea
settlement with E R, Williams & Bros.,
and that through this mesns matters have
beep brought to & focus, It is further-
mora  stated that the firm have obtained
Jarge accommedations from the Merchants’
National Bank upon documents purporting
to represent considerable quantities of
wheat in store at the Wabash elevators,

was found to be 35,246,562 an increase of
4,147,236 as ‘compared with the returns
of the census of 1871. The females ex~
ceed the males by a little over 700,000.
The percentage of populafion for England
was 698 ; for Wales, 3-8; for Scotland,
10-6 ; for Ireland, 146. The remainder,
1-2 per cent. was distribnted between the
Isle of Man (02), the Channel Islands
(0-3),and the army, pavy, and seamen
abroad (0-7).

The density of population iu England
and Wales is 440 to the square mile. The
greatest density is in the mining and
manufacturing counties. Lancashire has
over 1,700 to the square mile, and Middle-
séx (outside of Londow), 1,364 Bix
counties m England and one in Wales
have over 500 to the square mile. Lon-
don has 486,286 houses ‘and a population
of 3, 814,571, having increased over half s
million in the past tem years. The den-
sity of population in London is now 32,
328 fo the square mile.

Liverpool ranks mext London in Eng-
land, with a population over 550,000;
Birmingham hiss over 400,000 ; Manchess
ter and Leeds cach exceed 300,000 4 Shef-
field and Bristol have over 200,000 inbabi-
\ants each, Curiously the population of
Manchester has fallen off 10,000 since the
census of 1871.—Scientific American.
