This covers only the cost of products
of car building concerns and does not
include cars and locomotives con-
structed in the railroad shops.

According to the rallroad gazette,
the effect of the financial slump will
be felt by the car bullders next year.
Orders for new equipment to be de-
livered during 1908 have fallen off
greatly. The total number of ¢ 3
built in the United States and Can-
ada this year is 289,645, against
670 in 1906. Of those built this vear
284,188 were freight cars, and 5,457
pa nger coaches.

The output of locomotives was 7

in 1906. Freight. cars

cost an average of $1,100, an increase
of $100.
