most careless ehservers  Before we enterinto the
details of this great proviacial movenient, we
would beg to digressa htde by briefly stating the
yrobable eff-cis that will be produced therefrom,
both asit recards its influence upin the productive
interests of the provinee, and the future manage-
ment of Distniet Agncularal Societies.

All who visited 1be Fair have hed the oppoitu-
nity of beholding miany of the chorcest producligns
of western Canada, and from the fact being fairly
illustrated that Canada is capable of prodacing as
choice & collection of fruir, vegetables, grain,
rgricultural implements, avdeles of domestic man-
ufactures, and the varicws descriptions of im-
proved live stock, &c., 78 tan be found on the
continent of America, every individual who had

2 spatk of patriotism, will return 10 his home,
not only well satisfied with what has already been
Jone, but also determined to excel, if possible,
his mote fortunate neighbour at the next grand
Provine:al Exlubition. The most arden: friends of
the canse only elaim credit for the first performn-
ance, 1n having made 2 successful beginnming
The prize list for tie next Provincial Exhibstion
will be published at least six months previous to
‘he period at which it will 1ake place, and as it
w1l be entirely under the controul of the District
and County Societies, there can scarcely be 2
foubt but that 1ts management will command the
respect, and obtain the hiberal patronage of 2n en-
hghtened public; and that its influence wdl be
powerfully felt by every productive interest in the
province.

Tlie vegeiable prodacts ent red forcompeution
by Gardenere, Amateurs ane Farmers, were far
saperiofr 1o aruclesof the san + kind, shown at the
Jast two Anoval Exhibittony of the New York
State Society. Tn menuoning this fact, w= con-
siuer 1t due the parues svho contributed so largely
to the Horucuiimal Department, to state,,that
owing (0 the bLberality 3nd zeal which they
ovinced, we shall not fui, if we be spared, 1o
Press upon ihe attention of the Board of Agnicul-
wie the unpuitsace of giving very liberal enconr-
agement to she producuons of the garden and
archard, at the Socieiy's next annual meeting at
Hamilton, on the first week in October next.

The dairy products were well represented, and
n reading the Report of the Judges, we notice
that they are lavish in their praise of many fine
specugens of Butter aud Chesse, for which no
prizes were awarded, All who visited the Dairy
Department, were highly pleased with the good
taste in which the Furmers' wives manufactured
and prepared their dairy products for the Exhibi-
tion; and from what came under our notice, we
may safely mention that bet.. Butter and Cheese
were bought up by the citizens of Toronto with
great avidity.

Woollen goods of a very superior quality were
exlubited by some of the first manufacturers in
the Province, and although we had but liule

opporiunuty to examine them, with o view of
speakng of their pecubar merity, still we wokld
fail in performing our duty, wera we notto muke
something more then a passing notice of a supe-
rior articie of black finished cloth, manufactured
at tae Burwick factery, of the Townslup of
Vaaghan, owned by Jobn Gamble, Esquire.  Mr.
Gamble 1s one of the most enterprising men of
the Province, and from the lowness of price and
sapenior qualty of goods he sends mnto tho
Toronto. aud Mlontreal markets, we ave led 1o
conclude that he has nothing to dread from Ame-
ican compeunion. The arucle of black cloth to
which we have already aliaded, was of rather a
heavy etaple of goods, considening us fineness in
quaiwty, buton the whole, 1t could not be objected
10 on that account, because it was well suited for
the chmate and wants of the country ; and was
in every respect just such a descnpuon of goods
as the most tasty farmer in the Province should
yfeel proud 1n weanng. Some Satinetts, manu-
factured by John Gibson, Esquire, St. Catherines,
also attracted onr attenuon. The style in which
these goods were manufaciured, reflected moch
credit upon the establishment. Inexamining the
woolien goods, we were forcibly impressed with
the idea that 1t is only folly to expect that wool-
len cloths can be manufaciurea of asuperior yuai-
ity, to any considerable extent, so Jong as the
Farmers do not turn their attention to the produc-
tion of fine wool. ‘This question is now being
well understood by many of the wealthy and
inteligent Farmers in the Province, and in a
aumber of instances,a cross of the :mproved Men-
no Ram w1th the Leicester and Sonth Down Ewes
of the country, have been made with signali success.

