The next day went
in a boat in a bitterly cold wind, to Pinkey’s Stores
house, where 1 assembled all the men of the single
establishment for service, and went on, the next day,
to Rencontre, where I held service alde, and had 2
baptisms. The next morring passed East Bay, and
landed at Noster Cove, Long Island,where I assem-
bled a large congregation,-and baptized seversl chil-
dren ; after prayers the men put me up as far as
:be important geltlement of Balorin,in'a boat. Here
[ held full service’ and had several baptisms at niglt
and the same the next morning, before leaving, in
a large decked ‘boat, which had just been launched,
for Harbour Brijain. We started. with a fair wind,
but were soou:obliged to be«t sgainst a head wind,
which kept us out til 2 a.m. et the 28th, | was
kindly taken in by my worthy friend, Mr, Thomas
Gaden, the collector’ of his Majesty’s Cugtoms, and
found, after a few hours’ rest, (hst. 1 bad:-indeed,
cause for gratitude,in having been wonderfully pre-
served in my last day’s journey. A hole had heen
broken in the vessel’s bottom nhen she wds Jaunch~
ed--it had become covered with ice and was not
perceived. This ice had held while we were beat~
ing wgaivst a bead wind, from 9 a,.m. of one day,
til 2 a, m. of the next, and had wot given ‘out till
the vessel had got to Mesars. Newman’s wharf,when
she began to sivk so rapidly that ne pumps could
clear ber, and they had to haul her up ! - I here
had to nurse a diarrhoee, whick my.late diet upon
the wild deer venison bhad brought on.. On Sunday
I held two full services in a store” which Mr.Creed,
the sgent of the Messis. Newman, had fitted up for
the occasion. T
Monday, March 80.--Mr. Creed having kincly put
the Paul Pry sloop, belonging to bis ewglloyersi?af my dis-
posal, upon her way to another establishment of the same
house, which is at Gualtois on Long Island in Hermitage
Bay, I called and officiated for a large congregation at
Brunette Island, on the evening of Monday, and at Hermit-
age Cove, a plate which I had visited 5 years ago, the next
morning. After full service and visiting a sick man, and
performing the service of baptism both in full service and
in bouses, I reached Guallois. Mr. Gallop thg agent,
shewed much anxiety {o help me in the object of my visit;
indeed he accompanied me, as Mr. T. Gaden also did, to
Olave’s Cove and Furby’s Cove, two settlements higher
up Hermitage Bay ; and on my return, had a sail loft so.
neatly fitted up for a service, that I regretied being oblig-
ed to deny the requestthat I would spend a Sunday with
the people of these settléments. Finding that I'couldin
this neighbourhood procure an Indian guidd, who might
accompany me through the country to St. George’s Bay,
which 1 bad proposed to visit, I resolved on praceeding un-
der such conduct ; judging that I should have time if T cotild
reach St George’s Bay, through the interior,and visit the
intermediate settlements along the shore on my return.
Ten or twelve days at this season should have carried me
through te St. George’s Bay, from the liead of the W. arm,
S. W. of Bay Despair;—after performing Divine Sérvice
to a winter crew of the Messrs. Newman’s, who were saws
ing for building vessels, I started for that purpose; but af:
ter we had proceeded, by long and forced marches, & con+
siderable distance, the man who had accompanied me from
St. John's, and. my Indian pilot, and myself, were all vi«
sited with snow-blindness—unalle to proceed, we pagsed
a melanchely day and two nights in our icy cave, in which
we had slept on the last night before I was obliged to, think
of cbangin% our route ; and I resolved to try to return.
Our provisions had become fearfully low, and, although
berds of deer were on every side; we were, each of us, tjo
much affected with ‘the snow-blindness to handle a gun.
We providentially were favoured with so thick a fog thag
our eyes were spared, and we were able to grope our. way
hack, in blindness, in weather when, uader any circym-
stances, further progress, through an unknown country,
would have been impracticable on account of the thickness
of the atmosphere : we thus lost considerablé tinve, for it
was not until thie 14th 6f Aptil-that I returned again, after
lhis‘abortive attempt, in which ]‘hed endur‘ed-fnuch from
fatizue, and weather, and privaticas, to Gualtois, on Long
