Totuatoes traiiod, te Stokes give thie
swcetest fruit, and remn inl bea4ung the
jongest;u t mony cullivators, Who grow
for eize ana quantity oDly, Rielieve tRey
have iho beet; resuite when growing them
Dû thie level ground. Celery la thie chief
crop riaquiring;, attention. Thie grat point
îs te get abort thick-growing varietiea> as
tRo ,lopg hçinds require Bu maclh more
labour pe blanch. TRie Boston miarket
vgriety is, therefore, popular, ana ie really
a xpcry cniap and nutty-flavered variety.
After su miuny triales with ailleront ways
of growiug tRier, thoao who have their
own gerdens--anateurs, for wbora wo
write-ind tbat the old planî of sinking
the plants la, sallow pits la about Lbe
best.

Rieavy; boue bard and round;, legs short.
sud tapering -,Rains fui! sud round, .au4
celer as ablove dencribed.

The great bgrduRiood of tRie j3ýrksire
aud gener41 frgedom frein utaneous aud
.other diseueseu prevalent sxueng many
other breede, bas now beconip proverbial
iu localities wlierc. tRiey hiave received
reasonable oekre sud attention. TRiey are
uoted iu thje country fer being tRie most
prolifie; and being very docile pud easily
.tamed, renders pig-rising mach besL
bazardous snd exponBivo thau i ith many
other breeds.

TRie Berkshire has long been noted for
producing tRie iaest -bacon, and we thiuk
it Rias yet lest noue of titis long, and welI
earned reputation. TRie flavor of an or-
diuary BbrRishire ham could Rie rellehed,
at any dîne by the most fastitieus epiý
cure.

Theo Berkshires moide their second aid-
vent iato the Unîited States about . thie
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year 1850, and viere roccive~i âith mucb
more favor thin open thoir first. Sine
thon continueid importations hava beau
made, bath froin England and Canada,
andî no, race bas beau so rapidiy dilfusad
iu se short a peri(.4; in fact they hava
fonnd their way into almost every part af
the Union, and it is remarkablo, that
white tbey bave Inen aiubjected ta every
grade ai' climate, tbey have lest nane ai'
the peculiaritics which alane bolomg ta
the race. The bypothesis on whicli this
1maY reasouably bu bnsod, is the great per-
!ustency aof breeding iu ane direction, giv-
log ta tbem, sucb a distincti'eneiss of char-
acter aud constitution which May enabie
thexu ta resist the detrimental influences
of diverse climntes. The grent power of
distinct and propenly establiied breode,
ta reasat and ward off diseuses, bas, in
mauy cases, been fully exemplified ; and
is, ta a large extout, attributed ta a peau-
lian constitution or conformation which
ordinary breeda rnrely even possess. The
Berkglhire and Essex bave long been re-
garded us the best breeds for improving
the comman stock, and have beau mucit
used for this purpose, aud in many cases
the result aof -sch, erossiug lias been sa
satisfactory anid the impravemen t se greut
±hat.the genenai reasouing amang mnany
farmers viho have practisod such breeding,
is, that thxe produceofai such crossing is
botter than either breed thua crossed.
Snch neasoning, however, would nlot ho
admissible in a theoretical point ai' vievi;
neither do vie tbiuk tit any geueral
practical results-properly considered-
ivould justity sncb conclusions. Neyer-
theles, many remarkable impnrovementis
bave been thus effected, and sncbl crossîng
under general circumistances may ha bath
profitable and advisable, especialiy if hog8
for store and féeding purposes only are
desired.

Theo bave been many other distinct
breeds cultivuted besides those vie bave
bore euumerated, but owing ta the grat
mania -anang American farinera for cross-
ing sud mingling of-different breeds, they
bave becoma Merged into the commun
breeds, and iu tbfr way bave last their
distinctive identity und have become for-
ever absolete. Mauy of thein vero valu.
able breeda whmch no doubt required the
skîli and ji'dgmaent of the 'wisest breeders
a balf lifetime te perfect sud estmibhish.

This prevail practict, o aifidiscnimi-
natoacross iug or mxminglngfai' dferent
bre da.withontaydefluiteasunor ondin
view, bias bad a very baneful effect.upon
the progress of improvenient, aud render-
ed great snd contdued expenditures: for
i'ereign importations itecessary, whic3t
could buve-by a proper systeni aof propa-
gat.ion af the distinct breeds wlien once
obtained-been retained sviibin aur ovin
bordera.

