Thes
niillers etndently faund] is profitable ti mate use of the office,
having in many instances madle purchase% before becoming
meiibers.

FREIGHT R \TLN.

A special committee consistng of E. Peplow, M.
MhIcLautghlin, J. Hodd, A. H. iaird, J. lirown, W. H.
Meldrum, Geo H. Harper and Secretary Watts, has for
some tnt been givng careful thought to the question
of freight rates. For reasons best known to theinselves
an invidious distinction has been drawn by the railwavs
between the rates on flour and the rates on wheat.
Some of the more glarng tif these dufferences are
pointed out in the followng report stibtitted by the
chairman, Mr. M. McLaughlin:

'rhe retiring president, ir. idardi lPeptow, delivered
his annual address after tue prehinmmaries of opening the
meeting had been concluded. île tsas warmly applauded
ai intervals durng dehvery and at the close a hearty
vote of thanks was tendered hii for the careful thought
and study indicated tm thte preiaration of the address
and the ainount of information and tuggettion it con-
tained. Mr. l'eplow said.

'his mliay be considered an epoch in our history as an
association, and if you ai ail allow e to gt e a short re-
view of its doings lown fit this fine it iîay not be amiss
and may be an encouragement for the future.

It as now three yeart smne the Domimion tMillers' As-
sociation was resutascitated un 1889, fite iinmediate cause
for this being the agitation for increased duties on tiour.
Vou ail renember the efforts put forth tii accompish
this and the success that crowned those efforts, and nit-
withstandng the great opIposition ti its mîteasure fron
the cast, flour is no dearer to-day un the castern pro-
vinces un proportion ti the price of what than before
the duty was put on ; nor can ut be so as long as the
capacity of our mills is so mucli greater than the con-
sumîîpition of tour, and tie surplus has ti find ani outlet
in the great markets of the oriald. The only advantage
Ontanto milliers gamned tas thc supplying of utr otan
markets with lour, thas keepmg our mîills better cm.
ployed.

Our ne\t effort was the buyng of wheat by standard.
The prejudices not on> of farmiers but of a large number
of millers hail to be overcone before this became an
accomplished fact. the justice of whch s shown to-day
by the willngness, and even demands, of farmers t
have theur wheat tested, and t am glad tii know that
millers have in most rases stood loyally by the tester,
even when il appeared to tic against their interests tn do
sr, and when they had many excuses for not usng it, if
they had becen looking for such excust.

It was said by many parties outside the association
that when we appointed a central grain buayer Our object
was to corner the grain market and depress prces, and
sotie of our mnembers suffered considerably by local
jealousies on this accouant. Tiey were held up to our
farmer fncands as persons tit be avoided when seiling
their grain, but time. the great arbitrator, has proved the
falsit - of these objections. The central buyer has en-
Aîal millers to get wxaheat to better ad% antage, becaust
being a large medium offert of wheat art being constantly
tnade to huan and he. enables the miller tespecially the
smaller mills to get suppies read'ily. anda often sectires
an order for Ilour they would others.e lose if he had
not the waheat in sight. lie also efects a grcat sa ing
in fremights, telegraph and commission. These are the
direct advantages. The ind:rect advantages consist in
being ablle to advise as ti markets, stocks, etc.

entirely, to experien e biit.uned frot the manufacture (if
tiour, and the result of ts introdu uon insu the stade li
deterine thc relati e oiiiiiercial su'e f the product
of any new vatiety of wheat. Were lt n rder t shtould
be restraned through fellow sybmip;tliy lroiim displaying
our ignorait( e n this respe< t 1) askitig a shtw of bands
for the exceptions to tis rule. Wheite s the miller to-
day pbssessmg either facihtN for, obr abiity to arrnve ai,
tIle qualtty of %i leat for imiilltg Iurpobses by other eats.
We bate either bu work ouit this expecice for our-
selves or rely upon nformation froi others who hate
already obtained t lit ibis maniner. While lt aill ever
be useful as concluhstne priaoitif obther ecats mn tinally
determmmîning this question, lt fails to mîeet the wants of
our indusin> to-da and oiers bcry serous objections.
The utite, labor and epene n tionticing aid cultiîat-
ing a new b.bncty itof wheat in suffilent quantity to
arbie at this information in this manner ai once con-
detmins bt m ecry respect as a means worthy of our
regard except as a icatis of the past. tile nfornation
gained itough oitihers in ibis itanner es far too often
quite unreliable The interests and importance of the
nilling as weil as bite farming tndîistry to-day demand

