Reiatively higher wages are paid in the

woolen mills li the Unîited States thain

to the sane class of labyr In the cotton

factorles and it is reasonable to sup-

pose thiat thils is because the duîtics

on woolens have ranged so much higlier

than those on cotton fabries. li Great
Britain the Opposite rule prevails, the

spliner ln the cot ton mill earning aboit

$9 andu In the woolen milil only $5.30.
Canada lias always bteei a large ex-

porter of wool to the United States

and the Canadian fariner and Amerleai

manufacturer have both been injured by

the ligh tariff, to the alvantage of

nobody, as the Uniltedi States does not

produce anything lilke the quantity o

wool whili the needs of the people de-

mand. Wool is too bulky an article

ta be smîuggIed lu any quantity and

the tendency wlti dishonest traders ias

iaturally been to introduce the ainan-

factured article which, under the stin-

ilus of abundant raw materlal, lias

cheapened. ln price and iimprovcd in
quality on the Canadian side. The An-

erleai fariner in spite of lis large mar-

ket Is not mach of a wool raliser, stat-

Istics proving that Ancrica is declining

as a wiool-produclng country.

The waste of factories

in Europe--woolen, rags, munga, flocks,
slubbing waste, roving waste, ring

waste, yarii waste, noils, and ail other

%vastes eninierated i the MeKinley
tariff unde-r Ilie. comprehiensive nîamuîe
of shody--l U sent tp America ta be

made into woolen fabries. The w-eil
known ingenuity of the Anericnn mainu-
facturer lias beea brouglit into active
exereLse. He bas initrodulîced cattle hair,
dogs' hair, goats' hall-, bark, fibre, and
anytilng els, which wien nanipulated
will hold together, inîto the manufnc-

ture of w-oolen goods. It Is stated that,

alleged woolen. loth sold at 50c a year
contaIns (0 per cent. of shoddy, 9 per
cent. of poor' cotton, and 9 per cent.

VIREÏ ITS MANUFACTURIE AND USES.
We are Indebted to the B. Greeiug Wire

Co. of Hamilton fog a copy of a compact

little .pamphlet of somle tiv6 doze'n page,
dealiig wvith¯ tie nianufactire' of wVire, l
autiquity and its relation.to: mdeern uses.
tA the firm iso e of tie largest users oi,
wire thlemsselves,,tihey have been -able to
condense a'great deal of information In
the few pages tO which the br-ochure la
confijiei. The pumphlet begins -with refer-
ence to-the great extension of the uses of
wire during the preseunt century, for the
electrie telegraph, ocean cables, the great
suspension bridges, the telephoue, electrie
roads. the drilling for natural gas, tise
making of wire' fencing, nails, etc ; all of
wihich have created an immense demanld
for the article and stimulated an industry
whiclh, as they say now', takes such high'
rank amîong the mniufactures of the world.
The B. Greening Wire Company eau claii
te a long and inheritedi experience in the
business. Imnediatelv belore tie begininig
of the present century Nathaniel Greening,
vhîo cane fron Tintern Abhey, well known
to the readers of Wordsworth, began the
manufacture of wire at Warrington in Lan-
cashire. A few years later the firm: oi
Greenfing & Rylands was established ; who
carried on business until 1840, when the

partnership ivas dissolved, Mr. Greeniug
takiiig his sons into business and establish-
ing the firmu of N. Greening & Sons. W
was with the fina of Greening & Rylands
that the late B. Greening, second son ci
N. Greening, serveed a seven years' appren-
titeship as a wire-drawer, and having some-
timue afterwards begun business for limself,
lie contintied until 1858 when he came to
Canada and became une of the pioncers of
the wire industry in this country unde.r
the neuné of B. Greening & Co. In 1887
hie was succeeded by his son S. 0. Greeniug,
wlho built new wvorka and added largely
t be_ lines previously muanufactured. The
business was incorporated in 1889 as a
joint stock company .under the present
anme. with mir. 8. 0. Greening as presi'
dent ; im eantimne important additions have
been inade to the buildings and mnaehinery
neupiei and enployed by the conîpany.

W'e cannot do botter iere than miak î
sone extracts froin the panpilet under
notice, describing the methods of wire manu-
facture. 'e shall omit any reference te
the ore and its conversion into bloomns'
wihich are passed between a pair of power-
î%di grooved toila whieh teri the velded
iron into bars. These bars are eut lito
siort lengths, and a nimber of thremî arc
placed together and are knowns as a "fag-
got." Alter being brounght te a welding
heat, they are subjected to the heavy blows
of a steamu hammlner for the purpose of
driving out any further iipurity remain-
ing. The welded mnass thus forned la callei
a "billet." The billet is passed througi
a train of rolls and the rodas are reduced
in diameter to about thîree-sixteentis of
an inch or No. 6 wvire gauge, whihl je
the size of rol mostly used. The rods are
now relady for the cold-drawing prdeess
but are first thoroughly cleansed from scale
or rust .by soaking in a solution of:sul
phlîuric acid and water. They .are next ima
mersed ila liin-eWater te prevent ruaing
until the wire-drawer is ready to take-
thein lu bau-d. -

The end of 'the wire la, next put-i.t a:

pointing machine. which produces a tapered
end, in order to paso far cuough through
the plate or die' talie'the d vraivr to
seize it witl bis tonga. By two or three
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pîîile lie draws enouigh wire throtgh to
a7fîisten in a pair o! vice-jaîw attaihed. o
the revolving block around which it js
enrriled, each coil of the wire forcing the

DAIImN0 IN QUFIEC.

The annua Convention of the dairy tsso-
elattion of the province took place in
Sto.Therese last week. In formoer issues we

have referred to the establishment at St.
*Iyneinthe of a central dairy sehool and
e'periminental station. Tiis School compri-
nes ai celiese fictory and a butter factory,
f¯rnishti with te litest and most improvod
appairattus. IL will have a laboratory for
the special teaching of milk-testing: read-
ing roons, a library, in .which the Students
wviil find the publications of the 'day on
Dairying in both English and French, and
a bull for publie lectures. The tenth report
of the association has ben iseued as a sup-
îleiment to tie report of the Department

of Agriculture and is a, creditable produc-
tion being -well arranîged and full of in-
teresting matter. Teit years ago the pro-
vince could only elimîn a few scatteredI
eiheese facetories, now there are between
700 and 800 ereaimeries and cheese factor-
lies, and in iiore tihan oe competiit'ion
with Ontario cni the States, Quebec lins
coume ont ahedtl. The importance of gov-
ernimlent nction is wrell set forth in some
reiiîîrkts of ni Montreal buyer printed in
this report. " During the past seasol,' lie
says. "f bonught eheesc in all parts of this

province, nnd1<. visitedl every district where
there was ain inspetor, excepL Chicoutimi.
