This
amused the passers-by, but two rival shoe deal-
ers on the other side of the street thought the
parrot was alluring away their trade by his oft.
repeated entreaties, and they brought suit against
the widow and caused her to be bound over in
the sum of $500 on the charge of maintaining a
nuisan e. Aud still the parrot eries: * Say,
come over here and buy some shoes,”
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Frep J. Staiee, who has been carrying on a
grocery business in Wingham for two years, re-
cently left for parts unknown, leaving a good
number of small debts unpaid due both local
parties and to the wholesale trade.

Hon. Lewis WaLBrIDGE has been unanimously
elected President of the Ontario Bee-Keeper's
Association, for the incorporation of which
application will be made to theOntario Legis-
lature.

Tue Montreal agency of the Ontario Mutual
Life Assurance Co. has been placed in the hands
of Mr. H. Sutherland, late one of the masters in
the Collegiate Institute, Hamilton, of whom the
Times says: ‘ He leaves behind him many
warm friends whom he has made in this city
and who wish him every success in his new field
of labor.”

Trag Ohio company whick has been working
the iron minesin Hull township, Ottawa County,
has ceased operation. Itis now twenty months
since the company first began working,
taking out ore and shipping it to their furnaces
in the States, and in that time they have taken
out some 30,C00 tons.

Tae Hamilton manufacturers of tobacco,
Mesers. Tuckett & Son, have increased the wages
of their employees. ‘* Myrtle Navy ' rollers and
the stemmers get 10 per cent. advance, and
women sorters half a dollar a week.

Tre City Engineer of Ottawa has made a re-
port to the Council in regard to the lighting of
that city by electricity, he estimates that it would
cost about $24,800 per year to produce the elec-
tric light by steam power, and $16,600 by water
power. The present cost of street lighting by
gas and naphtha is some $13,000 per annum,

THE earnings of the South-Eastern Railway
for tho week ending September 7th. were $11,
253.79 being an increase of $3,012.05 over the
same week of 1880; and from July 1st. to Sep-
tember 7th , 1881, $99,808.84, an increase of $27,
476.20 as compared with the same period of last
year.

Tae Montreal Transportation Company wharf
at the foot of Queen street, Kingston, is being
rebuilt. It is proposed to extend the wharf
further into the water some three hundred feet.
There will then be dockage of six hundred feet.
This will afford accommodation for the company's
elevators and barges.

Tae new Welland canal was opened on Fri-
day, the first boat through being the Awerican
steamer D. M. Dickinson. The trip occupied 12
hours and the average time of lockage was about
28 minutes. A strong galewas blowing at the
time, but, notwithstanding this drawback, the
test was entirely successful.

Tre Bell Telephone Company of Canada ar-
ranged to place one of their instrument in the
grand central pavillion of the Montreal Ex-
hibition, immediately over the piano to be used
by the artistes during the performance at
the Exhibition. Musical customers of the com-
pany must by this meaus have had a treat from
Carreno and King.

Mr8. Maresrer Hiwr, who has been been
doing a general business at Cottam, Ont., has
assigned in trost for benefit of creditors. The
latter, however, are likely to get paid in full, for
she shows assets $10,000, with liabilities of only
$4,000. Her husbund, who has iwanaged, has
been neglecting business for some time, and this
has precipitated the crisis.

Twewve mounths or so ago Mr. Thomas
MecKinty began business as a groeer in Hamilton
with a very small capital of his own and some
money borrowed from relatives. The business
he did could not support him in the style of
living he had adopted, and he now finds himself
unable to pay his creditors in full and wants to
compromise at 30¢c. on the dollar.

Wu. Peart & Co., tinsmiths, &c, Lucknow,
are in some embarragsment. For a few months
the father and son have been partners in this
business. Previous to that the son was sole
proprietor. The latter has taken a sudden flight
to somewhere in the United States. Some out-
side trouble was the cause. He leaves his old
father to settle accounts with creditors; the
latter are likely to get paid in full.

It is creditable to the American people that
they have made handsome provision, by means
of a voluntary public subscription begun just
after the assassin’s bullet had been fired, for the
widow and children of the late President Gar-
field. The fund now reaches $250,000. We
learn further that the president’s life was in-
sured for a considerable sum, reported to be
$25,000, in the Equitable Life Asst ance Society
of New York, and that a cheque for the amount
was forwarded on Tuesday last by the company.

