Bchool boards were
also given larger responsibilities and
powers for securing the health and
well being of children of school age
and imposed new and far-reaching du-
ties in relation to young people who
have left school and entered upon em-
ployment. The Edinburgh board has
been mnotably successful in using its
powers to aid parents in the choice of
[future employments for their children.
Continuation classes were also greatly
stimulated by the 1808 act. By 1914
all Scottish schools will be practically
entirely staffed by fully-trained teach-
ers, only 288 uncertificated assistant
teachers—those efiployed before 1896—
will then be entitled to serve. Scotland
has always led England in the matter
of education and, as now developed, its
system is one of the most complete in
the world.

The agricultural reports are not of
& nature to cause great jubliation, for

This condition was mpre than offset
by the high prices obta.xna.ble for pro-
ducts.

In Quebec, notwithstanding eacly
anxiety, the yield proved considerably
better than expected. Weather con-
ditions here were rather unfavorable.
The cultivation of tobacco is becom-
ing an important branch of agriculture
in some portions of ‘the province, and
in one district, in a radius of five
miles, 3,000,000 pounds were haxvested
in good condition. Profits were very
large.

In Ontario the results to the farmers
in 1912 could not be considered, says
the bank report. altogether satis-
‘factory, Fall wheat suffered -greatly,
and spring wheat was only’ average.
The total market value of the field
crops in Ontario was- $197,618,205, in
1911 it was $179,974,000.

In the prairie provinces the total
value of the grain crops was around
$200,000,000. The. average grade was
higher, but the net money result, due
to: low yields, wds below average. A
great deal of néw land was broken
during the late fall,,and this year will
show a big increase in the acreage
under crop.

Financing the Farmer.

The falling-off in ranching and hve-
stock breeding is pointed out by the
report as a most alarming situation.
Remedies are suggested, chiefly the
furtherance of the practice mixed
farming. Better methods of financing
the progressive farmer are urged.

The bank sees no menace in a sud-
den falling-off .of railway construc-
tion in the west. - In' fact, it, does not
think such a condition a probability.
A large mileage of branch lines, as
well as extensions and improvements
of main roads, will be demanaed if
immigration centinues at at present.

Manufacturing of all kinds reflected
the excellent bpsiness conditions pre-
vailing thruoftit Canada. Lumber
operations in Quebec were fairly
lerge. In Ontario therg was a falling
off, caused by the burning of many
mills.

The results of the mining industry
from theé various districts were dis-
tinctly encouraging. Ontario's pro-
duction is ingreasing, with a large in-
crease for the year in store.

The report touches also on the
building trade, which it describes as
being very active.

Altogether the bank finds conditions
in' Canada highly satisfactory, knd
general trade very robust.’
