It is very. gratifying -to find so much interest is now taken in the
affairs of the Gas Company by the citizens generally, and the Directors
desire to give them the fullest information in their power.

In moving the adoption of the Report/and Accounts, I think we may
fairly congratuiate ourselveg upon the results of the year's work. The sup-
plies required in large volume in connegtion with the Company’s operations
have been purchased on the best possible terms, while the Company’'s by-
products-—coke, tar and ammoniacal liquor—have been disposed of under
fairly favorable conditions; but further than this, every effort is being
made to secure all the advantages which ¢can accrue from careful manage-
ment and zealous work. |

It will be observed from the statement showing Profit and Loss, that
after- meeting all charges the jpayment of the four quarterly dividends of
2% per cent., and making due provision for the Plant and+*Buildings Renewal
IFund as required by Statute, there has been carried to the Special Surplus
Account the sum of $77,411.79, 4

The remarkable increase¢ in the number of copsumers is accounted

‘for very largely by the appreciation by the public of the advantages of cheap

gas, when supplied through proper burners. There are still some belated
consumers who use flat flame burners. We are striving to secure the
general introduction of the modern burners, the results from which are
so much more satisfactory than from the flat flame ones. .

The. present position of the Company is thoroughly sound, and the
outlook for the future was never more satisfactory than at the present time,

Few people, doubtless, have realized the extent of the territory
covered by this Company’s mains. ~From the easterly limit of the System
to the extreme westerly limit is a distance of about nine miles, and from
the Esplanade in the mu'h.yg) the farthest point reached by the Com-
pany's mains in the north, ig about seven miles. As has been stated in
the Report, the total length of the Company’s Street Mains is now over
123 miles, sufficient, if laid in a straight line, to cover the distance be-
{ween Toronto and Montreal and nearly half way back again, and with
increases at the rate of thirty miles or more per annum, a great deal of
skill and careful thnuéht is required in laying out the plans for the ulti-
mate conditions when the City may have upwards of a million population. |

With reference to the output of gas, it is an astonishing fact that the
volume of gas put out by this Company during the past year is very
nearly equal to the total quantity of manufactured gas sold during 1909 |
by all of the other Gas Companies in the Dominion of Canada combined. '

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RECOLLECTIONS OF TORONTO

Address by Hon. Robert Jaffray Before
York Ploneer nd Historical Soclety,

———— A
At the exceptionally well attended
meeting of the York Ploneer and His-
torical Soclety = yesterday afternoon,
Hon. Hobert Jaffray read an interest-
ing paper on “Early Reeollections of
Toronto,” “recollections dating back
over more than half a century to 1832.
The c¢ity then had a’ population of
only about 20,000, tho  Torontonians
used to| claim 5000 more, and was alto-
gether 'a very different sort of place
from the metropolis we know to-day-.

There was not one good macadamiz-
ed road in the city, etreet cars and
railways were unknown. On Yonge-
street there were more private resi-
dences than :shops; on the present site
of Eaton’s store stood Montgomery's
tavern and stables.. Taverns, indeed,
were plenteous, there were 300 or 400
of them in the city, and whiskey cost
only bettween 20 and 30 cents a gallon.
No plate glass had been seen here, and
when one progressive shopkeeper ob-
tained panes 16x20 inches in size,crowds
went to see them.

A great deal of business was' done
then in the markets. Thege the farm-
erg came with their butter and milk
and eggs, to buy what they needed on
the farm. Bartering was very com-
mon, as the medium of exchange wus
very scarce. Indeed, a farmer never
expected to receive actual cash in ex-
change for anything he had to sell ex-
cept wheat and pork. The coinage was
very heterogeneous anyhow, and any-
one handling much money had to have
two assistants, one.to detect counter-
feit and worthless paper, the other to
decide on the value of the money of
different| nations, which was in clrsu-
lation ‘here.

The prindipal roads coming into
town were Yonge-street, Dun‘daa-street
and Kingston-road. Cattle, pigs- and
geese wandered amiably around and
played their part in municipal politics
by causihg the downfall of more than
one office holder, whose unredeemed
pre-election pledges {ncluded one to
clear the streets of these nuisances.
Carriages were very seldom seen. There
were tollgates at intervals on Yonge
and other streets,and a hipckhouse stood
at the corner of Bloor Sherbourne,
