It
would cost $29,000 to raise the rate
to 6 cents for the 2,100 children now
cared for.

“Better put the children out on the
farms,” said he, “than encourage
them to stay in homes in cities. This
whole business is largely a matter of
sentiment.

There
gre seven applications for every boy
now in the institutions of this prov-
ince. Tt is a very poor home that is
not. better than an institution.”
