British Machine Guns Worked

LEFT TRAIL OF DEAD

Germans Still Resting on
Their Arms After Heavy
Defeat.

With the British Army in France,
April 19.—Along the northern  battle-
front at noon today the Germans were
still resting on their arms, after the
bitter defeat which' they suffered yes-
terday in their great drive. Up to
that hour they had not recovered suf-

ficiently to make any further threats
in this line, and they were rushing
the reorganization of their badly ham-
mered forces.

Each successive report gives further
coniirmation of the terrific losses sus-
ta.ned by the assaulting infantry dur-
ing yesterday’s sanguinary struggle.
Between Givenchy and Festubert the
ground this morning was strewn with
German dead, and at many points on
the long front of action excessive cas-

alties were inflicted by the British
artillery and machine gun fire, which"
mowed down the .unhappy storm
troops in countless numbers. The:
British machine gunners worked their
weapons in many cases until the enemy
was but fifty yards away.

There was no chance of missing
these point blank targets. Time and
again the enemy line wavered ard feil
back, unable to withstand the deluge
of bullets, and where they succeeded
in getting to close quarters they left
a heavy trail of dead and dying be-
hind,

Francesco Tomanlo, a grocer at 10
Clinton street, to whom Francesco
had his letters addressed, was called,
but he could not say where Iran-
cesco was at present,

Margaret Trout, a little girl living
in the neighborhood, said that she
saw Francesco go into the house at
44 Henderson avenue, where the
erime was committed, on the night
be‘ore the murder. He was accom-
panied by a woman.

The inquest will resume on Wed-
nesday next.

HOUSING CONDITIONS
IN ONTARIO ARE POOR

Conditions ave said to be appalling
in workingmen’s homes in many towns
in Ontario, asccording to a statement
of the firm of W. N. McKachern &
gons, who have been carrying on in-
vestigations in thany parts of the pro-
vince, 'The finm points out that altho
appeals have been made to boards of
trade, manufacturers’ associations and
other bodies, practically nothing is
heing done to alleviate the situation,
As an {llustration, in a factory oper-
ating in a town a short distance from
Toronto it was found that only five
per cent. of the men were with the
firm at the end of a year because of
poor lving facilities,

On the other hand, England and the
United States were looking into the
matter, and even in the middle of
pressing war activities were making
provision for better housing accommo-
dation. England has spent $7560,000
on the project of building small but
complete homes, The United States
has spent $560,000 along the same line,
Meantime Ontarfo may be said to be
at a standstill

The firm in question is putting up
a number of suites, a sample of which
may be seen at the Royal Bank build-
ing, the handsome furnishings having
been loaned by Murray-Kay, Babayan,
Ryrie, the Canada Electric and other
companies, A number of small de-

itached houses are also being erected.

These will rent at $16 or sell at $2,800,
and are sald to be of the type for
which there is great demand.

"“T'he wsilatements you have made
vhow me that you do not understand
what constitutes adoquate flve pro-
toction,” said CGieorge 1, Lewis, deputy
fire marshal, to I, ¢, Harris, works
commissioner for the City of Toronto,
during the fire enquiry at the c¢ity

hall yesterday afternoon, This state
ment was made after Mr, Harris had
contended that Toromo had fire pro-
tection second Lo no other city on the
continemt, and that, in spite of the
sworn testimony of previous witness-
o8 relative to poor water supply at
the Cluft Brothers' fire and at Galena
Ol Co.,-the Harris Abatiolr Co, the
Thor Iron Works, and the Polson
Iron Works, there was, on the con-
trary, adequate fire protection attord-
od by the water preswure ai these
fires,

Mr, Harris stated that previous wi-
nesses must have pers themaselves
if they had sworn that the water pres-
wure was not sufticient at the awre-
mentioned fires, as that blue prints
whowing the character und jocation of
water maing, had not heen suppiled to
the fire department, He stated that
he had personally seen such blue
prisis in the Lombard street fire hall
and various other fire halls,

Commissioner Harris said that he
was absolutely opposed (o laying mains
on private property, but later admit-
ted that ym view of the fact that the
dity had laid the mains on the G.TI,
property where the Thor Iron Works
were located, an easement could quite
readily be obtained allowing of the
joining of such dead ends, that this
would increake the fire protection, and,
finally, that all dead ends should be

¢1d watorworks departments than any
other city on the North American con-
tinont, But he (finally thanked
Deputy Marshal Lewis for what had
beeh revealed during the enquiry and
promised his suppsrt to the following
recommendations:

1. The using of older flremen for
making monthly inspections and re-
commendations,

2. Semi-annual <clean-up of back-
yard and cellar rubbish.

3. Grass fires to he restricted.

4. Familiarizing district and county
officers with local conditions, thus
preparing them to intelligently fight
fires in locality.

