What $1 a Day Means.

His Worship was followed by Rev. Mr.
Kennedy, who had handed over the chair-
manship. Continuing he presented a table
showing the wages of a man receiving $1
a day and the expenses of a poor living.
*“Take,” be sald, ""313 working days In a
year, which will average $313. The aver-
age family consists of five persons. Three
mweals a day at bc each amounts to 5475
meals a year, or $273.75 In money. Take
that amount from $313 and $40 Is left.
How can any many buy cloches, light,
firing, furniture, other necessaries, and
pay rent out of $40 a year? No person
could do it, and why. ask trackmen? 1
would not give anything for the man who
would not strike. A wman who will not
stand up for his rights would not stand
up for his country. |[Cheers.] If the com-
pany says it will give the men certain
wages, the employes should have a say as
to whether they would accept them. Track-
men should stand by ‘their leaders in this
fight, and unless that corporation counsents
to take back all the strikers they should
say. ‘Then none of us will return.” [Loud
cheers.] We should say to the company.
“Unless you do justice to the men we will
not patronize your road.” In that way
we could touch the management.”

Woods in Favor of Strikes,

Ald. Woods deplored the fact that the
men had to resort to a strike.” Although be
did pot consider himgelf an orator at the
City Hall he said he was a friend of labor.
When there is capital on one side and de-
pression on the other then strike every
time, he said.

His sympatby was entirely with the men,
and although he regretted the strike, he
would support the men. It was the duty
of the Government to take over such dis-
putes, appoint a commission to enquire into
If that was done he was sure
that the laboring men would recelve more
than 98¢ per day. The safety of the pub-
lic was in the trackmens’ hands, and they
deserve a fair recompense.

NO STRRIKE NOW.

Says Supt, McGuigan, Who Was in
the City on a Tour of
ection,

General Superintendent McGuigan was
in the city yesterday on a tour of inspec-
tion ovér the line. It was his first visit
to Toronto since the strike commenced. In
answer to 4 question regarding the going
out of the men he replied: “T'here I no
strike so far as we are concerned. If any
one is on strike it is the politiclans.”

Mr. MeGuigan declared that 90 per A
of the trackmen are working east of King-
ston, while on the lines west of that point
there are €0 per cent. on duty.” ;
There never was a scarcity of men and
he could get all the experienced hands
rlfht bere in Canada, he said. No men
will be required to sign an agreement, he
said, to return, all are welcome to me
back, except those who used thipats
agalast the company and of those there
are only a few.

HOT SHOT FOR THE EOAD,

The Toronto Trades Council Adopis
a Report Condemning Grand

Trunk Treachery.

Almost the whole of the discussion at dhe
bi-monthly meeting of the 7Trades and
Labor Council, held last night, centred
around the trackmen’s trouble with the
Grand Trunk Rallway, and nearly every
member, in one way or another, took the
side of the men against the great rall-
way corporation. e debate was brought
up by a clause at the tail end of the Muni-
cipal Committee’s report, which was adopt-
ed, as fol'lows:

Treachery is ranked among the foulest
of crimes, The managemeut of the
Grand Trunk Rallway of Canada must
bear this dishonoring mark for all time
to come, The trackmen had grievances
which they asked the compauy to dis-
cuss. ‘IThe rallway refused. . The men
struck. The rallway then intimated to
intermediaries that if the men returned
to work their grievances would be con-
sidered. The men dil“", returned to .
their tasks on Monday, at 7 a.m., and
two hours later they were told to re-
turn their tools and make personal ap-
plication to the roadmaster for employ-
ment.’ To the credit of the men, they
refused the offer of work on such con-
ditions, and to-day the treacherous rail-
way is in a worse condition than a
week ago, and the men are more thor-
oughly entrenched in the people’'s sym-
pathy than before.

been much better. By an act to regulate
commerce, “pooling” was prohibjted. That
law took effect early in 1867, Thereatter,
earnest efforts were made to maintaln es-
tablished rates by means of agreements
bared on the homor of the parties thereto.
Penalties were to be imposed for breach of
these agreements, but the company com-
plalned of generally refused to pay. De-
mworalization in rates quickly followed, and
heavy losses were Incurred, The result
was a determination to take the rate-mak-
ing power out of the hands of the officers
of the roads and repose it in bodles that
could not be Influenced by shippers. OUn
that theory, the Joint Traffic Association
was formed, and after it the Southwestern
Traffic Association and the Western Freight
Association were modelled. They fulfilled
the expectations formed up to the time of
the decision in the Trans Missourli case.
This deprived the Western Association of
any vital force, Little better was the
enreer of the Joint Traffiec Association wntH
October, 1808, when the Supreme Court de-
clared it also to be invalid. Mr. Midgley
describes the present position of the rail-
roads, “whose traffic affairs are now like
a majestic ship afloat on a tempestuous sea,
without rudder or compass.” He refers to
several remedies proposed, the ome whien
appears to him the best being thus stated:
The most advanced in rallroad circles favof
enlarging the authority of the commission,
s0 as to make that body what it was in-
tended to be—a supervisory arm of the
Government to correct inequalities In
charges and service, and so to insure these
being made reasonable, unifsrm, and -fn no
respect unduly preferential. They dre un-
able to discover why the anomaly should
continue of allowing certain shippers to
dictate what they will pay for the trans-
portation of their commodities, and, at the
same time, refusing to a duly constituted
branch of the National Government the
necessary authority to emable 1t to Inter-
vene justly between the public and the rail-
roads, at the instance and for the protec-
tion of either the people or the carriers,
It is obvious that the necessary remedial
legislation cannot be obtained until the comn-
panles are agreed as to its character, are
united and earnest in their demands, and
are prepared to make reasonable concis-
slons of authority to the Interstate Com-
merce Commission,

