ness, which has caused so many thou-
sand deaths among the natives, Bu~
vuma lslapd, which had a population
of 22,000, has now but 8Suvwu. The
soutnern Province of Busoga has been
practically depopulatea.
| The flist step in the discovery wis
the observation of trypanosomes in the
carebru~spinal fluid in five cases of the
! sleeping sickness. A further investi-
gation ghowed the - existénce of this
parasite in the cerebro-spinal fluid and
in the circulating blood in all of the
| cases.  As it is closely related to the
| diseas2 of cattie caused by the tsetse
! fly, it was suspected thait the sleeping
| sickness was caused in like manner by
| infection.
|  Along the lake shore numbers of spe-
cles of the tsetse fly were found. Ex-
periment demonstrated the fact that
these, when fed on sleeping sickness
cases, conveyed the disease to healthy
monkeys. It was also ascertained that
freshly caught flies in the infected
areas conveyed the disease without any
preliminary artificial feeding. Furxl}er
investigation proved that this fly, like
the tsetse of South Africa, 18 confined
to well defined areas which correspond
abrolutely with the distribution of the
gleaping sickness.

The fly which conveys the fatal try-
extinction of it, as of the mosquito in
malaria areas, together with the discov~
ery of a serum oOr trypanosomacide, is
“now looked for to eradicate the disease.

When the United States drove Spain
out of Cuba and Puerto Rico, they

ne step in the pr

ing control of Central America waters.
The recognition of the de facto govern-
ment of Panama seems to. be another
step in the same direction. Colombia is
to be elbowed out just as fpain was, Ly
aiding revolution in the territory over
which control 48 sought. To obtain com-
plete control over the isthmian Canal,
the United States adopted other meth-
ods, but with equal success. Negotia-
tion with Great Gritain gave it all it
required.

All these movements point to an ef-
gort to obtain maritime control of the
North American Continent for -h2
United States, and we arg bouhd to say
they have so far been reasonably suc-
cessful. The coast line of the Guilf of

Mexico and the Atlantic is for the most |
part controlled by the United States. I

The pouessiou of Algska gives them
the Pacific coast all the way from the
Arctle circle’to Mexico with the excep-
tion of the strip of shore of British Co-
jumbia, left to us by the “grotesque
travesty of justice.”” The arms of the
United States are about us; and if the
process goes a little farther we need not
worry about the question of coast de-
tence. It will be as hard for an enemy
to get in as for us to get out.

Cotton Gossip.

New York, Nov. 7.—Influenced by fine
wediner, heayy receipts and lower cables,
the cotton market opened weak, at a de-
cline of 4 to 14 points, under lquidation by
longs, who were also apprehensive that the
report of the Census Bureau, due slightly
after the apening, would either prove less
bulligh than exl)ected or fail to ‘affect the
market, which has recently been advanced
nearly a cent and a half, on short crop
talk. Immediately after the call, however,
there was heavy vovering, & prices be-
fore the issuance of the report lind re-
gained 3 to 5 polmts of their initial loss.
On receipt of the report, the market drop-
ped to 1098 for December, 10.93 for Janu-
ary, 10,91 for March and 10.93 for May,
but was almost at once eased off under
heavy realizing, The trade here geemed to
place' a bullish significance . on the report.
After gagging back about 4 to 5 points,
the market was rallied again by active cov-
ering and a show of bull support, tho It
was evident that a tremendous amount “of
leng cotton was for sale. Notwithstanding
this, December reached 11.03, January
11.04, March 11.09, Maiy 1108 and July
11,00, these being the highest prices of the
woason. The market closed slightly off from
the best , but strong, at a net advince
12 to 20 points. The sales were 500,000

BOIRASSH, MP, N TON

Thelr chief objec-
tion to the Alaskan boundsry award, for
instance, was not in the resuit, but the
situation-~the conditions that made sfch a
tribunal sible, It was the organization
of the tribunal that he objected to on prin-
ciple, since the Canadian government ‘was
glven no opportunity to protest against
such an organization. He could not see
that the criticism of Lord Alverstone was
well taken, for he believed that the fault

% Vd"erdd fet Opened Our Eyes

e not think it bore any relation to
the Chamberlain fiscal policy, aynd could not
see how it could affect it one way or the
other. The verdict merely opened the eyes
of Canadians as to what was possible un-
der  existing relations.

ON BEING INFORMED OF THE
VACANCY by a memver of the said
assembly in his place, or by notice
in writing under the hands and
seals of two memblers of the said
assembly, shall PFORTHWITH ad~
dress his warrant to the Clerk of
the Crown in for the
issue of a new writ for the election
of a member to fill the vacancy,
AND A NEW WRIT SHALL
ISSUE ACCORDINGLY.

Section 37—(1) A warrant may
fssue under the hands and seals of
two members elect of the legislative
assembly to the Clerk of the Crown
in Chancery, for the lssue of a n*w
