The Sanford Gold Medal, which was awarded for the most conspicuous
act of bravery during the year, was presented to the Rev. F. (.. Scott, ot
St. Matthew’s Church, Quebec. The Association has again to express its
thanks to the Hon. W. E. Sanford for his generous gift, thus enabling it to
recognize an act of special bravery and heroism.

As will be seen in the report of cases, the silver medal contributed by
Mrs. John Billings has been awarded to Mr. Albert J. Cummer for risking
his life to save another in an iceboat accident. The thanks of the Associa
tion are due to Mrs. Billings for her gift.

The thanks of the Association were tendered the Mayor and
Council for the use of the Council Chamber.
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The President then delivered his Annual Address, and at
its close presented Parchment Certificates which had been
awarded to Thos. Pickard and George Hall of Chippawa, for
presence of mind and bravery in rescuing Gertrude Brown
from drowning in the Welland River on 1oth January, 1898.

Able addresses were delivered during the evening by Judge
Iitzgerald, Ven. Archdeacon Houston, W. R. Brock, Presi-
dent Toronto Humane Society, R. P. Slater, of Niagara Falls,
His Worship the Mayor of Niagara Falls, Ex-Mayor Cole, Ald-
erman Stephen and others.

ROYAL CANADIAN HUMANE ASSOCIATION.

CONSTITUTION.

i. This organization shall be called the *“ Royal Canadian
Humane Association.” It shall consist of its own officers and
the presidents of, and three representatives from, each local
affiliated Humane Society, or Society for the Prevention of
Cruelty, in Canada, as shall be nominated by the Society which
they represent ; of Governors of the Association for the year,
and of Governors for life, who shall pay to the funds of the
Association the prescribed fees.

2. § 1. The object of this Association is to meet for consul-
tation with a view to procure unity and concert of action
as will promote the purposes common to the societies for the
prevention of cruelty, under whatever name they may be
known ; to exert its influence and aid in the establishment and
encouragement of local humane and kindred societies through-
out the Dominion ; also to recognize and seek to procure suit
able rewards for such acts of bravery, personal risk and hazard
of life as are recognized by humane societies.

§ 2. To reward all persons ®%ho, with promptitude and brav
ery, and at personal risk or hazard of their own lives, saves, or
makes strenuous efforts to save, the lives of others, in any of
the following cases :

1. That of drowning.
2. That of boat accidents.
3. That of railway accidents.
4. That of accidents at fires.
5. That of ice accidents.
). That of freczing exposure.
. That of asphyxia in mines or wells.
3. That of attempts at life saving of persons struck by
lightning or by dynamic electricity (live wires, etc.)

§ 3. Nature of the Association rewards :

Medals—of gold, silver and bronze.
Certificates— of parchment or vellum.
Money—rewards with certificates.

NOTE.—The medals shall have the words ¢ Royal Canadian
Humane Association ™ engraved or embossed on one side, and
the name of the recipient and his act of bravery, personal risk
and hazard of life inscribed in brief on the othér.  The certifi

cates shall also have the particulars of the act for which they are
given engrossed upon them.

3. The government of the Association shall consist of a
President, and, as Vice Presidents, the Presidents of the local
affiliated societies ; a Secretary, Treasurer and an Executive
Committee of seven members, who shall be elected at the an-
nual meeting, and hold office for one year and until their
successors are elected, with such powers and duties as shall be
prescribed in the By-laws. Vacancies occurring in the Exec-
utive Council of the Association during the interval of the
annual meetings may be filled by vote of the Council itself.

4. The Association shall meet annually on the second Wed-
nesday in December in each year, and at such places and at
such an hour as shall be determined at the preceding annual
meeting, or by the Executive Council. The Council shall
have power to change the time and place appointed for any
annual meeting. Special meetings may be called by the Pres
ident on the requisition of five Governors.

5. Committee of Investigating Governors: There shall be a
Committee of Five Governors of the Association-—one of whom
shall act as Secretary—who shall inquire into the particulars of
all acts of bravery, pe.sonal risk or hazard of life in saving
others or attempting to do so, which may be reported to them,
or on whose behalf application for reward for such bravery,
risk or hazard has been made. This Committee, or any three
of them, shall have full power, upon due enquiry, to decide
upon all cases brought before them, and may make awards
upon all such cases at their discretion. The particulars of each
case of award shall be fully reported to the Association.

6. No officer, or agent, or member of this Association is
authorized to incur any expense, debt, or pecuniary liabiiity, on
the part of this Association, without instructions from the
lixecutive Committee.

7. No article of this Constitution shall be amended or
changed except by a vote of at least three-fourths of the dele
gates present at any regular annual meeting.

, 8. There shall be a Patron of this Association, who shall be
Her Majesty’s representative in Canada for the time being.

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o9 Honorary Governors may be eclected at any annual mect
ing of this Association, on the recommendation of the Council.

ro. An auditor shall be elected at each annual meeting of
this Association.

1. The financial resources of this Association shall consist
of subscriptions, donations, fees of members and legacies. The
fees payable to this Association shall be:

1st—By affiliated humane and like kindred associations,
$5.00 per annum.

2and—By Governor of the Association for the year,
$5.00 per annum.

3rd—By Governor of the Association for life, $50.00.

BY=LAWS.

1. The President is the chief executive officer of this Asso
ciation, with the usual powers and duties of such officer. In
case of the absence or inability of the President to act, any one
of the Vice-Presidents, or the chairman of the Executive Coun
cil, shall act in his place, or, in the case of the absence of such
officers, then any member may be clected as chairman.

2. The Secretary shall perform the usual duties of such office.

3. The Treasurer shall keep an accurate account of all
receipts and payments, in books open at all times to the in
spection of any member. He shall pay all orders of the Coun
cil upon presentation of the same; but no money shall be paid
out by him excepting upon orders signed by the President or
Acting-President, and Secretary. His accounts shall be
audited annually.

4. The Executive Committee shall have full power to do all
lawful things pertaining to the duties or objects of the Asso-
ciation not in conflict with the Constitution and purposes,
exeept that they shall not incur any debt beyond the funds in
the Treasury, or do any matter or thing to render the Associa
tion or any of its members liable. Four members shall con-
stitute a quorum. The Committee shall meet at the call of the
Chairman, or of the President of the Association, who shall be
ex officio a member of all committecs. Said Committee may
appoint a Sub-Committee of its members, which Committee
shall in all cases report to the General Committee.

5. The usual Parliamentary Rules shall apply to all meetings
of the Association and of the Executive Council and Commit
tee on Rewards.

6. The Association and the Executive Council have power
to appoint committees within or outside of its number, to aid
in its work.

7. Any By-law may be amended at any meeting by a ma
jority of the members present.
