. The ‘influence of Yriends is often needed to induce parents
to part with theif little ones, although they may know that the
separation is necessary for the child’s good, and often the very

love of parents for their off-spring forms an obstacle difficult to

surmount when offering them the advantages of the Fstitution,
and urging their acceptance before it becomes too late.

One young man, the son of respectable parents, living on
the north coast of the Province, was detained at home because
he was useful on the farm. His usefulness prevented him get-
ting an education.

Another intelligent Young man, about thirty years of age,
neglected in his childhood, but with ability enough to earn his
own livelihood, now perceives the disadvantages under which
he is placed, and~secks admission with us.

tury and a quarter ago,

The general avenues of learning were of conrse closed to
them, and consequently they were deemed incapable, untrugt.
worthy and hardly fit to be taught.

They were excluded from the possession of property, and
as late as the reign of Queen Elizabeth, the oldest son of
Viscount Buttevant was deprived of his inheritance because he
was deaf and dumb. : :

Epee in Paris, Samuel Heinicke in Dresden, and in 1760,

Thomas Braidwood in Edinburgh, started almost simultaneousty

The labors of these early pioneers in the work soon attract.
ed attention, and schools were gradually established in various

countries.

; Origin of the Alphabet.

The one-hand alphabet used on this continent is derived
from a curious engraving, published in Madrid by Juan Pable
Bonet, a Spanish Monk in 1620. Somé of the letters remain
the same while others have been considerably modified and im-
proved. Very little was done for the deaf in Spainafter Bonet’s
death, the work apparently dying ouf, but 150 years after, his
alphabet found its way to France, and also an able exponent
in the hands of the Abbe de I’ Epee.

From France Dr. Gallaudet brought it to America, where
it is now in almost universal use. -

In 1680 George Dalgarno, a Scotchman from Aberdeen,
invented a ¢ lettered hand,” the letters of the alphabet being
indicated by touching different portions of it. The vowels in
Dalgarno’s alphabet are the same as in the two-hand alphabet
used in the Old Country, and the latter with various modifica~

went out at once for their affliction, and he lved from that

moment to devote his talents to their education.
‘“He knew. that every language was a collection of signs as
‘s series of drawings is a collection of figures, the representation
of a multitude of objects, and that the deaf and dumb can de-
scribe everything by gestures, as you paint everything with
colors, or express everything by words; he knew that every
object had a &orm, that every form was capable of being imi-
tated ; that actions struck your sight, and that you were able
to describe them by imitative gestures; he knew th’t words
were nventional signs, and that gestures might be the same,
at there could therefore be a language formed of gestures

as there 'was a language of words.”

There are now about 400 institutions established for the
education of deaf mutes in various countries of the world, Ot
these" Germany heads the list with ninety institutions, the .
United States with seventy three, France with sixty M

Great Britajn and Ireland with forty six, Italy with thirty five, -

Austria apd Sweden with seyenteen each, Switzerland eleven,
Belgium ‘z:d Russia ten each, Spain and Norway seven each,
Canada six, Denmark four, Australia and Netherland three
each, Japan and Mexico two each, Portugal, New, Zealand,
Luxembourg and Brazil one each. :

Information has just reached us that Canada has opened two
new institutions recently, one at Winnipeg, Manitoba, under
the charge of Mr. J. C. Watson, and the other at Victoria,

British Columbia, under the charge of Mr. John ft.

There are therefore eight institutions now in Canada, which
are educating 730 pupils.

. While Germany has ninety institutions, which are educaling
9,600 pupils, the United States with its seventy three institn-
tions is educating upwards of 8,000 children.

. The total number of pupils being trained by these 400 insti-
tutions is about 26,500, and over two thousand teachers are

engaged in the wark. b

Theso statiatios show conclusively that this deprivation is
not limited to any race or country. The Caucasian, Mongolian
and Ethiopian are alike subject to it. All races and all countries
have their share of deaf mutes; as is eviddnced by the provision
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\1‘ which the civilized nations atove referred to have made for

their instruction.

We cannot presume that those nations not represented by
institutions for deaf mutes have 10 deaf mutes, but merely

that their state of civilization or educational system has not

reached that philanthropic point where, provision having been
made for those who hear, it stretches out a helping hand and
takes within its sheltering arms the deat and dumb who are
often the last to be cared for or thought of in any scheme of
intellectual progress.

It is somewhat remarkable that the high and cultured state
of civilization presented by such countries as Great Britain,
Germany, France, Russia, etc., does not tend in any way to
the limitation of deafness or to the stamping out entirely of
this deprivation, and were we to judge of its effect on the
human race by the deaf mute population of these countries, or
by the number of the educational institutions established for

‘their benefit, we should say that so far from IMnhg this |

affliction it had a tendency to increase it .
Possibly the means used by a highly civilized nation to ex-
tend education among its people, to reach every class, and to be-
stow the privilege upon every individual member offit, may only
show what really exists in other countries, but which is invisi-

ble on account of the dende Ce prevailing respecting this
class, and also on account of the utter indifference which barbar-

'Ous or even semi-civilized nations feel for the welfare of those

who are apparently deficient in intellect.

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¢ Whether this striking result is due to a large increase in
infantile diseases, such as scarlet fever aud spinal meningitis,
or' whether it is due to a greater tendency on the ‘part of adult
deaf mutes to marry deaf mutes, we have no data to determine.

Entermarriages of the Beaf,

Deaf mutism is evidently increasing in the Province, and
the following facts should deter intelligent deaf mutes from
seeking partners for life who are similarly afflicted to themselves.

There is no doubt that deafness is bereditary, and in cer«

_ tain cases parents will possibly, and in others probably, transmit -
it to their children, :

From statistics collated by the Rev. W: W Turner, it was
shown that in 86 families' with one parent a congenital deaf
mute, one-tenth of the children}vere deaf, and in 24 families,

ith both parents congenital deaf mutes, about one-third were
born deaf. .

Parents who become deaf through accidental causes are not
likely to have deaf children,

A percentage of the children of parents who were both born
deaf will probably be deaf.

The children of parents where only one is deaf, but with
deaf mute relations on either father or mother’s side, will prob-
ably be deaf. , , ‘

The largest proportion of deat mute children are the result
of marriages of congenitally deaf parents who have also deaf
mute relatives. : ;

The consideration of these facts should induce the friends
and teachers of -deaf mutes to use their influence in dissuading .
them from intermarriage.

whooping cough 24, pneumonia 22, spasms 21, excessive use of

In reference to the third cause of deafness: the relation-
ship of parents, it is difficult to obtain correct information, al-
though the example of royal personages in this particular might
have made it fashionable, ; :

Of the 490 born deaf in the above list, 76 were children of
first cousins, 17 of second cousins, 9 of third cousins, and 9 of
fourth cousins. ! ‘

If exact information could be ascertained on this point, it .

would probably show that 8 or 10 per cent. of congenitally deaf
children are due to this cause. ; . .
