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Radical Changes Urged In Workmen’s Compensation Act

Employers” Representatives

Some Reduction of Aid to
-the Orphans is Also
Sought..

Radical changes, particularly
those affecting classification of
industries, payment of medical
aid and pensions, it is under-
stood, are being urged this after-
noon by representatives of the
employers of New Brunswick at
a conference with representa-
tives of the Provincial Govern-
ment, the Workmen’s Compen-
sation Board and the workmen
who are affected by the provis-
ions of the act. Indications this
morning were that the employ-
ers’ delegates would ask that the
provigions of the act be changed
when the original act was en-
forced in the Province.

" Briefly, this change would
mean that the medical aid would
be cancelled and only first aid
given in case of accidents; that
unlimited liability as at present
in force would be changed to
limit it to about $3,500 in any
case; and the pensions for wid-
ows and orphans would be re-
duced from $30 a month for the
mother and $7.50 for each child
under 16 years, to $20 for the
mother and $5 for the child.

Operation of Act.

In the event of the Government not
being disposed to cancel the clause re-
specting the continuation of medical
attendance, it is understood that the
employers will ask .that a provision
be made for contribution by the work-
men of a proportion of the cost of
operation of the act.

It is sald that the employers are

. unanimously in favor of the principle
of the act but they claim that some
of the provisions work a hardship on
some of the industries. For instance,
it is claimed by the lumber inferests
that the matter of medical aid in the
sparsely settled country districts is ex-
tremely expensive and under the same
conditions it is difficult to keep in
touch with the men who have been
injured until they return to work.
They say that the lumber industry is
one of the largest interests in the
province, but that the Compensation
A ¢ bears proportionately heavier on

?gﬁ than on any of the other in-
udtries.

Must Bear Share—

This is particularly claimed on be-
half of the permanently established
operators, who contend that they are
forced to bear a share of the expense
of compensation for injuries suffered
by men engaged in portable mills,
where the hazards, they allege, are
much greater and the safety precau-
tions in many cases practically nil.

In connection with the matter of re-
classification of industries it is under-
stood that the’ employers will urge
that the Workmen’s Compensation
Board confer with the officials of the
employers’ assqciations to see if some
redistribution of the industries in the
several classes under the act cannot
be reached so as to provide for the pay-
ment of rates more nearly in accord-
ance with the amount of compensation
paid by the inuustries affected.

To Present Case

Further meetings of the committee
appointed to represent the employers
were held this morning to prepare the
case to be presented this afternoon.
The representatives of the lumber in-
terests were also in session again to-

day.l

Federal Troops in State of
Vera Cruz Prepare
for Battle.

12 THOUSAND MEN

Era of Anarchy Reported to
Exist in Mexico.

Mexico City, Jan. 10—The federal
advance on rebel troops in the state of
Vera Cruz has begun, according to
unofficial information obtained at the
War Department. ;

The main offensive is under the
command of General Martinez and
involves more than 12,000 troops,
according to this information, advanc-
ing from San Marcos in the state of
Vera Crue, along. the Mexican and
Inter-Oceanic Railway. ‘Another col-

umn is advancing toward Tehuancan,
in the state of Puebla, under command

A column of federal troops under
Gen. Peres, chief of military opera-
tions in the state of coahuila, defeat-
ed two hundred rebels under Vicente
Davila, near Allende, Coahuila, yester-
day, according to a report he made to
the War Department. “The rebels’lost
17 dead, 7 “‘wounded and 7 prisoners,
while Gen. Perez suffered only four
wounded.

Era of Anarchy.

San Antonio, Jan. 10—Reinallio Es-
paranzo Martinez, member of the
Mexican House of Deputies, who has
arrived here, says that an era of
anarchy exists in Mexico City and the
destinies of the Mexican people are in
the hands of Socialists headed hy-
Gasoa and Morones. Many outrages
have been committed by so-called lab-
orers, Senor Martinez said. Seyeral
foreign factories have been seized and
the laborers are said.to be riding the
streets in the capital in costly auto-
mobiles which they have taken from
private owners.

The financial crisis in government
circles has extended to the army and
the federal troops have not been paid
for some time, the deputy said. This,
he said, has had a demoralizing effect
upon the battle fronts. Desertions are
said to be frequent and the govern-
ment troops are said to be losing
ground.

wood far better than a new steel knife.
The blade is less than one sixty-fourth
of an Inch in thickness. It has a good
spring to it and bites into the hard
wood with far less resistance than an
equally sharp pocket knife. Tn addi-
/ tion he has a chisel made out of cop-
per, which can be driven into cross-
i grained oak without the least damage
to the edge. Under varlous tests the
copper proved equally hard and useful
as steel.

An outstanding feature in connection
is the use that can be made of this
light metal for aeroplane construction.

To demonstrate the strength of the
aluminum after undergoing the secret
process, Mr. Ross , yesterday took a
block two inches long, one-quarter of
an inch in thickness and five-eighths
of an Inch wide and, standing it on
end, drove the knife into a block of
hard wood. Although driven deeply
into the wood ¢here was absolutely not
the\ slightest sign of damage to the
edge.

«] am sure you will be most inter-
ested to hear of my experience the
other day. I was invited to inspect an
orphanage -run by the Cangdian  and
American, Near East Relief in this
town, and L #ssure you that, in spite
of what I had already heard, I was
astonished to seé what a splendid in-
stitution it is.;; What was my surprise
to find a smallftown peopled by 1,400
boys who seéemed to have twice as
many sparks of life as most people.

“The orphanage is, in fact, just like
a school; they have about thirty teach-
ers, Greek and Armenian, fine fellows,
all from Asia’iMinor, who not only
give the boys lessons, but drill them
in the morning, look after them out-
side school hours, march them down
regularly on Saturday morning for hot
baths, see that they keep in good
health, and if not, bring them to the
hospital and, as far as I could observe
in the short’'time ¥+wa¢ there, are
turning out splendid little citizens. The
boys are taught  arithmetic, Greek,
singing, geography, history, Bible his-
tory, English, and even for the bigger
‘boys a little French.

“Pm ashamed to think that once
‘upon a time I was of the opinion that
this sort of work was hardly worth
while. By jove, if ever work were
worth while it is this. These children,
were it not for the Near Fast Relief,
would, in the first place, be dead now
from starvation or massacre; the Near
East Relief brought them out of the
interior of Asia Minor where their
parents had been killed or deported,
and is now turning them into a type
of child far above what they would
have been if they had remained in
their village homes.