Although the number of Farming Implements
was for short of what we anticipated, sull this
department of the dhow, in our estimation, equal-
led that of any sther. In scarcely any sabject is
the Farmer more interested than thatof a cheiwce
selection of Agricultyral Implements. The
Hghland Society of Scotland, and the Royal
Agricuhwral Society of England, have done more
real good towards improving the agriculture of
the British Isles in the encouragernent they have
given to agriculiural mechanics, than fram eny
other gingle source. Simclarencouragement will
doubtlessbe given this important branch of manu-
factures by *Tre ProvinciAn AGRICELTURAL
Association For UPPER Caxapa?”
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Among the substantial and useful anicles on the
ground, may be mentioned a horse hoe and doubls
tould bosrd plough, and a woodenfScotch plough,
muanufactured by John Bell, of this City ; and also

Morley, near St. Catherines. In looking over the
ploughe, we could not but ubserve, that iron and

waodea ploughs should not come into competition
with ench other. A separate class shoold be given
each, and by that means Judzes would not be
hiablo 10 err in their judgment; for instance,;
Me Bell’'s woodep Srotch plough, would do credit
even (o one of the Highland Society’s Shows of
Scotland, but still, whon bronght in competition
with the one made entirely of iron by Mr. Morley,
the Judges could not otherwise decide thun by
awarding to it the second prize, Owing tothe vast
amount of business we have in hand, itis guite
impossible to extend these hurried remarks, but
if space and opportunity shouid admit of the
arrangement, we shall in some of the latter pages
of this number, again recur ta the subject of agrit
cultural mechanics, and also mentian somse cther
wvaluable agricles that came under our notice while
at the Exhibition.

Profiting by this
he will notenly reckon from his gross expenditure
and compare years, but, with the keen competiton
¢> which he will be subjected, would know the rust
of every thing he raised. For want of this, the far~
mer may fall inio many errors,  They should not
only besefit, but obtain, all that nature can give
them. When thus educated, specislly fur tkeir
aftor persuits, all would be brought ¢o bear in its
avocetions ; and tins thought derives additional
gonsider tion, when they reflected that the farmers
wrere the people of the countey. In provincial
university there was a splendid enduwment, but in
the common schnols there was none,  The learned
gentleman( Mr. Baldwin) had alluded to bis instru
mentality in obiainiog the grant for the universiy
and he deserved grear praiswand credit forit.

It was soon found
to be inpossible for these new lords of the
soil to cultivate with ease or advantage the
broad acres they had acquired, and from this
exigency forthwith sprung that estimable
class of men, a Pritisk Tenantry.

It is not our intent:on, neither woold it fall
within our scope to attempt any detailed
account of the nse and progress of agricul
toral improvenyent in Europe ormore especi~
ally sn Brtain. Its vicissitudes have been
great, and 1ts present cond+tion in our father
land deeply to be deplored. It is, perhaps,
no exagaeration to aver that there exists at
this hour 1 Britam and ia ¥reland a mass of
idisheartening perplexity and trouble among
ithose who are tied down by stringent agri-
cuitural engagements, which must fill the
generous mind with bitter pam and regret.
Weare quite aware that inseveral cases even
subsequent to the passing of the Free ‘Trade
Corn Bill, farms have been taken at equal,
nay at higher rents than before, but we feel
pretty well satisfied that ina vast majority of
such cases, the reason will be found to exist
1n some pecthar cause, such as local connec-
tion or atlachment, a difficuity 1 obtaininga
farr value for stock, or such lhke; and no
man at al} acquamted with the present con.
dition and prospects of the Brish farmer,
can hesitate to pronounce it anything but
cheermg. Various causes may have led

Of all our duinestic aniuals there are none
in Canada v whiom we are all more 1ndebted
than to the Hog. Withuut his aid, small pro-
gress could have been made in clearing the
forest, by suppurtiug the hardy poneer of the
back-wuodo.  Itis highly satisfactury to note
the estunation in which thus animal 1s genes-
ally held, aud the impruvement yearly acconi-
plishing in the breeding of Swine, and it will
be the buundzn duty of the Board to keep its
advancement steadily in view.