White in tinte pat it Many bave been
bath neeessary uud expedient,* ta inake

foraigu importations of liropor breeds, it
la nat naw,, owing ta a auflicient oupply of
ai the bast sud most approved vihioh
shouid. by a prapor systeni of broeding, bo
citivated aud mmraved in their purity,
with the biaod snd matons!l we uow have,
and lessan aur de3pendouce upon foreign
countl'ies. 8uch a courde, is Tondered
doubly neceaaary wheu in 'vie w Of' oucontemaplatcd improvementts opon estab
lielied breeda; for piiiet agea ai' exponiauce
have taught us the necessity and greut,
value ai' being able ta trace ancestral linos,
and !a reiy more implicitiy opon the pria-
.ciplea sund tendenoies ai' biood. Tharafore,
vihea impravexuents are proposed, it is
nocessary firat. ta uncderatatid, and ho vieil
ucquainted with the qualisies, as well us
the naturai tendencieo of te blood wvii
ia ta be used ta affect thme improvement.
In shtart, a breeder abouid axaetiy knaw
4lie mnaterna 'with -wbioh ho expeots to
build the structure, aud be able ta trace
the pedigrees back ta al] the diffierent
-branches froin 'wbich they sprnug. IWith
this viei aof the niatter, amîcces in im-
provemonts can rarely ho attained by s
continueti addition of doubtfuil or unknown
blood. It is true this subject huas ciaimtd
the earuest consideration of somne aof the
greatest minda, and wihite scureely two
opinions agree as ta the oniglu ai' certain
speciflc resuita, yet ail agree te -the one
great fact, that the highest -and 'most per-
fect tYpes are praserved by apropercoales-
cence of pure and vigorous -bieed. And
us thora fa sivisys a natunAl teudoacy ta
decadence, it is necessary ta uuderstaud
those principles sud tendencies aven wlieu
we wish only ta preserve the tenune ai'
the different types wbau once estabiisl'ed.
For vie uay, in one decade, possibly sac-
rifice vihat it hua required the skill of
agea ta estbiish, snd by a reckless snd
unsystemuatie cominingling ai' different
strairis or races, vie may vireck aud bring
iute utter confusion the most noble atnces-
tral lineage-or lines. Suca bas already
beau the fate of saine most valuable
bm-cods, sacriflced open the ultarof reckless
chance.

lu conclusion, ]et us appetil to those
who ara eugaged iu the cultivution and
propagation oi' the bag, te observe cniti-
cally every instructive fact beariig on the
subjeet, and apply thoni faithfully and
systematically; as mweli for privata ' houe-
fit as for public gaod, as it is by th'ls
côurse ai' breeding that improvemniets are
maade anmd perfected by systematie gene-
ralizations, critically drwn sud deduced
trein well nuthenticateil fuels.

We hava the beat climate, the best
fadt1ities, aid have novi the best matons!l
ta proceed with whieh aven existed on the
globe, nnd for proper development, our
country bas noa equai in the world.

We almould. iet prmctical ski]] and sclon-
tifie ktaowledge tamie the place aof preva-
lent recklesèuess or ignoranxce, and li-

provexuent and pragress wiil go rapidly
on with the Most baneficial rosults.

As aur allottod space is already flIied,

aud perhaps overrun, vie ask an exccuse
for reluctantly offering somne observations
on titis fearfual and most fatal disense; -,
diseuse wbioh continues to 1111 tito minds
aif bog breedera With alarra iut i tipro-
honsion, and bas thus fuir batitod the 8kili
of nny of aur most amiant mon. Who
very wvord "lchaitra " has terriblo
sickening associations that tire alange apa-
pnliing. And wa may sat'oly assume, that
millions of' bogs unually dia from the
effoors of thtis diseaso. Sa fearful havo been
its Tavages for severul yeara pnest, that a
great'anany farinera bave abandoned the
puruit, or nt lest are disincliiiod to mako
investmnents, e8pecialiy ini the liner tweeds.

We do nlot anticipate thnt justice eau
ho doue to a aubject ao' -Bucli extent and
importance as the one befare us, iii the
space -ofafevi short pages; ai utr vieva,
as regards the orngin, progri.s antd ter-
rninatîou ai the diseue, are so inuch ut
variance with those of rnany of the Most
scientifia nien who hava ilivestigated it,
*tiat it viauld ho vieved as uiily* absurd
in us ta extend our observations farthor
as ta the main or importat fuets that
bave beeu revealed. However, 1% e a.ssulme
the responsibility ai' saying tlaint thxe %vord
"choiera," bas oniy been eniploycd ta

designate a diseuse aof great i'atility, nue.
not titar its real syr'ntoms, or the indi-
cations acconipanying its progress axud
termination, are ut ait allied to wluat wag
manifested iu the diseuse of that tim
which has decimuted the himitait race;:ti.il
as all the prebarations îvhich have been
made bave been prepared iu view of.eur-
ing epidemia Ilchoiera, " we have no doubr,
bzit they have hastened the deata of mcre
hogs than have ever been relieved by
their use. To favor this viovi, ve -have
ouly te refer to -the geuerally ackuow-
ledged fact, thnt wvhite lbundreils of pre-
paru'tions. purportiug ta cure titis dise4se,
h ave emanated fram the best sour&,es and
bava beeti extensively distrihutel nuid
used in ail the sectioni vihero -the ditiusa
lias prevaiiad, NOT ONE bas yet proved a
specifie, or bus eyen effected a single cure
wben the diseuse vias fairly deoelopeil.