beter facilitics. and more prompt and positibe incans
for dctermmning ai uit e bte imttilng qualities of grain.
And I auould suggest that a meinorial troin this associa-
tion be prescnted to our Goicrnement asktng tiat the
expcrtmental farts and agncultural colleges be fur-
nsbhed with the faciibes antd ncarns necessary to arrise
at the desired information.

This is a tac more difficult question insohing as it
does interests outside of ilur own and conditions of bital
importance to the farimmîng itidustr:. These two indus-
tries though clioscly connected mn sone respects by relta-
tibe ntcrest in site prodation of wheat deeply affectng
both, do not go band n hand n other respects. and the
sariety of grain of titost intelest to the tiller. may untder
certain conditions lnt prosc the tost profitable to the
fariner I need not cite instan<es of this. But the fact
I wish to brîng out here is that hilc our interests and
those of the farmer are %o closely allbed in some respects
tic should join hands in our eforts to promote these
comnon imtercess. for so long as the farmer taises
wheat for flour urpises, and thc miller grinds it, the
une i annot di.,regari the intcres t of the other wtabout

mnjury to his otn. The fartmter tannot produce a varicty
o nf iat mnjuios to the itilling interests withou t reflet t-
ing on lis own. Nor tan stc miellcr in respect for his
oin nterest demiand <if bte farier site production (of
such saritics as dii not serce the farniers' interesis. It
tlierefore bei uines lte interest if tue miller tu be an a
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position cunnty w thle i farimer tio determine not
only the miliig qualitie' of a het, but aiso which wheats
ire iist protitalie to miller and farmîer alike, and how
t) pri ýer e te desîred qualities in stich wheat, and the
awhe.it n the proper conition to serve the best interest
of boi:th.

' lis tnitdues a question thich bas occupied ny
attention consider.ibly, buz.. the stage of cipeness at
t htcli wheat siould le cut I find considerable indiffer-
ence it this question uînî the part of itillers and want of
care on the part of fariters t eth bite fariter, resuhttag I
thnk, frot millers not giting ste matter sufficient
thought. the other fromî a tant of knowedge on the
ptart if tue fantier and hn1- hieing partially tmtisled by the
popular opinior. that there ts titn barmls in tuttng the
Sieat green, or as it is generally expressed, "on the green
side - That there must e a proper stage of rpeness to
cut wheat may certainiy go wtithout sayng. Such being
bite case, lt is wonderfui the dnerstty of opinioin th.at
exists regarding et. [bat the proper stage of ripeness
permits of netther sto early or too laie cuttin is alsi
quite reasonable and presents the necess.ty o greater
i arc regardng il than s idisplayed n the present day.
Tit esuil mtust restilt from toie early cuting, both as
regards the milling and productlne properties of wheat,
is t l.uniiii l the best authoities. if millers and farmers
can agree as to the proper stage of npeness at which
wlhcat should be rut ct best answer the purpiose of both
industries nuch I think will lie done towards preserving
the good milling and productive qualities in wheat, and
thereby encourage is cultivation. for in looktng tnto this
iatter, and froi nfonnation obtained, I am satisfied
our abeats deternorate in ]bth respects as a result of this
Ce il practice, and i as satisfied if the inenonal as sug-
gested above meets with the favor it should at the hands
Of the Government, such means nay be provided as will
assist greatly in deierminîng what the proper stage of
rpeness for cuttig wheat is as well as other conditions
necessary to its successful *-'>'ction.

At o.3u tlie meeting adjourned, the discussion on Nir.
Kemp's paper to be the first order of business of the
morning session.

SECONI) t)AY.
The convention opened promptly at 9 a.tt. Wednes-

day with the president, Nr. Ni. IcLaughin, in the
chair. The attendance of memtîbers was fully up to the
tirsi day.

The question of înilling quaities of wheat introduced
in the paper read at last night's session by Mr. T. O.
Kemp, of Seaforth, was made the first subject of discus-
sion, taking foînnatve shape in the following resolution.