If Canada were in default or had
repudiated her obligations, harder terms
could not be applied to her. But as there
isno defanlt and as every obligation has
been sernpulously fulfilled, it is as pointless a
thing to say that Canadians have borrowed
such and such sums, as to say that English-
men have lent such and such sums. If Truth
thinks that national bankruptcy must be the
end of this borrowing, it is quite in the
right to say so, but this only on the condi-
tion that it offers plausible reasons in favor
of the conclusion. This has not been done.
The much derided North-West will, in a
time much shorter than is now generally be-
lieved, be able to send to England a large
part of the wheat which she is obliged yearly
to import.

Another sensational London weekly, the
World, not to be outdune by Truth, has an
article in the same strain. The World does
at least make an attempt to prove the worth-
lessness of the country. It gives extracts
from Col. Lefroy’s evidence before the House
of Commons’ Committee, on the Hudson
Bay Territory, in 1857, to prove that the
goil is permanently frozen over a very large
area, the whole of the year. Col. Lefroy
certainly did make that statement, and he
was as certainly wrong in the extension which
he gave to the country westward of which
this obsecvation is true. He gave Fort
Cumberland as near the western limit of the
permanently frozen ground, that is ground
which thaws only a couple of feet on the sur-
face in summer. This evidence was given
nearly a quarter of a century ago, and much
of it was theoretical. But the speculations
of that day have been superseded by a body
of actual experience sufficient to set at rest
all questions about the effect of the climate
on agriculture in Manitoba and the Valley
of the Saskatchewan. Col. Lefroy, we feel
assured, would be the first man to ac-
cept the experience of the past twenty-four
years as conclusive against the accuracy of
speculations which were then allowable
enough, necessarily vague though they were.
“ The district of country,” respecting which
evideuce was being taken, Col. Lefroy said,

of duration has perhapsno parallel elsewhere
on the face of the globe. The winters are
could, but the cold is dry and does not affect
the human frame so disagreeably as a much
less degree of cold in a wwoist climate. The
summers are hot and vegetation is very
rapid. And the extremes of heat and cold

may be expected to moderate as cultivation
progresses. ‘‘ The effect of cultivation any-
where in America,” said Col. Lefroy in the
evidence of which hostile use is now made,
‘“is to diminish extremes of temperature
both in summer and winter,” while the
mean temperature remains nearly the same.
If Col. Lefroy had been fairly quoted and
these qualifications given, his twenty-four-
year-old statements, conjectures and specu-
lations would still have created a false im-
pression.  Writers who quote statements
made so long ago, in the absence of experi-
ence, show that they are utterly unaware of
what has been doing during the last quarter
of a century. And they unconsciously fur-
nish proof by that fact, how unable they are
to deal intelligently with the subject which
they have undertaken to treat.

A knowledge ot the true state of our North-
West will now be rapidly spread throughout
Great Britain. Every year’s experience of
the average crops grown adds to the accumu-
lation of evidence regarding the fertility of
tho soil and the snitableness of the climate
wo successful agriculture. In the Portage
la Prairie district the average yield of wheat,
reported this year, is 55 bushels to the acre,
and of oats the same quantity. From large
cattle ranches, hundreds of miles farther
west, beef will soon be sent to the English
market. The surpluspreducts of this North-
West, in the English market, will best testify
to the capabilities of the soil and climate ;
and in a year or two such articles as those
in Truth and the World will cease to be writ-
ten ; already they have ceased to be believed
by any one who has paid even moderate at-
tention to the subject.

THE ASSASSINATION OF PRESIDENT
GARFIELD.

The death of President Garfield has evoked
expressions of regret from all civilized
countries. While his distinguished pablic
servicesentitled hinjto high honors,his private
virtues had secured him admiration and
esteem to a degree uuusual to persons in the
heat of political life. And to the regard felt
by nations for the character of the man, was
added the sympathy of millions for the
protracted sufferings of the martyr. Our
Chief Magistrate did well to express, in the
wessage sent by the First Minister of the
Crown, the condolence of the Dominion of
Caunada in the tragic death of the American
President.