5. Efficient watchmen to be employ-
ed where enemny alicns are employed.

6. Supplying fire department wiith
high power searchlight, smoke hel-
mets and oxy-acetylene appartis
cutting metal window bars, ete.

Benefits of Investigations.

Towards the close of the enquiry
and afterwards Mr. Lewis told of the
Town of Kenora, where $50,000 fire
loss monthly was experienced. After
the fire investigation there was less
than $5000 fire loss in ten months.
Previous to Whe investigation 1ihrec
insurance companiés had given up
business and insurance rates were
raised 50 cents. In one case th2 pro-
prietor of a clothing store, the roof
of which had caught fire from a
neighboring hotel fire, had had bis in-
surance canceled. This merchant had
never previously suffered loss thru
fire.

Imperturbability will be the decid-
ing factor in the struggle in France,
Straws show which way the wind
blows, and it has been observed that
the recognized method by which the
Germans acknowledge defeat is to
strafe fome unoffending and defense-
less vbject, This woll spirit has been
displayed this week towards Rheims,
the old. seat of French royaity, but
better known to Britishers perhaps by
Ingoldshy's Jackdaw, A peautiful old
city five years ago with & cathedral
which was one of the wondery of the
world’s architecture, it is today a plle
of ruins, Its 100,000 inhabitants are
seattered or dead.  Little but the
Jackdaws is left alive in it. It is a
monument of German 'malevolence.
The destruction of the city serves no
military purpose, and the bombard-
ment of the cathedral is simply van-
dalism of the most ignorant charac~
ter. 1° the French demolish Berlin
for a monument of the fall of mili-
tarism it will be less impressive than
the memorial the Germans have made
of Rhefms to thelr own ignorance and
brutality.

Rheims testifies today to the defeat
of the Germans in their long heralded
arive on the western front. They have
stopped dead, They may be prepar-
ing for a new attuck, but it cannot
have tha impatus of that which opened
on. Mareh 21, The allied troops are as
girong s ever, with better tradinons,
while ths Germans have lost their best,
men and their morale is proportion-
ately impaired.
aititude = of impetturbability with
wiafch the ailied commanders awad
the next onsct, They are doing their
full duty. We must do the same in
our campaigns of production, of ¢cono~
my and of reinforcement. The Cerman
people are ripe for peace, and only
their desperate leaders prolong the
war, . Their grip is relaxing. Their
prestige is gone, There are. subter-
raneah rumblings in Germany and
Austria that betoken a Teutonic
earthquake. The kaiwer’s - thréne is

Controller McBride has had the re-

putation of being ome of the most
careful and diligent investigators
among the citizens’ representatives at
the city hall. He has taken credit to
himself for informing himself on all
subjecfs that he gpeaks on., In his
last campaign he particularly emQha-
sized the scrupulous care he took to
place himself in command of facts.

A great deal depends on the atti-
tude of the citizens to the health de-
partment officials.

Is This Single Tax?

Editor World: As I have noticed no
reply to your editorial of April 156 with
the headline, “Not Single Tax,” I take
this opportunity of contributing my
views as a member of tie Single Tax
Association of this city. You say that
a distinction which s still ignorsd or
neglected by the local Single Tax As-
sociation has been emphasized lately
in California by the introduction of a
measure known as the “Great Adven-
ture” on the initiative principle. This
would provide that on and after the
first of next January all public
revenues-—state, county, municipal and
district—shall be raised by taxation of
the value of land irrespective of im-
provements taereon, provided that war
veteran college and church exemp-
tions are not to be affected. You state
that Clarence E. Todd, a prominent
single taxer in Californig, is quoted
as saying that if that measure is placed
on the ballot it will be the duty of
single taxers to inform the public that
it is not a single tax measure. This
is an insult to the intelligence of any-
one who has given the question any
thougit, let alone a single taxer. One
would expect that My. Todd  would
give us more enlightenment on Henry
George's phslosophy. Then we would
know our duty. Allow me to quote
from “Progress and Poverty,” by
Henry George, book VIII, chapter II,
page 286, how equal rights to land
may be asserted and secured: “Now,
insomuch as the taxation of rent, or
land values, must necessarily be in-
creased just as we abolish other taxes,
we may put the proposition into prac-
tical form by proposing to abolish all
taxation save that upon land values.”
Mr. Todd should know that if all land
values were taken by taxation fran-
chize values would be absorbed by
that system, as there could be no user
of natural opportunities, rights of way,
ete., but what-must pay his just share
according to its value. Henry George
proposed one tax only, not on fran-
chise values, but on land values, not
on land, but on the value of land. The
Toronto Single Tax Association has
always advocated this, and the en-
closed clipping wil make this clear; it
is from the official organ of that asso-
ciation. The proposed. Great Adven-
ture measure in California is right in
line with all this. Mr. Todd accuses
the California advocatee of threat and
violence. Surely there could not be a
more orderly and political process than
the use of the ballot and referendum,
alifornta have al-
ready adopted for emacting into law
measures voted on by the people of
that state. The Great Adventu.ers
are trying hard to win this war for us
by freeing 20 million acres of idle land
in California for the production of food
for the army and the people.