TMPERIAL POLITICS IN CANADA,

The disallowment by the Federal Gov-
ernment of the British Columbia Aét, ex-
cluding Japanese from that province, ralses
a question of Imperial importance. The dis-
allowment was the work of the Dominion
Government, but the latter acted upon the
advice of the Imperial authorities. 1t is
a’qnestion of Imperial importance. The dis-
allowed by the Dominfon Government if the
Imperial Government hadn’t made the re-
quest, The episode gerves to emphasize ihe
fact that we are an integral part of the
British Empire and that we must consider
the interests of the Empire, as well as our
own, In' enacting legislation affecting for-
eign countries, True it is, we can make,
and do make, whatever tariff we please
against foreign countries, but In other
matters, such as copyright, the making of
treaties, ete., we can act only through the
Imperial Government.

The exclusion of Chinese, Japanese
and other peoples from Canada is a purely
loeal question, and If Great Britain had
presented ithe mattér to the Governmeat
of Japan in that light she would have had
a geod and sufficient excuse for refusing to
intercede on behalf of the Japs. If Great
Britain undertakes to square Canadian
legislation with the whole outside world
she will have a big contract on her hands,
Wouldn't it be better on her part to cite
our avtonomy as an argument against her
interference in all such cases? We think

Previous Protests,

Mr. Hector Macdonald, who 18 one of the
~residents, made a protest concerning the
matter last year to the City Engineer.
That officlal, bowever, took né notice of
the complaint for no efforts were made to
do away with the nulsance, /

Then the Medical Health Officer was In-
formed and a representative of his de-
partment was sent out to make enquiries.
The agent appointed, Mr. Macdonald says,
went out in a boat to the place and, after
merely looking over the water, gave It as
bis opinion that everything was all right,

Since then numerous other attempts uave
been made to have the nulsance abated,
but all were unsuccessful.

‘I'ne World's young man, aecompanied by
Mr. Macdonald, luspected the nets yester-
day afternoon. In a rowboat, they went
to the fishing spot, about 400 yards south
of the breakwater, where the refuse is be-
ing dumped. :

Nets Are Destroyed.

A net, which had been stretched since
Baturday, was brought to the surface, It
was covered with rubbish and stzaw, and
bore no resemblance to a fishing net.

That net, sald Mr. Macdonald, was only
a samplé of the way in which he found
all his nets this summer. 7The refuse was
80 tangled about the net that the two
could not be separated and as a result
the nets were useless. Each net contains
about 100 yards and costs from $8 uf. Over
1100 yards have been destroyed in this
manner already this summer,

Hinders Fishing.

Two Hundréd Mining Prospectors
Said to Have Lost Their
Lives by Drowning,

IT IS HARD TO FIND OUT THE NAMES

A Guélo-o Story Brought From
the North by the Steamer Laur-
ada, Now at Seattle,

Beattle, Wash., June 8.—The steamship
Laurada is in port from Wrangel, Alaska,
with news of the death and suffering of
American miners who tried to reach the
Klondike gold fields over the all-Canadian
route from Edmonton, Several parties
reached Wrangel last week from the in-

terior, after spe: from twelve to twenty
months on the trail in a vain endeavor to
reach the gold flelds. 5

They say that no less than 200 pros-
pective nuners have lost their lives by
darowning, starvation, exposure and freezing
during the past winter. Most of these were
Americans from the Kastern States. Scurvy
is now ravaging the miners who are stali-
ed on the trail, and before rellef can reach
them many others wildhave oded.

Many parties are reported
mlulnf, having started through the moun-
tains intending to go to a certain post,
but falled to arrive.