“] don’t mean by this that the boys
are being brought up to a state of edu-
cation above their station; far from
it; they are learning to be carpenters,"l‘hurston
shoemakers, ;ailors, etc, and a fcw.giiggggst“
are having the chance of continuing 4
education with a view to their work- s ommnervile
ing in offices. But I mean that they
are being brought up with clean minds
and bodies, learning that honesty is by
far the best policy in the long run.
They are being instilled with a team
spirit which should actually improve|c
the race, which is. being built up, by
50 per cent in efficiency. They also
have a- sporting spirit growing up in
them which excludes racial jealousies,
while at the same time never suppress-
ing national spirit. The Armenian
boys have special lessons in their own
language and their flag, with the
Greek, escorts the Stars and Stripes
and Union Jack. In the evening they
sing Greek and Armenian hymns be-
fore going to bed, and grace is said in
both languages before they sit down
to eat.

“I hear, however, that funds are
short. . It is just mecessary to point
out how worth while it is, how the
people overseas are not so much sav-
ing a nation as making one, making
with the rawest of raw material the
framework of a people which will
never cease to bless the name of Amer-
ica and Canada, and T’'m certain the
funds would come in like wildfire.”

Nova Scotia Schooner J. W.
‘Comeays Abandoned
and on Fire

(Canadian Press Despatch.)

Foston, Jan. 9—The Nova "Scotia
schooner J. W. Comeau was reported
abandened and on fire in latitude 89.44
| north longitude 61.57 west or about 700
miles east of New York, by the United
States. Shipping Board steamer San-
gammon today. The vessel, sighted late
last night, had a cargo of lumber. Her
boats were gone.

The Comeau, a three-master, owned
lut La Have, N. S., and commanded by
Captain, Martin Pentz, sailled from
Lunenburg, N. S., Friday last with a
carga of lumber for Bridgetown, Bar-
bados. It is believed that that the
schooner caught fire, or was abandon-
‘ed in a storm and set alight so that
she would not remain a menace to
navigation. The name of the succor-
ing steamer was not mentioned.

The schooner was built at Meteghan,
N. S, in April 1919, and registered 843
tons.

Point -0’ Woods, N. Y., Jan. 9—The
four-master sehooner, Perry Setzer, is
fast in the sand off ghore, probably too
badly’ damaged to be refloated.

Steamship in Trouble,

Brest, France, 'Jan. 9—A tug has
been sent to the assistance of the Brit-
ish steamship, City of Durham, which
sent signals of distress from a position
130 miles off Ushant Island.

A tidal wave smashed the docks at
Penmarch, south of the port, wrecked
or sank a number of boats, swept
others to sea and flooded many homes.

Much Damage Done.

‘London,” Jan. 9—Several distress sig-
nals received by Lloyd’s stations today
indicated that the ships around the
coast and farther at sea bore the brunt
of last night’s and today’s wintry gale,
accompanied by snow, which spread
practically all over the British Isles.

The Italiah steamer Coltano of 8,318
tons, bound for Italy, is in distress in
the Bay of Biscay and the Greek vessel
Eugenia, of 4,660 tons, bound for Alex-
andria is in a similar plight.

The Siberian Princess, a British
steamer of 5,600 tons, from Newport
News for Liverpool, messaged that she
had stopped at 46.52 latitude  north,
26.20 longitude west, on account of a
hurricane and tremendous seas, while
the Jugo-Slav steamer Sud, 2,520 tons,
is in danger off Barry Island, owing to
the gale.

Several channel ports received the
full force of the gale. The seas broke
over Teignmouth, Devonshire, and
smashed the ralil lines, while the Isle of
IPm'tland, near Weymouth, is cut off
from the mainland by the big seas
flooding the town and severing rail

THE JUVENILE COURT

What wotld happen if a juvenile
court were established in St. John and
its sessions held in the Board Room
of the Children’s Aid Home in Garden
street, which is already the property
of the municipality?

In the first place there would be
fewer arrests of children, but more
children set upon the right path. Ex-
cept where a delinquent was caught
red-handed in crime there would be no
need of an arrest and detention in the
police cells, The probation officer
would summon the parents and the
child or children to be at the ‘Garden
street Home at a certain hour. All the
“pecessary information would be sub-

; mitted. There would be no 'pnhliclty.
I the child went home with the par-
ents on probation, the probation officer

. swould follow up the case, not intrusive-

iy or with a view to punish, bit to
.save the child; and if there were in the
tiome causes contributing to delin-
quency to endeavor in the most kindly
way to remove them. This officer
would organize church and other com-
‘mittees to render assistance when
asked to do so. There would be no
‘impertinent prying, no harshness, no
dictation, but a real desire to help
the child, Certainly if the parents
failed to do their duty they would
again be asked to appear before the
court, which has authority to enforce
fts decrees so far as they are con-
cerned; but such cases would surely
be rare. The value of the system lies
in the work of the probation officer
and his aids, and the knowledge par-
‘ents would have that by no method
could they escape their share of the
responsibility.

The Police Magistrate, the Chief of
Police, the Police Matron and the
patrolnten all declare that we need a
javenile court and the probation sys-

" tem. Many & child goes wrong by easy

stages because no policeman wants te
make an arrest where a real crime has
not yet been committed; but if such
& child could be brought quietly with
its parents before the judge and proba-
tion officer the wrong-doing might be
checked before the delinquent had be-
come habituated to such a course.
It is now possible to have such a
eourt in St. John. The committee rep-
resenting Jeading organizations has
asked for a grant of $3,000 from the
Municipal Council. They have aban-
doned their former request for a
pepprate juvenile court judge. What

‘they ask is money to add something:

to the salary of the Police Magistrate,
who would hold the court in the Gar-
den street Home and have a great
des! more work than at presént; the
salary of 8 probation officer who niust
be one especially well-fitted for an
exacting tesk; and enough money for
the small expenses incidental to the
conduct of the court. If the Council
can get the work done for less money,
. and done efficiently, everybody will be
glad. But it is clearly the duty of the
Council to give the city and county
the juvenile court this yesr. The cost
{s trifing compared with the benetit
conferred upon children who necd just
sueh care as such a court and probe-
Hon system would provide. Does St

THE LITTLE ENTENTE

What is termed the Little Entente
has assumed a good deal of interest
in the eyes of the rest of Furope. It
is composed of Rumania, Czecho-
Slovakia and Jugo-Slavia, The premiers
of these thrée states are in conference
this week at Belzrade: and Europe s
closely watching the proceedings. These
states have come to an understanding
for mutual protection and advance-
ment. One of them, Czecho-Slovakia,
has lately concluded a treaty with
Franee, which is not regarded with
favor in Great Britain, and ‘possibly
not in Italy. A despatch yesterday
said that the conference at Belgrade
this week would probably discuss that
matter, as well as the relations be-
tween the Little Entente and its neigh-
bors, the economic relations between
the members themselves, a proposed
loan to Hungary, and the recognition
of Soviet Russia. Regarding the latter
a London cable says:— .