That most noble of all quadrupeds, the
Hogse, has been fortunate o securing a large
portion of attention from the fariners of Caa-
#ds, and well does he merit ali the attention

ous scourge which has so often prostrated
the fond and well-arounded hopes of the far-
mer, and which still remains without any sat-
isfactory remedy or preventive having been
discovered.

We some-
tunes have thought, how old Cobbett would
have chuckled over the fall of what he de-
nounced as the greatest curse on earth, But
no—T will pot dov his memory so much injus-
tice, as to believe that his anathemas were
more than an ebullition of spleen, springing
from an honest desire to see his fellow.coun-
trymen of Ireland raised in the scalo of hu-
manity. There is undoubtedly % vory great
degtee of mystery attending this disease,
aid all attempts at investigation have hitherto
failed in producing any saustactory results!
Far be it from us to give vent to any over~
strained sanctunonious remarks ; but it is
agsuredly our bounden duty to receive the
visitation as involving conseguences which
defy the utmost powers of man to fathom,
apd to feel, in the most impressive manner,
how weak and how inefficient are all our,
boasted powers and resources,when it pleases
an Omnipotent Being tachasten or admonish.
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In the remarks which I have submitted, it
has been my anxious care to abstain in the
most scrupulous manner. from any allusions
of a party or political natyre.

I feel Gentlemen, fur mure, inteasely than
I can possibly express, that cur very exist-
ence, a8 a useful Institution, must gltogether
Aepend upon a firm and scrupulous exclusion
of all such topies from the Board, Thank
God, we have a great and magnificent arena
upon which every man in Canada may con-
tend, in honorable and patriotic competition,
untainted by party jealousies or strife, and
most devoutly shonld we all pray, that party
feeling or party mtrigae may never be known
amongst us. [ might expatiate, did time
permit us, upon the materials out of which
we are entitled reasonably to oxpect that a
good farmer will be produced—one, I mean,
reasonably qualified to fill the station in so-
ciety for which Providence designed him.—
Some there are, who, overwise in their own
couceti, will tell you, that any one is qualified
to bea farmer. Never was there a greater
mistake; and if the amount of scientific!
knowledge, joined to physical energy and
virtue, which are required to constitute our
estimate of an accomplished and respectable
agriculturist, be at all correct, we invite you
at once to challenge any such gainsayers to
a fair, prompt, and liberal discussion.

Thus, Gentlemen, have [, in a wost imper-
fect and cursory manner, touched upon some
of the leading subjects, which appear to come
within the legitimare province of an Agriculturai
Board. It is obvious to all, that ime and expe-
rience a'one, can secure any approximation to
perfection. Success must on the mam, depend
upon the general and zealous co operation of
Aswciations. It i3, however, palpably the inter-
est of all classes, to promote what forms the
true basis of all prosperity. The merchant, the
lawyer, the banker, the mechanic, 1n a word,
every active member of the community, owes to
Agriculture all his hopes and all his suceess, If
this key-stone fails, the whole fabric must quickly
fall in ruins to the ground. Let all classes come
liberally and readily fcrward to support us, by
their personal and pecuniary aid, We have
nothing to apprehend from coldness or indiffer-
ence upon the part of the tixecuuve or Legisla-
tre. The cause requires only to be fairly repre-
gented, and there can be no doubt that eountea-
.ance and encouragement will follow. Never,
we will take upon us to affirm, could a moderate
grant of public fands be more wisely or advanta-
geously invested, than in the support and en-
.couragement of an Agricultural Board for Canada