Ti s'riN. wi.ATs IN SANIPLE LOTS.

Moved by T. O. Kemp. seconded by H. liarrett:
That this association memonalhze the Dominion and
Ontaro Gmsernnents ai an early day drawing their at-
tention to the advantages to farmers and millers that
a id result fron some svstem of testing wheats in
sample lots as to their milling and productive quaities,
ahich tests the govenments may be able to carry out in
connection ttith the agriculturai colleges and expen-
mental farms.

This resolution prosoked one of the most important
discussions of the convention and -specially on the
one point of the best time for cuttng wheat so that its
miling qualhties wili be fully retained.

James Stark, Paisley, said that this was a question
affecttng not alone the millers and farmers, but the
whole country. Il was important that wheat be cut ait
the nght time. lut what might seein the right tile for
the miller would be viewed in a different light by the
fanner, and the fanner was apt to look out for himself.
lie did not think it was necessary for the Ontario Gov-
eriment to be asked, as tn the terns of the resolution,
to touch thi, matter. They were doing now ail that was
mn their power to further the interests of the miller, and
he suggested that a ommnittee be appointed to co-oper-
ate with them. Nothing more was required.

R. Noble, Norval, would like to see a plan adopted
that would secure to the millers a prompt testing of
wheat sown the first year without havng to experiment
for some time as now. Quite a difference of opinion
pres ails in regard to time for cutting wheat. It is held
that abeat atier being cut green matures from the
stroke. It would heip to a solution of the problem if
the agricultural colleges of the couîntry would take this
question up.

J. G. Ilechtel, Blurford, spoke as a member of the
special commitie of the association that had visited the
Ontario agricultural farm to examine various varieties of
seed wheat. They bai selected what they believed
were the best vaneties, though experience since had
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shown that some of these varcties were not the imuot
desirable. 1t had to be renembered that por grades of
wheat were scattered throughout the country, and w cre
being sown by the farners. How was this to tic
remedied? The fariner selects that gradte of wheat that
will give hlim the best yield withit regard particularly
to its milling qualities. The grain men sel this wheat,
and if il is not bought by the mniller in the localhty whcre
it as grown millers elsewhere buy il.

H. Biarreti, Port Hope, sald the millers must get the
farmers thenselves interestei in this question. It imsust
be shown to them that grain that had not natuired
properly was not fit for milhng.

Thomas M. yers, Thamesville, contended that the
millers would experience a good deal of difficulty in tell-
ing the farmers how to manage their business. Mît
faimers have more wheat than they can cul n a few
days. The speaker had himsel. been a fariner, and
found that unless cuitting was started early then the
latter part of the crop would be bleached out to) ripe.
Fanners are sometimes undecided what cs best to do
under ail the circumistances. lie bhelieved that wheat
matured satisfactorily after i iai been cut on the green
side. If we ask fariners not to ciit wheat until after it as
ripe they wiill have to cut it in most cases m one day.

J. Knox, Stayner, considered it a miîst.ike toi biy wheat
cut on the green side. We should educate farmers to
let their wheat ripen before cutting.

James Hamilton, Glen H uron, said his experience was
that wheat which is not fully ripe is gomg todeteriorate.
Wheat that is green is cunfit for grinding.

T. O. Kemp, Seaforth, was pleased with the turn the
discussion had taken. It was lust wbat he expected
when he introduced the question. (If course there m as
difference of opinion. Some favored whcat (ut green,
others when the berry was ripe. What îs meant by
green cul wheat, what hy cutting wihen ripe? We cer-
tainly want a wheat that has matured properb ; but i am
prepared to let nature do her part. Wheat eut green is
the heaviest weighing wheat we hase. Why heas ier
than ripe cut wheat? Grecn wheat drys up into a hard
crystaized seed. Wheat properly matured gnes into a
more mealy condition and is looser in its nature.
Which is the best ta cul? Is not better four obtained
from wheat properly matured? Farmers are heeding
what millers are saying on this questio... and more
wheat is being cut to-day with a regard ta iaintamoing
its miilling properties than ever before.