His assassination was due to the Ligh
ofice  he  occupied ; the conspicuous
figure he presented marked him out to the
assassin, acting under the influence of
political passion. Nobody supposes that
Guiteau had any accomplices, or that his

act was the result of a deliberate conspiracy.
But strong political passions had been created
by an obstinate faction fight, carried on at
Albany, and with that passion Guiteau was
carried away as with a whirlwind. This is

~ the true philosophy of the assassination.

The fierce combatants at Albany, had no
idea that the outburst of vehement excite-
ment in which they indulged would, by the
force of contagion, produce the deplorable
episode of which the nation has just witness-
ed the end.

That Vice-President Arthur should have
engaged in that discreditable faction-fight
against his chief and against the chief of the
nation, was cause of profound regret.
Against both Arthur and Conkling the

tide of public indignation rose high,
and not without cause. But unseem
ly as was the position taken up by

Mr. Arthur, it is not necessarily proof of the
possession of a bad heart. Arthur erred, and
erred grievously, though an excess of virtue :
a determination to stand by his friend
Conkling. But in doing 80, he subordinated
public duty to private feeling, the greater to
the lesser, and showed that he momentarily
forgot the first duty of the statesman. For
this error it now becomes him to make the
best atonement he can. The nation, judg-
ing from outside appearances, would not
willingly tolerate Roscoe Conkling as the
chief adviser of the new President. To
make this change would be to effect, by an
act of executive absolutism, a political revo-
lution, without any corresponding change in
the feelings and opinions of the nation. And
that act of absolutism would have been
rendered possible by the assassination’ of
President Garfield. There will be every dis-
position to give the new President the mea-
sure of confidence which his policy, as mani-
fested in cabinet arrangements, will merit.
The abuse of patronage under political
Bosses, is not likely to be much longer toler-
ated. With this corrupting system Conkling,
its greatest living representative, will prob-
ably godown. The late contest at Albany
turned entirely upon the question whether
the President or the Bosses should distri-
bute the patronage of the government.
Conkling and Arthur were beaten, and it
will be well for them, as well as all concern-
ed, if they accept that judgment as final.
The assassination of Garfield shows that
no amount of liberty, expressed in the form
of government, and no personal qualities,
however estimable, can secure the head of a
nation against the danger it has revealed.
European reactionists delight in reminding us
that five Presidents of American Republics
have been assassinated, within a few years.
The Czar-killers are the lineal political

descendants of the Greeks and others by  #een at one time and place in Canada. The

whom tyrannicide was practised and defend-
ed. There have been periods when the
doctrine of tyrannicide was clearly set forth
and openly defended. The Nihilists, with-
out forgetting this doctrine, are more intent
on practicing it than on attempting its justi-
fication, by argument. In the American
Republics, the assassination of Presidents is
sometimes ranked with tyrannicide. Butin
nearly every case, faction is the real motor.
Even Guiteau's act is traceable to that
source.

Arthur has now a chance to make his
mark on the annals of his country. Let
him set his face against the Bosses, and
as far as in him lies endeavor to deliver the
Civil Service from the dangers to which the
Bosses have exposed it. All he hasto doisto
adhere to the programmehe laid down during
the Presidential election. But will Mr.Conk-
ling be willing to give up the hope of play-
ing the part of Boss! And if not, will
Arthur resolve to take his own course, in
spite of Conkling ! This, it secems to us, is
his true course, whether he have the courage
to take it or not.

THE MONTREAIL EXHIBITION,

The Quebec Provinecial Exhihition, now
being held in Montreal, bids fair to satisfy
the expectations formed of it. The weather
has been most favorable; the building ac-
commodation has been increased and im-
proved ; and really creditable and liberal
efforts have been put forth to make the
affair a success. On Thursday of last week
there were 4,000 people admitted, on Friday
10,000, and on several days this week
from 25,000 to 30,000. The civic holi-
day during the Fair, and the various
attractions, besides those natural to the city,
provided for citizens and visitors by th
Citizens’ Committee (to the fund for which
over $11,000 has been contributed by public
subscription) have attracted many sight-seers
from a distance.