LETTER CARRIERS ARE
GIVEN ENCOURAGEMENT

Ex-Controller Cameron, vice-presi-
dent MacDonald of the Letter Car-
riers’ Association, and Alec McMor-
die, Dominijon secretary of the asso-
ciation, addressed the meeting of the
Toronto branch at the 8.0.-E. bulld-
ing, Berti street, last evening. The
meeting expressed its desire to have
the demands of tHe members for a
minimum wage of $900 and a maxi-
mum of $1,400, considered at the earl-
iest moment, . ;

Alec McMordie stated that only one
member of parliament had refused to
consider the demands of the letter
carriers, and this man had informed
their representatives that he consid-
ered his constituency first. The gov-
ernment, Mr., McMordie believed,
would accede to the request of the as-
soclation in time, but just when was
difficult to say.

Ex-Controller Cameron pointed out
that in a general way he was not
widely interested in the affairs of
labor, but as a man and a citizen, he
was, and had always been, interested
in the matter of the minimum wage,
believing that it should be held at a
standard which would enable the
working man to decently and com-
fortably maintain his family, As an
employer he was well aware that
competition was the ruling factor in
the commercial as in the labor mar-
ket, but the government, as an em-
ployer, was harassed by no such bug-
bear of competition. This being the
case its duty was clear. 8o far as’
the question of the cost of living was
concerned it was a fact that Toronto
was the dearest city on the continent
in this respect. This was a strong
factor in the consideration of the
minimum wage.

APPEAL FOR SERBIA
AND MONTENEGRO IS MADE

Dr., Frederick W. E. Burnham, of
Manitoba, who was in England at the
outbreak of the war, but who imme-

diately volunteered for war work and
who has seen service in Serbia, Mon-
tenegro and Macedonia, was the speak-
er at the annual meeting of the Wom-
en’s Canadian Club, held in the Guild
Hall, McGill street, yesterday after-
noon.

The speaker told the sad story of
the peoples whose history *he knew
to a considerable extent from person-
al observation. The Serbian people
and thoge of Montenegro were desti-
tute, and 600 died each day from
starvation in the prison camps. Pre-
vious to the war, Serbia had tried
for five centuries to close her doors
against the Turk. Dr. Burnham de-
scribed the flight of the Serbians thru
gnow and mud during which 130,000
died from disease and starvation, and
out of 30,000 boys who had tried to
egcape thru the Albanian mountains,
only 15,000 succeeded in reaching the

Of this number 4,680,000 had been
contributed by -England, 620,000 by
Scotland, 280,000 by Wales, 170,000 by
Ireland, 900,000 by the Dominion of
Canada and the other colonies, and
the remaining million by India and
the  African dependencies of Great
Britain.

Sir Robert expressed the opinion
that the figure of 900,000 did not do
full justice to what the coloniés had
done. He thought it should be nearer
a million. But anyway the figures
spoke for themselves. Australia and
New Zealand had put more men into
the fighting line in comparison with

SEEDING CLOVER.
The guantity of clover seed to use
to the.acre depends upon the kind of
clover as well as upon the fertility of

the soil. While red clover seed is

generally broadcasted on frozen
ground in the spring at the rate of
eight to ten pounds an acre, alsike
may require but seven pounds, and
the. small white variety only six
pounds.

When timothy and red clover are
seeded together agronomists recom.
mend six to eight pounds of the first
and eight or nine of the second. The
substitution of two pounds of alsike
clover for three pounds of red clover
seed in this mixture is also common,

About twelve pounds of red clover
seed is used an acre when it is seed-
ed alone ip the spring. Such a prac-
tice in seeding of results in more
competition with weeds than is the
case when a nurse crop is used.

Sweet clover requires ten to twelve
pounds of hulled seed or from two to
three pecks of unhulled seed an acre.
It 18 usually seeded alone at any time
from March to midsusamer, Seedlings
of gwoet clover in whemt or rye flelds