Victims of Great Slave Lake,

Preston, Hitchcock and Bremner were
victims of treacherous Great Slave Lake.
They built a frail raft with considerable
difficulty and started across the lake short-
ly before a freeze-up. A snowstorm swept
down on them and the raft broke up. All
must have been drowned. Fred Preston
was drowned while trying to ford Liard
River.. Capt, Mason, an old-time Alaskan
sallor, was swept from a raft while cross-
ifng Nelson River, His partners made
every effort to save him, and the raft was
pearly wrecked before the shore was
reached. Smith and Munson met death
in one of the rapids of Mud River. All
of the "deaths by drowning occurred last
year before the freeze-up.

Hutton and John Paine headed a party
of nine men from Washington and British
Columbia, Dan Taylor and Leighton were
also of the party. They started early in
the year from Big Camp on Hay Mountain
for the upper Liard post. Shortly after
they struck into the hills a series of bliz-
zards came up. In these the party lost
the trail, and their bodles are somewhere
in the ‘mountains. Traces of the party
have been found, but the bodles will only
be recovered by accident.

Frozen in the Mountains.

Reardon, Tonsila and McCrumm . came
from widely separated parts of the coun-
tz and became acquainted on the trail.
They were in camp near Dease Lake and
decided to strike for Glenora. They lost
their way in the mountains and were froz-
en to death.- The bodies were found by a
party coming‘out this spring.

P. Neely, a Michigan prospector, is the
victim of a friend’'s treachery. In March
a party bound down, the Liard River notle-
ed a deserted hut. There they found
Neely’s body. A leather-covered diary lay
close to the body, It told the story of his
sufferings on the trall. With a companion
named Graham, the story said, he had
started out 12 months before for Dawson,
They had an extensive outfit and several
horses. Thelr trials of working their way
through miles of mud across tracklesiggde-
serts were vividly told, Every few pages
contained sarcastic remarks on the Cana-
dian Government for advertising such a
trail. Then he told how his hands and
feet had been frozen. A quarrel with Gra-
ham followed and Neely was left alone.
Graham told him he was going on to the
gold fields and did not care whether
Neely lived or not, If the miners locate
Graham they say they will hang him for
a cowardly act.

The Scurvy Victims.

The names of but three of the scurvy
victims-. were obtalned from a party that
reached Wranfel. Monat was sick with
seurvy before he left Telegraph Creek, He
was bound for Atlin and hoped to get
through in spite of iliness, He had a small
ontfit which he earried with the assistance
of n mule. His body was found near the
trail, 50 miles from Telegraph Creek, The
seurvy got into his_legs and made it im-
possible for him to go further. He crawled
into the timber and died. Klingman had
penetrated beyond Upper Liard Post before
the scurvy attacked him.” No medicTaes
were to he had, and he died. Thomas Is
a Mud River victim. Two others of his
party died, but their names are not known,
Brook died of starvation, near Mud River.
He was a German, and feft a letter to his
family, which will be brought out.

The Suicides.

The sulcides reported were both the re-
sult of despondency, and both men shot
themselves, Richter lost the trail and
before killing himself fastened this sign
to a nearby tree: “Hell can’'t be worse
than this; I'll ehance it.”" Collins was an
old British Columbia miner, and took his
life at Hudson Bay st, Liard River.

Appeals for help come from stranded
miners at Dease Lake, Mud ard Liard
Rivers. ¥. W. Ford, who has reached
Wrangel, says: ‘“The United States and
Dominjon of Canada should join Issues In
this matter and send a_well-equipped ex-
pedition into the interfor. The sick min-
ers are nearly all citizens of the United
States, as nine out of ten of the miners In
Alaska are Americans. They were induced
to try the Edmonton trail by the Domin-
fon Government, and were led into a /trap
that will cost many more of them their
lives.” )

Smelting of Canadian Lead Orew.

A Western writer, after describing the
C.I"R. smelter at Trail, B.C., thus deals
with the question of the smelting or Cana-
dian silver-lead ores:

As regards lead ores, the works at Trall
mnst, at present, depend upon getting a
part, at least, of the ores of the Slocan
reglon, which now go into the United States
for reduction. So far as the inere cost of
smelting and the production of base bullion
is concerned, the T'rail works can probably
compete tavorably with American establish-
ments, but they are handicapped In the
sale of thelr product by the facc that there
are no refinerles in Canada which can
trunsform buse bullion fnto the marketable
forms of pure lead and pure silver or dore
bars, Nor would it be prudent to bulld
a refinery for such purposes before a suffi-
clent steady supply of base bullion had been
ussvred to It. The alternative, of course
is to send the bullion to be refined in bond
in the United States, until it will pay to
do the refining In Canada. Under the
T'nited States law, this can be done without
the paywent of an Import duty, but unfor-
tunately the Cagadian law, as now adminis-
tered, requires the refined lead to pay a
duty of 15 per cent, upon its re-entrance
futo Canada. At the same time lead im-
ported from Eugland is favored in the Ca-
nadian tarilf by a differential deduction of