“In diplomatic quarters here the Bel-
grade conference of the Little Entente,
apart from the discussion of its own
affairs and relations with France, is
believed to portend the early ®ecogni-
tion of Russia. Dr. Eduard Benes, For-
eign Minister of Czecho-Slovakia, has
xlong hoped to be mediator between
' the Little Entente and Russia, and, as

a resilt of the recent conclusion of a

treaty with France, it is thought he

may become an intermediary between
that country and Russia. The fact that

Jabor in Britain is committed to the

earliest possibly recognition of the

Soviet State is considered here as hav-

ing a far reaching effect upon the de-

liberations at Belgrade. A British

Labor Government undoubtedly could

count on a large Liberal support should
| it decide to recognize the Soviet Gov-

ernment,”

Regarding the treaty between
Czecho-Slovakia and France, the New
York Herald says the belief in Europe
appears to be that both Jugo-Slavia
and Rumania ‘will approve of it, and
adds:— |

“The feeling in Germany is that
| France is building an ‘iron wall’ around

the German republic. Although Prague
has officially informed Vienna that
| there is no military agreement be-
tween /Czecho-Slovakia and France,
Austrian officials have assimed that
Cgecho-Slovakia “and other members
of the Little Entente would place at
the disposal of France the 2,000,000 or
8,000,000 soldiers under their control if
circumstances require it. The British
comment that the treaty disarranges
the balance of power in Europe. has
Leen answered in Prague by articles
reported to be inspired by the Czecho-
Slovakian Government. According fo
these articles the treaty will insure
European peace hecause it will lead
fo the pacification of the Balkans and
will protect Ausfria and Hungary
sgainst restoration of the monarchy.
The treaty would thus guarantee that
the present status in central Europe
and the Balkans would be maintained.
Austria and Hingary, however, are not
enthusiastic over this plan of securing
European peace. They profess to see
in it, in the first place, an effort to
throttle their own progress, and, in the
next place, a source of constant irrita-
tion to the Balkans and top the States
that are not included in the Little
Entente. Italy will be especiuny in-
terested in the proceedings of the Bel-
grade conference. The first union of the
Austrian States after the world war
and the union which became the Little
Entente was formed at Rome. The re-
port at the time was that Rumanla'
was to intrust the leadership of .this
entente to Italy. Czecho-Slovakia, how-
cver, took the lead away from Rumania
and then threw all of her influence to
France. The result was that France be-
came supreme. The Italian press de-
clares that tbe French policy is dis-
tinctly anti-Italian and calls upon
Premier Mussolini to oppose it.”

The Herald also thinks that Italy
may not relish recognition of Soviet
Russia by the Little Entente, since it
might portend an attempt to restore
the pre-war. alllance between France
{and Russis: Whether the Little Tin-
| tente will be enlarged by the entrance
of Poland and Bilgaria is another mat-
ter of speculation, and altogether the
result of the Belgrade conference Is
ewalted with deep interest throughout
Western Europe.

Instead of
politically elected managers of the city’s
business, Westmount has a genera
manager who is appointed- to run the
city on a business basis, as any private
business. would ‘be run.

A Citizen reader who. is an advocate
of the city manager plan quotes West-~
mount’s municipal taxation as fol-
lows:

In addition to the above, there is a
special assessment of three and onme-
third mills on land values, for the city’s
share of the cost of improvements.
Westmount’s total rate for 1922 is thus
given at less than 28 mills.

LOCAL HISTORY AND GEOG-
RAPHY.

(Vancouver Sun.)

Provincial department of education
has wisely announced that more Brit-
ish Columbia geography is to be
taught in the schools of the province.
That department might add to the
wisdom of its announcement by de-
ciding that more British Columbia his-
tory will be taught as well.

psychology and industrial potentialities
he is putting under the comtrol of his
candidate.

I the s¢hools of British Columbia
have the creation of good citizenship
as one of their aims, they must include
these subjects in their curricula,

It is not enough to make British
Columbia children good citizens of the
Empire or of Canada. They must first
be good citizens of British Columbia,
and, even before that, good citizens of
the immediate community in which
they live. Local history and geography
are two of the bases on which those
broader citizenships must rest.

A MATTER OF THOUGHT.
(Halifax Echo.)

New York is very properly congrat-
ulating itself upon its low mortality
rate for the past year of 11.72 to the
thousand. It is a figure that admits
of some degree of self-satisfaction,
when one recalls that there are liter-
ally hundreds of thousands of for-
eigners within the limits of that big
city, who do not have New World
ideas of sanitation and cleanliness.

But it is by no means the lowest
death rate in the world. The New
York Tribune reminds New Yorkers
that there are whole countries with a
lower rate, such as New Zealand with
a rate of 8.7; Australia with 9.1; Para-
guay with 10.3; South Africa with 11.1
and Cuba 11.2. Nevertheless the pro-
gress of New York in 25 years las
been well worthy of note. At that
time the city had-a death rate of 20.26
and to get it down by persistent, bf
slow improvement, to 11.i2 is a big
thing in a city the size of New York,
with its mixed population, end terrible
housing congestion. It is a proof of
the growing intelligence of the people
as well as of the actigity of sanita-
tion officers.

‘While London has a slightly higher
mortality rate than New York, the
latest returns giving 12.6, there are
separate sections of London which
have a considerably ‘lower rate, as for
jnstance 9.1 In some parts, 98 in
Greenwich and 10 in Poplar. Halifax
is not without cause for congratula-
tion, also, Considerably fewer than 25
years ago her death rate was some-|
thing over 22 to the thousand. The
latest available figures give the gen-
eral rate as 18.1, which is a very
marked improvement, due no doubt to
the campeign of public health propa-
ganda, and to the milk iegulations!
which lessen the dangers from this
prolific source of evil,

But as the Tribune points out, it is
not a time for ‘relaxing effort, but
should rather serve as an incentive for
renewed effort. If so much has been
accomplished, more may be. It is
quite true that while the mind dwells
upon disease, and the fear of disease
occupies the attention of the public,
there will always be disease, for the
human body responds to the thing
that is in the mind, yet sufficient pub-
lic health training will carry us be-
yond that stage. It will supplant the
thought of disease with the thought of
health, which is, after all, the true aim
of preventive medicine. It can only be
done by training the mind to whole-
some, helpful thoughts, for every day
we are more and more proving that
“gs a man thinketh, so is he.”

would frequently appear again as tru-
ants,

ber which Mr. McMann presented at
the last meeting of the St. John Board
of School Trustees showed that he

had dealt with 160 cases of irregular
attendance at school which cases were
98 for boys, dealing with 61 individual
boys, and 62 for girls, dealing with 48
individual girls. Twenty-four cases of
truancy were also dealt with by Mr.
McMann that month and these cascs
were for 17 boys, and one girl. He
made 152 visits to homes and 16 to
schools and had one case in court.