J. L. Spink delivered an address, " How to save losses
in milling," or, as it might fittingly be terned. "The cost
of a barrel of four." Nlany millers, he said, claim to ie
able ta ncake a barrel of flour for twenty cents, others
say twenty-five, thirty. thirty-five, and some even higher,
"I am talking now," sald Mr. Spink, "of the average
output of a mill, and one that is run steadily, not only at
intervals. i have miade it a practice to keep a detailed
account of ail the expenses of my mill, so that i may
arrive at a correct and intelligent account of the cost of(
*Iny output." And here Mr. Spink look the association
into bis confidence and gave the mermbers a detailed
satement of the actual items of expenditure in running
bis Pickering miii, int<uding insurance, fuel, oil, com-
missions, imterest, printtng, wages, office expenses, dam
accounlt, not onittmîg the most tofling incidental. lis
mîsili turned out about 35,000 bairels of flour a year,
sometimes 40,000. He could not figure down the cost
to less than thirty-six cents a barrel, exclusine of cost of
barrel or packages. lie did not believe that millers
gener,:lly went as carefully into these details as they
ought to do. In his early milling days he neglected
these things, but in no aier way could a miller know
what his fluor was costing. Another point on which
millers he thought were sometimes in a maze was the
quantity of wheat used in makiog a barrel of flour. His
reference was to straight roller flour that would stand
Government inspection. His experience taught him that
it required four bushels and forty potunds tao make a
barrei of straight roller flour. "A we*akness of millhng
was the fact that our day cnnsisted of twenty-four hours.

We are making flour far beyond our consumptiom.
Limit the capacity to seventy.t wo bours a week in place
of 144 and the millers will make more clear dollars in a
year than they are doing under present arrangements.

He
had somtie of this knd of experience in a car of flour
shipped to Qucher. It was during a time ocf decinong
markets. Flouir at tlis paritilar luie 'lai dropped
ti went% -ftie cents a bag. A fter tis simiient had reacied
lis desatinaion le receied w ord tiat i hat been inade
from imusty wheat. Tie facts werte iut liaid been put minto
new jute bags. lits custoiier wantci hii t take $70
less than the mvoce. This ie refused to do; but was
obliged to compromise at a luss of $50, or has e the four
throwno (n lis hands. ilis wcas not the only case of the
kiiid that had <x urred m Quiebc. lie rgedt that this
associauion take soue mîe.cns tc protects iiimembers
fromta losses of this character. An agent inight bc
appoin;ed to deal with these imatters, so that the basis
of settilement bc removed froi the hands of the broker.

J. i.. Spmik said it would eli a nistake to liase it
go out froi tlis ineetng that it w.as ujnsafe to ship four
to Quebec dealers. lie hald donle business m that pro-
vnre for imany years,.n ng im agent located there. A
large part (if te output of ils isull sias sold n Quebec,
and he had nes er had a case i where a custoner iad
given him trouble le bad le.tiil of s ses such as
nstanced by NIr. Edisonson. Probably tiiere were dis-
ionest dealers ic the loer prmi iee.as likely clsewiere.
Il would seemis fromlî what mas said that this were so;
but it wouild lie uînjust to honest men to iake the charge
gencral.

No ques-
tion thtere is a large quantit> of leprctiated wheat um
the country on shah adisances have been made by the
batnks largely in escess of the pnuce that can lie reaized
to-day. A few weeks ago swe were shown by a promman-
ent grain mars un the city samples of a wheat of which
uo,oao bushels were held by one banki, and which was
beyng offered au tuenty cents a bushel. Someone ts
gong to cone short. Wio?

W'ho is respimsible for these conditions? We put
this question to the grain nerchant who shoued us the
twcnty.cent sample of wheat lie answered promptly
that he considered the banks hal acted ill.advisedly in
umany of the ads ances that lad been made the early part
of the pat season. iey iad lelped uto perpettate the
inpression wideiN entert.unsed ai the time, but since

knocked end-ways by later conditions, that an unusually
high price was going to be realred for wheat. Nor had
the banks exercised that care and judgment touching
the quality of wheat on which advances were made that
was tu be espected from that one institution of ail others
that is supposed to work on conservative lines. They
w di miost certainly have to pay the piper now.