The display of animals, as may be ex-
pected, is large and important, Montreal
being the largest horse market in Canada,
and such well-known cattle breeders as those
of Compton, Lachine and Rougemont

being pretty close at hand. It is the
testimony of the Lieutenant-Governor of

the Province that the live stock and agri-
cultural display exceeds that of the State of
Illinois, which His Honor has just attended.
In horses the show is said to be up to former
years, while in cattle all previous exhibitions
are outdone. The array of dairy products
is one of the largest, and the Montreal press
does not hesitate to claim it as the best ever

competition of creameries and cheese facto-
ries of other provinces, and from across the
United States boundary, made this an es-
pecially interesting department. It will
have been a revelation to many to find the
Province of Quebec so well provided as this
Fair has proved it to Le, with both cheese
and butter factories. Too much attention
cannot well be given to renderiug this class
of our products of the high quality demanded
for successful export.
sugar beet, a subject of much importance to
our sister province, has received due consi-
deration at the hands of the Exhibition
Committee.

Manufactures of iron and steel are very
well represented ; agricultural implements
are in great force, but, as was also noticeable
at the late Fairin this city, a falling off is
plain in Machinery Hall. The reason for
this, already given, must console the loyal
Montrealer who reflects that it is the demand
for the products of her lathes and forges
which prevents many samples being exposed
for show. The competition in woollens, as
is usual, is keen, and the display such as
must surprise not only strangers, ignorant
of the extent of our domestic industries, but
many Canadians who are not prepared to
find so great variety and excellence. In
cottons the exhibit made is_interesting,
showing as it does, that we are extending
the list of our manufactures of these goods.

OUR TELEGRAPH SYSTEM.

The task of consolidating the lines of three
companies which together possessed 35,000
miles of wire, and served the cities, towns
and villages of Canada by meang of 2,300
offices, is not a slight one, nor is 1t to be ac-
accomplished without some delay, and we
venture to think, dissatisfaction. In a busi-
ness where the opposition was so keeun a8
that between the Dominion and Montreal
companies, there were snre to arise condi
tions which, while highly pleasing to certain
localities, were yet abnormal. To place
what were hitherto favored competing point8
upon a business-like and paying basis, is t0
attempt a somewhat ticklish process. To
select from some thousands of employés
those which the amalgamation must render
it necessary to dismiss, is as unpleasa“t
as it is sure to be unpopular withthe fow:
It was to be expected, although the an-
nouncing of the appointment was delayed'
that Mr. Harvey P. Dwight would be the
Managing Director of the Canadian Telegra*
phic system.

Forty per cent. in number, and over sixty
per cent. in amount of loas incurred, are thus
attributed to merchandise risks. Leading
underwriters in New Yor® have stated more
than once that no money was made by their
companies in the dry goods district. On
this point the New York Bulletin has the
following :

¢« In discussing, recently, the dubious promise
of a proposed mutual insurance scheme among
our merchants, we took nccasion to quote the
averment of leading underwriters to the effect
that no money had been made by their compan-
ies in the dry goods district of this city. It
seems to us quite clear that such must be the
fact, in the light of the above statistics. If 74
out of 182 large fires, and $19,892,507 out of
$32,396,643 of insurance capital invested therein,
must be charged to *‘merchandise’’ account,
the inference is a fair one that the bulk of the
money paid by fire underwriters in New York on
local losses goes into the pockets of our mer-
chants, since only 40 per cent. is called for by
fires in what are classed as specially hazardous
risks. In this fact there is something for mer-
chauts to consider when disposed to berate the
companies for not being anxious to assume the
perils of the dry goods district without some
adequate return in a rational rate of premium.”

INTEREST ON LOANS.

In some of our previous issues we referr-
ed to the Citizens’ Mutual Building Society
of Hamilton. This was done in consequence
of an advertisement in which the rate of
interest according to their terms of repay-
ment was nine per cent. while the statement
was made that the real rate of interest
charged was only six to seven-and-a-half.
We have since received two communica-
tions from the Society, and also their rules,
from which we learn that the borrowers, by
becoming also shareholders, will receive

dividends on the principal of their shares
paid up from time to time, and these divi-
dends will be applied in reduction of the
mortgages.

While this is the averred intention of the
Society, there was nothing in the original
advertisement to show this, so that we were
fully warranted in our first inference that
the table was nine per cent., and the profess-
ed rate from six to seven and one half was
not bona fide. And, indeed, not merely
were we warranted in this inference, but in
the rules we find that the borrower may
have to pay mcre : for by Rule XII, the
appropriations, by which we understand
loans, shall be by lot and purchase alternate-
ly ; those by purchase to be adjudged to the
highest tender, the bonus or premium to be
carried to the general fund of the Society.
By this we understand that the borrower
will have to pay a bonus to get the loan.