(v orant of ihe doty,  The restlt of
this curious arrangement Is that the Ca-
nadlan producer, after baving Lis lead re-

i warwih sessbbary Mb.., MG busvedd W)
koo it o England, and-have it retmported
irom there,

This practically deprives him of any ad-
vantage In the Canadian market, That
market Is small, the consumptien beinyg
only some 3000 toug annually, but to this
sall extent it seems falr that the Cana-
dian smelter should have the natural ad-
yuntage of his geographical location, hy
being enabled to bring back to Canada,
free of duty, the lead produced in Cauada
and refined in the United States, This, in
my judgment, would be the simplest, most
equitable, and most effective way of en-
couraging lead smelting lu the Dominion,
while enabling the .Cauadian consumer to
obtaln Canadian lead without paying the
ununecessary cost of its transportation twice
across the Atlantic.

I understand that the Canadian Pacific
Company has petitioned for this encourage-
ment, but I do not know with what pro-
spect of success. The only objection of
which I have heard. Is that the measure
would involve a loss of revenue to the Do-
minfon of some $37,000 now collected on
the annual fmports of lead. Thix seems
a small matter in view of the magnitude
of the interests concerned,  as the follow-
ing figures will show: -

Since the acquisition of the Trail smelt-
ing works, in March, 1898, by the Canadian
Pacific management, they have smelted 43,-
000 tons of Rossland cop{:er ores, the actu-
al operation covering about five months.
For the smelting of these ores the pay
rolls have been $148,444, the general ex-
penses $306,164, and the payments for ores
604,208, making a total expenditure of §1,-
258846 by the compauny.

[Applause and laugh-
ter.] - The relevaut resoluifon was read.
It really related to marking the 20th cen-
tury by an aggressive evangelistic eam-
paign, and for co-operation amongst the
various conferences, so that there should
be a bureau of information and inspiration.
Thus only would the 20th century fund be
a success. It must not degenerste into a
money canvas, or drag net of subscripiions.
A true rvevival was deep and lasting, not
mere surface suds, If the Church is not
to be inflamed with fanaticism, there must
be a clear maintenance of Wesleyan doc-
trines., This would guard against error.
Voggy preaching would be Ineffective.

Preservation of the Sabbath.

He then considered his favorite theme,
the preservation of our holy Sabbath. It
was, he emphatically averred, more In
jeopardy than ever before. it must be
maintained as a ecivil institution. As one
man, Methodists must rise and Impress
their views on the Governments. The pul-
pit, too, must give more attention to the
divine obligation of the Sabhath. Since the
running of Sunday cars in Toronto, muni-
cipalities all through the country were
“loosening’’ in their hold of the Sabbath.
Toronto’s influence and example were very
widespread, and in nothing more than ‘n
the observance of Sunday. But, said Dr.
Carman, 10,000 municipal enactments do
not touch the divine obligation. The work-
ingmen’s Intefest was largely concerned.
Never did they go more against this Inter-
est than when they voted for Sunday
cars, Let not Methodists, only preach and
pass resolutions: let us o&nn]u for action,
sald the General Supefintendent, and his
tfrumpet call was cheered. We ought to
bring pressure on the Government.

Tricky Ontario Legislature.

The Ontario Legislature has promised to
test the - interpretations of the law, but
before they put thé case before the courts
they are slipping anti-Sunday observance
measures through the Legislature. [Ap-
plngn.] The Government should have said,
“We have not yet got the appeal case set-
tled, and we are not going to allow hon.
members to slip such measures through the

House, thus driving a coach and six
through Legislative enactments, [Ap-
plause.]

Capital and Labor.

The General Superintendent also touched
on the relations of capital and labor, stat-
ing that God’s authority is above all trusts
and combinations of wealth. These, sald
he, defy both God and man, Did rich men
do their duty, there would be fewer strikes.
[Loud applause.] I belleve, .continued Dr.
Carman, not only In the salvation of men,
but in the salvation of Institutions umé
social' customs, Some things Christ musi
save before He can save the world. Litéra-
ture, trade, commerce, must be saved. If

had to choose between a Government
Feckless of public funds and a Government
reckless of morals and the sanctity of the
Sabbath, I would prefer the former.
[Applause.]

The Prohibition Question,

As to prohibition, Dr.| Carman maintained
that on British grounds the result of the
plebiscite demanded action by the Govera-
ment, and that the Government was culp-
able in throwing itself into the contest in’
Quebee. It was, sald he, un-British to
give a dlrgct, uncompromising negative to
the people’s wish, The Government must
take action, or the people would take ac-
tion against the Government. [Applause.]
The temperance people are not going to be
duped and disappointed. In doing justice
to- Quebec an Injustice was done to the
other provinces. The matter would not re-
main here. We cannot sit down and ac-