MEAT AND FRUIT SALADS.

The combination of fruit and meat
in salad is rather unusual but de-
licious. The 'fruit lightens thé dish
and adds the piquancy needed with
the meat.

A tart fruit such as pineapple, can-
ned of course, apricots or fresh oranges
or grapefruit should be used. These
fruits take the place of celery if celery

is not at hand, but combine well with
meat and celergy.
_ A delicate meat or fish gains much
from the fruit while the whole salad
is leavened, as it were, and made to
fit into any sort of a dinner or
luncheon.

Left-over bits of chicken and canned
fruit can be worked up in these salads
to advantage.

Chicken and Pineapple Salad,

One cup diced chicken, 1 cup diced
pineapple, hearts of lettuce, 1 canned
pimento, mayonnaise.

Combine chicken and pineapple and
arrange in lettuce hearts. Mask with
mayonnaise and garnish with tiny
strips of pimento.

Turkey and Pineapple Salad.

Turkey combines in the same pro-
portion with pineapple -that chicken
does. 'The meat should be carefully
diced and freed from skin and ten-
dons. Nuts may be added to the meat
if there is less than one cup.

Topgue and Apricot Salad.

Drain canned apricots from their
sirup and cut in neat dice. Baby beef
or veal tongue should be used. Boil
tongue and skin. Cut in dice. Com-
bine one cup of diced tongue with one-
half cup diced apricots. Arrange on a
bed of lettuce, mask with mayonnaise
and garnish with crescents of pickled
beets and threads of gherkins.

Tuna Fish and Tangerine Salad.

One and one-half cups tuna fish, %
cup diced celery, 2 tangerines, mayon-
naise, lettuce.

Combine fish and celery with enough
mayonnaise to make moist. Arrange
on a bed of lettuce and garnish with
sections of tangerines.~ After peeling
the fruit remove the skin from each
section. To do this cut a gash through
the skin at the thick middle part of
the section, being careful not to pierce
the fruit. Then pull the back of the
outside and teéar “or cut off. The
covering of the outside of tangerines
is 5o thin that it need not be removed.

BANK ARE HEARD

Sir Edmund Walker Urges Can-
adian Industries to Work Pro-
ducts of Canadian Mines.

Toronto, Jan. 9—The importance of

establishing in Canada _industries
which: require for their raw material|
the product of Canadian mines, was)
strongly stressed by Sir Edmund,
Walker in his presidential address to,
the directors of the Canadian Bank!
of Commerce yesterday. He rcferredi
to the large increase of Canada’s im-
ports of metals during the last twenty
years and continued:

“It must be evident that we cannot
give too much ‘encouragement to the
general development of mining, to the|
marketing and transportation of coal,|
to the discovery of oil bearing areas,|
and to the manufacture of articles pro-
duced mainly from fnetals mined in|
the country.” \

On the subject of Canada’s: forest
resources, he declared that the country
was likewise faced with the question
of manufacturing native raw products
and that there could be no reasonable
doubt that to sell pulp logs to a
foreign country, when we were our-
selves highly expert in the art of
paper making, was a national folly of
which our neighbors would certainly
not be guilty if/ the case was reversed.

Sir John Aird, the general manager,
referred to his recent election as presi-
dent: of--the Canadian Bankers’ Asso-
-ciation, and said that he hoped dur-
ing his tenure of office to dispel some
of the false conceptions the public had
as to its power and functions. Apart
from its duties in connection with the
note circulation and the appointment
of a curator for a bank suspending
payments, its field was largely volun-
tary and educational. He also refer-
red to the policy being pursued by
some of the provincial governments o
lending on long-term credit money de-
rived from deposits repayable on de-
mand, and expressed the opinion that
this use of deposits, which were by no
means inexhaustible in ‘amount, might
easily result in high rates for money
for both agricultural and other forms
of industry.

PRESS UNION HEAD
WELCOMES “AD” MEN

Viscount Burnham Refers to Ad-
vertising as Light of Mod-
ern Business.

London, Jan. 10.—American adver-
tising methods received an admiring
tribute from Viscount Burnham, presi-
dent of the Empire Press Union, ‘who
presided last night at the inaugural
banquet of the International Advertis-
ing Convention which will meet in Lon-
don in July. It is expected that the
convention will be attended by about
2,000 delegates from Canada and the
U. S. and 4,000 from other parts of
the world.

Referring to advertising as the il-
luminating power of modern business,
Lord Burnham said that the convention
was the first ever to meet outside of
America and went on to say:—

GENIS IN MUSI

Symphony Conductor in San
Francisco Encourages
U. S. Competition,

San Francisco, Jan. 10—The time is
at hand for a new leader of music and
perhaps he will arise in America, in the
opinion of Alfred Hertz, conductor of
the San Francisco Symphony Orchestra,

fcrmerly a director cf Wagnerian opera
in New York and a musician of 4inter-
national repute.

‘“There are today many
who are almost geniuses,” Mr. Hertz
told The Associated Press. ‘‘But Rich-
ard Strauss is the most recent to be
accorded universally the name of genius.
The new messiah will come; we are
ready for him.”

Every now and then there appears on
a San Francisco Symphony programme,
tucked in between widely known com-
positions of the classical or modern
school, some number bearing the nota-
tion, “Played for the first time.” The
composer perhaps is a San Franciscan
who has been brought to Mr, Hertz's
attention; at any rate he usually is an
American of the younger generation, a
student or a teacher who is becoming
articulate. This is the conducfor’s way
of encouraging native composition where
it seems to him feasible for presenta-
tion on a symphony programme. Local
artists also occasionally.are given their
chance to appear as soloists.

Mr. Hertz constantly is reading manu-
scripts, hoping that maybe some day he
will uncover a gleam of greatness. ‘‘The
rew genius is as likely to be produced in
this counary as anywhere,’” he says. “In
the amalgamation of artistic influences
from everywhere, the native composer
can profit by all the trends of the Old
World.”

The conductor would not venture a
prediction on the type of work such a
genius would present, whether it would
be ultra-modernistic or a reaction to
the classics. Mr. Hertz agreed that
modern music was so diverse, moving in
so many directions, that its tendencies
coull not be summed up in a phrase.
Being catholic in his musical taste, he
is no opponent of modernism, save in
its most extreme forms, ‘and" his P!
grammes often are divided betwas
numbers by brilliant meémbers of the
r.ew schools and the symphonies of Mo%-
art, Beethoven, Brahms, Schubert,
Schumann and Tschaikowski. ]

Despite lntens}ﬂed commercialism of
America, the hectic pace of life and the
din of trafficc many compositions by
Americans are ‘calm and idealistic,”
said Mr. Hertz. ‘“America is providing
the musical centres of today,”: he add-
ed.

SMALLPOX
RAGES IN
HONG KONG

Hospitals There and in Kow-
lan Filled; People Dying
in Streets.