Who shipped the wie.it? hlie complaint is that it
was shipped n a danp comdition. The shipper s'ipped

the wheat, wc stppotse. There is good reason to beiese
that %%iti the immense crop of the Northwest of the past
year and the difficulties expeienced n hanesting and
thieshing, that the real condition of the herry was none
tou closely scrutinied. iiow far the character of the
inpet tion adopted ought to be held accountahIe foi the
condtions now deteloped is another element that hkely
enters into the question.

lrouble wdlit probabl occur amnong consignor, con-
signee, banksand railass tn a tciId settlenent of the
particular cases that are noi, or tmas yet, conte to the
(-ont. Those concerned. sw iti the .iti of the courts, may
b, left to arrange these matters among theinsehes. A
repetition of similar troubles should not occur another
seastn, if the experience of the past piosebses any îalue.

No more complete answer need lie gsen to iiths
false charge aganst Canadian tiour tihan a reference tii
the test made by Cominissioner Alat lirown mihen he
was a Jain.ica. and pubbshed at the tune 'n these col.
umns. Flour, on that occasion, and not "high-colored,
sweak, amber siheat fditur,' but tiour made frot Nanitoba
No. i hard wheat, sias purpostly held for ftour months
and then baked ito bread that was the deight of the
people of these lsland- Nor was the nes s slow ta
spmading, until, as Nir. litown says, when tommuni-
cated with touching this charge, "eery steamer that
bas gont out ta the seseral West India islands stmce
my return from Jamusaica has carned flour.' The state-
ment of 'Messrs. l'ickard & lilack, of alifax, owners
of a shipping line doing business with these Islands, is
that durmag the past three months they have carried
oser t 2,ooo barrels of Canadian flour to the West Indies.
This hardly tells nf a soured trade on the part of eiber
consignor or consignee. (eo. \iusson & Co., of this
city, ta a letter to the Nafoetary Times on the question,
sa) "WVe have been slippimg flotr to the West Indies
since januîary, 8891, at the rate of hundreds of barrels
per nonth. We hase alasiys chosen hard wheat flours
for shipment, often getting a special brand made, ta
which was a large proportion of Manitoba wheat. We
have >et to learn of one instance ta which any of :his
flour bas sored, and we have neser had any complaints
of ils quaity. Un the contrary numetous certificates
have come ta is of the satisfaction felt by people ta
liaibadoes, Tnnidad, St. Kitts. Antigua, etc., with the
strength and character of our Canadian flour."

The truth is that the people of the West lnt.ies base
only words of praise for Canadian flour, and so long as
nur miliers maintain the present high standards there
will be no <omplaints of soured Canadian flour except
such as come via the iluffalo millhng sewer.

This imakes ite
grain flinty, and wîill not produce the yield ta the brewer
which it would if allowed! to ripen properly. This firi
say: "We would much prefer a littile color and have te
grain tmellowi atnd full of starch than obtain a flinty
white beiry. Also, i is mîost important that the grain
should be allowed ta tweat well in the stook, and you
miust give your fariers positive instructions as to the
threshing of ite grain. lleretofore there have been so
many broken grains in your barleys (which will not
sprout while on the fluor, and are perfectly ruinous ta
the nalting of the grain) that all the other gond qualities
have bee neutralized, and only a second or third.class
article produced!. Now this siate of things could be
easily averted by your tihresiers opening their machines
and threshing more slowly. Yonu can sec the advantage
of this wlen we tell you tiat t swill enliance the value of
the gr:"n at least five to ten cents per bushel. And
lastly, you must be most careful suat tiere is no admix.
ture of six-rowed barley, as this is very daiaging indeed
to the trade." Atn Owien Sound mîaister is urging Mani.
toba farnners to grow ttwo.rowed barley for the English
mîarket, and as saie titme cautions Ont:-rio fanners
against discontinuing growing six•rowed barley, antici-
patinig that more favorable tsade relations with the
inited States will be secired in tue ncar future. What

the future of barley will be, and it is of that we are
chiefly concerned at this titme of Ite year, will be
dependent on what sort of barIcy we shall mise for Eng-
lisi export, so long as presert trade conditions exist,
and, on the otiher hand, in the event of a change of
parties in te United Saites, on ite possible opening of
that tmarket to Canada again. Is tîmiglht be suat our
barley trade should be madle to comtpass both England
and the United States.