The explanations that we have received
are so indefinite, that we do not yet know
what the borrower will have to pay. If the
repayments of principal are to be called
shares and treated as such, certainly by
getting dividends on them the borrower will
have his interest reduced, but the Society
will then pay dividends twice on the same
capital. But if the borrower isto pay instal-
ments on shares as well asrepayments on his
loan, then the dividends on his shares willnot
help him in the least ; he will still be paying
nine per cent.

—American protectionists are calling for a
tariff revision in their own interest. To fur-
ther this object, a convention of manufac-
turers is to be held in New York, Nov. 24.
The subjects to be considered are: ‘A re-
vision of the tariff in the interest of Ameri-
can labor ; A review of industries that are
destroyed or greatly injured by foreign com-
petition, because of erroneous Treasury
rulings or defective laws ; The abolition of
internal taxes in whole or in part ; and
American ships.” If American manufactur-
ers cannot get on under the existing tariff,
it is not likely that Congress will raise the
duties still higher for their benefit. If they
know when they are well off, they will not
stir the question. Any alteration in the
tariff, not made under the pressure of great
financial necessity, is pretty sure to be in a
direction opposite to that which they desire
to go.

—Several witnesses before the Senate
Committee of the State of New York, on the
canal question, have advocated an entire
abolition of tolls. They represent that, un-
less this is done, the traffic that now goes to
New York is in danger of being diverted to
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the St. Lawrence or the Mississippi. These
witnesses can scarcely be said to be disinter-
ested, for they are most of them connected
in sume way with the business which they
wish to maintain at the cost of the canal
tolls. Noue of the witnesses are able to rise
above the local view of the question, and
they all confessedly speak in the interest of
a single city. A national survey of the
matter would probably make us acquainted
with very different views.

—The Northern Pacific Railway Company
has now 1,065 miles of track in operation.
During the year ending June last, with 754
miles, as against 722 in the previous year,
there was an increased earning of $764,-
337.68, the total being $2,994,519.49. After
paying expenses there was a balance of
$969,129.19. This looks well for the future
of the company ; and by comparison, it is
possible to take additional encouragement
as to the future of our own Pucific Railway.

ALTERATION OF PROMISSORY NOTES.

It is no easy matter, as many a sad experience
has proved, for a person who has put his name
to a note of hand to escape liability thereon.
These instruments being meant to be freely
negotiable, the law protects bona fide holders of
them irrespective of the circuwnstances under
which they were first made. There are, how-
ever, oases where even bona fides will not suffice
to ensure a holder that which Le may have ac-
quired in the ordinary course of business, and
for which he may have given a full considera-
tion. In the first place, no person is liable to
any one on an instrument not made, accepted
or endorsed by him, or by some one on his be-
half, having his express or implied authority.
If the name upon a bill of exchange or promis-
sory note is a forgery, the loss falls not upon the
party whose name has been forged, but upon
the holder of the instrument, how innocent
soever he may be in the premises. The same
result follows where the signature of a name is
appended by one person for another in mistake,
or without sufficient authority. In every case it
is necessary for the hulder of a negotiatle instru-
ment to be able to show before being allowed to
recover its amount, that the parties from whom
payment is demanded, either by their own hands
or by the hands of others having their authority,
annexed their signatures.

Not only so, but the instrument presented for
payment must, in all respects, be the same as
when signed. If it has in the mecantime been
altered in any materia] respect by any person,
whether with or without the consent or know.
ledge of the helder. the parties to it are relieved
from liability. This is the case whether the
alteration is a forgery or one made by mistake,
or under an erroneous belief of authorization.
The effect is the same whether the changein the
tenor of the instrument is made by or with the

knowledge of the holder himself, or by some one
else over whom the holder has no control. The
law charges the holder for the time being with
the duty of preserving the securities in his pos-
session in their integrity. And even where the
alteration is made by u third person wronjly or
maliciously, or with the intention of injuring the
holder, the parties are relieved from their obli-
gation; and neither the holder nor any person
deriving title from him can enforce payment of
any amount. For instance, if a promissory
note for one hundred dollars is, without the con-
sent of the parties to it, changed into one for
two hundred dollars, no one thereafter can
recover upon it even the one hundred dollars for
which it was originally made. In the same
manner, where & note not bearing interest is
altered so as to carry iuterest, or where the place,
time, or manner of payment is changed, all re-
course upon it is forfeited. Nor is a holder per-
mitted to cavil about what constitutes material
alteration. If the change made really affects in
any way the obligation enteted into, even though
the alteraiion be of such a nature as to be bene-
ficial rather than otherwise to the parties, the
same result follows,—there is no longer any
liability for any amount.