YICTIMS HUNDREDS

Hundreds of Thousands
Have Been Vaccinated—
Many Babies Die.

_Victoria, B. C, Jan. 10.—A smallpox
epidemic is raging in Hong Kong and
K,owldn and has claimed hundreds of
victims, according to advices received
here from the Yokohama Maru, in-
bound from the Orient to Seattle. Peo-
ple dying in the streets, hospitals filled
with dying and thousands afflicted 'in
lesser degree, are the details told by
the passengers and crew,*as the Yoko-
hama Maru landed here yesterday.

A vigorous vaccination campaign has
resulted in 230,687 persons receiving in-
Jections. In Hong Kong the number
of pérsons vaccingted now,totals 170,313
and the Kowlan’ figure 50,718. :

Since December 1 all’ immigrants on
trains and boats from Canton have
been directed to the medical depots for
vaccination. More than 1,000 a day are
thus handled. |

Each day in Hong Kong about 3,000
persons are vaccinated and in Kowlan
the daily average is 1,200. There is a
big decrease in the number of vaccina-
tions -in .the western district .and a
slight decrease in the eastern district.
Earlier in the course of the epidemic

reached as high as 10,000.

WL SAL J0E 16 -

Steamer America Chartered
to Take 300 Athletes
' ¥, to France,
b i .

New York, Jan. 10.—Members of the
team selected to represent the United
States in the Olympic games in France
next ‘summer will sail on the steam-
ship America on June 16 instead of
June 14. The change of date was an-
nounced ‘at a meeting attended by Col.
Henry Breckinridge and Frederick W.
Rubien, 'representing the American
Olympic : Committee, and E. E. Mac-
Nary, passenger traffic manager of the
United States Lines. _

The date originally selected for the
departure of the team conflicted with
the day -set for the track and field,
rowing and swimming tryouts, hence
the degision of the committee to de-
fer the sailing of the -America. It is
going to be a difficult problem for the
American. Olympic Committee to have
its tryouts on Saturday afternoon,
select the members of the ‘team on Sat-
urday night and get the athletes on
board ship and ready to sail on the
following Monday.

The American ©lympic Committee
has chartered the entire cabin -accom-
modations of the steamship America,

numbering 500. It is estimated 800 ath-

letes will make the trip on this ship
and the remaining 200 reservations will
be sold to the friends of the athletes
who desire to accompany them abroad.
These accommodations may be secured
by communication with the secretary
of the Olympic Committee, Frederick
V. Rubien, 305 Broadway, New York.

By sailing on June 16 the team will
arrive at Cherbourg on June 24. The
opening ceremonies of the games and
the parade of nations will take place
on July 5. July 27 will be the closinyg
day of the games.

PULPWOOD EXPORTS
HEAVIER IN 1923

Fredericton, Jan. 9—Exports of pulp-
wood from the Fredericton district to
the United States during 1923 were al-
most three times as great as in the
previous year, according to returns
which have been completed by Frederic
C. Johnston, American Vice Consul.

The returns show that the total value
of exports from the Fredericton dis-
trict te the United States in 1923 slight-
ly exceeded the exports of the previous
year, the value of exports in 1923 being
$2,566,855.62, as compared with $2,537,-
826.14. Articles listed under the heal-
ing wood and manufacturers of make
up the great bulk of the exports, there
being a slight falling off from $2,280,-
843.22 'under this year ending in 1933
to $2,286,216.20 in 1928 as a result of
the reduction in the value of exports of
sprucc lumber from §1,685,522 to

Pulpwood exports were what kept
the wood products figures for 1928
near to the total for 1922. Pulpwood
exported from the Fredericton district
in 1928 had a declared value of $134,-
501.80, as compared with $40,172.80 in
1922,

Flood, Albert Wood, W. J. Linton and
A. L. Lockhart, with F. W. Wegenast,
Toronto lawyer for the lumbermen,
leading the discussion. H. W. Mac-
donald, of Toronto, another- lawyer,
and A. F. Bentley, M. L. A, took part
in the discussion also.

The Workmen’s- Compensation Act
was the reason for calling the meet-
ing. i
The meeting was called for 2 o’clock
in ‘the afternoon. As 8 oclock ap-

L. A. seconded the motion and the
meeting asked Mr. Thompson to read
the minutes of the last meeting held
in March. He also read the circular
gent out by the Canadian Manufac-
turers’ Association, which stated the
reasons for the meeting. These were
to concentrate the employers that they
might present a united resolution or
suggestion to the Government at the
Premier’s conference today.

Questions on " Agenda.

There were four questions regard-
ing the Workmen’s Compensation Act
on the agenda. The first “Shall the
principle of workmen’s . compensation
be supported?” was favored unani-
mously. Mr. Simms having arrived,
the second question was taken up, with
a vote stating that the act now in force
in New Brunswick is not the most
suitable. This was later ‘rescinded as
causing too much controversy and of
a destructive nature. It had been
placed on the table, but received its
death warrant when again taken up.

The motion to endorse the Act as
most suitable to New Brunswick was
laid on the table. While this discus-
sion was going on Angus McLean
spoke at length of the hard times
through which the lumbermen have
been passing. The feature of his ad-
dress was that the lumbering industry
would have to go out of business if
taxed as heretofore and this would
mean stagnation—for all other indus-
tries.

Some member suggested that too
drastic changes in the Act, as spoken
of by several present might result in
defeat, as Labor might. be stronger
than ‘when it was established.

Wegenast Report. -

Mr. Wegenast, having arrived, his re-
port was heard, which dwelt particu-
larly on the alleged maladministration
of the Act in relation to Section 67,
which deals with assessments and Sec-
tion 52, which deals with the sub-
divisions of the classes coming under
the Act. Mr. Wegenast cited instances
of heavy assessment on stevedores,
who had not received compensation
equivalent to their deposits, the com-
pensation going to the lumbermen. He
also urged more precautionary methods
to bring the liabilities down and the
safety conditions up to at least 75
r cent. and 90 per cent., if possible.
A. F. Blake thought that Mr. Wege-
nast had showed a belief in the act,
but the latter denied this, saying that
it was not suitable for New Bruns-
wick, He said, however, that he would
like to see it tested further,” with
better administration. There was too
much paternalism, as if the Act were
a philanthropic and not a business pro-
position, which the lumbermen particu-
larly had to pay heavily for.

It was agrued that the type of the
Act was questionable, but not the
principle. Mr. Simms did not find
anything wrong with the principle but
much wrong with the operation of the
Act. He did not think the indiscre-
tions of the board wguld keep any
employer awake nights.

This was taken
exception to by some, and several said
that private control made possible bet-
ter pay -to the men, because overhead
expenses were' far less. ,Mr. McLean
cited some cases under his own obser-
vation and control.