The Ontario Court of Appesl has recently had
to consider a case which demonstrates well the
strictness with which this rule is applied. The
action was in the Nosfolk County Court, and
was upon a promissory note. The note was
originally made by three parties in favor of vne
David Pickle. According to the evidence Pickle
held the note until shortly before its maturity
when it was transferred by him to one Smith,
since deceased. The suit is brought by Smith's
administrator. The note when sued upon ap-
peared to be made by four parties, the fourth
name being that of David Pickle. No evidence
was given as to how the name came there. It
was shown that it was not Pickle’s signature,
and it was contended on behalf of plaintiff, that
the note not being signed by Pickle, there was
no alteration, and that in the absence of evidence
to show how the name came to be there, the
court should not presume that it was put there
with fraudulent intent.

The Norfolk County Judge decided against
the plaintiff, who then carried the case to the
Court of Appeal. Now judgment is given dis-
missing the appeal with costs, Morrison, J., dis-
senting on the ground that in the absence of
evidence the presumption should be, that the
name D. Pickle was added to the note as endor-
dorser, which would not vitiate the note.

—As we stated not long ago, the prevalent
smuggling of quinine is a matter which gives
our wholesale druggists and our Customs’
authorities a good deal of concern, and has call-
ed forth the suggestion that a lower duty would
yield as much revenue. One of the supposed
smugglers has been caught in the person of
Charles H. Frazer, of Forest, Ont., charged with
smuggling into Canada forty-five ounces of
quinine. He was admitted to bail in Hamilton the

other day. The bond was fixed at $1,000.

The company, in answer to this suit, contends
that the allesations made ure too vague and
general to sustain the claims set up, and fur-
ther, that a wunicipality has no right to bring a
ruilway compauy to account in respect of the
matters complained of, the contention being
that in such matters the adjoining owners in
euch case are tho ouly parties having any legal
right to take procecdings. Both these objretions
are overraled in the Honorable Chanellor's
jndgment. It is ke'd that under the Municipal
Act there is such power of management and
coutrol hestowed upon municipalities, and such
responsibility east npon them, as to justity them
in interveningon behalf of the inhabitants for the
preservation of their rights. We remark that it
certuinly seews only equitable that a municipal
corporutior, which is by law made responsible for
keepine streets and highwaysin proper repair and
is liable for damages in case of injury resulting
from their being out of repair, shounld have the
right to restrain railway companies, as well as
individuals, from tranagressing the regulations
by law imposed on them in the construction of
their works.  Whether, in this particular cace
however, the railway company has really been
guilty of any breach of duty remains yet to be
decided. the present judement relating only to
preliminary objections raised by the defence.

Hes—we produce our raw taterial and we work
itup. We get our own iron ore, we blast it,
we make it into iron, and we manufaciure it.
We dress cur own wool, and maunufacture it ; we
tan our own hides and manufacture the leather;
we cover all the processes of work. Thero are
in the district of Leeds, about 250 woollen and
shoddy factorics, employing about 80,000 hands
Then we have a great ready-made clothing trade
to usc up ail, the cloth we don’t export. We
have a large flax trade. Marshall’s flax spinn-
ing firm cmploys over 2,000 people. 'Upward of
10,000 men are occupied iu the iron trade. The
leather business is a great one. The largest
tanneries in the world are situated Just outside of
Leeds. Oune firmu tuus from 700 to 903 hides a
week, Our ready made boot and shoe trade is
enormous. When trade is good something like
70,000 puirs of boots can be made here ina
week.  So you see we are a busy commauuity,
The old “*staff ” trade of Leeds went to Bradford.
Our * ¢loth trade ’ business has died cut. Leeds
manufacturers are now their own merchants,”

We learn with regret that the spoke and wood
bandle factory of the Dexter- Whitwam Manu.
fucturing Co. et St. Thomas was destroyed by
fire lust week. The flames broke out in or
about the engine house, at one in the morning,
and the firemen ecould not stay their progress.