Suggest Men Share Expense.

Many breaches of honor among the
working men were alleged, especially in
the lumber business in the woods.
¥These, it was felt, could be obviated if
the men shared in the expense of the
medical aid and hospital expenses- A
small tax would give all a share in the
responsibility and also a say in the
dispersion.

E. A. Schofield felt, he said, that the
meeting had not given an opportunity
for all to voice their opinions. The
lumbering interests had taken up most
of the time and the meeting was no
further ahead. This remark followed
the moving of the resolutions by Mr.
McLean regarding the safety associa-
tions and the forming of an executive,
which would represent all coming un-
der the act. e committee, the ap-
pointment of which was deferred un-
til the meeting was about to adjourn,
was agreed upon ds follows: Class 1,
Mr. McLean, Howard E. Beedy, lum-
bering; class 2, A. D. Taylor, coal;
class 8, Fred A. Fisher, steel; class 4,

New York—Here's a real fish story.

Not of 9-inch trout or 12-inch black
bass of which mere man is so proud to
boast, but of real fish, fighting fish, fish
weighing all the way from 60 to 500
pournids. Fish that will battle ylou for
hours before you finally tire out the
powerful, agile monster, and reel him in,
with aching arms and back.

Hamilton M. Wright, the author,
spends most of his time, when not en-
gaged In writing, in pursuing the game
fish found in the southern waters.

“There i8 no sport that can compare
with it,” he says. ‘“Not even hunting
big game in Africa. There your thrill
is a matter of moments. But when you
have hooked one of the free swimmers

of the sea, it may be hours before you |

can land him. \

“He'll carry your line through wild
dashes, circles and leaps. You may be
towed anywhere from five to 50 miles
before you finally land your fish.

“I think big game fish have more sur-
prising tricks than wild animals.

You never know whether
he is going to .come in easily like a
numbskull, or rush toward your boat
like a flash apd cut the line on the pro-
peller. If you are fishing from a wharf,
he may head for the piles and snarly your
line half a dozen times before he breaks
it on the sharp-edged shellfish.

Hook
one of them on your line, and the thrill
of long-past boyhood days will come to
you again. ¥

§79000 FRAUD CASE
HEARNG GONTINED

Chechik Says He Does Not
Believe Force Used to
Get Check ‘

The case in which Harry Rabino-
vitch is charged by Leon Chechik with
conspiring with Benjamin Friedman to
defraud Chechik of between $79,000
and $80,000 in connection with a ship-
ment of liquor from here last Novem-
ber to people in Providence, R. 1., was
continued yesterday afternoon in the
Supreme Court before His Honor Chief
Justice McKeown. Chechik was on
the stand practically all day. During
the 'course of his testimony he said
that when Friedman came to him with
his face bandaged up and told him

by force he believed Friedman, but he
no longer believed his story. He said
he did not know where Friedman was
now or he would prosecute him.
Chechik also said that he had no per-
sonal interest in the money or liquor
and if anyone were defrauded it was
the people who had put $263,000 in the
company for which he was trustee. He
said’ that he was not trustee for this
shipment to Providence. Friedman
and Louis Smith were the trustees for
that.

C. M. B. Spence, accountant for the
Royal Bank of Canada, said the check
was for $79,294 and was drawn on
account of a man named Kravet, agent
for the Providence people. Friedman
and Smith had a joint account in the
bank and a check for 870,000 was cash-
ed on Nov. 1 for Smith and Friedman
in trust. It was paid with a check for
$50,000 on the bank and $20,000 in cash.
He could not say who got the cash.
Rabinovitch presented the check for
,,U,000 and was given five drafts for
$10,000 each on the Halifax branch of

e Royval Bank of Canada, he said.
The ' accountant’s evidence concluded
the testimony taken yesterday and the
case was adjourned until 10.30 o'clock
this morning.

GERMANS DETAINED
BY . S. OFFICIALS

Understood Contract Labor
Law Delaying Entry
of 82 Workers

S

It is not known what disposition will
bé made of four score German work-
men who are being detained at this
port by the United States immigration
authorities. Some of the men have been
here since Dee- 11 andeothers have ar-
rived on steamships from overseas at
various times until there are now 82
former enemy aliens in the detention
building at West St. John.

The ‘United States immigration of-
ficials here decline to discuss the cases
of the aliens as the question of their ad-
mission to the United States is now
before the authorities at Washington.
1t is understood, however, that the men
are being held on the strength of an
allegation that they were engaged in
Europe to work in copper mines in
Michigan, such an arrangement being in
violation of the United States contract
labor law under ordinary conditions,
although. Washington officials at their
discretion may admit contract laborers
under certain conditions, particularly if
an industry cannot obtain sufficient
skilled labor in the republic to enable
it to function fully.

Michigan is the greatest copper min-
ing state in the United States. It is the
home of the Calumet & Hecla Mining
Co., of Boston, which controls the larg-
est copper mines in the world, these

being in the vicinity of Houghton. The’

Michigan mines were discovered by
Professor Agassiz of Harvard Uni-
versity, while he was engaged in geo-
logical studies. The stock of the Calu-
met & Hecla has sold at more than
§1,000 per $100 share and has paid
many millions in dividends. Recently
the slump in the copper market dis-
appeared and as there is a revival in
the industry it is probable that some of
the mines in Michigan are in need of
expert miners or émelting men.

A decision from Washington is ex-
pected shortly.

SCOTT WAIVERS

A ———

Mystery Over Case of Pitch-
Sensation of the
~ 1922 Series.

‘New York, Jan, 10—Baseball fol-

lowers were puzdled today by the waliv-

ers ted by all other fifreen major
1eagus:l§ueball clubs on Jack Scott of
the New York Giants, pitching sensa-
tion of the 1922 world’s series. Not
only did the majors pass up the Tar
Heel Southerner, but the Louisville
American Association Club refused to
accept him as part of a deal for Dean.

Scott is the second pitcher of note to
leave New York for puzzling reasons
this winter, his predecessor being Carl
Mays, who was grabbed by the Reds.
The Mays case was not so mystelous
as Scott's, however, as several clubs
dickered to buy him, while Scott, who
won more games last year than the
submarine pitcher, was completely re-
fused. .

Another major leaguer to leave the
metropolitan district for the minors
was Elmer Smith, the only man to
have a home run with the bases full in
a world’s series game, Smith, who was
turned away by the Yanks, also furn-
ished a puzzling case.

It was suggested today that Man-

ager McGraw might be getting under

Scott’s hide to force him to keep bet-
ter discipline this year, and\really in-
tends to retain him, though McGraw
himself gave no such indication. He
said he hoped Long John would be
more “grateful” to the next club who
hired him. :

Scott’s case, like those of Smith and
Mays, was more a case of inability to
get along with his manager than any-
thing else.  After being taken from
the junk pile in 1922 Scott won a
world’s series game, but last year held
out for more salary, then violated
training rules. After a poor start he
pitched good ball but later broke a
bone in his hand when struck by a bat-
ted ball, and was not so effective there-
after. He was a complete failure in the
world’s series.