THE MONTREAL EXHIBIT1ON.

The great show now being held in Montreal
nominally opened on the 14th inst., but it was
not till Friday last, the 16th., that everything
was in order. On Saturday, the Citizens’ Holi-
day, there was a rush of visitors, $4,000 was
taken at the gates. On the first three days of
this week, the influx of strangers was most
marked, the great number of Americans from the
States bordering the Province to the South being
most noticeable. We append some notes of the
salient features:

DAIRY PRODUCT:

The competition in factory made butter was
keen, and the display unusual, Prizes of $1:0,
$50 and $256 were offered for the best three tubs
factory-made butter, made at any time and place
not less than 50 pounds each, open to Canada
and the United States. Competitors came from
Ogdensburg and Malone, N. Y. from Belle-
ville, Brockville, Lansdown and Escott Ont.
and from twelve places in Quebec. The first

rize was awarded to W. H. Hare of Barrington,

ounty of Huntingdon, the second to A. E.
Prince of St. Bruno, Chambly County, and the
third to Boden & Wilson. of Montreal.

Twenty-five exhibitors competed in dairy made
butter, best two tubs made at any place or time.
These were mostly from the Eastern Townships,
we only noticed one bailing from Ontario. Mr.
George Howley of Abercorn, near the Vermont
line, took the first prize of $100. Mr. A. B, Cush-
ing of Dixville. Stanstead, the second of $50,
and Mr. John Morton of St. Andrews on the
Ottawa River, the third. .

No less than twenty-four factories put in ex-
hibits in Section 1 class 87, open to the province
of Quebee, for the best three tubs ot factory-
made butter, made at any time; three prizes
offered, $50 to the first, $20 to the second, $10
the third, taken as under: 1st. A. E. Prince, St.
Bruno; _2nd. Boden & Wilson, Montreal; 3rd.
St. ‘Bamle le Grand Factory which is in Port-
neuf.

. The list in the dairy butter competition, Pro-
vince of Quebec, is a long one, 78 entries being
made by residents of over twenty counties, from
Huutingdon in the South West of the province
to Chicoutimi, near the Saguenay, from Arg-
enteuil on the Ottawa, to Kamouraska near the
8t. John. The prize-winners are, 1st. W. D.

Barnston, Stanstead County, $10 ; 4th. George
Hawley, Abercorn, Brome County, Quebec. A
working dairy is shown on the grounds by
Messrs. Child & Jones of Utica, N. Y., for the
manuofacture of cheese and butter, and will con-
ume 15+ gallons of milk daily.

It is claimed by the Montreal Gazette that
the dairy exhibit ** i3 by far the most important
which has ever been made in this province, and
connoisseurs say that it never was equalled in
any Canadian city,” numerous exhibits being
made from Vermont and New York. In cheese,
the competition open to the United States and
Canada brought out seventeen contestants, of
whom seven were from Ontario, represented by
tha counties of Huron, Middlesex, Lennox and
Glengarry. There were no exhibi s of American
cheese here. Awards were: for best five boxes
cheese made at any time or place, (colored or
white) 1st and sweepstakes, Wm. Hurley, London
Ont., $100; 2nd. Daniel McMillan, Lochiel, Ont.
$50 ; 3rd, Chas. Wood, 8t. Elmo, $25. Sweep-
stakes.—Chas. Meunier, Rougemont, Que, 1st;
Walker Factory, Walker, 2nd; J. H. Hodgson,
Cote St. Antoine, 3rd. Among the large exhibits
which are made in cheeses is that of Mr. Peter
McFarlane, of Kelso. Que., who has some 55
boxes.

HORSES AND CATTLE.