ELMER SMITH
" GOES T MINORS

Wigures as Part Payment in
Big Baseball Deal of
Yankees,

New York, Jan. 10.—One of the big-
gest surprises that has been given base-
ball fans for some time came with an
announcement ‘that Eliner Smith will
go to Louisville a% part payment for
Earle Combs. Not a club in the
American or National Leagues made a
bid for him when waivers were asked.
As a result of the recent big deal Combs,
who is 22 years old, became a member
of the world champion Yankees.
acquiring Combs from the Louisville
club of the American Association the
New York club paid one of the high-
est prices yet recorded for a mino
league player. !

While Col. Jacob Ruppert in an-
nouncing the purchase refused to namg¢
the cash consideration, it was learned
from a reliable source that the price
was $50,000, of which $30,000 was in
the form of the acceptable coin of the
realm. The balance of $20,000 will be
sent to Louisville in the form of two
players. Col. Ruppert startled his
hearers when he declared that one of
these would be Elmer Smith, the out-
fielder and pinch hitter. The other
player is likely to be a pitcher. He
must be delivered by April 1.

The acquisition of Combs by the
Yankees came close in the wake of the
purchase of Wayland Dean, the Louis-
ville pitcher, by the Giants. Dean also
brought $50,000 — $30,000 in cash and
three players, who will be named late
in March. Until Saturday it had been
understood that the Louisville club
would not sell one without the other
and' that it demanded $150,000 for the
pair. When the Giants announced that
they had landed Dean it became prac-
tically certain that Combs would go to
the Yankees. Seemingly there is a
pleasant little rivalry between our local
clubs.

Nobody Claims Elmer,

Col. Ruppert created as big a sensa-
tion with the announcement that Smith
had been sent to Louisville as he did
with the news of the coming of Combs.
“Gentlemen, it was as big a surprise to
me as it is to you when I learned from
Ed Barrow that not a single club in
the® American or National leagues had
refused to waive on Elmer Smith,” said
Ruppert. “We had no idea that we
could get Smith out of the majors to
send him away in any deal. But the
waivers came along. Nobody in the
majors thought Smith worth the
waiver price of $4,000.” *

Smith goes back to the minors after
having been the leading pitch hitter in
the American League in 1923, with an
average close to .500. His passage to
Louisville is one of the most inexplic-
able affairs in the history of the game.
While Elmer was no wonder on
ground balls, he could travel over
quite a bit of territory, showed a fair
arm and certainly could hit right
handed pitching,

Smith came to the Yankees in July,
1922, with Joe Dugan from the Red
Sox. Boston got Smith and Burns
from Cleveland for McInnis and Har-
ris. How the Philadelphia club of the
National League, for one, passed up
Smith is a mystery. It looks as if
somebody got fooled and made the mis-
take of regarding the request for waiv-
ers as a feeler for a trade.

The Yankees have sent away one
left-handed hitter to get another, for
Combs bats from the first base side of
the plate. The Kentuckian stands six
feet in his socks and weighs 162
pounds. He played only one complete
season with Louisville, for he reported
in June in 1922. His only professional
experience was obtained with the
Colonels in 180 games two years ago
and 166 last season.

Out for Witt’s Job.

Combs is a centre fielder and will at-
tempt to oust Whitey Witt from his
job. The Kentuckian is fast both in
the field and on the bases. He stole
42 bags last season. He is a topnotch
fielder, but therc has been come ques-
tion as to the power of his arm. How-
ever, as John McGraw put it the other
day when discussing that very subject,
outficlders no longer throw out any
men at the plate. They play close to

the fences for the lively ball, so a
strong arm is not the essential it used™

to be in the days when Jack Murray
sent them wringing into Roger Bres-
nahan's mitt.

Last season Combs hit .380 and got
14 home runs. He made a total of 241
hits and 359 bases. He was the bat-
ting sensation of the association. In
1922 Combs batted for .34, getting
167 hits for 236 bases. The Blue Grass
star jumped into prominence in 1923
when he slammed a home run off Al
Mamaux in an eéxhibition with the
Dodgers. In that game Combs got his
first view of major league pitching.
Last October the Louisville club held a
Combs Day, which was attended by
many fans from the outfielder’s hill
country. In his first trip to the plate
Combs slugged a home run over the
fence. The young man has color and a
strong sense of the dramatlc.

Combs will report to Miller Hug-
gins on March 8 at New Orleans. In-
cidentally Huggins still is minus that
right-handed pinch hitter he has been
seeking since the season closed. At
New Orleans Huggins will have
Combs, Hendrick, Haines, Lavallie,
Acton and old Dan Tucker in addition
to, Babe Ruth, Bob Meusel and Witt
for the outfield squad. Hendrick was
retained in preference to Elmer Smith.

ALLEGE OLD FILMS
SSUED AS NEW

Charge of Unfair Competi-
tion Against Fox Com-
pany is Upheld.

New York, Jan. 10.—An order of the
Federal Trade Commission directing
the Fox Film Corporation to desist
from employing methods of unfair
competition was upheld by the United
States District Court of Appeals in |
an opiftion written by Judge Henry
Wade Rogers. The order was made by
the commission as the result of a com-
plaint that in 1916 and 1917 the cor-
poration reissued three old films as new
photoplays.

The complaint alleged the Fox Film
Corporation put out a picture, under
the title of “The She Tiger,” which
was in reality a reissue of a photoplay
called “The Love Thief,” another called
“Camille of the Yukon,” which had
previously been issued as “The Silent
Lie” and a third entitled “Sink or
Swim,” which was originally called
“Yankee Boy.” )

In his opinion, Judge Rogers said
“The order will not prohibit the re-
making of a photoplay in which an
entirely new cast is used or an entirely
new production is made or where the
original title is used or reference made
in the advertisements of the pictures.
There 18 no objection to the use of a
former photoplay if the name is not
changed, and no deception practiced
in its release to exhibitors.”

There are some men upon whom fall
a large share of the success of a theat-
rical production but who, so far at
least as the audience is concerned, are
nameless. Upon them falls a great
deal ,of responsibility and hard work,
yet their names do not appear on the
programme, and although their -efforts
are often greeted with the plaudits of
the spectators, very few of the specta-
tors realize the human effort that is
behind those things which delight their
eyes.

James Carroll’s stage director. ° But
the actual concrete work is performed
by the scenic artist, R. C. Benjamin,
and the master mechanic, G. L. Du-
plissie, who with a few bare frames,
several yards of canvas and cotton,
oceans of paint and a few other odds
and ends, have fashioned settings
which carry the very atmosphere of
China right into the house.