In saddle horses the collection is not up to
former years, but in all other respects the show
is equal to previous ones. Clydesdales, heavy
draughts, French Canadians, cobs, ponies, thor-
oughbreds all are there. The experienced sup-
erintendent states that, having carefully noted
the animals at each successive show, he has
perceived an improvement in the breed of horses
yoar by year. In the prize list, Lachine and
Petite Cote vie with Compton and the counties
along the Richelicu, while Cornwall gets one
prize for Ontario. The number of horses shown
i8 250, while of cattle there are 475 Besides
the 34 head of Hereford, Shorthorn, Polled
Angus aud Jersey cattle shown by Hon. Mr.
Cochrane, of Compton, there are fine displays
made by Messrs. (George Whitfield, Rougemont ;
John L. GGibb, Compton ; Wm. Rodden, Plan-
tagenet; J. Irvine, Logan’s Farm, and
James Drummond, Petite Cote. Mr. Whit.
field had on the ground 65 thorough-
bred, pedigree cattle, and carried off many
prizes. In Polled Angusand Galloways he ob-
tained seven out of ten 1st prizes, and six 2nd
and 3rd prixes, besides tbe special prize for best
herd of these breeds. In Devons he takes three
first premiums, and wins honors in Jerseys, Dur-
hams and Herefords.

SHEEP AND PIGS.

The array of sheep on view is considerable;
they are 344 in number and include many varie-
tiee. Mr. Cochrane’s exhibit has in it some fine
specimens of Oxford, Hampshire and Shropshire
Downs, the desirableness of which animals was
enforced at the time of last year’s fair. We are
glad to find other intelligent breeders, such as
Mr. W. T. Benson, of Cardinal, dividing the
hox_xors with Mr. Cochrane in this department,
so important te Canada as betokening a needed

prizes for South and other downs, wherein Mr.
Dawes, of Lachine, and Mr. Sorby, of Guelph,
also appear. Entries of pigs number 289. The
names of Thos. Irving, of Montreal, and Joseph
Fetherston appear most often as prize winners.

AGRICULTURAL PRODUCTS.

In the words of a roving correspondent, ** How-
ever interesting are the products of factories and
the loom. in an agricultural country, the great-
est number of persons must attach more import-
ance to the products of the soiland kindred exhi-
bits.”” Hence, we cannot pass by the animals,
grains and rcots without a word of notice. There
are fromn 500 to 600 entries of roots and seeds, and
one of the most interesting features in this de-
partment is that of sugar beet roots, which are
attracting great attention in Quebec. There are
twenty six entries for the medals offered by Mr.
H. Legru, of the Union Sucriere Franecaise.
These are three in number, one in vermeil, one
in silver, and one in bronze, for the best 50
sugar bect roots containing the best shape with
the most saccharine properties. The display of
seed is large. It includes wheat, oats, rye, pease,
Iandian corn and other grains. There are several
exhibitions of domestic wines. The Canada
Vine Growers’ Association, Cooksville, Ontario,
makes the largest display. Montreal and Sorel
also sent displays of wine.

It is-interesting to notice, in passing, that the
prizes for spring and winter wheat were all taken
with one exception, by residents of the island of
Moutreal or the counties adjoining to the north-
ward. There may be something in the farming
to account forit, but the localities coincide rather
remarkably. In coarse grains, again, the
counties of Shefford, Chambly, and others of
the Eastern Townships further to the south and
east show among the premium-taking places.

TEXTILES.

The gold medal for an assortment of fine wool
fancy tweeds made in Canada was taken by the
Paton Manufacturing Co., of Sherbrooke, who
also receive the gold medal offered to manufac-
turers only for the best general display of Cana-
dian woollen goods. The Auburn Woollen Mills,
of Peterboro’ carry off the silver medals in both
these sections, and take, besides, a bronze medal
for plain tweeds. Wylie & Co. of Curleton
Place, obtain bronze medals in sections 5 and 6.
for fancy tweeds, also a prize for nubias and
shawls.

Chambly flannels ave again at the top of the
list. In fiie groys, S. T. Willett heads all com-
petitors, carrying off the highest prize. In
whites and colors, Messrs. Lomas & Son, of
Sherbrooke,were adjudged to be first, and Mr, Wil-
lett second. In fancies, Lomas & Son, 1st, Paton
Manufacturing Co., 2nd, while J. W. Farrand,
of Bridgeport, Ont., comes in for the prize for
grey flannel, made from Canadian wool.

Six first prizes in blankets are added to the
trophies of the Cornwall Manufacturing Co.:
White Saxony, Union, Medium, Mackinaw,
Lumberers and Horses—in all these sections
t.hey were foremost, D Kitchen, of Canning, Ont.,
taking second prize in Medium and Union, and
the Montreal Blanket Co. a prize in shaped
horse blankets.