The settings for the present show
are out of the ordinary run as produc-
tions of this magnitude and descrip-
tion go. Several pieces of pottery,
vases, towels, pipes and other articles,
from the collection of Mrs. A. J. Mul-
cahy, West St. John, have been used
to good effect and lend a touch of
reality to the details, The handling
of this important part of the stage
dressing is in the hands of Victor
Rossley, as master of properties.

The atmosphere of the production
is heightened during its course by the
lighting effects, which in this instance
are a little more intricate, but conse-
quently more effective,, than usual.
Responsibility for this end of the pres-
entation is in the capable hands of J.
A. Whitebone, chief electrician, who
has acted for several years in that
capacity.

The stage star can return to the
stage after the drop of the curtain to
receive the hearty approval which the
audience is pleased to accord his work;
but the scenic artist, the master
mechanic, the master of properties and
the electrician and all their assistants
must be content to stand behind the
scenes and—unknown and unseen—
accept the compliment which the spec-
tators extend to them by applause.
Their lot is not a great deal different
from many of their fellow men in real
life. There are thousands in all walks
who make the settings in which others

'shine, but thelr work is none the less

appreciated, even though they remain
nameless.

To these men behind—whether they
be in the earnest work of real life or
in the make-believe realms of stace
existence—these few words are re-
spectfully dedicated.

APPOINT RECEIVER
FOROPERA COMPANY

Action Taken to Assure a
Continuance of Wagner-
ian Productions.

New York, Jan. 10.—After a trou-
bled engagement on tour and in New
York' the Wagnerian Opera Company,
which opened a six weeks’ season of
grand opera at the Manhattan on
Christmas night, is in the hands of a
receiver. The action was taken by the
management on advice of members of
the artistic personnel and sympathetic
friends and supporters, and was ex-
plained as an effort to conserve the as-
sets from legal attacks by small cred-
itors and thus assure continuity of the
activities of the organization.

Ben H. Atwell in announcing the re-
ceivership for the company said that
because the enterprise is a foreign cor-
poration it was entirely at the mercy
of creditors. “T'wo or three of the lat-
ter,” he said, “attached property of the
compeny late last week. The prospect
of a rush of petty creditors threatened

to defeat a refinancing .in which the|

officers are engaged and to wreck the
organizatiof as well as the season,
hence the action.” o

ANOTHER

Edwin T. Murdoch, an attorney,
was named as receiver. The appoint-
ment was made by Federal Judge
Francis Winslow of the Southern dis-
trict. He was formerly attorney for
the late Jacques le Baudy, “Emperor
of the Sahara.”

The receivership is temporary, ex-
tending only until Thursday, by which
time it is expected that the new financ-
ing, described as under way, is ex-
pected to bé completed. Then, accord-
ing to the talk about the Manhattan,
all outstanding claims will be paid in
full and the opera company will pro-
ceed as though nothing had happened.

Mr. Murdoch said: “It is regrettable
that a worthy organization with so fine
an aggregation of ‘artistic talent should
suspend its efforts because of monetary
considerations. This receivership, as 1
understand it, has been brought about
to prevent just that.

“Talented Musicians Heard
in Concert at Pythian
Castle.

An enthusiastic audience quite as
large as that which greeted Mark
Hambourg, the great pianist, assembléd
to hear his brother, Boris Hambou¥g,
the noted ’cellist, who with Geza ‘de
Kresk, violinist, and Reginald Stewart,
pianist, all of Torontp, gave a pro-
gramme par excellence last evening in
Pythian Castle Hall. The master -of
the ’cello played this difficult instru-
ment with great skill, and received ex-
tended applause, which brought him
out to play a beautiful air by Hure,.a
French composer, after a skilled pres-
entation of the elaborate selection from
Tschaikowsky, “Variations on a Rocoee
Theme.” '

The only adverse criticism that coul
be made was that the pianist, whou.is
himself a skilled performer of wonder-
ful expression and fine technique, for-
got in his accompaniments to subordi-
nate himself to the other instruments.
The lateness of starting the perform-
ance was also cause for regret. This
did not make for the perfection in the
programme that was hoped for by A.
Victor Lee, the manager, who received
congratulations for the otherwise out-
standing success. The trio played a
varied number of selections that magle
up a programme in themselves, and ge-
ceived an ovation, but time did net
permit of encores being given.

Mr. Kresk was particularly fine in
his violin selections. He played with
fervor of expression and control in
technique, which seemed secondary .to
the music he drew from the instrument
He responded to deafening applause by
playing Martini’s “Andantine.”

There was a marked favor shown
Mr. Stewart, who played the piano
with wonderful brightness of tone.

77 YEARS OLD:
NEVER SAW MOVIE

| Hermit Who Dodged Work

All Life, Killed by
Cold.

Bridgeport, Jan. 10—Believed to have
been overcome by cold and exposure, as
he made his way from his shack to a
well a short distance away, George
Washington Gilbert, 77, the ‘“Hermit of
Ridgefield,”” was found dead by Joseph
Knapp, a neighbor. Gilbert, who lived
in Ridgefield all his life, will be buried
at the town’s expense unless some one
claims the body.

The hermit boasted that he had never
worn a pair of shoes or done a day’s
‘work. In his seventy-seven years he
had never traveled more than twenty
miles from the spot where he was born.
He had never seen a movie picture, a
trolley car or a steamboat.’

““There has never been a romance; in
my life,”” he said a few months before
his death. ‘I never sought women be-
cause I never wanted petticoat govern-
ment, and I never had any in my ilife.
Woman is the root of all evil.”

He lived in a -one roomed shack
among underbrush and shaded in sum-
mer by apple trees. The shack was
built for him by Col. George Knox, hat
manufacturer, who had befriended him
many times during his life.

The original Gilbert home was located
a few yards from the shack. Matthew
Gilbert, a Colonial lieutenant-governor,
came to America in 1708, settling in
Ridgefleld. He was the first ancestor
there of the hermit. Gilbert’'s great-
grandfather married an Indian squaw
from- whom he inherited 1,000 acres,
which now comprise the property of
wealthy summer residents between
Branchville and Ridgefield. His grand-
father, David Gilbert, fought with Gen.
Putnam and at the battle of Harlem
Heights captured the Hessian sword
which was the hermit’s proudest posses-
sion. This and a family Bible, water-
marked and thumbed, owned by his In-
dian great-grandmother, he prized, and
frequently in summer he could be seen
near his home with both in his hands.

Col. Knox offered him a comfortable
home, but Gilbert preferred to loaf and
read the Romance languages.

New York, Jan. 10—An English-
speaking actor received a formal civic
reception for the first time in history
when James K. Hackett arrived in
New York aboard the White Star liner
Majestic.
